Automatic Pilot
Developed For
Fari Tractor

Farmers who want to make
their work easier should be in-
terested in an automafic pilot
that has been developed for
farm tractors, said W. L. Ulich,
extension agricultural engineer.

This new device is expected
to increase the effectiveness of
cultivation as a means of weed
control, he stated. The steering
control system enables opera-
tors to guide tractors more ac
curately, thereby making pos-
sible finer adjustments of cul-
tivation machinery for con-
trol of weeds without damage
to the crops.

The automatic pilot was de-
signed and laboratory tested by
a USDA engineer, and is now
being field tested. Ths main
problem overcome in develop-
ing this device involved find-
ing a way to use fairly simple
equipment low enough in cost
to be a profitable investment
for farmers seeking to do a
better job of cultivation. said
Ulich.

The automatic control is in-
tended for use in conjunction
with power steering hooups
which are featured on many
modern thactors. Lightweight
feelers, capable of sensing the
position of the crop row in re-
lation to the tractor's front
tires, are used in the automatic
pilot to close switches when the

them, Quail prefer to roost in
mid and tall which
have not heen subjected to over
use by livestock.

Jugging for catfish is per.
formed In two ways

Ona way Is lo tie a jug, or
oil ean, to a snag or stake,
near & known catfish hole. To
the other end of the float at.
tach a hook and line, adjusted
to the proper depth, and balted
with your favorite catfish bait.

When a fish bites, the can
or jug, goes under. But the
float's buoyancy soon tires the
fish and the float pops to the
gurface again and again.

The other method is to tie a
hook and line to a free-floating
jug or can. If set out in a run.
ning streams, the fisherman
must follow his jug or can by
boat, retrieving when it indi.
cates a 8trike. Sometimes a
number of floating jugs are set
free at the same time.

In jugging, discretion must
be used so that the floats do
not hinder, or endanger motor
boats or other craft, Also, it's
well to remember that game
wardens frown on “"unattended"’
lines.
