Views of a Banker on the Situation
During the Recent Monetary
*Btringency Well Worthy of
Consideration.

The president of a bank at Minne-
apolls, durlng the recent financial

mource of financlal drain upon the
country towns which should be taken
into consideration, and a remedy ap-
plied,

“In this remarkable situation,” he
sald, “when everybody is prosperous
and there {8 not enough currency to
go round, it is Important that every
dollar possible should be kept at home
until the banking business is again on
a cash basis. In the cltles this Is be-
ing done with a good deal of success,
and the clearing-house certificates and
cashier's checks prevent a serlous
embarrassment. But out in the coun-
try, where there are no clearing
houses, every dollar hoarded or sent
away from home counts double.

“At this time the patronage of the
foreign catalogue houses {8 a factor
that ought to be considered serlously.
By their own reports two of these
catalogua houses, which deal in almost
every commodily of use to the home
or farm, do a business of $90,000,000
& year. This is $300,000 for each of the
8lx business days of the week. This
money comes largely out of the coun-
try towns, These catalogue houses do
not sell to people In the cities where
they are located. It is from the farm-
ers and residents of towns of less
than 5,000 population that 95 per cent.
of thelr business comes and at least a
third of it Is from the northwest. And
remember, too, that there are other
catalogue houses, and that the com-
bined business done by them Is at
least $200,000,600 annually.

“I am informed that all through the
state of Minnesota this competition of
the foreign catalggue houses has been
very serlously felt by the merchants
of small towns, to such an extent that
some have been driven out of buslness
entirely.

“If this has been the case during
the great prosperity of recent years,
when money was circulated freely,
what must the effect be now when the
currency Is needed at home? Money
spent with the local merchant is dis-
bursed In the locality, at least the
profits of his business are, but money
sent away is lost from local circula-
tion.

“Without golng Into the home-trade
question it seems plain to me that
those who buy from & foreign ecata-
logue house at this time are directly

of keeping money in home circulation
involves people of all conditions.”

Ideas for Market Days.

That the “market day” idea is be-
coming decldedly popular in the coun-
try 18 Indicated by the fact that the
merchants of dozens of western towns
have adopted the plan lately. Re-
ports from these places, which have
been giving the “market day"” plan a
trial, indlcate that it is giving satis-
faction to ‘dealers and to thelr
patrons. Like any other Inuaovation
the success of the establishment of a
market day depends almost entirely
upon the Interest which it evokes and
the sustained energy that s em-
ployed in giving it a distinctive value
to producers. The merchants will get
out of the plan no more nor less than
they put Into it. If the arrangements
made afford the assurance that pa-
trons will find improved facilitles for
the disposal of their products it is cer-
tain to prove a drawing feature. If
it 18 employed simply as a plan for
drawing a crowd of farmers to town
to spend their money, it Is equally
certain that the ultimate result will
be unsatisfactory, if mnot serlously
detrimental to future business rela-
tions. It 18 good poliey not to go into
a scheme of this kind until satisfled
that conditions are right for its suc-
cess, and once undertaken, to push it
for all it 1s worth. Make It worth
while for customers to come from a
distance for the day, so that they will
be read® to assist in the perpetuation
of the plan. A great deal depends on
“starting right,”” and, once having pop-
ularized the idea to keep up sustnined
enthusiasm by providing improved
facllities for caring for the increased
trade which it develops.

Manners.

This I8 a lesson that people of Ne-
braska and other states are belng
taught every day in the year and it is
A pleasure to know that they are get-
ting their eye teeth cut in the most
artistie and approved style. They are
ordering from the catalogues and In
return they are getting a miserable lot
of junk, payving much higher prices
than they would have to pay for first-
class goods sold In the home stores.

The catalogue houses live and grow
fat off just such people as the man at
Wayne. These men are constantly
looking for the blg end of the bargain.
The catalogue houses are doing the
same thing. It would look as though
it would be “When Greek meets
Greek,” but its nothing of the kind.
The catalogue concerns have all the
advantage. They have gotten the
money of the Individual and then they
send him out any kind of an old lot of
Junk, knowing that he has no recourse,
These catalogue houses have been do-
ing this thing for years and find
plenty of suckers, for you know there
is something recorded about a sucker
being born every second. Perhaps
they do not get the same sucker a
second time, but they catch some that
came along in the new crop.

HANDLING FARM PRODUCTS.

Improved Methods Practiced Iin Many
Agricultural Towns.

Every farming community turns
trade to the town where best prices
are pald for the minor products which
the farmers have to dispose of. The
prices pald for butter and eggs, quite
often, decide the business life of a
town., The general practice In man
places is for indlvidual merchants t
take produce In exchange for gooda.
The lowest market price Is the rule in
these towns. Should ome meschant
pay a cent a pound more for butter,
or a cent more a dozen for eggs, the
farmers conclude that the difference
is made up In the quality of goods or
the quantity they recelve in exchange.

To overcome the annoyances occa-
sloned through unwholesome competi-
tlon in the buying of farmers' prod-
ucts, the business men of many agri-
cultural towns, during the past few
years, have undertaken the operation
of cooperative produce establish-
ments. These establishments general-
Iy consist of a commodlous warehouss
with- cold storage applinnces. The
merchants of the town are the stock-
holders in the concern. A manager I3
employed on salary and is intrusted
with the buying and marketing of all
produce, The storekeepers refer all
farmers who have produce for sale to
the produce house and the highest
market price is pald and due bllls
given which are payable in goods at
the stores In the town.

This method has proved highly sat-
Isfactory everywhere It has been tried.
Not alone have the merchants found
it advantageous, but the farmers as
well.  Another feature worth consid-
eration is the fact that farmers are
not compelled to trade at any particu-
lar store, but can make their pur-
chases in any store in the town, Then
again much trade is saved to the com-
munity that might go to the mall-or
der houses of the larger cities.

During the Summer Monthes.

The summer time Is the time the re-
tajil merchant must keep things mov-
ing at a lively pace in his store. Gen-
ernlly the warm weather season (s
dull with retailers and the period from
June to September is generally regard-
ed as a time when there is little doing,

Here s where the retall merchant
must not allow himself to take a
wrong view of things, The fact that
this gtretch of three months has been
generally regarded as & period of in-
activity {8 just the very reason why he
cannot afford to allow it to be one,
There can be no periods of Inactivity
for the merchant of to-day., He must
keep a full head of steam up all the
time, and it Is even more Important
that he should do this on the up grade,
when ho Is working against the forces
of gravitation than on the level, when
the business rushes almost of Its own
momentum.

The live merchant will make up his
miud that there will be no perlods of
fometivity in his store. He keeps
things moving all the time; there ls
something doing every day and he
doesn't give people & chance to forget
for a single day that he is selling the
best merchandise at the lowest pos-
glble prices.

It 18 these perlods of Inactivity on
the parts of retall merchants which
have given the retaill mall order
houses their opportunity to make in-
roads on thelr trade, With the mail
order houses there are no periods of
inactivity, and during the summer
months they will hustle harder than

WORLD'S COTTON SHORTAGE.

All Signs Point to a “Rush” Demand
8ome Time Soon.

During the past six or elght months
most unusual conditions have infiu-
enced the markets for the world’'s sta-
ple products, and perhaps no one erop
has been more affected thereby than
cotton, the crop upon which the South
chiefly relles for Immediate cash.

While many people contend that the
organization known as the Farmers'
Union made a mistake in fixing at the
beglnning of the season the minimum
price at which its membership should
market the staple at too high a figure,
still had normal conditions ruled
throughout the season, present knowl-
edge regarding the world's shortage
justifies the concluslon that such min-
imum price might have been obtained
before the close of the season. But
following the action taken by this or
ganized farmers' movement, so poten:
tial a factor in the production of the
staple, there can be little doubt that
the spinning world and every interest
Identified with it determined by every
means within its power to resist to
the last extremity this new price mak-
ing power in the market. Hence, the
deadlock between the farmer and the
consumer began with the opening of
thee season and has been waged unre-
mittingly ever since. Unfortunately
for the farmer, the panie, whatever
the cause producing it, came on early
In the season, paralyzing trade condi-
tlons throughout the world and con-
tributing more to weaken him in his
fight for higher prices than the com-
bined power of all other influences.
This trade depression, which still
hangs like a pall over the cotton mar-
ket, could hardly have been foreseen,
hence whatever the outcome of the
contest the element of chance has con.
tributed to make it an unequal one
for the farmer.

However, as stated at the outset,
there are not wanting Indieations that
the remnant of the crop, a large por-

hardly to be concefved that the spin-
ners will choose to face the opening
of the new season with stocks reduced
to practically nothing, Hence, many
students of the situation think that
competition for the remainder of the
present erop wili goon hecome very
sharp and prices will ascend corre
spondingly ~—~Houston Post.

A
man g0 busy running after all cotton
that he neglects his cows and lets
them go dry and makes no preparation
for thelr increase is not worthy a
place In any local anywhere., The so-
called farmer who allows his stables
to be wet and muddy, thereby causing
every horse and mule on the place to
have the scratches, besides other dis-
eases, Is llke a cow that gives a gallon
of milk and then kicks it all over.

The farmer whose meat s In Chi-
cago and his corn i to get Is a bur-
den to any local and should be ex-
cluded before the next breakfast Is
eaten.

Procrastination Is a ruinous thing
and causes so much trouble and extra
expense, When the house needs re-
pairing, why not meet the necessity
promptly and repair it before the rain
or winter's snow is falling or fix up
his fences "horse high, pig tight and
bull strong” before his hogs become
educated in all kinds of mischief and
the cows become unmanageable. If
a hog is never allowed to learn mis-
chief it may be kept under a very
poor fence, but just one lesson Is
enough to ruin the best hog.

See how foolish this deluded man
when he sings in such a mournful
wail, “But I'll get 1t all back with a
big crop of cotton.” The big crop of
cotton is a delusion and a snare to
him, his fond hopes never materlalize;
he is in no shape to make a big crop
of cotton and therefore the big crop
never comes his way.

The real intention of the Unlon is
to organize farmers who Ilive at home,
or who are making every edge cut
to live at home in one solid phalanx,
strong enough to hold every product
made on the farm until a just and fair
price is offered for it.

If I understand the objects of the
Union, this is the point to be gained
to place ourselves where we may live
on our own swent-made resources and
look the financial world in the eye
until justice comes our way.

There {8 no use to listen to the silly
song that farmers can not be bound
together. It can be done. It wlll be
done or the farmers' children will ere
long beg for bread and lack for clothes
to hide their nakedness.

Early Opening Not Important.

The opening of the bolls of one
plant earlier than those of another
does not indlcate superiority in escap
ing weevils, The weevil stops all
plants from fruiting at the same time,
and the cotton which ylelds the most
is the one that best escapes the wee
vil, regardless of the date of opening.
Large boll cottons rarely begin to
open as early as some small boll cot-
tons, though both begin setting fruit
at the same time. But notwithstand:
ing the few days' delay which may
occur In the opening of the large bolls,
some large boll progeny rows'in our
experiments ylelded more cotton’than
the small boll early opening progeny
rows, This point as to the opening
of bolls is specially emphasized and
explained because a large boll I8 more
desirable for many reasons than a
small boll cotton and is preferred by
growers and plckers, The bellef was
quite general when this work began
that the opening of bolls even a few
days earlier than those of other va-
rletles was of importance In escaping
weevlls, and as the earllest opening
cottons at that time had small bolls

and the old late cotton had large
bolls, the conclusion was reached that
a large boll cotton could not be grown
to yleld successfully where there were
weevlls, Moreover, It was thought
that the simultaneous seting of squares
on different cottons should be follow-
ed by the simultaneous opening of
thelir bolls, A simllar bellef, equally
erroneous, would be that cotton set-
ting squares at the same time should
have bolls of the same size, shape,
ete. The most successful escape from
weevils 1s indicated by yield and not
by greater yleld at the frst picking,
and large boll cottons have been bred
in this work to fruit early and rapidly
and to escape weevil damage as suc-
cessfully as any small boll cotton that
opens all its bolls ten days or two
weeks earller—Prof. Bennett's Bulle-
tin.

JAPANESE BEEK TO
PORT ARTHUR

RENDER
IMPREGNABLE.

Defenses Being Reconstructed on a
New Plan and the Town Is Prac-
tically Given Over to the Mil-
itary Authorities.

In view of the renewed interest in
Port Arthur by the recent condemna-
tion of Gen. Stoessel, it may be inter-
esting to translate from the Volce of
Moscow portions of the article of a
Russian correspondent in that great
Japanese fortress, who seems to be
particularly observant, says the New
York Bun.

He says that Port Arthur and Dalny
have changed very much since the
war. Under Russlan rule Port Arthur
was an international town, full of life,
and after the Japanese came into pos-
session of it it promised to be even
liveller than ever. The roads were re-
paired, the quays renewed, the water
supply Improved, Japanese and Chi-
nese merchants began to establish
themselves in the town and business
houses began to be bulit,

But suddenly something happened.
All at once Port Aithur became a
elty of the dead. Business men quietly
abandoned thelr shops, bullders left
their uncompleted buildings, and from
that time up to the present no private
individual has begun any new bulld-
ing in Port Arthur. The great sup-
plies of provisions and other goods
were sent back to Japan or into other
parts of Manchuria. But none except
the Japanese knew what was the word
that had gone forth.

The whole fortress is belng recon-
structed on a new and uhknown plan,
The fortifications are being extended
bevond their old limits and the la-
borers and overseers are selected
with the greatest care,

The old redoubts are not destroyed,
but a!l useful material in them has
been moved to other sites. In the con-
struction of .the fortifications great at-
tentlon has been pald to the selection
af the best positions whence a4 plung-
ing fire can be concentrated on the
passage through the hills in front and
In order to attzin this end constant
practice flring 18 carried on.

The laendward side is protected by
long-range guns mounted in excellent
forts, At one point alone there are
120 guns, On the seaward side rows
of guns are visible—many of these
guns were taken from the Russlans.

Triel firing ig carried on more and
more frequently at night with the help
of reflectors and to assist the gun
ners a whole series of slgnal stations
has been erected on the hills, At the
bottom of both harbors and out along
the seacoast up to a distance of two
miles from the fortress some sort of
work is being carried on; perhaps
mines are being laid,

All the way to Mukden stmteglc po-
sitlons are being selected and pre-
pared and strategle roads are being
run through the mountains,

As for Dalay, it Is strongly fortified
on the landward side, the entire en
virons of the village of Loukku having
been converted into fortress positions
and guns have been mounted there.
On the geaward side Dalny {8 more
weakly fortified, but on the whole it is
very much more strongly defended
thea when the Russlans were in poses
slon of it,

The enormous barracks in Port Ar
thur and Dalny are full of troops and
great storegs of grain, fodder, beans,
ote,, have heen collected. There has
lately appeared in Dalny a pecullar
tour-wheeled cast-lron platform for
ecarrying fleld guns of the largesi cal

SUBSTITUTE FOR FRESH EGGS.

City Bakeries Use Them Powdered—
An Appetizing Omelet,

Powdered eggs are used by many
bnkeries and have been looked upon
a8 successful in making custards and
dishes requiring many eggs. The
fresh ege {8 unquestionably the most
wholegome and to be deslred above all
others, yet it Is seldom that city
dwellers procure them unless they are
well acquainted with the source of
supply, as cold storage and various
methods are resorted to to hold eggs
oft the market until the prices have
risen above a certain figure.

When eggs are very high the omelet
is a forbidden Inxury in many house-
holds, says the Delineator. An
omelet made in this manner, however,
will meet all the demands of economy,
and will, at the same time, be as light
and fluffy as though prepared in the
ordinary and more costly way. Put a
cupful of finely-crumbed bread into a
bowl, and pour over it twothirds of a
cupful of sweet milk. When the
bread has become thoroughly mois-
tened stir It with a spoon until It is
entirely smooth and freo from Inmps.
Add the yolks of two egge, beating
them into the bread and milk one at
a time, then fold in the stifly whipped
whites and pour into a well-buttered
baking dish. Bake in a moderate oven
until well get. A pleasing varlation is
to gprinkle the top of the omelet with
grated cheese and paprika before re-
moving it from the oven. If a sweot
omelet I8 desired a general sprinkling
of maple sugar will prove pleasing.

NEW WAY TO SERVE BERRIES.

8llce of Orange Adds to Flavor of Dish
for Afternoon Tea.

A dailnty way of serving strawber-
rles was noted at an afternoon tea.
The hostess was a Virginian, and ghe
stated modestly that her idea was not
orlginal, but that she had copied it
from a very pretty tea in Richmond.
Large mnavel oranges were cut in
rather thick slices without peeling.
One of these was placed In the center
of a pretty Dresden plate and heaped
high with powdered sugar. About It
was arranged a circle of large un-
hulled berries, ench with f{ts stem
pointing outward. The dishes, as
served, looked so attractive that every
one exclalmed, The commingling odor
of the orange and strawberry was en-
trancing, and the taste left nothing to
be desired. Even with gloves on it
Was an easy matter to eat the berries,
taking each by its long stem, dipping
it In the sugar already flavored by the
orange, thence conveying it to the
mouth. The slice of orange was a
bonne bouche by itself, a spoon belng
used to dispose of that after the
strawberries, Delicate wafers accom-
panied the berrles.

Queen of Puddings.

Take one quart of milk, one pint of
bread crumbs, the yolks of fonr eggs,
one teacupful of white sugar and the
rind of one lemon. Beat the yolks and
sugar together, then stir In the
crumbs and milk and bake until a
light brown. Beat the whites of the
eggs to a stiff froth, stirring In four
tablespoonfuls of granulated sugar.
Place over the top of the pudding a
layer of tart jelly—currant is very
good—and over all spread the egg
froth. Dake in the oven uontil this
meringue s a light brown. Served
either hot or cold, with or without a
wine sauce, It is an appetizing dish.
For speclal occasions an addition of
currants and ralsing makes this pud-
ding even more dellcious,

Add lemon julece and sugar
and when this mixture I8 frozen nearly
solld turn in the white of eggs beaten
stiff, Freeze the whole until solid and
pack with lee and salt and allow to
stand for two hours before serving.

Cheese Custard.

Butter a baking dish. Put a lanr
of bread cut In pleces one Inch
square with crusts removed, Bprinkle
thin sliced ocheese over the
bread and dust with salt and a few
grains of cayenne. Add other layers
of bread and cheese, seasoning as be-
fore, using 1In all about one cup of
cheese. Beat two ezgs slightly, add
one pint of milk, pour over bread and
cheese. Bake a.bout bhalf an hour in
moderate oven,

Economical Plum Pudding.
