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Curried Chicken

National Curried Chicken Day is January 12, 2022. It just so happens that Jarrett found and made this Butter
Chicken recipe this last weekend. It was delicious and made the house smell amazing. Hopefully, you will
enjoy the recipe as well. We ate ours with tortillas, but you can use rice or the Naan bread recipe I have also

included.

Butter Chicken (murgh makhani)

INGREDIENTS

For the chicken marinade:

28 0z (800g) boneless and skinless chicken thighs or
breasts cut into bite-sized pieces

1/2 cup plain yogurt

1 1/2 tablespoons minced garlic

1 tablespoon minced ginger (or finely grated)

2 teaspoons garam masala

1 teaspoon turmeric

1 teaspoon ground cumin

1 teaspoon red chili powder

1 teaspoon of salt

For the sauce:

2 tablespoons olive oil

2 tablespoons ghee (or 1 tbs butter + 1 tbs oil)

1 large onion, sliced or chopped

1 1/2 tablespoons garlic, minced

1 tablespoon ginger, minced or finely grated

1 1/2 teaspoons ground cumin

1 1/2 teaspoons garam masala

1 teaspoon ground coriander

14 0z (400 g) crushed tomatoes

1 teaspoon red chili powder (adjust to your taste
preference)

1 1/4 teaspoons salt (or to taste)

1 cup of heavy or thickened cream (or evaporated
milk to save calories)

1 tablespoon sugar

1/2 teaspoon kasoori methi (or dried fenugreek
leaves)

INSTRUCTIONS
In a bowl, combine chicken with all of the ingre-

dients for the chicken marinade; let marinate for

30 minutes to an hour (or overnight if time allows).
Heat oil in a large skillet or pot over medium-high
heat. When sizzling, add chicken pieces in batches
of two or three, making sure not to crowd the pan.
Fry until browned for only 3 minutes on each side.
Set aside and keep warm. (You will finish cooking
the chicken in the sauce.) Heat butter or ghee in the
same pan. Fry the onions until they start to sweat
(about 6 minutes) while scraping up any browned
bits stuck on the bottom of the pan. Add garlic and
ginger and sauté for 1 minute until fragrant, then
add ground coriander, cumin and garam masala.
Let cook for about 20 seconds until fragrant, while
stirring occasionally. Add crushed tomatoes, chili
powder and salt. Let simmer for about 10-15 min-
utes, stirring occasionally until sauce thickens and
becomes a deep brown red color. Remove from
heat, scoop mixture into a blender and blend until
smooth. You may need to add a couple tablespoons
of water to help it blend (up to 1/4 cup). Work in
batches depending on the size of your blender.
Pour the puréed sauce back into the pan. Stir the
cream, sugar and crushed kasoori methi (or fenu-
greek leaves) through the sauce. Add the chicken
with juices back into the pan and cook for an addi-
tional 8-10 minutes until chicken is cooked through
and the sauce is thick and bubbling. Garnish with
chopped cilantro and serve with fresh, hot garlic
butter rice and fresh homemade Naan bread!

OPTIONAL: To thin out the sauce, add a couple
tablespoons of ghee or butter at the end of cooking,
and gently simmer it through. Alternatively, add a
small amount of water.

NAAN BREAD

1/4 cup warm water

2 teaspoons granulated sugar

1 1/2 teaspoons active dry yeast, or instant (rapid rise)

3/4 cup warm milk

3/4 cup plain Greek yogurt, or natural plain yogurt

1/4 cup vegetable oil, plus 2 tablespoons extra for
cooking

4 cups plain flour plus extra for dusting -- (19 1/2 oz.
or 560g)

1 teaspoon baking powder

1 teaspoon salt

GARLIC BUTTER TOPPING

1/4 cup butter, melted (optional)

2 cloves garlic, minced

1 teaspoon fresh chopped cilantro or parsley

Instructions
FOR NAAN BREAD

Combine together the water, sugar and yeast. Let sit
for 5-10 minutes or until the mixture begins to bub-
ble on top. Add in the milk, yogurt, oil, flour baking
powder and salt. Mix until the dough comes together

with your hands. Turn dough out onto lightly floured
surface. Use floured hands to knead the dough until
smooth, about 3 to 5 minutes. Lightly grease the same
mixing bowl with a small spray of cooking oil. Trans-
fer dough to the bowl and cover with plastic wrap. Let
rest at room temperature for about an hour until dou-
bled in size. When ready to cook, divide the dough
into 10 equal pieces. Roll into balls, then use a rolling
pin to roll each piece of dough into a large oval, about
6-incheslongand 1/8-inch thick. Repeat with remain-
ing dough. Heat a large cast iron skillet over medium-
high heat. Grease skillet all over with 1/2 teaspoon of
the extra oil. Place one piece of the naan on the oiled
hot skillet and cook until bubbles form on top, about
1-2 minutes. While cooking, brush the top with a little
oil. Flip and cook for another 1-2 minutes, until large
golden spots appear on the bottom. Remove from the
skillet and wrap in a clean kitchen towel. Repeat with
the remaining naan (keep them wrapped in a towel
while you work).

FOR OPTIONAL GARLIC BUTTER TOPPING

Gas prices edge downward
By GasBuddy

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 1.7 cents last
week, averaging $2.86 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices in
Texas are 0.9 cents per gallon lower than a month
ago and stand 86.5 cents per gallon higher than a
year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest
station in Texas was priced at $2.45 while the most
expensive was $3.99 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has risen 2.3
cents in the last week, averaging $3.29 per gallon. The
national average is down 5.5 cents per gallon from a
month ago and stands 97.5 cents per gallon higher
than a year ago.

“Oil prices have remained stubbornly strong, touch-
ing nearly $80 per barrel last week, pushing gasoline
prices higher even as U.S. gasoline demand starts to
struggle. Some of this is typical seasonal weakness,
but the lack of demand is likely enhanced by omi-
cron cases surging and Americans who are just a bit
more hesitant to get out right now,” said Patrick De
Haan, head of petroleum analysis for GasBuddy.

De Haan added, “In addition, unrest in Kazakh-
stan, the 18th largest oil producer, is likely leading to
impacts on oil production, while continued unrest in
Libya also worries markets and overpowers the sea-
sonal drop in gasoline demand. Without improve-
ment or stability in oil producing countries, we're
likely to continue to see upward pressure on oil pric-
es”

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Emergency SNAP benefits again ex-
tended

The Texas Health and Human Services
Commission is again extending emer-
gency food benefits this month, with
more than $307 million in emergency
allocations expected to help more than
1.5 million Texas households.

“As Texans ring in the new year, this ad-
ditional support will help families start
2022 with food on the table for them-
selves and their children,” said Wayne
Salter, HHSC deputy executive commis-
sioner.

The agency received approval from
the U.S. Department of Agriculture to
extend the maximum allowable amount
of benefits provided through the fed-
eral Supplemental Nutrition Assistance
Program. That means recipients will re-
ceive at least $95 in emergency SNAP al-
lotments by Jan. 31, in addition to their
regular allotment.

Former Houston NFL player pleads
guilty to fraud

A former linebacker for the Houston
Texans has pleaded guilty to taking part
in a scheme to defraud a player health
care reimbursement fund by submitting
false claims totaling more than $129,000.

Shantee Orr is one of eight former NFL
players accused in a case led by Texas
Department of Insurance investigators
working with prosecutors from the Har-
ris County District Attorney’s office.

“Those claims were for rehab therapies
and medical treatments that were never
actually provided,” TDI prosecutor Rick
Watson said. “The players and the train-
er would each get a cut of the money that
was reimbursed by the fund”

Orr pleaded guilty to a third-degree
felony, paid restitution and will serve
five years’ probation.

Insurance companies line up to sue
ERCOT

As the one-year anniversary of the
winter storm that left millions without
power approaches, more than 100 in-
surance companies are suing the state’s
main power grid operator and a number
of electricity providers, the Austin Amer-
ican-Statesman reported.

Defendants are the Electric Reliability
Council of Texas, as well as companies
that supply power through ERCOT. The
power failure caused more than $10 bil-
lion in property damage, primarily to
residences.

The suit claims ERCOT “failed to ad-
equately prepare for the 2020-2021 win-
ter season, and in fact, planned to fail,
noting that the agency had projected the

state would end up in the highest state
of emergency in the event of an extreme
weather event, the Statesman reported.

ERCOT controls nearly all the state’s
power grid.

Abbott sues feds over vaccine mandate
for Guard

Gov. Greg Abbottlast week announced
he will sue the federal government to
fight a COVID-19 vaccine requirement
for members of the Texas National
Guard.

In a letter released last week, Abbott
prohibited the Texas National Guard
from punishing any service member
who does not receive the vaccine.

“Unless President Biden federal-
izes the Texas National Guard in accor-
dance with Title 10 of the U.S. Code, he
is not your commander-in-chief under
our federal or state Constitutions,” Ab-
bott wrote. “And as long as I am your
commander-in-chief, I will not tolerate
efforts to compel receipt of a COVID19
vaccine.”

The Biden administration maintains
the secretary of defense has the legal
power to require vaccines. In a mid-
November press conference, Pentagon
press secretary John E Kirby said, in part,
“When (guardsmen are) called up for
their monthly training, they're still feder-
ally funded. So (the secretary) has those
authorities. And he believes, and thisis a
larger point, that vaccinated forces are a
more ready force.”

COVID-19 cases more than triple in
past week

The omicron variant of COVID-19 has
sent cases skyrocketing throughout the
state, with a record-high 413,994 new
cases reported by the Coronavirus Re-
source Center at Johns Hopkins Univer-
sity in the past week — nearly four times
the number reported the previous week.

A total of 717 new deaths were report-
ed, up 70% from the previous week.

The Texas Department of State Health
Services reported 9,803 lab-confirmed
COVID-19 hospitalizations as of Sunday,
an increase of 77% from the previous
week. Just a month ago, hospitalizations
had dropped below 3,000, according to
DSHS. The number of new cases this
past week is more than ten times the to-
tal reported a month ago.

A second round of funding for the
state’s COVID-19 vaccine outreach pro-
gram has begun. Organizations can ap-

market access for U.S.

signals positive move-
ment in U.S.-India
trade relations,” said
Secretary Vilsack. “We
will continue working

with the Indian gov-
ernment to ensure that
the U.S. pork industry
can begin shipping its
high-quality products
to consumers as soon
as possible.”

mer County Junior Live-
stock Show is open to all
4-H & FFA members un-
der the supervision of the
county agent or vocation-al
agriculture teachers of the
county. Exhibitors must be
enrolled in grades 3 through
12 in one of the four pub-
lic schools in the county
or they must be a resident
of Parmer County attend-
ing a home/private school
in grades 3 through 12. All
exhibitors must be verified
in the Quality Counts Pro-
gram. The youngster’s Qual-
ity Counts number must be
on each entry card. 2. En-
try cards and fees must be
returned to the exhibitor’s
supervisor. All en-tries are
due the third Friday of De-
cember. Late fees will be
double and cash only. En-
try fees have been set at a
rate of $15.00/steer; $15.00/
lamb; and $15.00/barrow
and $15.00/goat, and $5.00/
Rabbit, Heifer $30.00. 3.
Floor prices will not be set
on any animals. All ani-
mals will be taken home by
exhibitors after the show.
4. Weigh-in will be as fol-
lows: Sheep, and Goats will
classified and weighed in
from 2:00 until 5:00 p.m.
Tuesday. Barrows will be
classified as weighed from
2:00—6:30 p.m. Wednes-
day. Re- weighs : any animal
that does not weigh within
the required weight ranges
at its first weigh-in will be
allowed one re-weigh. The
re-weigh must occur dur-
ing the scheduled weigh-in
time. Beef checkin on Tues-
day turn in Steer weights. 5.
Validation tags will be used
for ear tags in each species.
Tags of other shows will not
be allowed. 6. Pens will be
assigned by community. 7.
Exhibitors may show four
animals per specie ( 4 goats,
4lambs, 4 steers, 4 bar-
rows) however, exhibitors
may only enter seven total.
8. All animals entered in

be sold. Should an exhibitor
have more than two animals
qualify for the sale and be
the same placing, then the
heavier weight animals will
sell. (EXAMPLE: 1st place
steer, 3rd place barrow, and
3rd place lamb. The steer
and the barrow would sell.
The steer was the highest
placing animal, and the
barrow weighed more than
the lamb of equal placing.)
10. If an animal that has
placed high enough to qual-
ity for the premium sale is
dropped because an exhib-
itor has two other animals
in the sale, the next lower
placing animals in the class
will move up into that sale
position.
