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Friona receives grant
for cardboard recycling

On January 19, 2022,
a meeting of the Pan-
handle Regional Solid
Waste Management
Advisory Commit-
tee was held to deter-
mine how to spend the
$113,753 that was avail-
able to Panhandle cit-
ies for solid waste man-
agement programs.
The City of Friona was
awarded $30,000 for
the purchase of a baler
and forklift to begin
work on a cardboard
recycling program.

“A  cardboard recy-
cling program is the
City’s first step in our
approach to a full ser-
vice recycling center
which would include
plastic, paper, and glass
recycling in the future,”
stated City Manager
Lee Davila.

The City of Friona will
be working with Keep

Texas Recycling (KTR),
a program of Keep Tex-
as Beautiful, specializ-
ing in building cooper-
ative opportunities for
recycling in rural and
underserved commu-
nities. KTR is very ac-
tive in the Panhandle,
working with the ma-
jority of recycling pro-
grams in the region.

Rachel Hering, di-
rector of KTR, added
"Keep Texas Recycling
is proud to work with
the City of Friona to
develop their recycling
program. Recycling
helps the environment,
has economic ben-
efits and is a proactive
choice to improve the
quality of life and ser-
vices within a commu-
nity.”

The program should
be implemented in the
next 3-6 months.

Burn ban extended for 90 days

Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met
in regular session on
Monday January 24,
2022 at 10:00 a.m. in
the County Courtroom
of the Parmer County
Courthouse in Far-
well, Texas. The meet-
ing began with prayer
and the Pledge of Alle-
giance to the American
Flag and Texas Flag.

Retired Parmer
County Sheriff Randy
Geries spoke during
the Open Forum por-
tion of the meeting.
Minutes from the Janu-
ary 10th meeting were
read and approved.
Commissioners ap-
proved the payment of
the accounts payables
as presented by County
Treasurer Sharon May.
The Treasurer’s Payroll
Report and Quarterly
Report (4th Quarter)
were also approved.

Approval was given
to extend the current
Burn Ban another 90
days. The ban will now
be in effect until Mon-
day, April 25, 2022.

Commissioners dis-
cussed possible uses
of ARPA (Covid) funds.
The county has re-
ceived $900,000 and
will receive another
$900,000 in May. The
funds must be budget-
ed by December 2024
and spent by Decem-
ber 2026. As of know,
regulations require
that the money spent
but be related to Co-
vid, first responders,
or tourism. Commis-
sioners have been in-
formed that new “more
relaxed” guidelines
could be issued in the
near future.

Celebrating the 183rd Anniversary of the Texas flag

Texas, Our Texas (Flag)

By U.S. Sen. John Cornyn, R-Texas

“Honor the Texas flag;
I pledge allegiance to
thee, Texas, one state
under God, one and in-
divisible.

Children across our
staterecite this pledge at
the start of every school
day. Placing their right
hands over their hearts,
they take a moment to
pause and appreciate
the independent spirit
of our beloved Lone
Star State.

Many identify this
famous moniker with
the Texas flag, which
proudly bears a single
white star. But the story
of our flag’s design and
unusual history de-
serves to be shared, es-
pecially as we celebrat-
ed its 183rd anniversary
on January 25th.

In 1839, the Republic
of Texas adopted the
bold flag as a symbol
of our fierce indepen-
dence. Each color rep-
resents a staple charac-
teristic of our state: red
for bravery, white for
purity, and blue for loy-
alty. The red and white
stripe resemble the

flag of the Republic of
Fredonia, a short-lived
Republic near modern-
day Nacogdoches that
seceded from Mexico in
the 1820s. The famous
single star represents all
Texans standing togeth-
er for God, state, and
country.

Before our current
flag cemented its place
in history, two others
shared some time in
the spotlight, though
both were eventually
removed. Stephen F
Austin and Lorenzo de
Zavala created their
own ideas for the Tex-
as flag, but neither of
these ideas was for-
mally adopted. In 1839,
the national flag was
approved, marking the
official beginning of our
state’s present-day flag.

While the original
mastermind of our be-
loved flag is still un-
known, some speculate
the creator of the Lone
Star flag may have been

Montgomery  County
resident and former
representative in the

Texas Congress, Charles

B. Stewart. It is said his
sketches looked suspi-
ciously similar to those
of Peter Krag’s design,
which would ultimate-
ly become the flag we
know and love today.
Stewart’s drawings even
included an interest-
ing detail from some of
Krag’s previous artwork
- an upside-down copy
of Republic of Texas
President Mirabeau La-
mar’s signature.

After the legislation
to make the flag the of-
ficial symbol of the Re-
public of Texas intro-
duced in 1838, it wasn't
long before Texas joined
the Union in 1845 and
brought our beloved
flag with us. From 1879
to 1933, Texas was tech-

nically “flagless” due
to a state civil statutes
revision which did not
renew the flag code but
in 1933 the Texas Flag
Code was enacted, fi-
nally codifying our state
flag.

Today, the Texas flag
serves as one of only
two state flags that have
doubled as a national
flag - the other being
Hawaii. While six flags
have flown over Texas,
the one we know and
love today has with-
stood the test of time.
Whenever we catch a
glimpse of the Lone Star
flag billowing in the
wind, let’s take a mo-
ment to thank our lucky
stars for that unwaver-
ing symbol of freedom.

Farmhouse to Your House
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Registration form shortage as
deadline nears

Less than a week remains be-
fore the Jan. 31 deadline to reg-
ister to vote in the March 1 pri-
mary. While Secretary of State
John Scott publicly assured Tex-
as voters that “every single eli-
gible Texas voter will be able to
register to vote if they have not
done so already,” the League of
Women Voters on Friday threat-
ened to sue his office if the non-
partisan group isn’t provided
with additional voter registra-
tion forms.

The Austin American-States-
man reported the league con-
tends the state has decided to
“sharply limit” the number of
voter registration forms distrib-
uted to the league and other
groups, claiming that is a viola-
tion of the National Voter Regis-
tration Act.

“It is crucial that the Secretary
of State’s office act swiftly to
provide the necessary voter reg-
istration forms for the people of
Texas. The deadline to register
to vote for the upcoming prima-
ry election is quickly approach-
ing, and Texas is one of 11 states
without online voter registra-
tion,” said Grace Chimene, pres-
ident of the League of Women
Voters of Texas.

Sam Taylor, assistant secretary
of state for communications,
told KUT.org that supply chain
issues have made it harder and
more expensive to get paper,
which means the Secretary of
State’s office will be giving out
fewer voter registration forms to
groups ahead of elections this
year.

“We are limited in what we
can supply this year because of
the paper shortage and the cost
constraints due to the price of
paper and the supply of paper,”
he said.

Texas is one of the few states
that does not have online voter
registration.

Leander man charged for
threatening election officials

A Leander man is the first per-
son to be charged by federal of-
ficials in a case brought by a task
force formed to combat threats
against election officials. Nu-
merous media outlets reported

that Chad Christopher Stark
posted a message last January
on Craigslist, saying it was time
to kill a Georgia elections offi-
cial.

“Georgia Patriots it’s time for
us to take back our state from
these Lawless treasonous trai-
tors. It’s time to invoke our Sec-
ond Amendment right it’s time
to put a bullet in the treasonous
Chinese [Official A]. Then we
work our way down to [Official
B] the local and federal corrupt
judges,” Stark wrote, according
to the indictment.

The three officials allegedly
threatened were not named.

The Texas Tribune reported
Georgia officials were espe-
cially targeted by a flood of hos-
tile messages after they refused
to back then-President Don-
ald Trump’s claims of election
fraud. Election officials across
the country have faced criticism
and personal attacks by Trump
supporters claiming the elec-
tion was stolen. No widespread
instances of election fraud have
come to light despite dozens of
investigations.

State again reaches record job
level

The Texas Workforce Commis-
sion reported last week that the
seasonally adjusted state unem-
ployment rate dropped to 5.0%
in December, down 0.2 percent-
age points from the previous
month. The state added 50,000
nonagricultural jobs last month
— marking job gains in 19 of
the last 20 months. The state set
another record level of employ-
ment with more than 13 million
jobs.

“Seeing a second consecutive
month of record-setting em-
ployment, with more than 13
million jobs, highlights the un-
derlying strength of the Texas
economy,” said TWC Chairman
Bryan Daniel. “This economic
strength creates an environment
for Texas employers to continue
to create jobs and provide op-
portunities for the workforce in
the Lone Star State.”

The state has added 694,000
jobs since December 2020.

COVID-19 cases set record
high

Spurred by the omicron vari-

ant, the number of new CO-
VID-19 cases in Texas in the
past week climbed to a record
433,584, with 971 new deaths
reported as well by the Corona-
virus Resource Center at Johns
Hopkins University. Since the
pandemic began in March 2020,
the state has recorded 5.9 mil-
lion cases and 78,055 deaths —
equivalent to the entire popula-
tion of Cedar Park.

Hospitalizations in Texas of
lab-confirmed COVID-19 pa-
tients also continued to rise, up
36% from the previous week at
13,324, according to the Texas
Department of State Health Ser-
vices. That figure is approaching
the record high of 14,106 set in
January 2021.

Paxton denies open records
law violation

Attorney General Ken Pax-
ton denied that he violated the
state’s open records law, reject-
ing an allegation by the Travis
County district attorney that his
office should release communi-
cations from the week of the Jan.
6, 2021, Capitol attack, The Dal-
las Morning News reported.

Five of the state’s largest
newspapers filed a joint com-
plaint after Paxton denied their
open records requests. The dis-
trict attorney’s office warned it
would file suit if Paxton did not
release the information. In a let-
ter to the Travis County district
attorney’s public integrity unit,
Paxton’s office called the claims
“meritless” and said there was
“no violation to cure.”

Editors for the newspapers re-
leased a joint statement saying:
“We believe these records are
public and should be released.
We hope the Travis County dis-
trict attorney continues to hold
the attorney general account-
able for following our state’s
open records laws and contin-
ues to advocate for the public’s
right to know in this case.”

Alongtime ago,  had a situation where
I had to decide between two people to
do something.

We are doing an in-
depth study of Proverbs, and this week’s
lesson was on wisdom. The Outline
Bible Five Translation says, “’wisdom’
means seeing and knowing the truth...
knowing what to do” Eugene Peterson,
in his The Message Commentary says
that, “Wisdom is the art of living skill-
fully in whatever actual conditions we
find ourselves...Wisdom has to do with
becoming skillful in honoring our par-
ents and raising our children, handling
our money and conducting our sexual
lives, going to work and exercising lead-
ership, using words well and treating
friends kindly, eating healthily, cultivat-

ing emotions within ourselves and atti-
tudes toward others that make for peace.
Threaded through all these items is
the insistence that the way we think of
and respond to God is the most practi-
cal thing we do. In matters of everyday
practicality, nothing, absolutely noth-
ing, takes precedence over God.” (my
emphasis)

James 1:5 tells us, “If any of you lacks
wisdom, he should ask God, who gives
generously to all without finding fault,
and it will be given to him.”

I'wonder if God was wanting me to ask
Him for wisdom, so that I could choose
a person based on my knowledge of the
two people and the wisdom He would
impart to me.

When we have talked about Solo-
mon in other classes, I have asked God
to make me wise like Solomon (except
when it came to women), but I have to
admit that I am not in the habit of ask-
ing God for wisdom when I am in a situ-
ation like the one I described. However,
it is something I need to remember to
do so that when I find myself in situa-
tions where I don’t know what to do, so
I can figure out what I am supposed to
do based on the wisdom God gives me.
If God gives me the wisdom and knowl-
edge I need, maybe He wants me to use
what He has given me so I can make my
own decisions, like choosing the right
person on my own.

I did finally make a choice, and while
I can’t remember who I chose, I don’t
remember anything going wrong with
the person or situation, so I have to con-
clude that God did want me to make the
choice. Ask God for help; ask Him for
wisdom. He may answer you in a way
you never expect, but He will answer
you.

Two is enough

Major League Baseball [MLB] is the
oldest major professional sports league
in the world; established in 1876, it was
the domain of the National League (NL)
for approximately three decades—until
1901—when the American League was
founded—and-officially sanctioned.

According to History.com, “Other
leagues, such as the American Associa-
tion (enacted in 1881), the Union Asso-
ciation (1884) and the Players League
(1890), struggled to compete with the
NL”

But it was the National League’s com-
missioner, Bancroft Johnson, who
fought to provide a measure of competi-
tive excitement for the game when he
“renamed the Western League, a minor
league, the American League in 1899

The National League fought for the

monopoly it had held for a quarter of a
century. As Johnson put it in a 1901 in-
terview with the Chicago Tribune “The
National League is forcing this war on us.
All we ask is a chance for good, healthy
rivalry and competition, but if the Na-
tional League insists on fighting, we shall
be able to take care of ourselves.

On January 28, 1901, Johnson had his
hoped-for victory when the owners of
twenty baseball teams signed a 10-year
organization agreement” and formed
the American League.

Then pour into a jelly roll sheet pan or for a
thicker cake, a 9x13” baking dish. Bake for 30 minutes.

To prepare the icing bring the milk and butter to a
rolling boil. Then remove from heat. Add sifted confec-
tioner’s sugar and cocoa. Add the chopped pecans and
vanilla. Pour over cake while still warm.
