Minutes from the Septem-
ber 26th meeting were read and 
approved. Commissioners ap-
proved the payment of the ac-
counts payables as presented by 
County Treasurer Sharon May. 
The Treasurer’s Payroll Report 

was also approved. 
Commissioners approved flu 

shots for county employees and 
their spouses. The injections 
will be administered by Lacey D. 
Meeks, MSN on Monday, Octo-
ber 24th. Meeks is a Nurse Prac-
titioner in Farwell. 

The annual Indigent Defense 
Grant Resolution was approved 
for 2023. The county receives 
approximately $12,000 per year 
which is about 1/5 of the total 
cost. A water line under a county 
road in Precinct 3 was also ap-
proved. 

Parmer County Sheriff Eric 
Geske informed the Court that 
the Parmer County Law Enforce-

ment Center is currently housing 
26 inmates of which 14 are pay-
ing customers from Deaf Smith 
County. 

Commissioners approved the 
receipt of a Concept2 Rower, 
valued at $950, from the Texas 
Association of Counties. The fit-
ness machine will be used by the 
Sheriff’s Office in conjunction 
with the Healthy County Pro-
gram which encourages physical 
fitness as a preventative measure 
in combating health issues. 

Next scheduled meeting is 
Monday, October 24th.

Commissioners approve flu shots

The Friona City Coun-
cil met in regular session 
on Tuesday, October 11, 
2022 at 6:30 p.m. in the 
City Council Chambers 
at 617 Main in Friona, 
Texas. The meeting be-
gan with roll call, an in-
vocation, and the Pledge 
of Allegiance. 

There were no public 
comments. The Min-
utes of the September 
12, 2022 regular meeting 
were approved. Debo-
rah Campbell was sworn 
in as Municipal Court 
Judge for a two-year 
term from 2022 to 2024. 

Larry Rector, repre-
senting the Senior Citi-
zens Fellowship Cen-
ter, addressed the City 
Council concerning 
the financial difficul-
ties the organization 
is experiencing. There 
are approximately 30 
members that attends 
the meals each Monday 
and Thursday. Ideally, 
around 100 participants 
are needed to make it 
self-sufficient. Rector 
said that the group is 
losing about $1,200 a 
month. Council mem-
bers all felt that the Cen-
ter is vital to the com-
munity and approved 
a $600 per month pay-
ment to the organiza-
tion. The resolution that 
passed also included the 
waiving of the monthly 
water and sewer expens-
es.  

A motion concerning 
the Notice of Election 
to be held on Novem-

ber 8, 2022 was passed. 
Approval was also given 
for the appointing of 
election officials for the 
November 8, 2022 Lo-
cal Option Liquor Elec-
tion, setting the rate of 
pay for election officials, 
the maximum number 
of election clerks for the 
polling place, and desig-
nation of the early voting 
ballot board. The polling 
location for the elec-
tion will be City Council 
Chambers. 

A motion to approve 
the negotiated settle-
ment between Atmos 
Energy Corporation and 
the executive committee 
of cities served by Atmos 
West Texas concerning 
rate adjustments was 
passed. 

A motion to approve 
the designation of the 
Friona Star as the city’s 
official newspaper was 
passed. Also, Gayla Ful-
lerton CPA, from Fuller-
ton & Associates PLLC, 
was confirmed as audi-
tor for fiscal year 2022-
23. 

In other business, the 
accounts payable for 
September 2022 were 
approved. The financial 
statement for Septem-
ber 2022 and the quar-
terly financial statement 
ending September 2022 
were also approved. The 
City of Friona is current-
ly debt free.

Texans urged to get flu shot
Flu season is underway, and 

health officials are urging Tex-
ans to get their vaccinations as 
soon as possible, since it takes 
about two weeks for the shot to 
take effect.

“Because influenza can be a 
very serious disease, we recom-
mend that all individuals aged 
6 months and older get their flu 
vaccine every year,” said Dr. Jen-
nifer Shuford, interim commis-
sioner for the Texas Department 
of State Health Services.

 “The flu vaccines for the 2022-
2023 flu season have undergone 
substantial changes since last 
season, which will allow them to 
better protect against the flu vi-
ruses that are currently circulat-
ing,” she said. “So it is important 
to go get this season’s flu vaccine 
before flu activity increases even 
more in Texas.”

People over the age of 65 have 
a choice of three recommended 
higher-dose flu vaccines, which 
are considered more effective 
for this age group. People can 
also safely get a COVID-19 vac-
cine or booster at the same time 
they get the influenza vaccine, 
Shuford said.

Flu shots are widely available. 
To find out where, go to Vac-
cines.gov.

Colorful fall foliage looks un-
likely

With much of the state still ab-
normally dry, or in some stage 
of drought, trees across the state 
are struggling with the effects 
of high temperatures and little 
rain. That means it is likely this 
year’s fall foliage won’t be as 
vivid as usual, according to the 
Texas A&M Forest Service. 

“Many trees put on fewer, 
smaller leaves this spring or 
started to change color or pre-
maturely drop their leaves in the 
summer,” said Karl Flocke, with 
the forest service. “All of this will 
most likely lead to fall colors that 
are less impressive than in years 
past.”

Deciduous trees drop their 

leaves in the autumn to conserve 
energy. However, due to the 
drought, some trees are already 
dropping their leaves before the 
green chlorophyll begins break-
ing down, which is what results 
in fall colors. Other trees still 
have their leaves, but they have 
already turned dead and brown. 

There are other long-term ef-
fects from drought besides a lack 
of pretty colors, including a high-
er vulnerability to wood-boring 
insects. It could take months to 
determine the ultimate toll from 
the drought on the state’s trees.

Emergency food benefits again 
extended

More than $329 million in 
emergency food benefits are 
being extended by the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture’s Sup-
plemental Nutrition Assistance 
Program for October, marking 
30 straight months of additional 
benefits.

All SNAP households will re-
ceive a minimum of $95 in emer-
gency allotments, in addition to 
their regular benefits. About 1.6 
million Texas households ben-
efit from the allotments. More 
than $8.2 billion in emergency 
benefits have been provided by 
USA to Texans since April 2020. 

“HHSC is proud to continue 
helping Texans who need a help-
ing hand to put food on their ta-
ble,” said Wayne Salter if the Tex-
as Health and Human Services 
Commission, which administers 
the program.

School safety chief appointed
A new position of state chief 

of school safety and security has 
been created following the mass 
shooting at Robb Elementary 
School in Uvalde. Former Secret 
Service agent John P. Scott is fill-
ing that post.

“Protecting Texas children and 
making our schools safer for all 
are top priorities, and John Scott 
is uniquely qualified to help lead 
our efforts ensuring their safety 
and security in Texas schools,” 
Gov. Greg Abbott said. “Chief 

Scott’s wealth of experience in 
security and intelligence and 
exemplary service to our nation 
make him the perfect fit as the 
new Chief of School Safety and 
Security.”

Scott served in a number of 
positions in the Secret Service. 
He will report directly to Mike 
Morath, Texas commissioner of 
education.

Uvalde school district sus-
pends entire force

The Uvalde school district has 
suspended its entire police force 
and placed two administrators 
on leave, following withering 
criticism to law enforcement 
response to the late May shoot-
ing, when an 18-year-old gun-
man killed 19 students and two 
teachers.

The Texas Standard reported 
the action came after investiga-
tions revealed that officers wait-
ed more than an hour before en-
gaging the shooter, as students 
and teachers pleaded with 911 
dispatchers to send help. The 
shooter ultimately was killed by 
law enforcement officers.

Family members of the victims 
camped out at district head-
quarters for 10 days demanding 
action, the report said.

COVID-19 cases continue to 
drop

The Coronavirus Resource 
Center at Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity reported new cases of 
COVID-19 in Texas during the 
past week dropped once again 
to 14,225, with 104 new deaths. 
The Texas Department of State 
Health Services reported 1,359 
lab-confirmed COVID-19 hospi-
talizations across the state, down 
slightly from the previous week.

Aging

Average gasoline prices in Texas rose 19.0 cents 
in the last week, averaging $3.24 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations 
in Texas. Prices in Texas are 12.2 cents per gallon 
higher than a month ago and stand 34.0 cents per 
gallon higher than a year ago. According to Gas-
Buddy price reports, the cheapest station in Texas 
was priced at $2.59 while the most expensive was 
$5.79 per gallon. 

The national average price of gasoline has risen 
13.8 cents in the last week, averaging $3.92 per 
gallon. The national average is up 22.5 cents per 
gallon from a month ago and stands 67.0 cents 
per gallon higher than a year ago. The national 
average price of diesel has increased 18.0 cents in 
the last week and stands at $5.04 per gallon. 

“With OPEC+ deciding to cut oil production by 
two million barrels a day, we’ve seen oil prices 
surge 20%, which is the primary factor in the na-
tional average rising for the third straight week,” 
said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis 
at GasBuddy. 

De Haan added, “Some of the refinery snags 
that have caused prices to surge in the West and 
Great Lakes appear to be improving, with prices in 
those two regions likely to inch down, even with 
OPEC’s decision, as the drop in wholesale prices 
has offset the rise due to the production cut. But 
where gas prices didn’t jump because of refinery 
issues, they will rise a total of 10-30 cents due 
to oil’s rise, and some areas are certainly seeing 
the jump already. For now, I don’t expect much 
improvement in prices for most of the country, 
with California and the Great Lakes as the excep-
tion, with downdrafts likely in the days and weeks 
ahead.” 

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 
million weekly price reports covering over 150,000 
gas stations across the country.

This month is also National Gumbo Day on October 13th.  Since the weather will soon turn cooler, a good 
recipe for gumbo is always welcomed.  I have found a gumbo recipe for the instant pot to make for a quicker 
prep time.  You will be enjoying a big bowl of warm gumbo in no time at all.

Ingredients
2 tablespoons olive oil
1 red bell pepper diced
1 green bell pepper diced
1 onion diced
1 cup celery chopped
3 cloves garlic minced
13.5 ounces Andouille sausage cut into rounds
1/3 cup flour
1/3 cup butter
3 cups chicken broth
1 pound chicken cubed
2 teaspoons Creole seasoning (or to taste, we used 

Tony Chachere’s)
10 ounces diced tomatoes with green chiles (aka Ro-

tel tomatoes)
14 ounces fire roasted diced tomatoes
2 bay leaves
1/2 teaspoon Kosher salt (or to taste)
1/4 teaspoon black pepper (or to taste)
1 cup okra sliced
1 pound shrimp peeled, deveined
4 cups cooked rice

Instructions
Set Instant Pot to “Sauté” function and add olive oil.  
Add peppers, onion, celery, garlic, and sausage. 
Sauté for 3-5 minutes or until vegetables become 

soft.  Remove all vegetables and sausage.  Set aside. 
Immediately add butter to instant pot and stir, scrap-
ing up any cooked bits from the bottom of the pot.  
When butter is melted, add flour.  Cook 5 minutes, 
stirring constantly forming a light roux.  If you want 
to make a “dark roux”, cook for 30-40 minutes until 
the roux becomes a dark, golden-brown color.  Turn 
cooker off.  Add chicken broth, cooked vegetables 
and sausage, chicken, Creole seasoning, diced to-
matoes with chiles, fire roasted tomatoes, bay leaves, 
salt, and pepper.  Close and lock the lid of the Instant 
Pot.  Turn the steam release handle to “Sealing” posi-
tion (see notes above about avoiding the “burn” no-
tice). Press “Manual” and select “High Pressure.” Set 
time to 20 minutes. When time is up, turn cooker off.  
Quick release by turning valve to “venting”.  When 
pressure is fully released, remove lid, and stir in okra.  
Press “Sauté” and cook uncovered for 5 minutes.  
Add shrimp and cook an additional 5 minutes or un-
til shrimp is cooked through.  Remove and discard 
bay leaves.  Serve with rice. 
NOTES
To make this gumbo gluten-free, use a gluten-free 
flour in the place of regular all-purpose flour in the 
roux.  We use Namaste flour from Costco or a home-
made flour blend when substituting flour.  If you 
want to avoid making a roux, you can always use filé 
powder and/or okra to thicken instead.

Fill Your Mind with Good Things

Football season is 
here and the plethora 
of ways that players will 
get hyped for the game 
are as countless as the 
goat heads after a good 
rain.  Particular meals, 
football videos, cer-
tain songs played at ear 
drum busting levels, and 
cheers from the cheer-
leaders to plunge the 
crowd into thunderous 
encouragement are just 
a few of the ways play-
ers might get pumped 
up for the game.  Some-
times it works its effect 
unto victory, but some-
times the team comes 
out on the losing side.  A 
loss must not linger, as 
the team must be ready 

for the next game, and 
get pumped up again to 
defeat their foes.

You can tell when a 
team is inspired to play 
hard and fierce, but you 
can also tell when a team 
has no life and you may 
even wonder why some 
players stepped out onto 
the field to begin with.  
This is true in sports, 
but also in serving the 
Lord Jesus Christ.  When 
it comes to serving the 
Lord, and people in his 
name, he deserves ser-
vice that flows from a 
love for him and toward 
others.

Last Friday night, 
Feller and I watched 
a three-hour program 
dedicated to Bob Phil-
lips for his show, “Texas 
Country Reporter,” be-
ing on television for 50 
years. It was three of the 
best hours I have ever 
spent watching televi-
sion!!! Why? Because 
it was three hours of 
positive and uplifting!!! 
It made you feel good!!!

Phillips said mul-
tiple times that when 
he started the show, 
he wanted to concen-
trate on the good and 
positive things about 
people in Texas. He was 
determined to just tell 
stories about people. 
He didn’t want to fo-
cus on what was in the 
news or trends, he just 
wanted to focus on 
people! I can’t think of 
a better way to make 
a living than how Bob 
Phillips has made his 
living.

And, 
just like the stories on 
“Texas Country Report-
er” don’t you feel bet-
ter when you have read

My favorite segment 
was about a man in 
Mason who had a cem-
etery for all his sins he 
surrendered to God 
and buried.

On October 8, 1956, New York Yankee Don Larson 
made baseball history when he pitched the first and 
only no hitter in a World Series game against the 
Brooklyn Dodgers.

The scene was captured in an 
iconic image … Larsen pitched 14 seasons in the big 
leagues, finishing his career in 1967 with an 81-91 re-
cord. He died at age 90 on Jan. 1, 2020.”
