Haiti, seeks
French asylum

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AP)
Embattled President-for Life Jean
(laude Duvalier left Haiti for France
today on a US. Air Force plane, re
linquishing power over the impover
ished Caribbean nation his family
had ruled for 28 years

‘1 have decided to pass the destiny
of the nation into the hands of the
military. so a bloodbath be avoided
for my people,” Duvalier said in a
taped message broadcast on national
television and radio at 720 am . al
most four hours after he left the
country

cil headed by army chief of staff

The council members were greet
ed by a 21gun salute and shouts

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WASHINGTON (AP) — The United
States says it stands ready to help
the estimated 6,100 Americans living
in Haiti if conditions deteriorate un-
der the military-civilian government
that took power today from depart-
ed strongman Jean<Claude Duvalier

The State Department, welcoming
the change in Port-au-Prince, said “it
was obvious the only way the Duva-
lier government could remain in
power was through repression and
force.”

In a statement, the department
said it flew Duvalier and 23 others,
most of them family members, to
France in order “to contribute to a
less-violent transition.”

“Our main concern was to avoid
further bloodshed to assure to the
extent possible a smooth transition”
to a new Haitian government, the
statement said

Of the 6,100 Americans, the de
partment said, about 300 work for
the US. Embassy, the Peace Corps
and other U.S. organizations.

Miami community celebrates

MIAMI (AP) — Car horns blared,
homemade Haitian flags waved, and
500 jubilant refugees chanted “No
more Duvalier” today as Miami’s Lit-
tle Haiti celebrated the president-
for-life's departure from his impov
erished Caribbean nation.

“The city of Miami rejoices,” said
Cuban-born Mayor Xavier Suarez
“We'd like to have freedom of de-
mocracy for Haiti. Indeed, we'd like
to have freedom for the entire Carib-
bean, including Cuba.”

Police expected thousands at a
day-long party, and cordoned off an
area for it, watching the growing
crowd from the roofs of surrounding
buildings. As residents awoke to
learn that Jean-Claude Duvalier had
fled to France aboard a US. Air
Force jet, some went into the streets
still wearing slippers or hair curlers

“We plan to work hard and buy a
ticket to go back home,” said Paul

Gaughthier, 20, a Haitian who has
lived in Miami for five years. “I be-
long to that place; over here I'm just
like a passenger for a short time.”

Before dawn, the Rev. Gerard
Jean-Juste, director of the Haitian
Refugee Center, led about 75 people
in prayer:

“Thank almighty God (for) helping
us get away from the devil,” he said
through a bullhorn. “Lord, you
called us to see this great day — to
see the torturer leave the country
we love so much. Lord almighty, it is
about time you turned a sweet
breath to our mouths. We are your
children.”

Later, the crowd cheered the may
or, who said he was sure the city and
federal government would help any
one who wanted to return to Haiti

“We'd like as many of you to stay
We welcome you and thank you for
how lawful and hard-working you
have been,” Suarez said

Miami police closed streets in a

two-block area in the heart of Little
Haiti. Police spokesman Reginald
Roundtree said officials were “com-
mitted to allow an orderly celebra-
tion to take place.” .

Celebrations started within hours
of an erroneous earlier police report
that Duvalier had fled, Jean-Juste
said. _

“I strongly advise my Haitian com-
patriots to celebrate in a very sober
fashion. Let's celebrate in discipline
because we have a long way to go
he said

Last Thursday, after false reports
of Duvalier’s ouster, about 1,500 Hai-
tian refugees took to the streets in a
celebration that became a melee
when a car plowed through the
crowd, killing a 47-year-old woman

In the disturbance that followed,
five people were bitten by police
dogs, one officer was shot with his
own gun during a scuffle and anoth
er officer was struck in the head by
a thrown object

Mexican national now jailed in Alpine

ALPINE (AP) Mexican authori
ties said they would try a man ac
cused of rape in Texas

But three men had other ideas and
reportedly broke into the Ojinaga,
Mexico, jail, brought the suspect
back across the border and left him
tied to a tree to be retrieved by the
Brewster County sheriff, Texas offi-
cials said.

Refugio Garcia Gonzales, 22, of Ji
menez, Mexico, remained in jail
Thursday night in lieu of $175,000
bond on charges of rape, robbery
and kidnapping, sheriff’s officials
sald.

Sheriff George Jones told the San
Angelo Standard-Times that Gon-
zales was found Jan. 22 in a roadside
park 18 miles south of Alpine. Gon-
zales was wearing only shorts and
was tied to a tree with baling wire.

Jones said he found Gonzales, who
was not injured, after an anonymous
caller tipped officials that a nude

man was in the park

A report in El Sentinela, a newspa
per in Ojinaga, said three men
armed with rifles broke into the ci-
ty’s jail and tied up the two guards.
The men then unlocked Gonzales’
cell and fled with the inmate, who
was only wearing his shorts, the
Mexican newspaper reported.

Ofinaga, a town of about 60,000 res-
idents, is across the Rio Grande from
Presidio, Texas.

The identity of the three men re-
mains unknown, authorities said.

“We don't have any idea who they
are, but we're proud of them,” Dis-
trict Attorney Phil Pollan of Alpine
said Thursday.

The sheriff sald he recognized
Gonzales as the man who had been
indicted last November on kidnap-
ping, rape and robbery charges. Tex-
as authorities had been trying to
have Gonzales extradited to the US.
to face trial on the charges. '

Pollan said Gonzales had been
held in the Ojinaga jail awaiting trial
by Mexican officials

“They (Mexican police) said they
were going to try him in Mexico on
something that happened in Brew-
ster County,” Pollan said

Gonzales is accused of breaking
into the home of a Terlingua woman,
kidnapping her at knifepoint and
raping her several times while hold-
ing her hostage for eight hours

e woman said she escaped after
convincing the kidnapper she could
et him more money at her office.
he said she jumped from her pick-
up truck on her way to the office
and called authorities.

Brewster County officers appre-
hended Gonzales about four miles in-
side Mexico after he allegedly aban-
doned a pickup truck at the border,
but were prevented from bringing
him back across the border by Mexi-

can police. ‘

A spokesman for Mrs. Aquino,
Rene Saguisag, said “reliable sour
ces” informed her Manila headquar

‘devastating’

WASHINGTON (AP New limits
on the size and use of Veterans Ad
ministration mortgages will have “a
devastating effect” on the nation's
veterans, a banking industry leader
Savs

The VA on Thursday said new re
strictions would place a $80.000 limit
on home loans that the agency will
insure, and allow no VA-backed refi
nancing of existing VA-insured
loans

They would also prevent second
time use of the VA home loan pro
gram. Veterans who have a VA
backed loan, or who previously did,
will not be allowed to use the pro
gram again, even if they have paid
off their VA mortgage in full

“These proposals will have a devas
tating effect on the mortgage mar
ket and on the veteran home buyer,”
said Warren Lasko, executive vice
president of the Mortgage Bankers
Association, whose member bankers
make loans under the VA guarantee
program

“Veterans who wish to refinance
high-interest rate VA loans will no
longer be able to do so. Refinancing
VA mortgages reduces the risk to
the government by allowing a home-
buyer who may be financially
strapped a lower-payment mort-
gag Lasko said.

e changes are being taken to
comply with spending restrictions
under the Gramm-Rudman bal-
anced-budget act. Officials said the
limits could also mean VA loans will
be denied to thousands of qualifying
veterans this year.

For
we have merely scratched the
surface of knowledge so illimit-
able, so beyond our present un-
derstanding that we cannot be de-
terred by tragedy.

Indeed, as the technological
challenges have increased, the
educational standing of young
Americans has fallen. If our chil-
dren continue to turn their backs
on science, the future will belong
to our adversaries. Here are the
appalling facts:

— In comparative tests, US.
students are invariably outscored
by students from other industrial
nations. One review of interna-
tional tests found that American
school children “placed first nev-
er, placed last frequently.”

The National Science Foun
dation reports that Japanese stu
dents far outperform Americans
in math, science and problem
solving. The Soviet Union pro-
duces four times as many engi
neers per capita. Explains Dr. Les
Kaufman, noted New England
educator: “Our children lose in
terest in science early and (we)
end up with a population that
does not understand basic scien-
tific concepts '

If the trend isn't dramatical-
ly reversed, the United States
could forfeit its technological
leadership. Our country relies for
its technology on a small scientif
ic elite. In contrast, such rival
powers as Japan, West Germany
and the Soviet Union are building
a broad base. From 70 percent to
%0 percent of their high school
graduates are proficient in sci-
ence and math; just 6 percent of
U.S. graduates achieve the same
proficiency

There's nothing inherently
wrong, mind you, with America’s

children. They haven't shrunk so
far from their pioneer stock that
they’ll reject the great adventure
awaiting them in space.

After the space shuttle disaster,
we began a ogue with Young
Astronauts on our private elec-
tronic network, Astronet, which
reaches into the schools of 500
major cities. The overwhelming
majority not only want to contin-
ue space exploration but are ea-
ger to venture into space
themselves.

Still, most American school
children are shying away from
tough subjects that are prerequi-
site to tackling the challenge of
space. As Earl W. Foell, editor in
chief of the Christian Science
Monitor, put it, “No civilization
can remain great if it succumbs
to a way of life that esteems busi-
ness speculation, lottery fantasiz-
ing and educational shortcuts.”

Supporters fear Bush ‘'losing war’

but losing the war. “I think we have
to reconsider a strategy,” one such
insider told us, “that results in major
news media figures across the ideo-
logical spectrum questioning his
character.”

What really should be questioned
is not the vice president’s character
but whether he is too much in the
hands of his political operatives.
Bush seems to meanyit when he says

it is to00 early for presidential poli-
tics, which should await the 1988
mid-term election. But his handlers
perform as though the first primary
were days away

That was true of the Jan. 23 New
York Conservative dinner in Man-
hattan. While just another speech to
the vice president, it was a high-
noon confrontation for political han
dlers — of Kemp as well as Bush
Eager to corner Bush on the same
platform, Kemp operatives were
crowing that they had trapped the
vice president by first declining and
then accepting the New York invita-
tion after Bush agreed to come

Lee Atwater, head of Bush's politi-
cal action committee, was well aware
of the challenge. His solution: Ignore
Kemp and instead attack Gov. Mario
Cuomo for his recent venture into
ethnic politics. The original draft by
Clark Judge, Bush's only full-time
speechwriter, did not do the trick
Fred Khedouri, who stop crunch-
ing budget numbers for David Stock-
man a year ago to join Bush, rewrote
it with Atwater’s blessing.

The Khedouri rewrite had two de-
fects: First, accusing Cuomo of
downgrading ethnic ess was a
breakdown in logic that not even
Bush's inner circle could defend; sec-
ond, assailing the governor for
posing clemency to a “cop- =
was out of character stylistically for
Bush. It was pointed out to the
staff after the Khedouri rewrite that
William F. Buckley Jr. agreed with
Cuomo’s clemency decision and
would be in the New York audience,
but the vice president’s men plowed
ahead anyway.

To su Bush would intuitively
extract trouble-making prose is
more than can be expected from
most politicians, including Ronald
Mmlndnd, on a primitive politi-
cal , the speech worked.

Reagan eager for U.S.
to cross new frontiers

WASHINGTON (AP) President
Reagan, who believes America must
remain a leader in conquering new
frontiers, says he marvels at the
strides technology has made in his
lifetime

Addressing 3,000 federal appoin
tees Thursday, Reagan said, “Ameri
ca's ingenuity and technological
know-how is creating tremendous
new potential.”

He said that potential includes the
possibility of a space-based nuclear
defense system and a plane that, in
about 15 years, could fly from the
East Coast to Tokyo in two hours

Reagan, who outlined his vision of
the future in his State of the Union
address to Congress on Tuesday
planned to expand on that theme
and his legislative message with a
series of events this week, beginning
with a visit today to Thomas Jeffer
son High School in suburban Fairfax
County, Va

He was to address the students at
the high-tech school and tour its fa
cilities, the White House said

Speaking with reporters Thursday
after signing his economic report in
an Oval Office ceremony on his 75th
birthday, Reagan said, “I'm a little
amazed at our generation..that our
generation has moved from the
horse and buggy, to a plane that can
get to Tokvo in two hours, in a single
lifetime

The high school at which Reagan
chose to speak is an example of the

close, constructive cooperation be

tween government, industry and
academia” that he said in his legisla
tive message he wants to encourage
Louis R. Volraph, principal of the
technologically oriented school, said
business and industry came up with
$1.2 million worth of equipment for
five laboratories focusing on energy
and engineering, telecommunica
tions, biotechnology, computer sys
tems and material science
Laboratories in chemistry, com
puter-assisted drawing and design,
microelectronics, optics and automa
tion are planned, Volraph said
The school opened in August, shar
ing a 20-year-old building with a reg
ular high school whose enrollment
was declining.

Shuttle commission closes doors to press

WASHINGTON (AP) — The presi
dential commission probing the

space shuttle explosion is
meeting in private for a “free ex-
change of " while awaiting ad-

ditional information from NASA
about a booster rocket where a mys
terious flame eru

The plume of from the shut-
tle's right-hand booster rocket and
subfreezing temperatures on the
morning of the launch were subjects
of intense interest Thursday among
commission members as they began
a four-month investigation with a
public session.

Space agency officials adamantly
ruled out the cold as a contributing
factor in the Jan. 28 explosion — the
worst accident in space history. But
even before commission members
began asking questions, officials

from the National Aeronautics and
Space Administration volunteered
that they were trying (o learn more
from enhanced photographs about
the unusual fire

The sworn testimony and slide
show presentations by top NASA
brass nearly six hours and
seemed at times to have little bear-
ing on the shuttle tragedy. Commis
sion Chairman Willam P. Rogers
urged witnesses to focus their re
marks “a little more directly” to the
Challenger

crew or the location of the crew

NASA said there was no “practl
cal" emergency procedure that

Jet engine cracks probed

WASHINGTON (AP) Airlines
have been told of a new potential
problem with the industry's most
widely used jet engine — the Pratt &
Whitney JT8D — after 35 reports of
serious cracks being found, includ
ing two cases in which the engines
broke apart

The Federal Aviation Administra
tion ordered new inspections of most
of the engines Thursday and gave
airlines a timetable under which the
examinations must be made, depend
ing on how many startups the engine
has had

The inspections can be performed
without taking the engine apart or
removing it from the plane, so FAA
and industry officials said they do
not expect a disruption of air
service

FAA spokesman Fred Farrar said
the new directive involves the exte

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'Noah attacks

‘Big Mac’

As a last minute replacement, Yan-
nick Noah more than filled the bill

But somewhere along the way,
somebody forgot to tell the big
Frenchman that it was the “John
McEnroe Tennis Over America
Tour.”

Rather than win one set and roll
over and play dead for the American
superstar, Noah finished off his “Big
Mac” in a quick two-setter in Thurs
day's exhibition at the Chaparral
Center

Noah, ranked sixth in the world
after the 1985 Grand Prix tour,
broke McEnroe’s service in the sec
ond and fourth games of the match
then again in the seventh game of
the final set to take a 6-3, 64, victory
It was Noah's second win in three
nights over McEnroe in this travel
ing court extravaganza

Noah was appearing only because
a death in the family sent scheduled
opponent Mats Wilander home to
Sweden for the week. The 25vyear
old former French Open champion
has been making the most of his
fling in the American hinterlands
and making a puzzled McEnroe even
more frustrated

FALLING FROM No. 1 to No. 2
late last season, McEnroe didn't play
like a man who was trying harder
Instead, he played like a man in the
middle of a self-imposed vacation
from the grind of the international
Grand Prix tour

He was rusty

He was out of rhythym

He was overmatched

But for most of the night, he
seemed to be having fun. And that is
the main reason McEnroe brings his
tour to places like Midland. And hav
ing fun is one reason he has left com
petitive tennis behind temporarily

Neither McEnroe or Noah were
available for comment after the
match, but McEnroe spoke earlier in
the day about his decision to take a
break from tennis

‘Everyone goes through a stage
where you're tired of doing what
we're doing, everybody needs
breaks, we all need vacations
McEnroe said. “Every other sport
you have four to six months off a
yvear. Nobody questions why Walter
Payton isn't playing football in July
they don't question why “Magic
Johnson or Larry Bird aren't playing
basketball year round

“IF 1 could change one thing in
this sport, I would make it a season
like the other sports. People can't
stay interested in a sport 12 months a

year. People can't even stay interest
ed in football 12 months a year

While McEnroe is removing him
self from the scene, Noah is prod
ding himself forward, hoping to re
gain his perch amomg the game's
elite. A perch that seemed to be his
for the asking just three short years
ago

Thursday, Noah looked ready to
reclaim his place

Forcing errors and anticipating
McEnroe's every move, Noah was in
complete control, even while most of
the audience sat back and waited for
McEnroe to take over. The 6foot4
Noah proved too powerful and too
fine-tuned to allow a McEnroe
comeback

But the competitive spirit has far
from left the left-hander from New
York. After taking his beating Thurs
day, McEnroe was obviously dis
tressed. He had played poorly, with
out spirit

McENROE LOOKED as if he felt
he'd let down the fans in attendance

Some fans probably were |let
down
But McEnroe is learning his les

Texas officials
obtain order to
stop oil 'thievery’

AUSTIN (AP) Two Texas offi
clals have gone to court to stop what
one called attempted “thievery” of
$788 million in money from a special
account set up to settle an oil and gas
dispute

State Land Commissioner Garry
Mauro and Attorney General Jim
Mattox obtained a temporary re
straining order from a federal judge
in Marshall on Thursday to block
any removal of funds from an es
crow account

U.S. District Judge Robert Parker
also set a Feb. 14 hearing

‘The federal government was just
flat trying to steal this money,” Mat
tox said. “I'm appalled that a federal
agency would resort to a direct deni
al of this country's judicial process

Luckily, because Garry Mauro
was quick-on-thedraw, my office
was able to get to the courthouse
and stop this thievery.”

At issue is a eight-year, $6 billion
dispute over offshore oll and gas rev
enues that are supposed to be shared
by the federal government and sev
en states

The law that sparked the dispute
was meant to compensate states for
drainage of their resources when the
federal government leased its off
shore lands bordering the states’ off
shore property

About $6 billion has been deposit
ed In an escrow account while the
Interior Department and Alaska, Cal
ifornia, Texas, Louisiana, Mississippli,
Alabama and Florida argue over
what Congress meant in the 1978 law
by “fair and equitable

Mauro, who oversees state lands
said, “Nearly two years ago, Judge
Parker placed the money from these
disputed leases in an escrow account
until a ‘fair and equitable’ sharing
system could be decided by the
courts or worked out by Congress
between the federal government
and the coastal states

But there's nothing ‘fair and
equitable’ about trying to pick the
court’s pocket when the federal gov
ernment thinks the state’'s not
looking.’

According to statements from Mat
tox and Mauro, Parker issued an or
der preventing Secretary of the Inte
rior Donald Hodel or James Miller
111, director of the Office of Manage
ment and Budget, or their agencies
from removing any of the $788 mil
lion from the court’'s escrow
account

Mattox said part of that money has
been awarded to Texas

The JX-2 well was drilled and com
pleted in late 1985 in the Western
Operating Area of the Prudhoe Bay
Unit. It is undergoing extensive test
ing and has produced at a sustained
rate of 12400 barrels of oil per day

As the well was drilled, surface re
cording instruments kept drilling
personnel continuously informed of
the progress, including inclination
and direction of the bore hole, so
corrections could be made, if
needed

‘Preliminary results indicate sus
tainable well productivity above
12,000 barrels of oil per day, which is
an encouraging increase in produc
tivity compared to a conventionally
drilled and completed development
well in the same geologic zone in
that portion of the unit,” said
Bullock

“The main advantage of a horizon
tal well is that more area in a pro-
ductive zone is exposed and more oil
can be produced - you are essential-
ly digging a tunnel through the res
ervoir instead of drilling through
the top and out the bottom,"” Bullock
noted

“At Prudhoe Bay, horizontal drill
ing represents another potential re-
covery method that could help main
tain production levels in the future.”

Sohio Petroleum Company, the
wholly-owned exploration and pro-
duction subsidiary of The Standard
Oil Company (Ohio), operates the
western half of the field unit and is
majority owner of the unit with 50.68
percent equity interest.

Prudhoe Bay field began produc-
ing in 1977, and oil production has

The JX-2 well was drilled like a
conventional directionally drilled
development well with a gradually
increasing angle. But unlike a con
ventional well, its bore angle was in
creased, becoming steeply angled
from true vertical at about 9,000 feet
below the surface

‘An angle of 90-degrees from ver
tical was achieved, and the true hori
zontal portion extended for about
1,400 feet, or more than a quarter
mile, through the Sadlerochit reser
voir,” Bullock said

During initial drilling, the target
angle was not attained, and the bore
hole was plugged back. After drill
ing resumed, the second attempt was
successful in achieving the 80-degree
angle

After attaining the desired angle
the bore hole never deviated more
than two degrees from true horizon
tal, maintaining a depth tolerance of
7 feet to + 10 feet from the middle
of the target zone

In 198485, Sohio Petroleum tested
the extended-reach horizontal meth
od in a well in McMullen County
Texas. The Braune-Wieding 1 had
1,900 feet of horizontal section

Horizontal drilling dates to the
1950s, but was still in its infancy
when US. operators lost interest as
cheaper recovery methods were de
veloped and proven first. Horizontal
drilling technology has advanced
since then

Increasing production is a major
benefit of horizontal drilling be
cause it offers a way to lessen the
pressure draw-down around the well
bore, thus reducing a phenomenon
known as “coning.”

According to Bullock, “As the oil is
produced in a conventionally drilled
well, a pressure draw-down around
the well bore results. Water and gas,
which flow easier than oil, then
move preferentially ahead of the oil

“The successful research well in
Texas proved we could drill a hori-
zontal well for an extended distan-
ce.” said Bullock.

“We think there's a large amount
of oil in ce at Prudhoe Bay that
may not practical to produce us-
ing conventional wells,” Bullock
said. “The horizontal wells we are
drilling now are designed to help us
prove that some of this hard- 1o-get
oil can be economically recovered.”

A federal court jury in Midland
not only summarily denied a -
er a cent of the $4.5 million he was
seeking in a lawsuit against Midland
County but asked the federal judge
if the county could be compensated
for its inconvenience.

Linne doesn't want other parents
and their children to learn the hard
way as he did, so for the past year he
has voluntarily conducted defensive
dog-handling seminars for Midland
schools and community organiza
tions. When he is not teaching defen
sive handling of dogs, Linne oper
dles & printing company

Linne says his seminars have be
come very popular after Sunday's
death of a 8.yearold Longview boy
who had been mauled by a pack of
pit bulls

Most people don't know how

Victim advocacy center dedicated

FORT WORTH (AP) — With an oc-
casional trace of fury, the son and
daughter of comatose Sunny von Bu-
low dedicated a national center
Thursday designed to aid and edu-
cate the victims of violent crimes in
America

They did so in the name of their
mother, whom they contend was the
target of an alleged murder scheme
and a subsequent victim of the
American judicial system

“We will carry her fight for justice
to wherever it leads us,” declared
Alexander von Auersperg, 26, speak
ing in behalf of himself and his sister
Ala Kneissl, 27, both of New York

“It has led us here, to this time and
this place,” he told a news confer
ence while dedicating the Sunny von
Bulow National Victim Advocacy
Center as a “living memorial” to
their mother

Von Auersperg and his sister
maintain their stepfather, Claus von
Bulow, twice attempted to kill their
mother and in fact succeeded in
plunging her into an insulin-induced
coma from which she probably nev
er will awaken

A jury in Providence, R.1., convict

ed von Bulow in 1882 on two counts
of attempted murder but the verdict
was overturned in 1884 by the Rhode
Island Supreme Court.

“On a technicality, not the evi-
dence,” Ala Kneissl insisted
Thursday

In a second trial, as widely publi-
cized as the first, a Rhode Island jury
acquitted von Bulow in 1985.

Brother and sister attributed the
second verdict in part to the trial
judge's refusal to permit evidence
indica von Bulow stood to inher-
it $14 million in the event of his
wife's death

Von Auersperg, a manager of EF.
Hutton, and his sister, a wife and
mother of two, mentioned von Bu-
low only in response to questions
from reporters after the news
conference

However, they spoke of the trial
and their feelings of injustice in
printed matter linked to the opening
of the victim advocacy center

“For five years, we were deeply
involved in a widely publicized trial
concerning a tragedy which left our
mother, Sunny von Bulow, in what
doctors say is an irreversible coma,”
they said

‘Throughout the trial, we were

made painfully aware of the inade
quacies of our justice system.

“As a result of our firsthand expe-
rience, we have committed our ener-
gies to advocate for the rights of vio-
lent crime victims.”

Von Auersperg, who will serve as
president and chairman of the
board, was described as the major
spokesperson for the center. His sis-
ter, a board member, will lend “her
experience in film and documentary
production” to the center staff

Executive Director E. Gene Patter-
son of Fort Worth said the center
will “promote responsiveness of the
judicial system to the rights and
needs of crime victims and imple
ment programs to heighten Ameri-
ca's consciousness concerning the
plight of victims.”

He listed three primary goals

1. To serve as a national resource
center for victims and their advo
cates, helping to organize local self
help groups and incorporating them
into a national coalition

2. To develop education programs
and other self-help opportunities to
help victims strengthen their skills
and resources

3. To encourage and promote re
search concerning crime victims and

to further the victims' movement
through establishment of a national
data bank and resource library.

George Morris Gurley, an official
of the Chemical Bank of New York,
said the center’s first three years of
operation will be funded in part by
$1.7 million from the Annie-Laurie
Aitken Charitable Trust, of which he
is a trustee.

The trust bears the name of Sunny
von Bulow's mother

Gurley and others said Fort Worth
was chosen as headquarters for the
center because of the tremendous
response and support of the commu
nity and its leaders and because of
its central location

Indeed, Mayor Bob Bolen told the
assemblage that Fort Worth was
committed to the program and that
“we're going to make it work.”

In citing the need for such a cen
ter, officials quoted government fig
ures estimating that one out of three
American families will be victims of
a vicious crime this year

They said nearly 6 million violent
crimes were committed in 1984 and
that every 26 seconds a U S. citizen is
victimized by such violence

TEXARKANA (AP) — With declin
ing oil prices putting the state’s bud
get under pressure, former Gov. Bill
Clements says the man who replaced
him shouldn't wait long to call a spe-
cial legislative session to trim
spending

“The longer Mark White waits, the

Clements also said White's letter to
state agency directors urging them
to find ways to hold down spending
is too little, too late

“That letter is a day late and a
dollar short,” Clements said. “I've al
ready told him he should call a spe
cial session. | told him that three
weeks ago

USDA considers way to allocate cuts

WASHINGTON — Some hard deci-
sions will be made soon on how the
Gramm-Rudman budget cuts will be
applied to 1986 farm programs, ac-
cording to Agriculture Department
officials.

President Reagan's budget propos-
al sent to Congress Wednesday gave
some indication as to how the
Gramm-Rudman law, which would
force a gradually declining deficit,
applies to the USDA. It did not, how-
ever, spell out how the spending cuts
will be carried out.

The proposed budget submitted by
Reagan is for the fiscal year that be-
gins Oct. 1. The Gramm-Rudman for-
mula orders a 4.3 percent reduction
in USDA spending for the current
fiscal year to help trim the federal
deficit by $11.7 billion

Food stamps and child nutrition
programs, including school lunches,
are exempt from the Gramm-Rud
man reductions

One way of carrying out the
spending cuts is to simply deduct 4.3
percent from all payments made to
farmers, including price support
loans and deficiency payments on
1986 crops. That idea has some
strong support in the USDA and on
Capitol HIlL

According to USDA Budget Direc-
tor Stephen B. Dewhurst, the depart-
ment's share of the $11.7 billion
spending reduction is almost $1.3 bil-
lion. About $823 million will come
out of Commeodity Credit Corp. oper-
ations, which includes price support
programs for crops and dairy

The remainder will be sliced from
other USDA agencies and programs
Although the CCC's share will be
spread over two fiscal years because
of the nature of the crop programs,
it is this portion that is providing

some of the biggest problems

Dewhurst said that there are two
ways to carry out the mandated re
ductions Iin the commodity pro
grams. One way would be to virtual
ly rewrite the programs for 1686
crops. That could lead to changing
support levels, target prices and oth
er detalls that already have been
announced

Another way would be to keep all
1966 loan rates and target prices as
they have been announced, and to
discount all USDA checks by 4.3 per
cent when they are made out to
farmers.

“That’s the option we've talked
most about, the option that seems to
be favored,” Dewhurst said. “It's
easy for producers to understand
It's equitable, in the sense that every
producer of every crop gets treated

Dormant deciduous trees and
shrubs in West Texas should be
checked for scale insect infestations
before applying dormant oil applica
tions. Dormant oil sprays are used to
control most scale insects; certain
aphids on deciduous trees and
shrubs. A dormant oill application
would be of little benefit if the treat-
ed deciduous tree or shrub was not
harboring a moderate to heavy scale
insect infestation

Scale insects are among the most
harmful of plant-feeding insects
Most scale insects are very small and
have a hard, waxy, scalelike cover
ing over their bodies. They often ap-
pear in large numbers and may
weaken or kill a plant by sucking out

If applied after the buds
break, foliage burn may occur
Where trees have already broken

Dormant oll sprays of about 4 per
cent strength may be used on decid
uous trees in late winter for control
of scale insects. Check the label on a
dormant oil container for specific in
structions on mixing and applying
dormant oll spray. Olls are increas
ingly effective as the temperatures
become warmer in the spring and
insect metabolism resumes more
activity

Since oll and water do not mix nat
urally, an emulsifier is dissolved in
the oil concentrate to make it mix
able with water. Before spraying
each batch of spray should be
checked for mixability. The spray
should be a milky color.

Women’s movement helping
men form closer friendships

NEW YORK — Fishing trips. The
golf course (and locker room). The
men's club. Drinks at a neighbor-
hood bar. These are some of the tra-
ditional settings for relationships

men. But how deep are those

and how much of their

feelings do men reveal to each
other?

“When you look at what men give
each other, it isn't enough to dispel
loneliness,” said Letty Cottin Pogre-
bin, whose book “Among Friends:
Who We Like, Why We Like Them
and What We Do About It,” will be
published by McGraw-Hill in the fall.

But a “sea change” may be taking
place in the way younger men view
friendship with other men. “The inti-
macy quotient seems to be some-
what changed among younger men,”
Pogrebin said, based on her re-
search. “I don't think the demands
of masculinity testing are quite as
rigorous as they have been in other
eras. There are young men who
know a lot about each other — they
are more open with each other.”

She and others think the women's
movement has had an effect.

“For men who live willingly with
an active feminist — myself includ-
ed — the tendency is to be more
open to closer male friendships,”
said Jon Christian Suggs, a 45-year-
old professor of literature at the
John Jay College of Criminal Justice
in New York. “The ones | know the
best and consider close friends are
married to or live with feminists. It
tends to validate what women are
doing — I'm amazed at the depth
and complexity of their
relationships.”

BUT EVEN MEN who are open to
such closeness may face the old
attitudes

Dan Kaplan grew up in what he
calls a “feminist household.” He is
28, and an aspiring opera singer who
manages a restaurant in Manhattan
and lives in Brooklyn. “The women's
movement has had the effect of
opening men up,” he said. “Men are
more able to express their feelings

— about being happy or depressed

but there's still a stigma. | still see
men who are awkward when you try
to talk to them beyond a superficial
wWay

How men often deal wtbt;: that

at the Wellesley College Research
Center on Women. In his studies of
men 19 to 32 he said, he found that
“men are able to self-disclose more
easily when they are engaged in an
activity — like working on a car.”

“The main agenda is to spend time
together,” he said, “and this activity
is the overt agenda to cover for any
fears of a homosexual agenda. The
activity allows them to bring up a
subject, and the other person can re-
spond or not, and they can go back
to the activity.”

While men tend to engage in “gen-
der validating” activities with other
men, such as hunting and sports, for
women the disclosure of feelings is
in itself gender-validating.

THAT MEN HAVE a way to go in
that direction was affirmed by Ste-
phen Haupert, a psychiatric social
worker at St. Joseph Hospital in
Reading, Pa., whose master’'s thesis
was on “Men and Friendship in the
Fourth Decade of Life.”

“Men have not yet gotten to the
point of feeling that they are more
than job, more than sportsman,
more than breadwinner,” he said.

Whether it is because they cannot
find the intimacy they seek with
men or with women, loneliness
seems pervasive among young men,
according to several
psychotherapists.

“It seems they feel very lonely and
don't seem able to make it with a
woman,"” said Gerd H. Fenchel, a psy-
choanalyst who is dean and director
of the Washington Square Institute
in Manhattan. “It's a matter of com
panionship, which apparently they
don't feel they can find with a wom
an because women make more de
mands, among them sexual, but also,
‘How successful will you be?"

Fenchel agrees that the women's
movement may have caused “more
male bonding, particularly among
younger men.” But he added that
the concept of bonding need not be
confined to relationships between
men or women, for that matter
You have heterosexual bonding
that can be platonic, which is hap-
pening more and more today,” he
sald.
