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Marcos resigns, flees nation

MANILA, Phlﬂpglnes (AP) — A de-

feated Ferdinand E. Marcos resigned
as president of the Philippines today,
slipping away in the Manila night
and setting off an explosion of joy-
ous celebration among his
countrymen.

“Cory! Cory!” Filipinos chanted in
tribute to new President Corazon
Aquino as they demonstrated by the
thousands across the capital.

Marcos, heading out of the coun-
try via the U.S. Air Force's nearby
Clark Air Base, was brought down
by a combination of a ‘“people’s

wer” uprising, military revolt and

S. pressure.

First official word of his resigna-
tion came in Washington, where Sec-
retary of State George Shultz said
the toppled Philippine leader would
be “welcome to come to the United
States.” But there was no immediate
report on his final destination.

ma in Manila and 20 years of highly
personal Marcos rule over this im

Fourteen people were reported
slain in violence sparked by the re

The longtime president was given
a final push Monday by the Reagan
administration, which issued a state-
ment calling for a peaceful transi
tion to a new government because of
what it said was widespread fraud in

WASHINGTON (AP) A tiny 0.1
percent increase in gasoline prices
helped hold consumer prices overall
to a moderate 0.3 percent increase in
January, the government reported
today

The Labor Department's consum
er price index, after adjustments for
seasonal factors, was the lowest
since a 0.2 percent increase in Sep-
tember. It follows a 0.4 percent in
crease December

Gasoline prices had risen 0.5 per
cent in December

While wholesale gasoline price de-
clines are not reflected in today's
calculation, the Labor Department
did report a 1.1 percent drop in over
all prices for heating oil, coal and
bottled gas

The lower gasoline prices, the re
sult of a worldwide collapse in crude
oil markets, is expected to show up
in the consumer price report for
February

Shultz said the United States had
officially recognized the new Aquino

Earlier today, both Marcos and
Mrs. Aquino, 53, were inaugurated as
president of rival Philippine govern
ments in separate ceremonies. But
within hours, both camps reported
Marcos, at the president’'s Malacan
ang Palace, was engaged in lengthy
telephone negotiations over his
departure

Manila radio station DZRH later
uoted a Marcos loyalist, Romulo

ontanilla, as saying, “Without our
knowledge he (Marcos) left us. Even
the soldiers are not here anymore.”
The station said only a small protec
tive force was left behind at the
palace

As word of Marcos' departure
flashed across this turbulent capital,
jubilant throngs of Filipinos set bon
fires outside the palace

“You're hearing the start of the
rebirth of democracy!” a radio an
nouncer boomed over the sounds of
jubiliation from demonstrators

More than 10,000 people danced,
cheered, applauded and chanted
Mrs. Aquino's nickname at the gate
of the palace Marcos loyalists among
the palace guards surrendered in
single file

Government as well as private ana
lysts are saying the good inflation
performance will continue through
out 19886, largely because of the drop
in energy costs. Oil prices have
dropped $10 per 42-gallon barrel
since the fall

The consumer price index report
follows a 0.7 percent drop in whole
sale prices in January, the steepest
decline in three years, the Labor De-
partment reported two weeks ago

Donald Ratajczak, a Georgia State
University economist who special
izes in inflation, is now predicting
that the CPI will increase only 28

percent this year which would be
the smallest rise in more than a
decade

A new round of autofinancing
deals by major U.S. automakers, be
gun last December, held new car
prices fiat as compared to thé month
before. Used car prices were up 06
percent

If last month's 0.3 percent increase
held steady for 12 months, the yearly
advance would be 4.1 percent. The
annual rate reported by the depart
ment is based on a more precise cal
culation of price activity than could
be obtained by a calculation based
on the monthly CPI

In all, the consumer price index
stood at 3284 in January, meaning
that goods costing $10 in 1967 would
have cost $32.84 last month

“In February, falling meat prices
should prevent grocery store prices
from rising at all,” said Ratajczak
the Georgia State economist

Throughout 1985, the consumer
price index rose a moderate 3.8 per
cent, the fourth consecutive year of
inflation at or below 4 percent

Most of the credit for holding in
flation at bay has gone to the col
lapse of oil prices

At the wholesale level, gasoline
prices dropped 5.7 percent in Janu
ary and heating oil costs plunged
108 percent

The $10 decline per barrel in
crude ofl prices, if sustained, could
reduce inflation by 1.5 to 2.8 percent
age points over the year, according
to Allen Sinal, chief economist for
Shearson Lehman Bros

“The lower inflation raises con
sumer purchasing power by increas
ing real disposable income and the
funds available for discretionary
spending.” Sinai said

White: Nation on ‘brink of emergency’

He
suggested rebates for neighboring
Mexico and Canada and “appropri-
ate exemptions for low income con-
sumers in the Northeast for such
products as home heating oil.”

White told reporters after the
committee meeting he “didn't find a
great deal of support” from Boggs.
He said he was encouraged, howev-
er, that the deputy Energy secretary
“left the door open.”

Also, White said he would support
a tax on imported oil, as proposed by
Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas, and

Since early December, crude oil
prices have dro(rped more than 50
gercent, he said. Last week, West

exas Intermediate closed at just
over $14 a barrel, the result of what
White described as “a market share
war” led by Saudi Arabla and other
foreign nations who are “glutting
world markets with oil.”

“Current OPEC market tactics
would violate our own antitrust
laws,” the governor said. “This is not
a fair game and the field is already
tilted in favor of foreign national-
ized producers.”

Aquino rises from reluctant candidate to president

MANILA, Philippines (AP) — Cora-
zon Aquino started her political ca-
reer as a reluctant candidate but be-
came a determined campaigner who
rallied millions of her countrymen
behind a drive to end Ferdinand E.
Marcos’ 20 years as president.

To the suprise of many Filipinos
and many foreigners, the petite, 53
year-old woman managed to channel
widespread dissatisfaction with Mar-
cos into a powerful stream of opposi-
tion that swept him from power.

She became well known only after
her husband was assassinated in
1983, a slaying that started the chain
of events that brought down Marcos.

Today, Mrs. Aquino swore an oath
of office as provisional president and
said she was “taking power in the
name of the Filipino people.”

An hour later Marcos took the
oath as president at a palace ceremo-
ny. As an indication of how his pow-
er had crumbled, the broadcast of
the ceremony was knocked off the
air by rebels who took control of the
station. They substituted a John
Wayne film.

Rocket engineer says he ‘felt pressure’ from NASA

WASHINGTON (AP) — A presiden-
tial commission heard testimony to-
day that one key industry engineer
“felt pressure” from space agency
officials when his firm initially rec-
ommended against the launch of the
shuttle Challenger for safety
reasons.

Allan McDonald, booster rocket
manager for Morton Thiokol, told
the investigating panel that at one
point in a long discussion on the eve
of launch, he “made the direct state-
ment that if anything happened to
this launch I wouldn’'t want to be the
person” standing before a board of
inquiry explaining the decision to go
ahead

“There’s no doubt in my mind..]
felt pressure,” McDonald said, add-

Several hours later, the man who
dominated the country for two de-

cades resigned.
Mrs. Aquino is a daughter of the
wealthy Cojuangco f y of Tarlac

province, which has sprawling sugar
lantations. Her first cousin,
uardo Cojuangco, is a close busi-
ness associate of Marcos and be
lieved to be one of the wealthiest
men in the Philippines, controlling a
coconut monopoly granted him un-
der the Marcos administration.

Stepping forward after her hus
band was assassinated, Mrs. Aquino
waged an emotion-laden campaign
in the Feb. 7 presidental election and
made a strong showing in balloting
that was tainted by fraud, according
to her supporters and to indepen-
dent election observers.

She campaigned throughout the
country, always smiling and always
wearing yellow. The color symbol-
izes the yellow-ribbon homecoming
planned for her husband when he
returned from self-exile in the Unit-
ed States, only to be assassinated at
Manila airport.

The silver-haired engineer told the
panel that the lengthy discussions
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When the Marcoscontrolled Na-
tional Assembly on Feb. 15 complet-
ed the count and announced that
Marcos had won, Mrs. Aquino re-
fused to accept that verdict and
pledged a campaign to bring down
Marcos by Dboycotts and
demonstrations.

Then, two military leaders of the
Marcos establishment announced on
Saturday that they had broken with
the president. They demanded he re-
sign and allow Mrs. Aquino to lead
the nation. Their action provoked
widespread sympathy from the pub-
lic, and thousands of people poured
into the streets to supgzn the rebels.

By Monday, the rebels had taken
over a government television station
and proclaimed a provisional gov-
ernment headed by Mrs. Aquino.
Crowds in the streets chanted her
nickname, “Cory, Cory!”

Her only training in politics came
from her family and as the wife of a
man who was considered Marcos’
main political rival. Mrs. Aquino's
campaign bilography listed no previ-
ous accomplishments or jobs other

Protest
marches, often with Mrs. Aquino a
prominent participant, occurred al-
most daily and swept across all seg-
ments of society, from farmers to
stockbrokers.

She called Marcos the “No. 1 su-
spect” in the assassination and led
many of the demonstrations against
him.

Seeking to show his hold on the
country, Marcos considered a special
election. Mrs. Aquino laughed off
suggestions in 1985 that she be a can-
didate, saying, “l don’'t know any-
thing about the presidency.”

But when Marcos set the election
for Feb. 7 she declared she would
run and waged a vigorous campaign
that attracted hundreds of thou-
sands of cheering supporters.

David Wyss, chief economist for
Data Resources Inc., a private fore-
casting firm based in Lexington,
Mass  said that gasoline prices will
drop close to 15 cents a gallon before
they level off, perhaps several
months from now

Lawrence Chimerine, president of
Chase Econometrics of Bala Cyn-
wyd, Pa., said he does not believe the
Organization of Petroleum Export-
ing Countries can quickly restore
higher prices.

“The key issue is the long-term is-
sue,” he said. In the short term, he
said, “unless they are willing to
make sharp production cuts, there is
no way that prices can go back up
(suddenly).”

There are clouds on the horizon
Although the recent decline in the
value of the US. dollar against major
foreign currencies hasn't yet had a
major impact on consumer prices,
any further devaluation could rekin-
dle inflation by making imports far
more expensive, Federal Reserve
Board Chairman Paul Volcker
warned House and Senate banking
committees last week.

Voicker said that the dollar, which
has dropped in value 30 percent
since a year ago, had “fallen en-
ough.” However, Treasury Secretary
James Baker said a further decrease
in the dollar’s value, so long as it is
orderly, can help the US. trade pic-
ture further without refueling infla-
tion significantly.

In 1921, after passing Governmental
Rehabilitation Program tests de-
signed to get war veterans without
high school diplomas into college, he

entered the Texas School of Mines,

now known as University of Texas at
El Paso, under the G.I. Bill. In June
1925 he graduated with a degree in
mining engineering and geology. He
went to work for Dixie Oil Company_
(Amoco Production) in San Angelo
for two years.

For the next six years, he worked

1834. He was one of the first geolo-

gﬂ: employed to investigate the
niversity Lands. He became an ex-

perienced surveyor, scout, engineer,
geologist, landman, geophysicist and
petroleum executive. Haigh was
placed in charge of the San Angelo
office in 1838, moved to the Midland
office in 1837 and designated geolo-
gist in charge in 1954

Through his efforts, all the univer-
sity lands were opened to geophysi-
cal exploration and he helped estab-
lish an open door policy on leasing, a
policy described as flexible enough
to bring in the major oil companies
and the independents.

In 1962, Haigh was put on “modi-
fied service” with university Lands,
but in 1976 he was “retired.” Howev-
er, he still went to the office every
day but this time to work on a histo-
ry of the University of Texas Lands.

That book is being published by
the Texas Western Press, UTEP, and
is titled “Land, Oil and Exploration.”
It will include the history of the sec-
ond million acres of land located in
West Texas.

In 1941, Haigh was married to Car-
oline Sauer.

He was chosen an outstanding
graduate of UTEP and selected for
inclusion in the Permian Basin Pe-
troleurn Museum'’s Hall of Fame. He
was a past president of the West Tex-

and eralogists and an honorary
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member of the Santa Rita Club

He is survived by his wife, Caro-
line Haigh of Midland.

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Beggs said to be leaving
top NASA post for good

WASHINGTON (AP) — James M.
Beggs is lea the top job at NASA
for good, his wife says, to allow Pres-
ident Reagan to name a successor to
lead the embattled space agency
through the aftermath of the space
shuttle Challenger explosion.

Beggs, 60, had been administrator
of NASA since July 7, 1981, three
months after the first space shuttle

ﬂ.lﬁht
¢ has been on unpaid leave since
Dec. 2, when he and three other for-
mer General Dynamics executives
were Indicted by a grand jury on
charges they plotted to hide cost
overruns on the now-canceled Sgt.
York anti-aircraft gun — before
Beggs joined the space agency.

“T will not resign,” he said then.

But Monday night, Beggs' wife,
Mary Elizabeth, told The Associated
Press, “He's about to resign.” She
said the letter would go to President
Reagan in “a little while.”

The criminal case has yet to come
to trial. In the interim, the National
Aeronautics and Space Administra-
tion has been run by acting adminis-
trator Willlam Graham, who had
been on the job as Beggs' deputy for
less than two weeks.

Since the Jan. 28 Challenger trage-
dy, there have been increasing de-
mands that he resign so a permanent
chief could take the helm. The most
vocal advocate of a new leader has
been Sen. Ernest Hollings, D-S.C,
who also has called for Graham's
ouster.

Beggs opposed the appointment of
Graham as his deputy. Published re-
ports have said Beggs would resign
on condition that Graham will not
take his place.

A top-level NASA official said it
was considered unlikely Graham
would get the job. He has not

The ordinance allowed women
injured by someone who had seen
or read the explicit material to
sue the maker or seller

Senator ‘very pleased’ Marcos leaving Philippines

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Pat-
rick Leahy said today that he was
“very pleased” that Ferdinand Mar-
cos is peacefully leaving the
Philippines.

The Vermont Democrat said that
“had he stayed and toughed it out
for a while, there would have been a
real bloodbath.”

Leahy commented shortly after
Secretary of State George Shultz an-
nounced that Marcos was ending his
20-year rule. Mrs. Corazon Aquino
will replace him after apparently de-
feating him in the disputed Feb. 7
election.

“I think we came close to botching
it by sticking with Marcos for so
long,” said Leahy, “but the way it
ended, | think we can work with
Mrs. Aquino. She is going to need a
lot of help and I think the United
States can provide it in a way that is
going to stop the corruption that has
existed there.”

But Senate Majority Leader Rob-
ert Dole, R-Kan., said the United
States should be cautious in its re-
sponse to the new government in the
Philippines.

“Now we're in the post-Marcos era.
We have to find out what the new
government thinks of us,” Dole told
reporters

He added that U.S. officials should

“review a lot of the statements she
(Mrs. uino) made in her cam-
paign a little more care.”

Republican and Democratic lead-
ers su the administration’s
effort to end the crisis.

“I think the administration is now
taking a far more realistic attitude
toward Ferdinand Marcos and they
realize the question is not whether
he’s leaving, but when he's leaving,”
Leahy said Monday.

Leahy was one of 18 senators and
nine House members who were
briefed by Secretary of State George
Shultz and special presidential envoy
Philip Habib on the administration’s
attempt to solve the problem.

The closed-door meeting in the
Capitol lasted more than an hour
and when it ended, Leahy and other
participants refused to publicly dis-
cuss what was said.

But sources speaking only on con-
dition of anonymity said Habib, who
recently returned from Manila, told
the participants there had been dis-
cussions between him and Marcos
about the conditions under which
Marcos would leave the country.

Sen. Richard Lugar, R-Ind., chair-
man of the Senate Foreign Relations
Committee, refused to discuss what
he was told by Shultz and declined to
speculate on what Marcos would do.

Lugar added, “I don't believe his
ernment is viable, but clearly
mo are military forces at his dis-
posal that could cause bloodshed.”
Leahy and Lugar said th:{
thought the United States would of-
fer asylum to Marcos if that would
help end the crisis.

PENSACOLA, Fla. (AP) — A mem-
ber of a prominent Fil'pino family
predicts that many of her country-
men now living in the United States
will return to their homeland if Phil-
ippines President Ferdinand E. Mar-
cos is ousted.

“If Corazon Aquino would be pres-
ident, in five years I will be able to
g0 home,” Maria Louisa Crame said
in an interview Monday. “If Marcos
is out, then everybody can go home.”

Mrs. Aquino was sworn in as presi
dent of a provisfonal government to-
day as Marcos also was inaugurated
at his guarded palace. Mrs. Aquino
has the support of the defense minis
ter and the acting armed forces com
mander, who rebelled

Mrs. Crame is an American citizen

by virtue of her father’s service in
the U.S. Navy, while her husband,
radiologist Dr. Andres Crame, is a
naturalized U.S. citizen. They have
been in the United States about 15
years and have four children, all
born here '

“It's just that I love my country,”
Mrs. Crame said of her desire to
move back to the Philippines. “We
will have a better Philippines.”

The Crame family name has been
prominent in news about the politi
cal struggle in the Philippines. The
rebel military leaders have made
their headquarters at Camp Crame,
named after a Spanish colonial
general

The situation in their homeland
has been difficult for the Crames be

cause they have relatives on both
sides, Mrs. Crame said.

“I am all for Marcos getting out of
the country,” she said. “I think, per
sonally, he has drained the wealth
from the Philippines.”

Her husband also is outspoken in
his opposition to Marcos. To avoid
any political arguments, the family
steered clear of Prime Minister Ce-
sar Virata, a distant relative of Mrs.
Crame and a Marcos supporter, dur-
ing a December trip to the
Philippines

“You cannot let my husband stay
in the Philippines because he will
talk against the government,” said
Mrs. Crame, who has several rela-
tives working for Virata. Her maiden

name is Abueg, a family long active
in politics in Cavite, her native prov-
ince, and Rosario, her home town.

Her husband's father, retired phy-
siclan Amando Crame, is a close
friend and former classmate of Ar-
turo Tolentino, who was the vice
presidential candidate on the Marcos
ticket in the recent election.

“I'm sure Dad was very disappoint-
ed when Mr. Tolentino sided with
Marcos,” she said.

Although several relatives oppose
Marcos, the only one to speak out
gubllcly is Thomas Gomez III, a

rother-in-law who is a spokesman in
Hawall for Mrs. Aquino. He has ap-
peared several times on US. news
programs in the past few days.

ithout a doubt any num-

Robert Byrd — and that's
fine.

There’s no reason for lengthy,
delaying quorum calls, for exam-
ple, and more disciplined sched-
uling could be instituted. Non-
germane amendments might
have to go and electronic vote
counting be adopted.

Bones in Brazil leave doubts of ID

ASHINGTON — Serious dif-
ferences of professional
0) have split the team
of forensic experts who
traveled to Brazil last June to deter-
mine whether skeletal remains ex-
humed there were, in fact, those of
Dr. Josef Mengele, the Nazi war
criminal.
In its pre
ver-
dict last
summer, the
team ex-
pressed con-
fidence that

— a skull,
bones and

If the discovery of the bones was
sim| a hoax planned by the old
Nazi and his accomplices, it has al-
ready achieved at least suc-
cess. The concerted worldwide
search for Mengele was called off
when the experts proclaimed their
“scientific certainty” that Mengele
was dead. If he's alive, the is
now eight months colder.

The principal sticking point — the
most serijous doubt that will not die
— Involves the lack of any evidence
of osteomyelitis, a bone-marrow dis-
ease that Mengele's S.S. records
show he had suffered from as a
teenager.

Osteomyelitis, caused by infection,
can be treated today with antibiot-
ics. But in the 1920s, when Mengele
claimed to have had it, the disease
was treated by surgery and there
would hdvé been some traces that
would be detectable even half a cen-

One member of the team of ex-
Dr. John Fitzpatrick of Cook
ty Hospital, Chicago, has public-
ly stated t if it were ved
ugh X-rays that Mengele had

Another team member, who re-
quested anonymity, told our asso-
clate Lucette Lagnado that if l(on%&
le’'s osteomyelitis could e
established, the investigation of the
Brazilian remains “would be thrown
wide open.”

Team members who cling to their
initial verdict that the remains were
Mengele's recognize the crucial im-

rtance of the osteomyelitis factor.

tzpatrick suggested recently that
Mengele had never had the d‘;seue
and that his S.S. records were the
result of a “misdiagnosis.”

But the information came from
Mengele, and by the time he entered
it on his S.S. records he was both a

physician and an an ogist. He
was also certifiably , and
would have been more likely to cov-
er up than te or make up a
disease he hadn’t had — especially
when applylgﬂfor membership in
the ranks of Hitler's supposed super-
men. Furthermore, he had told
friends for years that he had once
suffered from the disease.

The Justice De t's Office of
Special Investigations was con-
cerned by the team’s inability to find
any evidence of osteomye! in the

bones dug up last June, and it sent a
Smithso! Institution anthropolo-
gist, Dr. Donald Ortner, to for
an independent investigation. He
had instructions to check for
the , taking his own X-rays of

the skeletal remains.

Ortner found no obvious trace of
osteomyelitis.

What it boils down to is a matter
of choice. Either you believe the re-
mains in Brazil are Mengele's and
therefore his S.S. records were
wrong, or you believe the S.S. re-
cords were correct and the bones
may not be Mengele's.

Professional reputations and egos
are involved. The experts ducked
the osteomyelitis mystery the first
time around by making no reference
to it in their preliminary report. But
the final report is a different matter.
Coupled with the bone disease ques-
tion, enough other doubts have aris-
en to make some members of the
team leery of a rush to judgment
that could allow the Auschwitz “An-
gel of Death” to cheat the hangman.

discomfort of the Democratic Party
After spending decades booing the
Republican Party as the party of
business, it now finds itself in the
position of having to say, “Hey, we
can help American business better
than the Republicans.”

But even though economic devel
opment remains the number one
concern, it is an oversimplification
to visualize Pennsylvania as one de
caying bucket of rust. The unem
ployment rate is the lowest it's been
in the last five years. The governor'’s
office claims 437,000 more Pennsyl
vanians are working today than
were three years ago. It also claims
the rate of new business formation is
more than twice the national aver
age and that Pennsylvania is among
the nation's leaders in both new
manufacturing starts and growth in
electronics and advanced
technology

On the other hand, Democrats
claim more than 150 businesses have
left the state in the last 18 months
The truth seems to be that Pennsyl-
vania, just as | suspected it would be,
is a perfect laboratory case of the
basic shift in the American economy
from heavy industry to advanced
technology and service

Jim Pickard, the secretary of com-
merce and the point man in the pre-
sent administration's economic de-
velopment efforts, said there is no
question that heavy industry will

ore is depleted or at least the high
grade ore,” he said. “Steel and min
ing are never going to come back to
the way they were. The automobile
industry, for example, uses far less
steel than it used to.”

Pickard said two key factors were
involved. The tip-point, he believes,

“I think the local would have ap
proved it, but the national union
didn't allow a vote because it didn't
want to have to defend that kind of
contract in other places,” he said

Pickard left our conversation to at-
tend another crisis meeting. A TRW
jet engine parts plant in Harrisburg
burned to the ground a couple of
weeks ago and state and city officials
are going all out to persuade TRW to
rebuild it.

TRW officials last week hadn't
said yes or no so you can bet a yes
answer is going to cost some conces-
sions from both government and the
union.

Pickard claims that union prob-
lems follow the 80/20 rule.

Fisher, who simply thinks married
is better than single, takes responsi-
bility for 27 marriages, not one of
which has ended in divorce.

“We did have erosion at all sites
but found that the islands were

still suitable for nesting and

“We think it has been an as-
tounding success story,’” said
Richard, “and it's {omng b&lﬂr
and bigger, re-establishing them
in their original range.”

Now, he said, the department is
studying a way to transplant
birds to the western part of the
Louisiana coast.

‘No pass, no

HOUSTON (AP) — The U.S. Supreme Court's decision
that Texas' ‘‘no pass, no play” law raises no federal
questions clears the way for further attacks on the rule
in state court, says a lawyer for students challenging
the law

The high court on Monday let stand the rule that bars
failing students from extracurricular activities for six
weeks. The rule was a major part of a 1984 education
reform package approved by Texas legislators

It became the most controversial part of the package
after failing grades made about 15 percent of the state's
varsity football players ineligible

HOUSTON ATTORNEY Anthony Sheppard said his
clients will raise new issues when the case returns to
state court

“This clarifies that we have not had any federal is
sues in the case yet,” he said of the U.S. Supreme Court
decisions. “The appeal was entirely based on Texas law
and did not involve the U.S. Constitution. This is some
thing we had to do to foreclose an argument in the
state.”

Sheppard said when the case goes back to the state
district court in Houston, the issue of the rule's effect
on minorities and the handicapped will be included in
his arguments. Those issues fall under federal jurisdic
tion, he said

Gov. Mark White, who pushed the reform bill in 1984
and has rejected efforts to make changes, said he was
pleased by the decision

“That's a state issue and we won,” he said

Gold soars

LONDON (AP) — The U.S. dol-
lar fell against all major curren-
cies in early trading today. Gold
prices soared, boosted by political
turmoil in the Philippines and the
continuing economic troubles of
heavily indebted Mexico.

Gold opened in London at a bid
of $348.75 a troy ounce, leaping
$7.50 from late Monday's $341.25,
and continued rising.

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Midland cost of living drops in January

From Staff Reports

The cost of living in Midland de
clined 0.7 percent during the month
of January, according to figures re-
leased by ClayDesta National Bank
this morning. Medical and housing
expenses increased, but were offset
by decreases in clothing, transporta-
tion, taxes, food at home, and utili-
ties. The cost of eating out remained
stable.

Over the last 11 months, according
to ClayDesta’s figures, the cost of
goods and services in Midland rose
1.1 percent, due to increases in utili-
ties, food at and away from home,
clothing, medical and housing ex-
penses. The only category to show a
decrease was transportation.

Following three months of in-
creases, the city of Odessa’s cost of
living rose 0.4 percent for the month,
and showed a 1.9 percent increase
during the last 11 months.

Reversing a December decrease,
medical expenses in Midland rose 1.2
percent, due to higher prices for
non-prescription drugs. Lower costs
for doctor’s care were offset by high-
er prices for over-the<counter drugs,
resulting in a 1.6 increase for the
year

Midlanders began paying higher
rents during the month of January,
resulting in a 0.5 percent increase in
housing expenses. Although mainte-

nance costs slipped some, Midlers
paid 1.3 percent more in housing
costs d 1965.

Slightly er prices for women's
apparel were offset by lower price
tags on children's clothing, resulting
in a 2.3 percent decrease in the cost
of buying clothes. The category
showed a 3.3 percent increase for
1885, due to higher price tags for
children’s and men’s clothing.

Midlanders paid less in transporta-
tion costs during the month of Janu-
ary, continuing December’s down-
ward trend. Transportation costs fell
24 percent, due to lower mainte-
nance costs and gasoline prices, and
a drop in automobile insurance
rates.

The taxes that Midlanders have to
pay decreased 14 percent during
Jan as the new Federal rates
took effect. The Social Security tax
rose 1.4 percent while the Withold-
ing decreased 2.7 percent.

Grocery prices decreased 0.8 per-
cent in January, due to decreases in
produce, alcohol and meat prices,
which were offset by higher prices
for shelf items. Increases in shelf
items, produce and alcohol offset de-
creases in meat prices, leading to a
yearly increase of 3.9 percent in gro-
cery prices. The lowest prices were
recorded in June, and the highest
were seen in December
