Is deadly force allowed?

Because he’s leaving town for a 

two week vacation, Captain Horn- 
b low er w an ts to  p ro tect his 
valuables and his antique shotgun 
collection by rigging a shotgun to 
fire at every entrance of his home.

You be the judge!
Can he use deadly force to 

protect his property?
Everyone has the right to protect 

lawfully possessed property from 
unlawful violence, taking, or in-

terference; but the Texas Penal 
Code imposes rigid limitations upon 
the use of both ordinary and deadly 
force for this purpose.

Generally speaking, only ordinary 
non-deadly force can be used to pre­
ven t tresp ass or unlawful in­
terference with property; and doing 
so is justified only if the owner 
reasonably believes that the degree 
of ordinary force used was im­
mediately necessary to prevent or 
terminate a trespass or unlawful in­
terference.

Deadly force is justified in this 
context only when it is reasonably 
b e l ie v e d  to  be im m e d ia te ly  
necessary to prevent (1) arson, 
burglary, robbery, theft during the

nighttime, or criminal mischief dur­
ing the nighttime, or (2) to prevent 
someone from fleeing with property 
immediately after committing one of 
these offenses.

In short, even if one of these of­
fenses is involved, deadly force is 
not justified unless the property 
owner reasonably believes either 
that deadly force was the last resort 
or that the use of ordinary force 
would have exposed himself or 
another to a substantial risk of 
death or serious injury.

Lastly, while use of a mechanical 
device to protect property against 
trespass or unlawful interference is 
not unlawful per se in Texas, it is

justified only if (1) the device is not 
designed to cause, or known by the 
actor to create a risk of death or 
serious injury, and (2) use of the 
device is reasonable under all the 
surrounding circumstances.

U se of a shotgun device would not 
be justified under any conceivable 
set of circumstances, because it 
would inevitably have a potential for 
causing death or serious injury, con­
trary to the code’s requirement. 
Moreover, military personnel are 
strongly urged to refrain from using 
any such device, because of the ever 
present risk of indiscriminate injury 
and the equally substantial risk of 
failing to m eet the standard of 
reasonableness imposed by the code.

Dear H EART fields questions
Editor’s Note: The Dear HEART Column will ap­
pear here from time to time. It contains a 
representative sample of questions typically ask­
ed by readers.

Dear HEART:
A quick question. If you felt you could only 

make one or two changes in your diet, what would 
they be?

Dear Reader:
Switch from whole milk to non-fat milk, and 

from butter to a margarine made mostly from li­
quid vegetable oil. We have proof that these two  
changes will have some effect in reducing risk 
from a study conducted in Finland over a 12 year 
period. People drinking non-fat milk and avoiding 
butter had considerably fewer heart attacks than 
a similar group who had not made the change.

But please don’t stop there. For example, cut 
down on the sugar as well! Even though these  
three changes will have a good effect, they will 
not reduce your risk of heart disease very much if 
you are gumming up your arteries with athero­
sclerosis in other ways.

Dear HEART:
I am trying to reduce my weight. How many 

calories can I burn up walking? How many are 
used up in other types of exercise?

Dear Reader:
It all depends on your speed (which should be 

slow until you are in good condition). Walking at 
2 V2 miles per hour uses up about 372 calories a 
minute. A speed of about 3 3A miles per hour will 
burn up nearly 6 calories a minute. Running at 10 
miles per hour uses up 15 calories a minute.

If you prefer cycling, you can burn up 472 
calories a minute at a fairly slow speed or as much 
as 11 at a brisker pace. Canoeing, rowing, swim­
ming and horseback riding will burn off calories 
at a rate of 3 per minute at a slow pace to about 8 
at a moderately rapid speed.

Dear HEART:
I showed one of your columns to my mother-in- 

law. She is a good Jewish cook, and she said that 
maybe Jew s have less heart trouble than other 
people, since we do not use pork or shellfish, and 
do not cook meat in butter, or use cream in our 
coffee at the end of a meat meal. Do these dietary 
laws have an effect on the rate of heart attack 
among Jews?

•

Dear Reader:
We have no statistics relating specifically to 

American Jew s, but do not believe that their rate 
of heart attack is different from the average. We 
can tell you that Israel has a slightly higher rate 
of heart disease than all European countries ex­
cept Finland and Great Britain. It is also clear 
that Israeli Jew s of European descent, who eat a 
“W esternized” diet, have a much higher rate of 
heart attacks than do the Jew s from surrounding 
North African and Middle Eastern countries.

We doubt whether the lack of pork or seafood 
in the diet would alone make much difference to 
the level of atherosclerosis since there are many 
other ways of consuming large quantities of 
saturated animal fat and cholesterol. (It is true, 
however, that chicken fat is not as saturated as 
most other animal fats). Tell your mother-in-law 
to go easy on the chopped liver, for a start!

Fireworks cause 
numerous injuries

More tha 6,000 people are in­
jured each year in accidents in­
volving fireworks. Some are caus­
ed by defective or malfunctioning 
fireworks, but the vast majority 
result from lack of attention to 
sound safety practices.

That is why Reese has regula­
tions prohibiting the use or 
possession of fireworks within 
the confines of the base, including 
Reese Village.

Since fireworks are prohibited 
items, security police are re­
quired to take action, which could 
result in personnel receiving ad­
ministrative or judicial punish­
ment.

But the threat of punishment is 
secondary to safety considera­
tions. Since the Fourth of July is 
traditionally associated with 
fireowrks, Reese people are urg­
ed to take the following precau­
tions:

Make sure there is a manufac­
turer’s label and instructions for 
proper use on each firework item 
purchased. Illegally manufac­
tured items rarely have either.

Store fireworks in a dry, cool 
place and avoid rough handling 
which might damage the fuses.

Provide adult supervision for 
children. Do not permit very 
young children to use fireworks.

Light fireworks only outdoors 
in an area clear of combustible 
materials.

Light only one fireworks item 
at a time.

Dispose of fireworks properly 
after use and soak all duds with 
water.

It is also illegal to possess or 
use fireworks inside the Lubbock 
city limits. In fact, policemen will 
be instructed to carefully watch

patrons at fireworks stands to in­
sure they do not go inside the city 
limits. Last year’s court decision 
upheld the right of police to 
search vehicles that had stopped 
at retail stands. Violations will 
result in seizure of fireworks and 
issuance of a citation.

County officials also warn that 
those who go outside the city 
limits to celebrate the Fourth 
with fireworks may be trespass­
ing, and a complaint could result 
in a citation.

Capt. Robert L. Brooks, who is 
assigned to the 64th Flying Train­
ing Wing at Reese, was selected 
as the Texas Air Force Associa­
tion Officer of the Year for 1981.

The announcement of Captain 
Brooks’ selection was made 
Saturday night during the final 
session of the AFA’s State Con­
vention in San Antonio, Texas.

Captain Brooks was nominated 
for the award by the Lubbock 
Chapter of the AFA. The award 
is the highest honor that the AFA 
can bestow on an Air Force of­
ficer stationed in Texas. Captain 
Brooks was selected for the 
award based on his exceptional 
job performance, and his work as 
Reese’s liaison officer to the Lub­
bock AFA Chapter.

His work
Captain Brooks is the chief of 

the 64th Student Squadron’s Stu­
dent Branch. As such, he is 
responsible for the professional 
developmnt of approximately 450 
student pilots annually. He also 
works as an instructor pilot for 
students in the T-37 phase of 
their flying training.

With the Lubbock AFA 
Chapter, Captain Brooks has 
been a strong and active member.

All G eneral Schedule  
employees (except senior ex­
ecu tiv es  and m erit pay 
employees) and all Federal Wage 
System employees are covered 
by JPAS and must have written 
job performance standards by 
that date. Ratings under the new 
system will begin Feb. 1, 1982. 
The rating date for each 
employee will be tied to the an­
niversary of the last within-grade 
step increase or promotion.

The new system will be job- 
related for each employee.

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AAFES lowers gasoline prices
DALLAS (AFNS)-Gasoline 

prices are coming down at Army 
Air Force Exchange Service gas 
stations, AAFES officials an­
nounced here.

The reason, say the officials, is 
that the exchange service has in­
creased its gasoline suppliers

from 10 to 50 to take advantage of 
a recent gasoline surplus. Mean­
while, as supplier contracts are 
being drawn up, AAFES installa­
tions will be free to buy other 
gasoline brands at lowest local 
prices. Locally procured gas

would be available only on a 
short-term basis.

Such gas will be sold on a cash- 
only basis. New AAFES con­
tracts taking effect in the fall will 
not require suppliers to provide 
credit-card processing. Conse­
quently, some AAFES stations

will not accept credit cards, a ser­
vice customers appear willing to 
give up for cheaper gasoline, say 
AAFES officials.

A recent AAFES test showed 
customers would willingly give 
up their cards for gasoline that 
was 3-cents a gallon cheaper.

CHAMPUS will now pay 
emergency maternity care

DEFENSE ENROLLMENT ELIGIBILITY REPORTING SYSTEM

The Department of Defense 
has amended the definition of 
medical emergency in the CHAM- 
PUS regulation to include 
emergency maternity inpatient. 
care.

This action corrects a “catch 
22” situ a tion  which has 
prevented some eligible women 
from obtaining CHAMPUS inpa­
tient maternity coverage for 
emergemcies associated with 
their pregnancies.

John H. Moxley III, M.D., 
Assistant Secretary of Defense 
(Health Affairs) explained that 
through an oversight, the current 
CHAMPUS definition of medical 
emergency omitted any reference 
to maternity care. The amend­
ment clarifies CHAMPUS policy 
on this point and establishes that 
a nonavailability statement is not 
required for maternity-related in­
patient care when the care meets 
the definition of a medical 
emergency.

Dr. Moxley stated, “As with 
any other emergency, in the case 
of pregnancy a medical emergen­
cy must involve a sudden and 
unexpected medical complication 
which puts the mother, or baby, 
or both, at risk.”

Examples of medical emergen­
cies related to pregnancy include, 
but are not limited to, hemor­
rhage, ruptured membrane with 
prolapsed cord, shock, un­
consciousness, heart attack, 
stroke and injury (as from an 
automobile accident). Pain alone 
would not qualify a maternity 
case as an emergency, nor would 
insipient birth after the 34th 
week of gestation unless an other­
wise qualifying medical complica­
tion is present.

The policy clarification concer­
ning emergency maternity admis­
sions is retroactive to 1 June

1977, the date the current regula­
tion was implemented. Therefore, 
any beneficiary who has been 
denied CHAMPUS benefits for a 
maternity admission which occur­
red during this period and which 
she believes could qualify as an 
emergemcy should resubmit the 
claim(s). Such claims should be 
sent to the CHAMPUS Fiscal In­
termediary serving the area 
where the admission occurred, 
with a request that the case be 
reopened and reviewed.

Due to the retroactive nature 
of this policy clarification, the fil­
ing deadline on such claims is ex­
tended to 31 December 1981. The 
deadline on claims for care receiv­
ed in 1981 is 31 December 1982.

When filing a CHAMPUS claim 
for emergency care (whether 
maternity or other) beneficiaries 
are advised to —

® provide as much detail as 
possible about the circumstances 
of the emergency and

(§> obtain a statement from the 
attending physician telling why 
immediate hospitalization was re­
quired and why the patient could 
not be transported to the nearest 
Uniformed Service hospital. If 
the emergency involves a mater­
nity case, the physician’s state­
ment must include a certification 
that he/she had not been seeing 
the patient during her pregnancy.

Falsifying information on a 
claim form (such as a fraudulent 
residence address) in order to cir­
cumvent the 40-mile - rule ap­
plicable to nonavailability  
statements not involving an 
emergency is considered to be 
fraud. Such actions will, at a 
minimum, result in the govern­
ment recovering any payments 
made on such a claim.

Survey determines 
housing allowance

WASHINGTON (AFNS)-Oc- 
to b er’s variable housing  
allowance adjustment will be 
determined by surveys mailed to 
some 400,000 service members in 
May, Air Force personnel of­
ficials said here.

Fiscal 1982’s housing allowance 
will be based on housing costs and 
basic allowance for quarters. If 
the basic allowance for quarters 
increase in October is greater 
than the housing cost increases 
during the past year, then VHA 
rates could drop. Also, since hous­
ing costs differ from area to area, 
it’s possible for one area’s hous­
ing allowance to decrease while 
another’s increases, officials cau­
tion.

Only service members receiv-

ing BAQ get the special housing 
allowance.

Cost data is most important 
when filling out the survey forms, 
officials say. They feel utility 
costs are the most difficult to ob­
tain accurately. What’s called for 
in the survey is the average mon­
thly cost, figured by dividing 
total utility costs for one year by 
12. When 12 months of data isn’t 
available, officials suggest con­
sulting residents of similar 
homes. Monthly averages are 
needed to round out heating and 
cooling season costs.

Average monthly maintenance 
costs are also needed.

VHA rates were established 
where average reported housing 
costs exceeded 115 percent of the 
average BAQ.
