PATCO shows little impact
by SSgt.

Although the first strike of 

federal employees in the history of 
the United States is causing con­
siderable consternation for civilian 
air travelers, military operations 
throughout the Air Force are pretty 
much “business as usual.”

Employing a priority system giv­
ing preference to critical and urgent 
military functions, the strike’s im­
pact on national defense has been 
reduced. The system incorporates 
the use of military controllers to 
handle Department of Defense air­
craft and the option of flying, when 
possible, on visual or VFR basis 
without using Federal Aviation Ad­
ministration service, or the Profes­
sional Air Traffic Controllers 
Organization.

DoD officials do warn, however, 
that an extended strike could be 
detrimental to U.S. defense posture 
and necessitate increased priority

for military operations in the FAA 
system.

Responding to an FAA request 
for assistance, Reese has dispatched 
two air traffic controllers to O’Hare 
International Airport in Chicago. 
TSgt. Rusty Hamer and Sgt. Ed 
Donnelly of the 1958th Communica­
tions Squadron are now working in 
the world’s busiest airport, part of a 
91-man Air Force contingent suppor­
ting operations at three major air­
ports.

According to Reese’s chief of air 
traffic control operations, SMSgt. 
Pete Pike, the temporary loss of the 
two controllers will have little im­
pact on the Comm Squadron’s ability 
to support the training mission. “In­
cluding myself, we currently have 
three supervisory people who are 
FAA certified as controllers that do 
not normally work traffic. If 
necessary we will be able to fill in,” 
said Pike.

This will bring about “no cutback

in training after midmorning on 
Tuesday when we seemed to have 
worked the bugs out of the system,” 
according to Lt. Col. Donald W. Neff, 
acting deputy commander for opera­
tions. “We did lose 28 sorties at­
tributable to PATCO actions during 
the first 32 hours of the strike. We 
also drew up a reduced T-38 
schedule for Monday. Since then we 
have been ableto schedule sorties 
that do not require FAA assistance. 
However, certain sorties such as 
solo and other training flights have 
not been scheduled.”

Neff continued, “Although there 
will be a very slight increase in VFR 
missions, the majority of these will 
be between here and Cannon AFB, 
N.M. or Amarillo, Texas.” These 
locations are standard destinations 
for training missions with establish­
ed air corridors between them and 
Reese.

The colonel went on to explain

Marriage is to be entered into by the taking of 
vows. It is a serious time when two individuals 
come together as one. Yet there are many couples 
who enter into a marriage commitment without 
any pre-marriage counseling.

I have given much thought as to what is needed 
for a couple before they enter into marriage. I 
would like to share now with anyone who is think­
ing about marriage in the future some of those 
thoughts.

The divorce rate in America is running at 50%; 
that is to say out of every two couples who get 
married, one will not last. I feel one reason is that 
there is little thought given on the part of many 
couples to take the time for premarital counsel­
ing.

I was curious as 
to why, out of four marriages, none of them 
lasted. I asked her if she had any pre-marital 
counseling before she entered into any of those 
marriages. The answer was no! I asked her what 
her vows had meant to her. “They were just 
words,” she said.

In any profession there are those who are 
“ quaks” . Individuals seek out good medical peo­
ple, so too if one is thinking of marriage seek out 
responsible clergy. Why?

It is important that couples realize that they 
bring their own unique individuality to the mar­
riage.

Safety Wise

Campaign stresses belt use
Editor’s note: The following article is in conjunc­
tion with the Air Force and National Safety 
Council “make it click” seat belt campaign. The 
campaign is designed to make individuals aware 
pf how the use of seat belts can save lives or 
reduce injuries.

WASHINGTON (AFNS)—Many people make 
the long Labor Day weekend their final summer 
trip. The National Safety Council is trying to 
keep it from being their last trip. The council 
urges holiday travelers to heed driving safety 
precautions. One of the most important is to 
buckle up before hitting the highway.

Those who don’t use seat belts always seem to 
have some excuse. The National Safety Council 
always has an answer.

“ I use a seat belt on high-speed roads, but it’s 
a nuisance when just driving around town.”

More than 80 percent of crashes occur at 
speeds under 40 mph.

“The pesky things always need adjustment 
for different people and clothing.”

There are adequate safety belts on the 
market, designed to be adjusted easily.

“Some people are thrown clear in a crash and 
walk away with hardly a scratch.”

The chance of injury or death is 25 times 
greater when thrown from a vehicle. Thrown 
clear means leaving the vehicle through the

windshield, window or a door, then facing being 
scraped across the ground or highway, dragged 
or crushed by the vehicle or being thrown into 
something.

“I don’t like the idea of being trapped by a 
belt if the car catches on fire or goes into water.”

Less than 0.5 percent of all accidents involve 
fire or submersion. The safety belt can help 
keep the occupants from being knocked un­
conscious and able to leave the car immediately.

“I don’t want to be strapped in a convertible if 
it rolls over. I’ll take my chances with being 
thrown out.”

A rollover in a convertible is dangerous with 
or without safety belts. But only 10 percent of 
all serious accidents involve a rollover. In the 
other 90 percent, belts would prevent ejection.

“ I don’t need to wear .a seat belt just to drive 
down to the grocery store.”

Seventy-five percent of all traffic accidents oc­
cur within 25 miles of home, probably because 
most people drive locally much more than they 
drive long distance.

At least 12,000 lives would be saved annually 
if everyone wore seat belts. Anyone could need 
a seat belt once — but when? This Labor Day 
weekend, the National Safety Council urges 
everyone to forget the excuses and “make it 
click.”

I do not consider these restric­
tions to be excessive and would 
appreciate your cooperation in 
enhancing our m ilitary ap­
pearance at Reese.

♦♦THIS TIME OF year 
presents an annual problem as we 
try to control the mosquito 
population. Preventing the pro­
blem from getting out of hand re­
quires that we spray on a regular 
basis. One caller asked that we 
not spray in the mornings as the 
swamp coolers tend to bring the 
burning mist into the work areas.

Unfortunately, spraying in 
direct sunlight damages vegeta­
tion. In addition, it is only during 
the early morning and early even­
ing, as a rule, that wind condi­
tions in this area allow us to 
spray with any degree of success.

I agree that the spray can be an 
irritant, but without it we would 
be faced with clouds of mos­
quitoes that would prove to be a 
much worse irritant.

♦♦A CALLER FROM the
fire department was disgruntled 
over having to take work order 
numbers for civil engineers dur­
ing the night. Since fire protec­
tion is part of the CE squadron, it 
was felt to be a duplication of ef­
fort to maintain two 24-hour lines.

that Lubbock Approach Control 
handles all recoveries and depar­
tures from Reese.

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A FA  president 

backs education
Washington, D.C., July 23 — 

Victor R. Kregel, president of the 
170,000-m em ber A ir  Force 
Association called for an educa­
tional assistance program for all 
service members in every skill 
and said the Association “strong­
ly supports the concept of 
tr a n s fe r a b il ity ”  (w h ereby  
spouses and children of military 
members can take advantage of 
education benefits earned by a 
minimum of 10 years’ service) in 
testimony today before the 
Senate Committee on Veterans 
Affairs.

Citing the increasing competi­
tion from industry and colleges 
for high quality high school 
graduates and the need to retain 
skilled NCOs and officers, Kregel 
said the Association believes any 
new educational incentive pro­
gram must help retention as well 
as recruiting. The program 
should be structured to provide 
incentives “up front” to attract 
young people while offering addi­
tional incentives to encourage 
them to stay in the service.

Noting the urgency and impor­
tance of the new educational 
assistance program, Kregel said 
the Association believes it must 
contain the following provisions 
to be effective:

• Provide across-the-board 
assistance for all members of the 
service — enlisted and officer

• Be non-contributory
• Provide a reasonable reten­

tion incentive — such as an in­
crease up to approximately $600 
per month for 36 months for 
schooling after completing six 
years of honorable service (or 
four years’ active duty with an 
additional eight years in the 
Reserve or Guard).

• Provide retention incentives 
to mid-career personnel — in­
cluding provisions for transfering 
education entitlements to spouse 
or children after approximately 
10 years’ active-duty service.

• Provide non-prior service 
members of the Reserve and 
Guard with educational benefits 
at a ratio of two months’ service 
in the Reserves equal to one 
month’s service on active duty for 
basic and supplemental benefits.

• Provide for in-service use of 
educational benefits after two 
years’ active duty service.

Kregel said the Association op­
poses limiting the program to 
critical skills and believes 
bonuses are the best incentives to 
retain specialists. The Associa­
tion also believes education 
benefits should be, applied across- 
the-board. While recognizing that 
most officers have degrees, 
Kregel said education benefits 
would encourage them to obtain 
advanced degrees making them 
more valuable to the service and 
the nation. The program, he said, 
should be tiered to provide an in­
centive for recruitment and a fur­
ther incentive for additional ser­
vice. The amount should be index­
ed or tied to a cost-of-living for­
mula to keep it attractive.

As for transferability, Kregel 
stated that approximately 67 per­
cent of all Air Force people are 
married and he noted that Air 
Force studies show support from 
a spouse as a significant factor in 
a service member’s decision to re­
main or get out. “The decision to 
stay in has become a family deci­
sion and a family commitment,” 
Kregel said.

He cited the hardships involv­
ed in frequent moves and changes 
of schools which reduce the 
military family’s eligibility for 
scholarships and “in-state” tui­
tion savings. Decisions to stay in 
or get out are made around the 
8-10 year period, “at a time when 
the realities of military vs. 
civilian life are most apparent.” 
According to Kregel, transfer- 
ability would provide service 
members with an option to re­
main by enabling them to provide 
a better life for family members. 
Without transferability, he told 
the Committee, a new G.I. Bill 
could work against career pro­
grams in the Air Force.

Kregel said the Association 
supports extending the eligibility 
deadline for Vietnam-era G.I. Bill 
entitlements to retain current 
active-duty members who other­
wise would be forced to leave the 
service to take advantage of the 
benefits.
