Crime W atch Campaign is to in­
crease awareness concerning the 
nature and volum e o f burglaries and 
housebreakings, and increase active 
involvem ent by occupants in securi­
ty  o f dorm itories, senior enlisted 
and officer bachelor quarters and 
family quarters.

The program  will also educate ser­
vice m em bers and families on prac­
tical, cost-free security measures 
they can undertake to reduce oppor­
tunities for crim es against their liv­

ing quarters and property , and en­
courage and assist service m em bers 
residing in dorm itories to  actively 
participate together in security o f 
their buildings, unit property they 
jointly share, and each others’ per­
sonal valuables.

To actively encourage personnel 
to properly secure their valuables, 
the A rm y and A ir Force Exchange 
Service will initiate various actions 
in support o f this campaign to  in­

clude reducing prices on some locks 
and other home protection  devices.

R eese ’s security police will com ­
bine efforts with Lubbock ’s police 
departm ent, crim e prevention unit, 
on Thursday to  provide information 
and answer questions on crime 
prevention at the main exchange. A  
display will be set up in the mail’s 
lobby for all who are interested in 
learning m ore on how to prevent 
theft.

Natural Death Act provides guidance
by Capt Richard A.

The use o f extraordinary medical 

procedures to sustain life has been a 
topic o f controversy in this country 
for the last several years. In 1977, 
Texas becam e one o f the few  states 
to enact legislation concerning this 
subject. The Texas “ Natural Death

A ct”  provides guidance for the 
preparation o f what is com m only 
referred  to  as “ living” will. A  living 
will allows individuals to  request 
that medical personnel not use ex­
traordinary life sustaining pro­
cedures to extend their life when 
th ere  is no chance for  their 
recovery.

The docum ent is not really a will, 
despite its popular nam e, but is a 
directive to  physicians. It expresses

the wish that medical procedures 
which utilize mechanical or other ar­
tificial means not be used to sustain, 
restore, or take the place o f a vital 
body function, if it would serve only 
to  artificially prolong the m oment o f 
death. Under Texas law such actions 
will be discontinued only where the 
patient is term inally ill or has suf­
fered  fatal injuries.

This docum ent must be signed by »- 
the declarant in the presence o f tw o

witnesses before a notary public. It 
is effective for five years from  the 
date of execution and can be revok­
ed at any time during the five year 
period. It should be placed in one’s 
medical records for ready reference 
by medical personnel.

A ny adult who is o f sound mind 
and who is em otionally com petent 
may have such a directive prepared 
by simply making an appointment 
for legal assistance.

Car buying requires closeinspection
The problem : get wheels under 

you with the least amount o f m oney.
The solution: a used car.
You ’re probably shaking your 

head right now and saying, “ Sure, 
and get stuck with a lem on!”

Possibly.
But there are ways that the ex­

perts buy used cars so they don’t get 
stuck with a lemon. A ll it takes is a 
little patience, som e bending, and 
some ear plugs.

Use Ear Plugs
The ear plugs are used to cut o ff 

the patter that the used car 
salesperson will be giving you as you 
wander around the lot. H e’s there 
for one purpose —to make a few 
bucks for him self and his boss.

So, the first thing is to  tune out 
the sales pitch.

Then, follow  som e o f the hints the 
experts give below  and make up 
your own mind.

Before even going into a used car 
lot you should have the general price 
range and type o f car in mind.

You may find the price o f a 1974 
Caddy absolutely unbelievable, but 
the gas tank could hold up to 25 
gallons and the repairs could keep 
you broke until you can unload it.

So, if all you need are wheels, a 
couple o f seats for friends, and good 
gas mileage, keep those facts in 
mind when you start.

Car Enemy 1
W ith all the salt used in this coun­

try  and elsew here to m elt ice and 
snow, rust from  the inside and 
underneath of m ost cars is Public 
Enem y 1. Certain m odels have the 
problem  built i n . . .  others have been 
driven in areas w here salt is used to 
extrem e.

So a little bending is in order. Get 
down and look at the panels behind 
the front wheels. Feel along the 
open door bottom s. Poke and prod 
around the rear wheels, if necessary, 
give any suspected area a couple o f 
good, hard raps with your knuckles.

If the area feels weak, there’s rust 
behind it. If it sounds o ff with a dull, 
solid “ thunk,”  could be the seller has 
used a lot o f body putty to  hide the 
rusted areas.

It’s your m oney you ’re spending, 

so take the time to  check all around 
the car.

Wavy Lines
N ext, stand back and get a good 

sight down each side o f the car.
W avy lines in a body panel—or a 

door or fender that is slighty off­
co lo r—usually means that the vehi­
cle has m et up with an im m ovable 
ob ject at som etim e in its life.

Check the tires. Irregular wear 
patterns could mean the vehicle is 
out o f alignment or the wheels out o f 
balance.

Take hold o f the bum per and try 
bouncing each o f the four corners. 
Good shocks should stop any m ove­
ment in one bounce. W orn shocks

will let the car bounce freely and 
will mean m oney out the window if 
you buy it.

Those Ugly Stains
N ext, get down on your knees 

again and look all around for any 
type o f water, grease, or oil stain 
underneath.

Check the areas under the gas 
tank, radiator, transmission, and 
engine block.

Now, take the car for a test drive.
A fter checking carefully to see no 

one is behind you, hit the brakes 
hard a couple o f tim es to  check pedal 
pressure and stopping distance.

Get on a level road, let loose o f the 
steering w h ee l—but keep your 
hands ready to grab —and see if the 
car wanders around the road when 
underway.

If you ’re  still interested, get the 
salesperson to  let you take the car to 
the nearest hobby shop garage and 
have som e o f the guys and gals 
w orking on their own cars there go 
over it with you.

One last bit o f advice —make cer­
tain that the seller guarantees in 
writing that the car will pass the 
State inspection, if the State has 
such a requirem ent.

The folks at the legal assistance 
office can help you with the wording 
on a statem ent that should cover 
that subject.

If it all checks out, put up the cash 
and drive away with the wheels.

grades E-6 and below must show 
IDs even though they are in 
uniform and why E-7s and above 
do not. The AAFES policy of re­
quiring E-6 and below to show 
their ID cards was initiated 
because in the Army and the 
USAF the majority of dishonored 
checks come from that group of 
people. Because of this, it is not 
necessary to require the others to 
show their ID cards. This 
privilege, extended by AAFES to 
those above E-6, has proven very 
successful and hopefully can be 
extended to other ranks in the 
future.

THE OTHER CARE Line 
caller felt it was unfair for 
civilians to use the base exchange 
and asked why there wasn’t an ID 
check at the main entrance to 
stop those who should not be 
patronizing the store. I would like 
to explain that the Reese ex­
change and all exchanges that 
have a volume of $500,000 and 
under are exempt from the use of 
door checkers. However, the BX

clerks are required to check for a 
valid ID card when a customer in 
civilian clothing makes a pur­
chase. Exchange personnel 
observed not asking for an ID 
card at point of purchase should 
be reported to the office of the ex­
change manager.

ONE SUPERVISOR was
upset about the inspections of 
dorm rooms and wanted to know 
why his personnel had to put up 
with the hassle of keeping their 
rooms constantly clean and hav­
ing to attend mandatory GI par­
ties. Rooms in our dormitories 
are inspected once each week by 
the squadron commanders or first 
sergeants. The cleaning standard 
in the dormitories is basically 
“keep the room and furnishings 
clean.” We don’t have white glove 
inspections nor do we plan to. As 
the commander I have an obliga­
tion to everyone who lives in the 
dormitories to keep them clean 
and orderly. Therefore, the pre­
sent standard will not be 
changed.

General outlines 
financial options

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  Al­
though the Air Force can’t pay 
your debts, it can help you avoid 
the credit-damaging alternative 
of bankruptcy.

Lt. Gen. Andrew P. Iosue, 
deputy chief of staff for man­
power and personnel, suggests 
that the first thing financially 
strapped members should seek is 
counselling from their com­
mander, a staff judge advocate, a 
counsellor of the Personal Finan­
cial Management Program, or an 
appropriate personnel official.

General Iosue also lists four op­
tions, each of which will enable 
members to honor their debts 
without depleting their funds.

— Make arrangements with

creditors to extend the contract 
time, thus reducing payment 
amounts. Finance charges may be 
more, but the debt will become 
more manageable and creditors 
will have evidence of good faith 
on the part of the debtor.

— Consult a credit union or 
financial institution loan officer 
about a debt consolidation loan.

— Negotiate a second mort­
gage on a home. If manageable, 
payments can be arranged for 
both mortgage loans and may pro­
vide another way of solving a 
debt problem.

— Arrange for a wage earner 
bankruptcy plan. The debtor can 
take up to three years to pay off 
debts.

“This will bring us out of the 

dark ages of communication and 
allow us to take advantage of the 
newer, more efficient electronic 
equipment.” So says MSgt. John 
R. Hunter, superintendent of 
telecommunications operations at 
Reese, about the new phone 
system which is soon to become a 
reality here.

According to Hunter, the 
equipment for the new dial cen­
tral office is already in place. 
DCO is basically an electronic 
switchboard which does away 
with the traditional, and cumber­
some, plug-in wires, allowing 
m ore rap id  and e ffic ie n t  
switching of calls.

A “burn-in” (initial test period) 
is scheduled to take place the last 
two weeks in October with a 
target of Nov. 2 for fully opera­
tional status.

The new system will have 
several advantages. Available 
Autovon lines will be increased

from 17 to 21, while phone 
numbers available on base will in­
crease from 800 to 1,000. This will 
alleviate delays experienced by 
users in getting access to trunk 
lines for on and off-base calls.

Another important part of the 
conversion is the projected 
replacement of a majority of the 
handsets on base. After the DCO 
becomes operational, new phones 
will start appearing at Reese. 
The replacement program is ex­
pected to be fully completed 
sometime in early 1982.

As with the new switching 
system itself, the new handsets 
will offer several advantages. 
Most offices will be receiving 
pushbutton phones. This will 
allow subscribers to take advan­
tage of the options, such as 
automatic dialing, call forwarding 
and call waiting that will be 
available to certain key functions 
that have a heavier than normal 
phone traffic.

Those areas with especially 
heavy traffic will be receiving 
electronic handsets, basically a 
self-contained mini-switchboard, 
which will allow users (generally 
députâtes and commanders) to 
have instant access to key loca­
tions around base.

Since the Reese switchboard is 
currently undermanned by three 
slots, the new system will not af­
fect any jobs at Reese. The three 
unfilled authorizations will sim­
ply remain unfilled, and operators 
will be able to do their jobs more 
easily and efficiently.

Reese offers financial 
management programs

Representatives from several 
key financial organizations 
gathered'recently to discuss ways 
to curb increasing numbers of bad 
checks being written by military 
personnel and their dependents.

The returned check conference 
was sponsored by the comptroller 
division in its capacity as financial 
advisor to Col. Monte Mon­
tgomery, wing commander. He 
has expressed growing concern 
over this problem.

To help alleviate the problem 
of financial mismanagement, per­
sonal financial management pro­
grams are available through ac­
counting and finance and the 
Reese credit union. These courses 
help those with financial pro­
blems establish and maintain a 
family budget. Appointments 
may be made at Ext. 3518.

A budget or spending plan is a 
tool to help manage money wisely 
and reach family goals. It re­
quires planning, determination 
and the cooperation of the entire 
family.

To work, budgets should be 
adapted to a family’s needs and 
income. Goals should be based on

these needs and wants before 
working out the details.

Goals should include all family 
members and be realistic in rela­
tion to present income. Deter­
mine which goals are most impor­
tant and give priority to those 
benefiting theentire family. Goals 
change as the size, age and in­
come of the family change. 
Budget flexibility is needed to 
adapt to these changes.

The next step is to determine 
the family’s income. Write down 
all income expected during the 
planning period, including fixed 
amounts received regularly such 
as wages, pensions, and other 
payments.

Estimate expenses. If family 
spending records are available, 
use them to decide whether or 
not to change spending habits. If 
you are not satisfied with what 
you got for your money last 
month, look at your spending 
critically.

Unless you carefully review
your records, you may overlook 
overspending and poor buying 
habits. Be realistic in revising 
your allowances for expenses.

Keep your expense estimates 
available for reference

Now set up your budget based 
on the goals, income and ex­
penses of your family. Day-to-day 
and monthly payments, debts, 
and an amount set aside for sav­
ings and emergencies should be 
included.

Total these amounts and com­
pare the total with your income 
for the budgeting period. If ex­
penses exceed incom e, re ­
evaluate your spending plan. 
Balance your budget by reducing 
expenses, if possible. If you can’t, 
you may need to increase your 
family’s income.

When you have your budget on 
paper, try it out. Develop good 
buying habits to help carry out 
your budget. After the budget 
period, compare actual with plan­
ned spending.

A budget must be refined until 
it fits your family’s goals and 
needs. Do not expect a perfect 
budget the first time. With each) 
new b u d get, ex p ect im­
provements.

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Safety Wise * \

A recent anonymous caller wanted to know why so much time, 
effort and money was being spent on the seat belt program. The 
inquirer also asked “Who’s going to get killed going 20 miles per 
hour?” In light of the current “Make It Click” campaign and the 
upcoming long holiday, I decided to publish my response 
separate from the regular CARE Line corner.

I is true we spend a significant amount of time, effort and 
money to promote the use of vehicle safety belts on Reese AFB. 
Along with the fact that seatbelt use is mandatory by Air Force 
regulation, there are two better reasons to make it click. First, 
seatbelts do save lives, not only at 80 mph but also at the slower 
speeds. Nationally, 82» of traffic fatalities occur within 25 miles 
of home and at speeds under 40 mph. The point here is that 
seatbelts reduce the severity of injuries incurred at any speed. 
The force generated at impact while traveling 20 mph is tremen­
dous. An unrestrained body comes to a sudden halt by colliding 
with the steering wheel, dash, or windshield. It’s like running as 
fast as you can into a brick wall! The reduction of severe and 
even minor injuries is important enough to warrant the effort to 
convince our people to buckle up.

Secondly, the seat belt program hopes to install a safe habit 
pattern in the lives of our employees. This is a difficult task and 
one that needs constant attention and motivation. If we can con­
vince just one person to buckle up every time he/she gets into a 
car then the program is worthwhile. But, since everyone is just 
as important as the next, I will not stop after convincing just one. 
I would like to see everyone on Reese buckle up and live.

The pain of an injury and especially the tragic loss of life as a 
result of an automobile accident is not worth the money and time 
we would save by discontinuing the seat belt program. It is 
money and effort well spent. All I ask of you is to make it click 
for your own safety.

DoD proposes cancelation
of CHAMPUS RTC benefits

The Department of Defense 
has proposed to discontinue 
residential treatment centers as 
authorized providers under the 
Civilian Health and Medical Pro­
gram of the Uniformed Services.

The Proposed change in 
CHAMPUS regulations im ­
plementing the DoD plan was 
recently published in the Federal 
Register. If the proposal is finally 
approved, CHAMPUS benefits 
would end for admissions to 
RTCs as of Oct. 1, 1981.

To provide for an orderly tran­
sition, however, individuals who 
are in an RTC on Oct. 1, could con­
tinue to receive CHAMPUS 
benefits for RTC-level care for up 
to one year, based on individual 
case review. As of Oct. 1,1982, all 
benefits for RTC care would end.

“ The decision to propose 
eliminating RTCs as authorized 
providers came from a policy 
review of RTC care by DoD 
Health Affairs officials,” said 
John H. Moxley III, M.D., Assis­
tant Secretary of Defense (Health 
Affairs).

“The review was prompted by 
Defense Department concern 
about continuing problems with 
this type of facility. It resulted in 
the conclusion that not only could 
the management problems be ex­
pected to continue, but that the 
majority of cases being admitted 
to RTCs were not those for which 
CHAMPUS benefits were intend­
ed,” he said.

CHAMPUS benefits will con­
tinue to be available for medically

necessary inpatient psychiatric 
hospital care or outpatient 
psychotherapy. Also, many RTC 
residents may be eligible for 
other, non-medical Federal or 
state programs.

Doctor Moxley further stated, 
“ The proposal to terminate 
CHAMPUS benefits does not 
mean all RTCs present manage­
ment problems or that they do 
not provide a service, particularly 
in the educational and correc­
tional areas. It is DoD’s position, 
however, that the management 
problems are sufficiently exten­
sive to raise a serious question 
about the appropriateness of con­
tinued Program involvement and

that the types of cases generally 
admitted to an RTC do not repre­
sent a level or type of care for 
which CHAM PUS benefits  
should be extended.”

Time is running out for some 
900,000 veterans to use educa­
tional benefits of the GI Bill, now 
in its 37th year.

ABout one-fifth of 4.3 million 
eligible veterans will lose their 
eligibility for benefits this year, 
according to the Veterans Ad­
ministration. The law permits a 
veteran to use the education 
benefits within 10 years following 
discharge from service, or by Dec. 
31,1989, whichever is earlier.

From June 22, 1944, when the 
first measure was signed by 
President Franklin Roosevelt, 
through June 30,1981,18 million 
veterans had received assistance 
under the GI Bill.
