The press recently reported the tragic death of
- a boy scout in San Antonio. That story highlights
the importance of never planting a dangerous
device with an automatic triggering mechanism.

In the reported story, the boy’s scoutmaster
set up a gun so it would automatically fire if an in-
truder broke into his home. The 14-year-old boy
scout broke into the house, the gun fired, killing
the boy.

This incident is similar to the 1971 case of
Katko vs. Briney. There, a farmer set up a
shotgun in an abandoned farm house so it would
fire if the door was opened. A trespasser broke in-
to the home, and was severely injured by the
resulting shotgun blast.

Few programs in the Air Force today are more
critical than resources protection. Virtually
every mission essential resource, other than com-
bat ready aircraft missiles and nuclear weapons,
is protected under the USAF Resources Protec-
tion Program.

Without these resources; such as conventional
munitions, POL, LOX, ADP, and other vital
material; Air Force mission accomplishment
would be impossible. Aircraft could not be
generated, missiles could not be maintained,
bombs could not be put on the target, and bases
could not launch or sustain flying operations. In
short, the Air Force fighting capability would be
crippled.

You are probably asking “What does this have
to do with me?” The answer is, “Everything!”
You are the link or the key to the total mission to

The trespasser thus sued the farmer and
received a $30,000 judgment. The Iowa court
upheld the award, and the farmer had to sell his
farm and go into bankruptcy as.a result of the
suit. The court held that, had he been present, the
farmer could not have used deadly force unless
the intrusion threatened death or serious harm to
the users of the premises. The court said the
farmer could not plant a device to do what the
farmer himself could not do.

A similar case occurred in Texas. In the 1975
Howsley vs. Gilliam, a doctor observed someone
stealing a battery from his car. The doctor fired a
“warning shot” in:the dark Trom his second floor.
bedroom window. The bullet instantly killed an
18-year-old intruder, who was but 32 feet away.

fly and fight. You are the ones who can help pro-
tect our resources from fraud, abuse, and waste.
You are the ones who may observe an act of ter-
rorism. Abuse, fraud, and waste of government
property costs each taxpayer $200 per year.

Who would have envisioned in the early 70s
that anyone would blow up a flightline of Air Na-
tional Guard aircraft or attack a command head-
quarters building. There is a much greater ter-
rorist threat today than yesterday and the threat
is targeted against all resources, not just nuclear
weapons. Terrorist prefer soft targets, and there
are virtually hundreds of them on Reese.

We need each one of you to be involved. Report
fraud, abuse, and waste of government property
to the Office of Special Investigation at Ext. 3666.
Report any act of suspected terrorism to security
police at Ext. 3333. The success of our Resources
Protection Program at Reese begins with you.

The teenager’s parents sued the doctor for
wrongful death of their son. The doctor argued
that he was not liable because the shooting in-
volved. justifiable homicide. It wasn't.

The big point here is never to employ
dangerous devices—weapons, bombs, heavy ob-
jects —that will automatically be set off by an un-
suspecting intruder. Employment of such devices
is a sure invitation to a law suit. It may also result
in criminal prosecution without the benefit of
justifiable homicide.

In this regard, the law is based on strong policy
grounds. The law seeks to preserve human life
over property. It also seeks to protect firemen
and police who may enter a dwelling without
notice.

I stop at my limit, before I
drive.” To the majority of you I say,
“Congratulations.” To the rest, who
do you think you're fooling?

Alcohol Awarenéss Campaign” will
extend through the Thanksgiving,
Hanukah, Christmas and New
Year’s holidays. It is aimed at
preventing abusive drinking and en-
couraging responsible use of alcohol.

This is the season to be jolly, but
for some it’s a time to be lonely. -
They are ones who lost husbands,
wives, sisters, or brothers to alcohol
related incidents. There is no recon-
ciliation in knowing that your
father’s death was not so bad
because he was too drunk to feel any
pain.

What about that great office par-
ty last year where everyone got
blitzed and actually walked or drove
home? If the drunk drivers were the
only ones on the road, they would
eventually eliminate each other. Un-
fortunately, we have to share the
roads with them.

The reason I'm telling you this is
obvious—1I don’t want any of you to
duplicate any of these events this
year. Responsible drinking means
planning your drinking and knowing
your limit. Normally a persons’ body
can use one drink per hour and re-
main legally sober. By knowing how
long the party is going to last and
what you plan to drink you can stop
problems before they occur.

One drink equals: 12 ounces of
beer, a three ounce serving of wine
or one ounce of whiskey. But
remember that this system goes out
the window if you are sick, tired,
upset or hungry.

If you are planning a party this
season, plan it. Serve food and have
plenty of non-alcoholic beverages
available. Make sure someone is
goint to stay sober enough to deter-
mine if the rest can drive or walk
home.

Have you noticed the frost on your car windows lately when
you come to work? I'm sure you're the conscientious type and
remove all the frost from all the windows!
Unlike our pilots, we're not worried about the changes in the
aerodynamic forces on our machine due to frost accumulation nor
are we worried about the added weight. What we should be con-
cerned about is visibility. For you see, auto drivers work under
the same rules as our pilots working in visual meterological con-
ditions — SEE AND AVOID!
More often that not, the most common excuse for collisions is,
“I didn’t see that other guy”, or, “I didn’t see that telephone
pole,” ete. Of course they didn’t see it, because they either didn’t
look or there was an obstruction blocking their view.
Granted you can’t remove all of the visual obstructions but
you should at least take the time to ensure the path is clear by
some other means.
Motorcycles are especially vulnerable to those who can’t see.
Motoreyecles are relatively small and auto drivers don’t look out
for them. You may do everything right as a motorcycle rider and
still get caught up in an accident.
Therefore, the corollary for the law of see and avoid is “BE
SEEN AND BE AVOIDED". This goes for car drivers as well.
Example: Drive in a rain shower with your headlights on; not to
see but to be seen.
It’s getting to be a crowded world and there’s the tendency for
people to congregate. This creates a high risk situation and if
you don’t see or are not seen there’s a good chance for you to get
hit. Use your safety belts, clear your visual path and don’t
assume the other guy is doing as good a job as you are!

Active-
duty members will automatically
receive maximum coverage.

Air Force Manpower and Per-
sonnel Center officers said those
who previously elected reduced
or no coverage will also receive
$35,000 coverage. If members
want less than full coverage they
must complete a new SGLI elec-
tion form, indicating the desired
level of coverage. The declination

or reduced coverage election can-
not be done before Dec. 1.

Insurance is available in $5,000
increments. Premium rates for
SGLI were unchanged at 75 cents
per $5,000 coverage. Active-duty
rates will be $5.25 for $35,000
coverage.

Members with a last active-
duty day of Nov. 30 are not
covered by the new amounts.
Those leaving the military on or
before Nov. 30 will not be eligible
for more than $20,000 of Veterans
Group Life Insurance. By law, the
VGLI conversion amount is equal
to the amount of SGLI the

member had in force on his or her
last active-duty day. Members
leaving on or after Dec. 1 will be
able to purchase VGLI in $5,000
increments.

Premium rates for VGLI also
will remain unchanged. Rates for
veteans under age 35 will be 85
cents for $5,000 coverage and
$1.70 for veterans older than age
35. Maximum VGLI rates for
$35,000 would be $5.95 monthly
for those under 35 and $11.90
monthly for those 35 and older.

Officials said mass reac-
complishment of SGLI election
forms is not scheduled.

Holiday travel requires
early planning this year

The Christmas holiday season
always brings a lot of congestion
to air, bus and rail terminals. This
year it will be worse than ever.

Because of the air controllers’
strike, air carriers will, beginning
Dec. 1, reduce scheduled service
to 77 percent of normal. This
situation, coupled with the ex-
pected rise in furlough fare
travel, makes it even more
urgent that military members
carefully plan their trips and
make reservations as early as
possible for leave travel over the
Christmas holiday. The main
reason for doing this is, of course,
to take advantage of the discount
fares that are available to
military personnel.

Nineteen airlines now offer a
50 percent discount furlough fare,
with a reserved seat, to active du-
ty military personnel. In addition,
service academy cadets and per-
sonnel traveling within seven
‘days after date of discharge are
eligible.

All personnel must be travel-
ing at their own expense on
authorized furlough, leave, pass,
or liberty or be a dischargee.
Members are not required to
travel in uniform but must be
prepared to show an ID card or
separation papers to buy tickets.

The nineteen participating car-
riers are: American, Air Florida,
Braniff, US Air, Empire, Aspen,
Piedmont, TWA, Texas Interna-
tional, Northwest, Western and
Delta.

All of the airlines above, with
the exception of Texas Interna-
tional, offer the special fare over
all of their domestic routes.

TWA has lifted blackout dates
previously imposed on holiday
travel. Military members may
now take advantage of the
furlough fare on TWA any day
during the Christmas season. The
25 percent furlough fare discount
is still available from most other
carriers that do not offer the 50
percent furlough fare discount.

Travelers are urged to check
with the airlines early to insure
the lowest fares are obtained.
This is very important since
airline tariffs are constantly
changing to meet the competition
— so shop around. Also, be pa-
tient with ticketing agents as
they are doing their best at this
hectic time.

‘For bus travel, furlough fare
discounts are limited to selected
points in the eastern states and
between eastern and midwestern
states. Fares apply to both one-
way and round trip travel with no
restriction as to the dates or time
travel can be performed. For rail
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travel, 25 percent discounts are
available on both one-way and
round trip coach tickets and apply
year around. However, military
furlough fares do not apply on the
metroliner.

Many services are available to
military members transiting air-
ports around the country. The
United Service Organizations,
Inc. has major lounges located in
Atlanta, Chicago, Cleveland and
Columbus, Ohio, Philadelphia,
San Francisco, Seattle, St. Louis
and Washington, D.C. National
Airport.

family life is one of her chief con-
cerns these days.

Family concerns

Mrs. Ryan was among several
observers who attended the re-
cent Air Force Family Con-
ference in Washington D.C., a
forum which brought together
almost 300 delegates from Air
Force bases around the world to
discuss family problems in the
service.

As she talks about her ex-
periences there, it becomes quick-
ly apparent how excited Penny
Ryan is about the future of Air
Force family life.

“Today the Air Force is com-
mitted like never before to solv-
ing family problems,” she said.
“The conference itself was just
one aspect of this new commit-
ment.” ‘

Mrs. Ryan cited as further
evidence the. creation of a new
Air Force Family Matters Office
in the Pentagon, plans for cen-
tralized family support centers at
all major Air Force installations,
and repeated expressions of sup-
port from such high-level Air
Force leaders as Secretary Verne
Orr an dChief of Staff Gen. Lew
Allen Jr., and their wives.

“The Air Force began to fully
realize a couple of years ago that
family problems affect readiness
and retention,” Mrs. Ryan stress-
ed. “Surveys began showing that
many trained pilots and techni-
cians were leaving the service
because their families were
basically unhappy with service
life.”

This awareness led directly to
the recent is the Air

Penny Ryan
Force places on family matters,
she added.

“Of course, over the years the
Air Force had developed many
programs to benefit our people
and their families, such things as
sponsor programs and youth
centers,” she said. ]

But too often in the past, she
explained, the service didn’t
follow up on many important pro-
grams or failed to adequately
fund them. In addition,
volunteers to help these pro-
grams have become scarce. .

Seen changes

After 28 years of marriage to
an Air Force officer, Penny Ryan
has seen her share of changes in
the way the service views family
members and how families view
military life.

“I can still remember that
when I first got married the
prevailing attitude seemed to be
that if the military wanted you to
hav a wife, they’d have issued you
one,” she recalled with a smile.

“But that attitude is no longer
a part of military life,” she in-
sisted. “Tims have changed, and
so have the people in the military.
And the Air Force truly ap-
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preciates the family as an impor-
tant part of military life.”

Women'’s roles

One of the biggest changes in
American society ovr the past 20
years has been in the attitudes of
women toward traditional roles.
Mrs. Ryan agreed that these
changes have affected the Air
Force as much as any segment of
society.

“But I don't really believe the
women’s movement has caused as
much change as some people
think,” she said. “I do feel,
however, that for several years
there seemed to be a lack of com-
munication and understanding
between working wives and those
who did not choose to pursue
their own careers.

“I think a lot of traditional
wives may have felt a bit
threatened because they were
referred to as ‘just a
housewife’—as if that were not
an honorable thing to do,” she
continued.

But Mrs. Ryan pointed to a
general turnaround in women’s
attitudes. “I think women on both
sides of the issue are beginning to
understand that there’s lots of
room for choice in a woman’s life,
that not everybody has to be the
same.”

One alternative, often
overlooked by many women to-

~day, is participation in volunteer

organizations such as family ser-
vices, Red Cross, youth pro-
grams, thrift shops or offbase
community groups. As Mrs. Ryan
puts it, such volunteer work gives
both housewives and working
women a greater sense of per-
sonal involvement.

Wives’ clubs

She is quick to defend the tradi-
tional roles of officers and NCO
wives clubs, while conceding that
this was an item of considerable
discussion among the women who
attended the Air Force Family
Conference.

“Personally, I don’t see any
need to change the overall broad
concept of wives clubs,” she said,
noting that club membership has
showed a slight increase lately
after several years of decline.

“Wives clubs will never replace
community colleges, workshops
or political action organizations,”
she insisted. “That doesn’t mean
new programs can't be added, but
wives clubs exist primarily as
comm-nity and service organiza-
tions to give military wives a
sense of espirit de corps.”
