'81 goal
(ATCN S)—M ilitary and civilian em ployees at 14 A ir Training Command 

bases have donated m ore than $3.5 million to,the 1981 Combined Federal Cam­
paign.

W ith all but one local CFC drive finalized, ATC  bases have already exceeded 
the com mand’s original com bined goal o f $2.6 million by 34 percent.

Lackland AFB, Texas, which wraps up is drive Dec. 11, already leads all 
other ATC  bases with $1.26 million collected. Cross-town neighbor Randolph 
A FB  finished second with $441,000 in CFC donations.

A ll ATC  bases reached their individual goals this year, according to CFC 
project officers at ATC  headquarters. The com m and’s com bined 1981 total top ­
ped last year’s by m ore than $200,000.

R eese topped its $92,500 goal with donations totaling $96,069.13 for 105 per­
cent o f the goal.

In term s o f percentage o f goal, Lackland also led all ATC  bases with 180 per­
cent. Laughlin A FB , Texas, was second at 149 percent and Williams A FB, 
Ariz., finished third at 147 percent.

AFAFC outlines total compensation
In late Decem ber, the A ir Force 

A ccounting and Finance Center will 
be sending ea‘ch active duty A ir 
Force m em ber a personalized state­
ment o f military com pensation.

The statem ent will be mailed to 
each m em ber’s Leave and Earnings 
Statem ent address. The three-page 
statem ent is being provided to help 
m em bers better estim ate the total 
value o f their military com pensa­
tion.

P a rt on e o f  th e  s ta tem en t 
describes the m em ber’s direct form s 
o f pay. It includes Basic Pay, Basic 
A llow a n ce  for  Q uarters, Basic 
A llowance for Subsistence, Housing 
Allow ances, Incentive and Special 
Pays, and the A dded Value Housing 
and Subsistence A llowances have 
because these allowances are not 
subject to  Federal Taxation (Federal 
Tax Advantage).

In part tw o, the additional and in­

direct types o f com pensation are 
discussed. These include special 
a l lo w a n c e s  ( e .g . ,  c l o t h in g  
maintenance allowance), retirem ent, 
m edical care, death and survivor 
benefit program s, and the G overn­
ment’s contribution to  the m em ber’s 
social security coverage.

The last part discusses other pro­
gram s available to the m em ber and 
dependents, including bonuses, sav­
ings provided by shopping in the BX 
or com m issary, etc. The statem ent 
asks each m em ber to  provide his or 
her own value estim ates for these 
other program s.

The fo llow in g  question s and 
answers should help explain the 
statem ent.

Question: W hy is the A ir Force 
sending out a “ Personal Statem ent 
o f  M ilitary Com pensation” ?

Answer: The A ir Force was 
directed  by the House A ppropria­

tions Com m ittee to  provide each 
military m em ber a summary o f his 
or her pay and benefits.

The other m ilitary services are 
expected  to follow  the A ir Force 
lead in FY  83. The statem ent at­
tem pts to  better inform A ir Force 
m em bers o f the full value o f  their 
t o t a l  m i l i t a r y  c o m p e n s a t io n  
package.

It has been alleged that lending in­
stitutions, banks, credit unions, etc., 
undervalue m ilitary pay. This per­
sonalized statem ent, which displays 
all o f the elem ents o f the military 
com pensation package, could help 
the military m em ber qualify for 
home loans or establish a credit 
rating upon relocation. It will also 
assist m em bers in making decisions 
concerning estate planning and pur­
chase o f  life insurance or in­
vestm ents; and help m em bers make 
an ob jective com parison o f  their cur­

rent com pensation package com ­
pared to what may be available in a 
private sector career.

Question: W hat is Federal Tax 
A dvantage?

Answer: It ’s an estim ate o f  the ad­
ditional federal tax a m em ber would 
have to pay if the non-taxable 
allowances w ere taxed. Non-taxable 
allowances include BAQ, BAS, and 
any CONUS Variable or Overseas 
Housing A llow ance you receive.

Question: W hy does the Federal 
Tax Advantage show as added pay 
since it is not in my paycheck?

Answer: The amount o f federal 
ta x  a d v a n ta g e  sh ow n  is th e  
e s t im a t e d  a d d e d  v a lu e  y o u r  
allowances provide you because no 
federal incom e tax needs to  be 
deducted. Federal tax advantage is 
ca lcu lated  based on the basic 
elem ents o f  com pensation paid to  all

Small appliances
Energy awareness can save consumer dollars

The emphasis on energy conserva­
tion has encouraged many of us to 
cut waste and im prove efficiency in 
our everyday use o f energy. To help 
you direct your energy conservation 
efforts most effectively , here is a 
ta b le  s h o w in g  th e  e s t im a te d

average amount of electric energy 
used each year by various ap­
pliances in a typical home. The 
a v e r a g e  r e s id e n t ia l  c o s t  p er  
kilowatt hour the San Antonio area 
is 5.3 cents. Estim ate your usage 
cost based on this figure.

Have you ever lived in an older 
home where, when you plugged in 
the coffee pot, the toaster, the can 
opener, and the blender all at the 
same time, a fuse blew ?

Such an experience points up the 
wealth o f miscellaneous electrical 
appliances found in most Am erican 
homes today, especially with the ad­
vent o f the latest wave o f “ gadgets” 
designed to  do one contem porary 
chore —like cook only hot dogs or 
tacos, whip up a batch o f yogurt, 
cook perfect crepes, or pop corn. The 
supply is endless.

This wealth o f electrical conve­
nience appliances can m agn ify  
energy requirem ents and double 
home electric bills.

Here are some suggestions for 
getting good service out o f these ap­
pliances without running your elec­
tric bill out o f sight.

Dishwashers
•Use your dishwasher only when 

fully loaded. Try to turn it on during 
off-peak time. Call your utility com ­
pany to find out what the peak load 
period is in your area. E lectricity us­
ed during peak time costs m ore than 
that used during hours when de­
mand on pow er is less.

•If you are considering buying a 
dishwasher, look for a m odel with 
air-power and/or overnight dry set­
tings. These features automatically 
turn off the dishwasher after the 
rinse cycle. This can save up to  10 
percent o f your total dishwashing 
energy costs.

•Save energy by letting dishes air 
dry. If your dishwasher does not 
have an automatic air-dry switch, 
turn o ff the control knob after the 
final rinse. Open the door a little to 
let the dishes dry faster.

•Don’t waste hot water in your 
d ishw asher. The average  d ish ­
washer uses 14 gallons of hot water 
per load. To use it econom ically, be 
sure the dishwasher is full, but not 
overloaded, when you turn it on.

Appliances
•Use vent fans in your kitchen (or

bathroom) only as needed. A  fan run­
ning needlessly wastes electricity.

•If you install an aerator on the 
faucet in your kitchen sink, you ’ll 
reduce the amount o f w ater in the 
flow  and save on both water and, 
when you turn on the hot water tap, 
the energy required for heating 
water.

• T u rn  on  th e  c o ld  — n o t  
h ot—water when you operate the 
garbage disposal. This conserves 
energy used for heating water and 
avoids the excessive heat that can 
build up when very  hot water is run 
on the fast-m oving blades. Another 
advantage is that grease solidifies in 
cold w ater and can be ground up and 
flushed away m ore easily.

•Make sure the pilot light on your 
gas stove is adjusted properly. It 
could be using m ore fuel than 
necessary. The flame should be blue. 
A  yellow ish flame indicates adjust­
ment is needed.

•With small appliances that cook 
through metal surfaces that get 
very  hot, unplug the appliance a few  
minutes before the end o f the re­
quired cooking period. The cooking 
surface will stay hot, and your food 
will finish cooking without using any 
m ore electricity.

•Unplug electric coffee pots, soup 
kettles, and other appliances design­
ed to keep food hot for hours. Li­
quids in these appliances simmer 
down and may becom e too strong to 
use by the time you or a family 
m em ber return hours later for m ore 
coffee or a snack. Unplugging them 
saves the food and conserves elec­
tricity.

•Use eledtric irons on the coolest 
e ffectiv e  tem perature. Too hot 
tem peratures can ruin a costly item 
o f clothing in addition to running up 
the electric bill.

Consider fluorescent lighting for 
the kitchen sink and countertop 
areas. Set under kitchen cabinets or 
oven countertops, these lights are 
pleasant and energy efficient.

WASHINGTON (AFNS)— The 

interest/dividend exclusion of up 
to $200 ($400 on a joint return) for 
1981 and 1982 will not be allowed 
after 1981. Beginning in 1982 a 
$100 ($200 on a joint return) 
dividend-only exclusion will be 
permitted.

But in 1985, a new interest ex­
clusion goes into effect, separate 
from the dividend exclusion.

The 1985 provision will allow a 
taxpayer to exclude 15 percent of 
the lesser of $3,000 ($6,000 on a 
joint return) or the taxpayer’s 
“net interest” for the year. The 
maximum allowable exclusion 
will be $450 ($900 on a joint 
return).

Net interest is the excess of in­
terest income (money made) over 
“qualified interest expense” — 
money spent to make money — 
for which a deduction is allowed. 
Qualified interest does not in­
clude mortgage interest or in­
terest expense related to trade or 
business.

The National Coalition to Pre­
vent Shoplifting is providing both 
ed u cation a l m ateria l and 
technical assistance to the Air 
Force throughout the Yuletide 
season campaign.

Peak Shopping Periods
According to AAFES officials 

at Randolph AFB, Texas “during 
the peak shopping periods im­
mediately before and after 
Christmas” shoplifting is really a 
problem because of the larger 
than normal amount of people in 
exchange facilities.

Of the over 
10,000 AAFES related shoplif­
ting incidents reported during 
1980, more than 1,700 involved ac­
tive duty Air Force members. 
The buck did not stop here, an ad­
ditional 2,000 shopliftings involv­
ed Air Force dependents and an 
additional 800 incidents involved 
Air Force retirees.

Money Figures
In money figures, it involved 

approximately $168,000, of which 
all but $12,002 was recovered. 
The average price of merchandise 
concerned in each shoplifting inci­
dent was only $15.61.

While shoplifting is not viewed

as a serious problem within the 
'A ir Force as it is in the civilian 
community, where an estimated 
75 percent of all shoplifting goes 
undetected, itdoes affect morale, 
welfare and recreation programs 
since exchange earnings provide 
for most of the funds MWR 
employes for their activities.

Punishments
Shoplifting is a crime, it will be 

treated like any other of its 
nature leaving avenues open for 
discharges, reductions in rank, 
loss of pay, denial of exchange 
privileges or revocation of on- 
base living quarters.

The various states of this coun­
try are constantly in need of addi­
tional money to support their pro­
grams and to pay the salaries of 
state employees. In light of this 
fact, state governments are 
determined to include more ser­
vice members and their families 
on state tax rolls.

the liability of a service 
member or his dependents for 
state income taxes depends on 
the power of a state to tax par­
ticular income and whether that 
power has been exercised by the

state. In order to understand tax 
liability it is necessary to be 
aware that the term “residence” 
refers to the place where one 
lives (where he physically dwells) 
and the term “domicile” (or legal 
residence) refers to his perma­
nent home. Under the Soldier’s 
and Sailor’s Civil Relief Act, a 
serv ice  m em ber does not 
necessarily lose nor gain a 
domicile for tax purposes because 
of moves caused by military 
oders; however the act does not 
apply to dependents.

A state can tax all the income, 
including military pay, for its 
domicilaries regardless of where 
the income is earned; a state can

Question: The last page of the 
statement indicates that I can 
save 28 cents for each $1. spent in 
the commissary and exchange. I 
think my savings are less than 
this. What value should I write 
down?

Answer: Market-Basket Sur­
veys conducted throughout the 
country show that individuals 
save between 20 and 30 percent 
by shopping in the commissary. 
Price comparison surveys by an 
independent market research 
firm show that base exchange 
patrons save on the 
average

about 20 percent.
To help estimate the annual 

savings, we averaged  the 
reported cost savings in the com­
missary and exchange and arriv­
ed at $28 for every $100 spent. 
For example, a member who 
spends $100 in the commissary 
and exchange would have to 
spend $128 in commercial stores 
for the same items (mathematical­
ly this translates into 22 percent 
savings: $28 divided by $128). If 
you believe your savings are less 
I or more than- this composite 
I average, you should write down 
your estimated dollar savings.

in his front yard. A friend of his happened to wander by and stop­
ped to praise the man on how fine his machine looked.

The friend continued to watch the biker polish his motorcycle, 
wondering all this time of how it would feel to cruise down the 
block on a machine such as this. Without another thought the 
friend asked if he could ride the motorcycle. The biker, a true 
friend that he was, agreed.

W ind generators provide 
cheaper electrical pow er

Once used to draw water from 
under the dry west Texas plains, 
windmills are gaining in populari­
ty throughout the nation and 
Reese is no exception. Dec. 4 two 
wind generators were installed 
just south of the main base on the 
golf course.

The purpose of the two 
modern-day windmills is not to 
get water, but rather to generate 
electricity. Since the generators 
are tied into the utilities line, the 
Air Force will be out no money 
for energy storage. The blades 
look much the same as propellers 
on a piston engine aircraft, but 
they’re made of fiberglass allow­
ing for stength through flexibili­
ty.

The simple design offers the 
Air Force other advantages. For 
instance; the generators have 
long life expectations, pleasing 
esthetics and high efficiency.

The new state-of-the-art equip­
ment cost an approxim ate 
$75,000, but civil engineering’s

Capt. Michael McGovern boasted 
of only a three year wait till the 
Air Force investment has paid for 
itself. McGovern explained that 
his break-even point of three to 
five years would apply only if 
energy costs now remained about 
the same. “Naturally if energy 
goes up, the equipment will have 
paid for itself at a quicker rate,” 
said McGovern.

The advanced energy system 
has automatic accelerating and 
braking points of seven and 40 
miles per hour. Winds of 7 mph or 
more will start the blades turn­
ing, producing a minimum of 
seven kilowatt hours per unit. 
The maximum output of the new 
system is 30 kwh per unit at wind 
speeds of 40 mph. If winds exceed 
40 mph, the equipment will 
automatically slow, but a max­
imum efficient generation will 
continue into gale force winds up 
to 130 mph. If a mishap should oc­
cur, the system shuts down.

CPAS identifies 
highest potential

; WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  A 
Civilian Potential Appraisal 
System (CPAS) for identifying 
employees with the highest 
potential for competitive in- 
service opportunities is being im­
plem ented A ir Force-w ide, 
civilian personnel officials said 
here.

The Civilian Potential Ap­
praisal System will replace the 
current system for evaluating 
employees for promotion. In con­
junction with the General 
Managers Appraisal System 
(GMAS) or the Job Performance 
Appraisal System (JPAS), it will 
be used in merit-promotion, 
competitive-reassignment and 
career management-placement 
selections.

The potential appraisal will be ~ 
prepared by the employee’s of­
ficial supervisor. Employees 
covered by this system will have 
Civilian Potential Appraisal 
System ratings by next summer.

The potential appraisal system 
contains information concerning 
both the employee and the posi­
tion to be filled. Additionally, the 
focal point of the Civilian Poten­
tial Appraisal System is its 
behavioral dimensions — areas of

behavior the supervisor can 
observe — on which employees 
will be rated. Behavioral dimen­
sions include such items as: “The 
employee follows through well; 
accomplishes all tasks required to 
complete a job in a timely manner 
and h is /h er ow n ;”  ‘ ‘ The 
employee’s overall job perfor­
mance in his/her present job.” and 
“Compared to other individuals 
doing about the samet type of 
work, how is the employee’s work 
productivity during his/her work 

i time?”

The behavioral dimensions are 
the outcome of an extensive 
research project conducted by 
the Air Force Human Resources 
Laboratory, Brooks AFB, Texas, 
as an aid in identifying employees 
who show the most potential for 
competitive opportunities.

Civilian personnel offices will 
be conducting training of super­
visors on the Civilian Potential 
Appraisal System. Additional in­
formation also will be furnished 
through brochures and pamphlets 
provided to supervisors and 
employees.

New appraisals affect

civilians, supervisors
r

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  
GMAS, JPAS, CPAS: What do 
they all mean? If you are a 
civilian employee or a supervisor 
of civilian employees, these 
acronyms are going to mean a lot 
to you.

The General Managers Ap­
praisal System (GMAS) became 
effective Oct. 1,1980. It applies to 
GS-13s through GM-15s who have 
been identified as general- 
manager employees and are 
covered by merit pay. It consists 
of a work plan that identifies 
s p e c if ic  jo b  p erform a n ce  
elements along with standards on 
how the elements must be per­
formed.

The General Managers Ap­
praisal System will mean more 
pay for  gen era l-m an ager 
employees who receive a fully 
successful, excellent or superior 
rating.

The Job Performance Ap­
praisal System (JPAS) came into 
being Oct. 1, 1981. It applies to 
wage-grade and general-schedule 
employees who are not general 
managers or members of the 
senior executive service. Like the 
General Managers Appraisal 
System, the Job Performance Ap­
praisal System includes a work 
plan. The plan contains critical 
and non-critieal job performance

elements and the standards for 
each.

A rating at the fully successful 
level or above under the Job Per­
formance Appraisal System will 
be the basis for granting a within- 
grade increase. An excellent or 
superior rating may be used for 
rewarding employees.

The Civilian Potential Ap­
praisal System (CPAS) will be ful­
ly implemented this coming sum­
mer. It will apply to all civilian 
employees for use in conjunction 
with the General Managers Ap­
praisal System or the Job Perfor­
mance Appraisal System. It will 
be used as one of the factors to 
select employees most deserving 
of merit-promotion, competitive- 
rea ssign m en t and ca reer 
management-placement selec­
tions. It consists of 19 behavioral 
dimensions — areas of work 
behavior the supervisor can 
observe — on which employees 
will be rated.

As the implementative date of 
the Civilian Potential Appraisal 
System nears, specifics concern­
ing the program will be publish­
ed. Additional information also 
w ill be furnished through 
brochures and pamphlets provid­
ed to supervisors and employees.

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Legal officials deny 
tuition for schools

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  
While some school districts may 
be hoping to collect tuition from 
federal dependents to make up 
for impact-aid outs, Air Force 
legal officials say the Department 
of Defense will fight to protect its 
people.

Threats to charge tuition to 
federal dependents persist, legal 
officia ls  say. Some school 
districts, motivated by cuts in 
federal impact aid and sometimes 
assisted by state laws, have 
started collecting information on

the legal residence of the parents 
of school-aged children. A few| 
have even established tentative 
tuition rates and notified parents. 
The rates range from one dollar 
to several thousand dollars.

Secretary of Defense Caspar 
W. Weinberger has restated his 
position that “no soldier, sailor, 
airman or marine will be forced to 
pay tuition for the public school 
edu cation  o f his or her 
dependents. The Department of 
Defense will take every possible 
measure and use all available

legal steps to prevent the imposi­
tion of any tuition changes.”

At the request of the defense 
department, the Department of 
Justice has filed suit against the 
state of Virginia and two of its 
local school boards over plans to 
charge tuition under a new state 
law.

Members should report at­
tempts to charge tuition or any 
other related information to their 
base education office or staff 
judge advocate.

NCOs m ay decline 
SIM CO A  attendance

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas 
(AFNS) —Two m ajor policy 
changes affecting Senior Noncom­
missioned Officers Academy at­
tendance have been announced 
by professional military educa­
tion officials at the Air Force 
Manpower and Personnel Center.

Since 1978, AFMPC has iden­
tified the top chief selectees in 
each career field to attend the 
academy in residence. After 
January 1982, chief master 
sergeants and chief selectees will 
attend the academy only if they 
volunteer. They will no longer be 
identified by a central selection 
board for attendance.

AFMPC will continue to select 
personnel for the academy from 
the senior master sergeant selec­
tion list. However, NCOs selected 
by the central process may now 
request a prejudicial release. 
When a release is granted a letter 
will be placed in the sergeant’s 
p rom otion -se le ction  fo ld er  
stating he or she has declined the

educational opportunity with pre­
judice. If the individual subse­
quently decides to attend the 
academy and graduates, the with- 
prejudice letter will be removed.

The only option now available 
to senior master sergeants who 
decline attendance is to separate 
or retire. The new procedure will 
permit senior master sergeants 
and senior master sergeant 
selectees to decline without forc­
ing separation or retirement.

Chiefs and chief selectees who 
want to volunteer for the 
academy should contact their 
base personnel office immediate­
ly, personnel officials advise. 
Senior master sergeants and 
senior selectees who wish to sub­
mit a prejudicial release should 
also contact the personnel office.

AFMPC does not anticipate 
making additional selections for 
the academy until the fiscal 1983 
promotions are announced in 
mid-1982. Sufficient numbers of 
selections for fiscal 82 classes

, manders of ATC wings and 
centers with large enlisted 
populations will be able to ap­
p rove  STE P p rom otion s 
themselves. STEP allocations for 
each of these units have been 
established on the basis of total 
enlisted strength.

Because of these allocations, 
Reese will not benefit from the in­
creased promotion rate. Reese 
promoted one person under 
STEP this year, and only one 
allocation has been made for next 
year.

Commanders of smaller units 
will nominate airmen for STEP 
prom otions to ATC head­
quarters, where the ATC com­
mander will make the final pro­
motion selections. Six of ATC’s 37 
STEP allocations have been set 
aside for smaller organizations.

During last year’s test pro­
gram, quotas were based on the 
number of enlisted members in 
grades airman first class through 
technical sergeant. Airmen first 
class are no longer included under 
STEP since exceptional per­
formers in this category are now 
promoted under the senior air­
man, below-the-zone program.

O fficia ls  em phasize that 
STEP’S purpose is to permit com­
manders to select for promotion a 
limited number of outstanding 
performers with exceptional 
potential. The program sup­
plements existing promotion pro­
grams and is designed for unique 
and unusual circumstances which 
clearly warrant promotion.

1981 recruiting 
tops all years

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  
Fiscal 1981 was one of the best 
recruiting and re-enlistment 
years since the beginning of the 
all-volunteer force in 1974, said 
Secretary of Defense Caspar W. 
Weinberger.

Quantity and quality impoved 
during the year, as each service 
met its strength objectives —a 
first for the Department of 
D efense since 1974. Some 
2,100,000 people were on military 
active duty at the end of fiscal 
1981.

In addition, the number of new 
recruits who scored average or 
better on the enlistment test im­
proved significantly, rising from 
69 percent in fiscal 1980 to 82 per­
cent for DoD this year. Ninety- 
three percent of Air Force

recruits scored average or better, 
up from fiscal 1980’s 91 percent. 
A higher percentage of high- 
school graduates was recruited 
than ever before — even during 
the draft: 81 percent for the 

i  Defense Department, 88 percent 
for the Air Force.

Re-enlistments were also up 
during fiscal 1981, from 55 to 61 
percent in DoD, and from 60 to 66 
percent in the Air Force.

Secretary Weinberger caution­
ed that recruiting may become 
more difficult in the years ahead 
with the shrinking pool of 
military-aged youth. A dramatic 
expansion of requirements could 
also make the situation worse. To 
meet these challenges, he said, 
military service must remain an 
attractive option to youth.
