Since 1990, more than 43,000
acres of wetlands in Texas have
been restored under the
Wetlands  Reserve  Program.
Wetlands filter and collect
sediment from runoff water,
helping prevent mud from
clogging lakes and reservoirs
father downstream.

In the past year, NRCS has
worked with producers to develop
nutrient management plans for
more than one million acres.
These plans help producers
manage the organic and inorganic
nutrients so they are used by the
crops and not allowed to escape to
bodies of water.

More than 100,000 acres of
buffer strips have been installed in
the past six months. Buffer strips
are small strips of land planted to
permanent  vegetation, along
rivers, lakes and streams to filter
pollutants before they reach the
water.
