United States Supreme Court Refuses
Petition of Government to Take

REZBOLUTIONS OF COTTON ASS0
CIATION.

Passed at the Memphlg Convention,
November 10,

Moved that a permanent committee
of three be appointed by the chalr
having power to fill vacancies therein,
whose dutleg It shall be to recure all
avallable state organization, and
Individual ald they can approve for
the purposes below stated, and at
thelr discretion to merge with slml:
lar committeeg from other organiza-
tions,

They shall establish headquarters
and adopt such form of organization
and such rules as may be required
to eanvass each cotton growing coun-
try in the South,

They shall procure pledges from the
cotton farmer that they will produce
sufficlent food and feed or something
other than cotton to exchange lhesc
necesgities, publishing thelr names in
their respective counties or otherwire
as they deem best.

They shall procure all possible ald
from the State and Natlonal Agricul:
tural Institutions to ald our people
in eorrectly and profitably utilizing
every unit of human energy ia the
South,

They shall colleet and disseminate
avalilable information and statistics
that will further and protect our col-
ton interests on which depends our
social and economic welfare,

They shall encourage the deallngs
in spot cotton instead of future con-
tracts, if for no other reason than
because low rates of Interest, Insur-
ance and warehousing will enable the
purchaser to carry approximately as
much spot cotton as future contracts
thereby stimulating Instead of depres-
sing the price of spot sotton,

They shall from time to time recom-
mend to cotton growers such concert
of actlon ag in their opinion will re-
sult in the common good.

This committee of three ghall sub-
mit to this meeting plans for making
this work effective,

Report of Committee Following Reso-
lutions,

We, your committee apointed to
perfect an organization for the pur-
pose of procuring pledges and other
matters pertaining to cotton Interests
as well as plans for making this work
effactive, submit the following report
and suggestions related to this work:

It is appurent that flnancinl sup-
port to carry forward this work Is fm-
mediately necessary. We are convine-
ed that if this matter is properly
brought before our people there will

Dry Rot of Corn.

The so-called “dry-rot” of ear corn
which has long been recognized, owes
{ts name to the manner in which the
ear 18 affected in the fleld, In general
the husks tend to turn prematurely
yellow to sooty, and the ear becomes
partially or wholly shriveled and
much decreased In weight.

Sometimes the ears remain upright
with the husks closely adhering to
them. In other cases the shanks are
weakened and the affected ears hang
limp from their attachment, or the dis-
onsed condition may not be detect-
ed until the husk is removed,

The loss from rot in Illinois alone
in 1906 was not less than $5,000,000
and last yvear about $2,000,000,

The disease perpetuates ltself over
winter on the old diseased ears or
stalks. All diseased ears should be
plcked out and burned. In addition
to this, in flelds where any congider-
able amount of disease has been found
the stalks should also have the atten-
tion, whatever crop'is to follow,

Something may be galned by care
fully plowing them under and leaving
them well covered, but burning may
be required even if this is otherwise
had procedure. Such a fleld should
not be replanted to corn for at least
two years.—T. I. Burrill, Chlef in Bot.
any, Nlinois College of Agriculture.
