Dedication Exercises
for New School

New High School Building Received 
Last Week Now Being Used for 

High School

Committee Named to  
Plan Country Club

Site Chosen on Blanco Canyon Is 
Greatest for Purpose in West 

Texas* Claim

Floydada Independent School Dis­
tricts’ new high school building is now 
being put to use. The fixtures and 
seating installations having been com­
pleted the latter part o f last week.

The opening of school in the new 
building was started -with a formal 
dedication exercise Friday morning 
which was attended by hundreds of 
patrons of the school. Superintendent 
J. N. Johnston presided at the dedi­
cation exercises. The American Le­
gion had a part in the program being 
represented by several members of 
McDermett Post and the national and 
post colors, and Post Commander T. 
R. Webb made the opening address of 
the morning in which he paid tribute 
to the unselfish work of the school 
board during the past year, and enun­
ciated the principles of the American 
Region, stressing the edcational prin­
ciples for which the organization 
stands.

J. Pat Horton, pastor of the First 
Baptist church declared that the pub­
lic school system was conceived 150 
years ago under Chirstian influ­
ences, but that he opposed any efforts 
of the churches to arrogate the prero­
gatives and responsibilities of direct­
ing the teaching of the bible in the 
public schools but believed rather that 
churches should lend their influence 
to established authorities, without at­
tempting to mix civil and religious 
authority.

The audience stood and sang “ Amer­
ica” at the opening of the morning’s 
program, following which J. L. Hen­
son pastor of the Methodist church 
said the invocation.

Rev. G. P. Humphries, pastor of the 
Cumberland Presbyterian church, de­
clared that the responsibility for ( 
Christian education cannot be evaded .

The meeting held in the Court 
House Friday night for the purpose 
of getting plans started for the or­
ganization of a Country Club in 
Floydada was attended by about thirty 
five men all of whom expressed a 
great deal of enthusiasm for the pro­
ject as tentatively outlined by the men 
who have taken the lead in the prop­
osition.

Maury Hopkins, secretary of the 
Floydada Chamber of Commerce, 
called the meeting to order and stated 
the purpose as being to perfect an 
organization to carry on the work of 
organizing a Country Club in Floyd­
ada. R. E. Fry was unanimously el­
ected as chairman of the organization 
and Lon M. Davis as vice-chairman, 
S. W. Ross as secretary of the tem­
porary organization.

R. E. Fry outlined in a brief way 
some of the possibilities of a country 
club organization and also called at­
tention to the excellent site in mind 
for theclub at Floydada. Running 
water, trees, a mountain, and excel­
lent rolling grounds are part of the 
natural assets of the site composed 
of one hundred and sixty acres of 
land in the canyon seven miles syuth 
of town on the Ralls road.

Jeff D. Ayres made an enthusias­
tic talk for the club organization and 
explained the workings of a club of 
this kind in which he had been in­
terested. Several others made speech­
es expressing enthusiasm for the or­
ganization as proposed.

A committee was named by . the 
chairman of five members to work 
with the chairman in drawing up plans 
of organization and financing to pres­
ent to a future meeting of the tem­
porary organization.

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RADIO BUG’S TROUBLES -

The radio bug has his troubles like 
the rest of us. Not the least of these 
is his fellow radio fan who for cus­
sedness, or for some ofher unknown 
reason, “ chops up” the waves right 
about the middle of the program.

We are reminded of this peculiar 
phenomenum as regards the troubles 
o f the radio fan by the fact that a 
good many sets tuned in for Presi­
dent Coolidge’s speech the other day 
got about the first ten minutes of 
the speech fine, but they got a general 
howling and screeching for their 
trouble the rest of the way. The 
trouble was some person close by who 
had a “ complex” about that time and 
decided to make it miserable for those 
who desired to take advantage of 
the broadcasting of the president’s 
speech through four stations in the 
United States and the use of four cir­
cuits of telephone wire fifteen hund­
red miles long to Fort Worth, where 
the broadcasting for this territory 
was done through WBAP at Ft Worth. 
Seems funny that the work of an un­
limited amount of brains and effort 
should have been negatived by (possi­
bly) a ten year old who turned a little 
knob in Floydada and kept the folks 
here from getting the benefit of the 
speech.

TOOTH STAINS

At Canyon an eminent dentist has 
been using the students of West Texas 
State Teachers’ College as studies in 
an effort to arrive at the reason for 
“ tooth stain” among the natives of 
the plains country. Tooth stain is 
rather a remarkable thing. No native 
of this section hardly but has some in­
dications of it. This dentist arrived 
at no conclusions that would be a 
solution of the matter. He stated, 
from his chart when he finished, that 
the tooth stains - among the students 
in Canyon were more numerous from 
Floyd and Potter counties than in 
other counties, but this can probably 
be accounted for in the fact that 
these two counties have raised a gen­
eration of natives to manhood and 
woman hoed, while other counties have 
not raised so numerous a breed, more 
o f their recently grown ups being 
immigrants to this section. At least 
that might be a clarifying view of 
the matter.

It is possible that tooth stains rep­
resent an unhealthful condition. It 
is likewise possible that it does not. 
It is an interesting thing to study 
and the outcome of the study of dent­
ists along this line—the conclusions 
they reach—will be awaited with con­
siderable interest by the laity.

“When prodigious things are to be 
done, how carefully men are chosen for 

the , doing,” said 
Edmund Burke to 
Benjamin Frank­
lin. And it is of 
these prodigious 
things and of the 
carefully prepared 
men that Irving 
Bacheller writes 
in this novel of 
the founding of 
the republic, the 
great adventure of 
our country's his­
tory.

It tells a dou­
ble love story; 
one is that famil­
iar one of the love 
of a man for a 
maid, but the oth­
er and the greater, 
is of man's love 
for liberty, and of 

the trials, the agony he will endure to 
win that love, of how the hope of win­
ning it will carry him through every 
hardship and breed in him an endur­
ance and a courage that are more than 
human.

Here is the drama of our nation's 
birth, and how it might, never have 
been played but for Benjamin Frank­
lin’s unassailable integrity. Franklin 
is the real hero of the story, although 
the love of Jack Irons and Margaret 
Hare contends with the central charac­
ter for the reader’s interest. The au­
thor brings us into- personal contact 
with Franklin, Washington, Adams and 
other great figures of the period. 
Through these pages we walk side by 
side with them and take part in their 
daily life.

Irving Bacheller is one novelist of 
merit who is conspicuous for following 
a vein of pure Americanism. He grew 
up among men of rural New York 
state— men racy of the soil, independ­
ent, self-reliant, God-fearing, fun-lov­
ing. He listened to their tales and 
drank in the very spirit of democracy. 
He is not a sensational or melodramatic 
novelist. He has kept his visions high 
and lighted the torch for pilgrims lost 
on the way. His light has been sure 
light and not the will-o’-the-wisp light 
rising from the swamps of putrescence 
and decay. The mingled strength and 
beauty, the tenderness, courtesy and 
chivalry found in his books are an 
inspiration and an influence upon Amer­
ican society. * I

CHAFTER I

The Horse Valley Adventure.
“The first time-I saw the boy, Jack 

Irons, he was about nine years' old. I 
was in Sir William Johnson’s camp of 
magnificent Mohawk warriors at Al­
bany. Jack was so active and success­
ful in the games, between the red boys 
and the white, that the Indians called 
him ‘Boiling Water.’ His laugli and 
tireless spirit reminded me of a moun­
tain brook. There was no lad, near 
his age, who could run so fast, or jump 
so far, or shoot so well with the bow 
or the rifle. I carried him on my back 
to his home, he urging me on as if I 
had been a battle horse and when we 
were come to the house, lie ran about 
doing his chores. I helped him, and, 
our work accomplished, we went down 
to the river for a swim, and to my 
surprise, I found him a well-taught 
fish. We became friends and- always 
when I have thought of him, the words 
Happy Face have come to me. It was,
I think, a better nickname than ‘Boil­
ing Water,’ although there was much 
propriety in the latter. T knew that 
his energy given to labor would ac­
complish much and when I left him, I 
repeated the words which my father 
had often quoted in my hearing:

“ ‘Seest tliou a man diligent in his 
calling? He shall stand before kings.’ ”

This glimpse of John Irons, Jr.—fa­
miliarly known as Jack Irons—is from 
a letter of Benjamin Franklin to his 
wife.

Nothing further is recorded of his 
boyhood until,# about eight years later, 
what was known as the “Horse Valley 
Adventure’’ occurred. A full account 
of it follows witli due regard for back­
ground and color:

“ It was the season o’ the great 
moon,” said old Solomon Binkus, scout 
and interpreter, as he leaned over the 
campfire and flicked a coal out of the 
ashes with his forefinger and twiddled 
it up to his pr ' bowl. In the army 
he was know as “old Solomon 
Binkus,” not by reason of liis age, for 
he was only about thirty-eight, but as 
a mark of deference. Those who fob 
lowed him in the busli had a faith in 
Ms wisdom that was childlike. “I had 
had my feet in a pair o’ sieves walkin’ 
the white sea a fortnight,” he went 
on. “The dry water were six foot on 
the level, er mebbe more, an’ some o’ 
the waves up to the tree-tops, an’ no­
body with me but this ’ere ol’ Marier 
Jane (his rifle) the hull trip to the 
Swegache country. Gob ding my 
pictur'! It seemed as if the wind 
were a-tryin’ fer to rub it off the 
slate. It were a pesky wind that 
kep’ a-cuffin’ me an’ whistlin’ in the 
briers on my face an’ crackin’ my coat­
tails. I were lonesome—lonesomer’n 
a he-bear—on’ the cold grabbin’ holt 
o’ all ends o’ me so as I had to stop 
an’ argue ’bout whar my bound’ry- 
lines was located like I were York 
state. Cat’s blood an’ gunpowder! I 
had to kick an’ scratch to keep my 
nose an’ toes from gittin’—brittle.”

At this point, Solomon Binkus 
paused to give his words a chance “ to 
sink in.” The silence which followed 
was broken only by the crack of burn 
ing faggots and the sound of the night

wind in the tall pines above the gorge. 
Before Mr. Binkus resumes his nar­
rative, which, one might know by the 
tilt of liis head and the look of his 
wide open, right eye, would soon hap­
pen, the historian seizes the oppor­
tunity of finishing his introduction. 
He had been the best scout in the army 
of Sir Jeffrey Amherst. As a small 
boy he had been captured by the Sen­
ecas and held in the tribe a year and 
two months. Early in the French and 
Indian war, lie had been caught by 
Algonquins and tied to a tree and 
tortured by hatchet throwers until res­
cued by a French captain. After that 
his opinion of Indians had been, prob­
ably, a bit colored by prejudice. Still 
later he had been a harpooner in a 
whale boat, and in his young man­
hood, one of those who had escaped 
the infamous massacre at Fort Wil­
liam Henry when English forces, hav­
ing been captured and.disarmed, were 
turned loose and set upon by the sav­
ages. He was a tall, brawny, broad- 
shouldered, homely-faced man of thir­
ty-eight with a Roman nose and a 
prominent chin underscored by a short 
sandy throat beard. Some of the ad­
ventures had put their mark upon liis 
weathered face, shaven generally once 
a week above the chin. The top of 
his left ear was missing. There was a 
long scar upon his forehead. These 
were like the notches on the stock of 
his rifle. They were a sign of the 
stories of adventure to be found in 
that wary, watchful brain of his.

Johnson enjoyed his reports on ac­
count of tlieir humor and color and he 
describes him in a letter to Putnam 
as a man who “when he is much inter­
ested, looks as if he were taking aim 
with his rifle.” To some it seemed 
that one eye of Mr. Binkus .was often 
drawing conclusions while the other 
was engaged with the no less impor­
tant function of discovery.

His companion was young Jack Irons 
—a big lad of seventeen, who lived in 
a fertile valley some fifty miles north­
west of Fort Stanwix, in Tryon coun­
ty, New York. Now, in September, 
1768, they were traveling ahead of a 
hand of Indians bent on mischief. The 
latter, a few days before, had come 
down Lake Ontario and were out in 
the bush somewhere between the lake 
and the new settlement in Horse val­
ley. Solomon thought that they were 
probably Hurons, since they, being dis­
contented with the treaty made by the 
French, had again taken the war-path. 
This invasion, however, was a wholly 
unexpected bit of audacity. They had 
two captives—the wife and daughter 
of Colonel Hare, who had been spend­
ing a few weeks with Major Duncan 
and liis Fifty-fifth regiment, at Os­
wego. The colonel had taken these 
ladies of liis family on a hunting trip 
in the hush. They had had two guides 
with them, one of whom was Solomon 
Einkus. The men had gone out in the

early evening after moose and im­
prudently left the ladies in camp, 
where the latter had been captured. 
Having returned, the scout knew that 
the only possible explanation for the 
absence of the ladies was Indians, al­
though no peril could have been more 
unexpected. He had discovered by 
“ the sign” that it was a large band 
traveling eastward. He had set out 
by night to get ahead of them while 
Hare and his other guide started for 
the fort. Binkus knew every mile of 
the wilderness and had canoes hidden 
near its bigger waters. He had 
crossed the lake, on which his party 
had been camping, and the swamp at 
the east end of it and was soon far 
ahead of the marauders. A little 
after daylight, he had picked up the 
boy, Jack Irons, at a hunting camp on 
Big Deer creek, as it was then called, 
and the two had »et out together to 
warn the people In Horse valley,
¡ML.'

where Jack lived, and to get help for 
a battle with the savages.

It will be seen by his words that Mr. 
Binkus was a man of imagination, hot 
—again lie is talking.

“I were on my way to a big Injun 
Pow-wow at Swegache fer Sir Bill— 
ayes it were in Feb’uary, the time o’ 
the great moon o’ the hard snow. I 
found a heap o’ Injuns at Swegache-— 
Mohawks, Senekys, Onandogs an’ Al- 
gonks. They had been swappin’ pres­
ents an’ speeches with the French. 
Just a little while afore they had had 
a bellerin’ match with us bout love an’ 
friendship. Then suddenlike they tuk 
it in their heads that the French had 
a sharper hatchet than the English. 
I were skeered, but when I see that 
they was nobody drunk, I pushed right 
into the big village an’ asked fer the 
old Senecky chief Bear Face—knowin’ 
he were thar—an’ said I had a letter 
from the Big Father. They tuk me 
to him.

“I give him a chain o’ wampum an’ 
then read the letter from Sir Bill. It 
offered the Six Nations more land an’ 
a fort, an’ a regiment to defend 'em.

“A powerful lot o’ Injuns trailed 
back to Sir Bill, but they was a few 
went over to the French.

Jack Irons was a son of the much- 
respected John Irons from New Hamp­
shire who, in the fertile valley where 
he had settled some years before, was 
breeding horses for the army and send­
ing them down to Sir William Johnson. 
Hence the site of his farm had been 
called Horse valley.

Mr. Binkus went to the near brook 
and repeatedly filled liis old felt hat 
with water and poured it on the fire. 
“Don’t never keep no fire a-goin’ a’ter 
I’m dried out,” he whispered, as he 
stepped back into the dark cave, 
“ ’cause ye never kin tell.”

The boy was asleep on the bed of 
boughs. Mr. Binkus covered him with 
the blanket and lay down beside him 
and drew his coat over both.

“He’ll learn that it ain’t no fun to 
be a scout,” he whispered with a 
yawn and in a moment was shoring.

It was black dark when he roused 
his companion. Solomon had been up 
for ten minutes and had got their ra­
tions of bread and dried venison out 
of his pack and brought a canteen of 
fresh water.

They started; down the foot of the 
gorge then dim in the night shadows. 
Binkus stopped, now and then, to lis­
ten for two or three seconds and went 
on with long stealthy strides. His 
movements were panther-like, and the 
boy imitated them. He was a tall, 
handsome, big-framed lad with blond 
hair and blue eyes. They could soon 
see their way clearly.

They hurried through sloppy footing 
in the wet grass that flung its dew 
into their garments from the shoulder 
down. Suddenly Mr. Binkus stopped. 
They could hear the sound of heavy 
feet splashing in the wet meadow.

“ Scairt moose, runnin’ this way!” 
the scout whispered. “ I’ll bet ye a 
pint o’ powder an’ a fishhook them In­
juns is over “east o’ here.”

It was liis favorite wager—that of 
a pint of powder and a fishhook.

They came out upon high ground 
and reached the'valley trail just as 
the sun was rising. The fog had lifted. 
Mr. Binkus sti ed well away from 
the trail and listened for some min­
utes. He approached it slowly on his 
tiptoes, the boy following in a like 
manner. For a moment the scout 
stood at the edge of the trail in si­
lence. Then, leaning low, he examined 
it closely and quickly raised his hand.

“Hoofs o’ the devil!” lie whispered 
as he beckoned to the boy. “ See thar,” 
he went on, pointing to the ground. 
“They’ve ĵest gone by. The grass 
ain’t riz yit. Wait here.”

He followed the trail a few rods 
with eyes bent upon it. Near a little 
run where there was soft dirt, he 
stopped again and looked intently at 
the earth and then hurried back.

“It’s a big band. At least forty In­
juns in it an’ some captives, an’ the 
devil and Tom Walker. It’s a iness 
which they ain’t no mistake.”

Practical Nurse Tells

System Used in England In­
vented by Timothy Bright.

Next to tlie typewriter nothing has 
helped to revolutionize business so 
much as shorthand. It must have 
saved millions of money to business 
men the world over each year and 
gained a tremendous increase in reve­
nue for the post office, for whereas for­
merly a man might spend a whole af­
ternoon dictating three or four letters 
to a longhand writer, today scores of 
communications can be taken down in 
shorthand almost in as many minutes.

The advantages of shorthand do not 
end here, for we all know how impor­
tant it is oa the editorial side of 
newspapers, in parliament, in the 
courts and so on.

Though shorthand plays such a won­
derful part in our lives, most people 
know nothing, or practically nothing, 
of its fascinating .story. How many 
are aware, for instance, that the an­
cient Romans employed it with suc­
cess, or that many pioneers had pro­
duced various systems long before Sir 
Isaac Pitman came upon the scene 
with his more practicable method?

The system of shorthand used by 
the ancients probably consisted of con­
tractions of words. The first real short­
hand known to England made its ap­
pearance in 1588, when Timothy 
Bright brought his invention before 
the public. This system enjoyed con­
siderable popularity, and it is said 
that some of Shakespeare’s plays were 
transcribed from it.

Many other methods of “ secret writ­
ing,” as shorthand was called in those 
days, made their appearance within the 
next few years. One, the work of 
John Willis, was employed by Samuel 
Pepys, the famous diarist. After 
Pepys’ death his diary had to be 
transcribed before it could be pub­
lished.

Charles Dickens, when he was a so­
licitor’s clerk, tried to learn shorthand. 
He tried a system produced by Gurney 
and his impressions may be gathered 
from the fact that he made David Cop­
perfield say that shorthand was “about 
equal to the mastery of six languages.” 
It was Gurney, by the way, who got 
shorthand officially recognized. In 1750 
he was appointed shorthand writer to 
the government. A number of his de­
scendants also held the post, and Gur­
ney’s shorthand is still used sometimes 
in parliament. »

It was in 1S37 tha-t Isaac Pitman 
came forward with his method of 
stenography which was destined to win 
such world-wide approval. His first 
system was very crude, but in course 
o f time many improvements were 
made. It is interesting to note that 
one of those who helped Pitman was 
Timothy Healy, the present governor 
general of the Irish Free state.

In a letter sent to the annual festi­
val of the Pitman Fellowship, recently, 
Mr. Healy declared that he himself had 
written shorthand for 50 years, and 
during Sir Isaac Pitman’s lifetime had 
nraintained a correspondence with him.

. About 1877 he suggested to Sir 
Isaac that the “Teacher,” which in 
those early days was a rather crude 
schoolbook, required reforming. Sir 
Isaac then accepted from Mr. Healy 
many illustrations for the new edition.

Sir Isaac was, as Mr. Healy de­
clared, one of the greatest men in his 
century.

Many amusing mistakes are record­
ed in connection with the transcribing 
o f shorthand notes. Thus Professor 
Blackie was once made to comment 
upon the “greasy atmosphere” of Edin­
burgh, whereas he had actually said 
“breezy.”

The late Lord Carnarvon was once 
reported to have said : “In these days 
clergymen are expected to have the 
wisdom and learning of a journeyman 
sailor,” whereas he had referred to 
Jeremy Taylor, the famous divine and 
author.—London Tit-Bits.

New Private Letters
of Edgar Allan P a

Probably the most interesting Poe 
letters that will come to light are those 
that appear in the Century. These 
letters are to Judge Beverly Tucker 
of Virginia, and they throw consider­
able light on Poe’s relations ywith 
White, the owner of the Southern Lit­
erary Messenger. White rescued Poe 
from a period of hitter poverty when 
he made him editor of the Messenger. 
In a little over a year Poe had made 
both the magazine and himself famous, 
but White, resenting Poe’s lack o f re­
spect for his literary judgment, dis- 

j charged him. Following is an excerpt 
| from one of Poe’s first letters to Judge 
| Tucker:

“l7our opinion on the ‘MS. Found in 
a Bottle-’ is just. The tale was written 
some years ago, and was one among 
the first I ever wrote. I have met 
with no one, with the exception of 
yourself and P. P. Cooke of Winches­
ter, whose judgment concerning these 
tales I place any value upon. Gener­
ally, people praise extravagantly those 
of which I am ashamed, and pass in 
silence what I fancy to be praise­
worthy. The last tale I wrote was 
‘Mor'eella’ and it was my best. When 
I write again it will be something bet­
ter than ‘Morcella.’ At present, hav­
ing no time upon my hands from my 
editorial duties, I can write nothing 
worth reading. What articles I have 
published since ‘Morcella’ were all 
written some time ago. I mention this 
to account for the ‘mere physique’ of 
the horrible which prevails in the 
“MS. Found in a Bottle.’ I do no  ̂think 
I would be guilty of a similar absurd­
ity now.

“In speaking of my mother you have 
touched a string to which my heart 
fully responds. To have known her 
is to be an object of great interest in 
my eyes. I myself never knew her— 
and never knew the affection of a 
father. Both died (as you may re­
member) within a few weeks of each 
other. I have had many occasional 
dealings with Adversity—but the want 
of parental affection has been the 
heaviest of my trials.

“I would be proud if you would 
honou me frequently with your criti­
cism. Believe me when I say that I 
value it.

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Wax of Various Kinds
Long and constantly increasing is 

the list of things for which wax is 
used. Commercial wax is obtained 
largely from plants, from mineral oils, 
such as petroleum, and from bees. 
Many plants have a thin film of waxy 
material that covers the leaves and 
stems to protect them from too rapid 
evaporation. The paraffin of com­
merce, so widely used, is obtained 
from petroleum, shale oil, and lignite. 
Today petroleum is the chief source, 
although only certain kinds of oil pro­
duce marketable quantities.

In obtaining paraffin from petroleum 
a freezing mixture is applied, which 
reduces the temperature of the oil suf­
ficiently to separate it into crystals. 
Ozocerite is an interesting wax, found 
in a solid state in beds of coal or as­
sociated bituminous deposits. It is re­
lated to paraffin and when pure is of 
similar color and texture. Beeswax is 
a wax of very high quality. The comb 
wax is carefully saved and shipped by 
the beekeepers to the market. Sper­
maceti is a white wax of crystalline 
structure obtained as a solid precipi­
tate from the head oiL of the sperm 
and bottlenose whales, and also to a 
lesser degree from sharks and dolphin 
oils.
