Tricks Will Keep

Last year the State's cotton pro-
ducers saved an estimated §16,.-
000,000 by using rotary hoes,
chemicals and oils in their efforls
to keep weeds and grass under
control. Rotary hoes on 44,798
farm tractors were used in 150
counties to cut more than $15 mil-
lion from the hoe biill. Elliott
points out that rotary hoe equip-
ped tractors should be operated
at high speed for best resulas,
around 6 miles per hour.

Lateral oiling with five gallons
of naphtha an acre was uged on
21,000 acres in 53 counties to cut
the weed and grass control cost
by §85,000, reports Elliott. The
cost of application was $1.00 an
acre and oiling shoes with a gage
wheel arrangement permitied the
operators t, travel gt fourth gear
speeds.

In one county, five gallons of
naphtha an acre was applied as a
fine spray on grass in the drill
with 85 per cent of the grass kill-
ed. This treatment cost 5 dollar
an acre; eliminated hoeing and
saved the producers a gross of $7
an acre.

Sut-treatment of Johnson grass
can eliminate the pest in one vear
while a full crop can be produced
on the treated acreage.

Elliott advises cotton producers
wh, would llke detalled informa-
tion on the. recommended weed
and grass control practices to con-
tact their local county agents for
the desired information. :

These buns were originally served
in England in the pre-Christian
era in honor of the Goddess of
Spring. Later, the cross was plac-
ed on the bun in a missiorfary
spirit. Many homes of today serve
Hot Cross Buns for Easter morn-
ing breakfast after the Sunrise
Service. These buns plus broiled
grapefrut halves, fried ham and
eggs, and plenty of milk or cocoa
can satisfy the hungriest of ap-

petites.
Hot Cross Buns

Prepare Foundation Sweet
Dough. Knead in % cup seedless
raisins, 1 teaspoon cinnamon and
1-4 teaspoon nutmeg. Divide dough
into 24 pleces and form in balls,
Flatten slightly. Place about two
inches apart on greased baking
sheet. Cover and let riss wuntil
double (30 to 35 minutes). Just
before baking, cut a cross in the
top of each bun. (Use scissors or
sharp knife d!pi}ed in flour). Bake
until browned in a moderate hot
oven (400 degrees) for 15 to 20
minutes. To make a glaze, a min-
ute before taking them from the
oven, brush with milk or slightly
beaten egg white, and sprinkle
with sugar, Then return to oven a
minute to glaze. Let cool slightly,
then make cross in cuts with a
simple confectioner's sugar icing
(sift a little sugar int, bowl.
moisten with cream or milk to
spreading consistency. Add fla-
voring if desired.)

Buns may be made ahead of
time, baked and wrapped in alum-
inum foil for orte day or wrapped
and kept in the freezer for sev-
eral days. Just leave them in
their wrapping and pop them in
the oven to heat and you will
have buns as good as the day
they were buk:‘d.

Weed Control Is
‘Must’ For Proper
Pasture Growth

Weeds often cause tremendous
reduction in  pasture and hay
vields by stealing molsture, plant
food and light from desirable pas-
ture plants, warns F. W. Martin,
count agent

They also lower hay quality, har-
bor Insects and diseases, and In-
crease labor and equipment costs,

Weed control 1s essentlal for best
returns from productive pastures
and meadows, but is not always
profitable, says Martin, It is prof-
itable only if the pasture or mea-
dow is productive.

Weeds may be controlled sev-
eral ways, points out the counly
agent. The best way is through
prevention. Weeds are a minor
problem in good stands of adapted

grasses that are fertiliced as
needed and properly grazed or
utilized

Cultivation is =still an excellent
means of control Mos{ annual
weeds of seedling perennial
weeils are easily killed by plow-
ing

Another effective method of
woed control mentioned by Martir
i mowing. Properly timed mow
ing will Wil most pasiure and

meadow weeds. The best time (o
mow is when the worst weeds be-
gin to bloom. They are weakesl
and damaged most by moewing
when in bloom. The county agent
adviges starting in time 0 mow
all the pasture before the weeds
produce seeds.
Chemical control usually i3 fasi
cheap and effective, says Martin
One spraying at the right time
often gives rear-complete con-
trol for one season.

Letters I have received from
officials of scores of Texas cities
indicate that the Community Fa-
cilities Act passed by the Senaie

will help build many public im-
provements in our state.

What is more important, this
anti-recession measure will help

get men and women back to work
fast in the towns where unem-
ployment is heaviest.

The Community Facilities Act,
which I had the honor of co-spon-
soring with Senator Fullbright of
Arkansas and other senators, es-
tablishes a $1 billion revolving
fund for loans to states, counties
and cities; school districts and
other political divisions.

The mone{ is made available
for 50 year loans at 3': per cent
interest for construction of schools,
libraries, city buildings, sewage
systems, waterworks, and other
public improvenients.

The bill is a get-men-back-to-
work and anti-high-interest-rates
measure rolled into one. Cities
where many men and women are
without jobs can borrow funds to
build needed public bulldings and
have 60 years to repay the money
at low interest rates,

Availability of such money I8
bound to drive down interest
rates. In fact, the current Federal
loan. interest rate to local gov-
ernmental units is from 4'; to 4
5-8 per cent. This bill immediate-
ly chops interest one percenlage
point,

Some of the city officials who
have written me indicating their
communities probably would ben-
efit under this program include
Edinburg, Donna, New Braunfels,
Cisco, Kerrville, Vernon, San
Benito, Weslaco, Brownwood, La-
redo, San Angelo and others.

There i8 every reason to believe
the bill, which passed the Senate
60-26, will pass the House, and I
have high hopes the President will

sign it.
