S

Reese, along with 22 other
bases worldwide, has been
picked as a test site for the
new Air Force physical
fitness program.

Between 200-240 Reese
military members - will be
selected at random to walk
the three-miles or run the
mile-and-a-half this August as
part of the test. Participants
will also be required to do as
many sit ups as they can in a
specified amount of time.

Results from Reese and the
other test sites will be
studied to determine the cur-
rent fitness of Air Force
members and the effec-
tiveness of the new Enhanced
Fitness Program.

During the August test
period, “participants will be

allowed to choose the three-
mile walk or the mile-and-a-
half run, but emphasis will be
placed on the run,” said TSgt.
Roland Chambless, NCOIC of
the base gym.

Sergeant Chambless con-
tinued that when the new
fitness program becomes per-
manent around December,
“the walk will no longer be
allowed as an evaluation
method. Instead there will be
a swimming test and a sta-
tionary bicycling test to pick
from.”

ATC officials admit that
walking is an “excellent form
of exercise, but it doesn’t pro-
vide a credible test or
measure fitness.”

The sit ups are being added
to help Air Force fitness

evaluators determine an in-

dividual’s boedy strength.

The Enhanced Fitness Pro-
gram is a result of presiden-
tial and Department of
Defense interest in the fitness
of military members. That in-
terest brought about a study
of current Air Force fitness
regulations. And, one aspect
of Air Force fitness which
was revised is the times allot-
ted for running the mile-and-
a-half. “For the women, the
times remain the same, but
the men will loose at least a
minute or more,” explained
Sergeant Chambless.

ATC’s project officer for
the fitness program, Capt.
Larry Jester, says the Air
Force wanted to create a com-
plete fitness and wellness pro-

gram. “The Air Force needs a
total fitness program. Right
now there’'s just an annual
testing,” he said.

“There will be increased
emphasis on regular condi-
tioning. Individuals will need
to be in shape to meet the pro-
gram’s standards. Morale,
Welfare and Recreation and
medical officials plan to assist
in the area of conditioning,
but the ultimate responsibili-
ty will be the member’s,” Cap-
tain Jester said.

The Air Force is putting
together a pamphlet which
will outline a complete fitness
and wellness program. Proper
nutrition, exercise and stress
management techniques will
be discussed in the new pam-
phlet.

Through this new fitness
program the Air Force hopes
to gain “enhanced readiness,”
he added. “They expect to
gain that through the
wellness of their people. A
number of major civilian cor-
porations are pouring big
money into these total fitness
programs. They've
discovered their people are
more productive if they’re
physically fit.”

The new program ecalls for
semi-annual testing of Air
Force members, with annual
testing for those who
significantly better the
established evaluation stan-
dards. Individuals who fail to
meet the new standards will
have to test quarterly.

Never outdated or corny— Patriotism

You know, humans are funny creatures
because the things that mean the most to
them are the things that so often bore them
the most and that they quickly take for
granted.

This seems to be the case about our coun-
try and all that it stands for. It has become
old fashioned and “corny” to be patriotic and
emotional about our great land and its
heritage. You tag yourself as being “square”
if you dare mention that you get a lump in
your throat when you hear the National An-
them or see Old Glory framed against a blue

sky. In some quarters of our land you might
run the risk of being mobbed if you dare sug-
gest that we wave a flag and hear a good
patriotic speech.

And yet it is that flag and all it stands for
that allows such freedom and gives a person
the right to voice an opinion.

No one would dare suggest that each
citizen of our land does not have the right to
his or her opinion. But with the stating of

Protect your children: Buckle themup

Protecting children — our most priceless
possessions — from death or injury when
riding in vehicles is as simple as buckling the
mini-passengers into child safety seats.

Motor vehicle accidents are the No. 1 killer
of children age one and older, according to
National Safety Council statistics. Each year,
about 8,500 children under age 5 die from in-
- juries received in accidents.

How often have you seen children jumping
up and down while riding in cars, sticking
their heads out the window, climbing on the
driver’s lap and otherwise misbehaving?

- Research studies and tests show that the
child properly restrained in a car seat, has

better passenger manners. They enjoy riding -

and looking out the windows. A child riding
in a car seat usually plays quietly, talks with
others in the car and generally makes the
trip fun for all. Studies show that children
usually are proud of having a seat of their
very own.

In a course on how to introduce a child to
a car seat, one professor of pediatrics recom-
mended that the mother show the child that
they can see out the windows easier in a car
seat. He emphasized that mothers talk about
things the child can see from the car seat,
such as “Look at the boy on the bicycle” or
“See the dog over there?” etc.

The American Academy of Pediatrics also
asks expectant mothers to protet themselves
and their unborn child by wearing safety
belts during pregnancy. Here are the rules:

*Sit tall and place the lap belt as low as
possible on your hips, under the baby.

eWear the shoulder harness, too. It gives
you and the baby important added protec-
tion.

eWhen you pack your suitcase for the
hospital, get the infant car safety seat ready
for bringing baby home.

Travel voucher fraud: Don’t be stupid

Coffeemakers being recalled

The Consumer Product Safety Commission recently
announced a voluntary recall of the model CMS1000 Mr.
Coffee by its manufacturer, North America Systems. The
coffeemaker was recalld due to a potential fire hazard.

According to Army Air Force Exchange Service of-
ficials the first recall was made in June 1982. At that
time, the affected units were pulled from exchange and
warehouse shelves and customers were notified to bring
in defective coffeemakers. :

Both the recalls involved the CMS1000 model Mr. Cof-
fee with the digital clock and timer manufactured be-
tween September 21, 1981, and April 1982. Owners can
identify a potentially defective unit by the three-digit
code stamped on the bottom metal plate. The first two
digits represent the week and the third digit represents
the year. For 1981, the codes to look for are 38-1 through
52-1. Production codes for 1982 are 1-2 through 21-2. Ex-
change customers who still own a model CMS100 involv-
ed in the recall should bring it back to the Main Exchange
for a full refund.

“IFO’s” can cause damage

IFO’s have caused windshield damage to at least
three Reese autos and almost claimed the eye of
one Reese individual during the last month and a
half, according to Reese safety officials.

What are IFO’s(?): “Identified Flying Objects.”
Unfortunately, they are usually identified after
they have done their damage.

The average size of each IFQ is approximately
one cubic inch.

Launch site: Any lawn on base.

A one cubic inch rock or stone by itself is not
much of a threat sitting on a lawn.

devices are incorrectly used or
not used at all.

Many parents confuse an infant
carrier with a car safety seat.
These thin plastic carriers offer
no protection in a car.

A child usually behaves better
when buckled into a safety seat,
and accepts the seat as a way of
travel, especially if trained from
the first ride.

The responsibility for the safe-
ty of a child falls on the parent,
therefore a crash-tested seat
should be provided for the child.
Car seats should be purchased as
part of the baby’s layette.

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Law degree programs available to

Washington (AFNS)— Air
Force Officers have two pro--
grams they can use to earn a law

_degree while on active duty, the

Air Force Judge Advocate

. General announced.

Officers who graduate from one
of the two courses and who are
admitted to the Bar will become
members of the Judge Advocate
General Department.

The programs are the Funded
Legal Education Program and the
EXcess-Leave Program.

Up to 25 officers will be

‘ selected to enter law school

under FLEP in the fall of 1984.
This program allows officers to
attend law school at government
expense while receiving full pay
and allowances. To be eligible, of-
ficers must be in grades captain
or below and have two to six
years’ active military service as
of the first day of class. The ser-
vice requirement cannot be waiv-
ed.

ELP selectees pay their own
law school expenses and do not
receive pay and allowances while
in school. They return to pay
status while performing intern-

ships during extended school
breaks.

Officers in the ELP program
also continue to accrue service
time for promotion and retire-
ment purposes. They remain
eligible for other active-duty
benefits, such as exchange and
commissary shopping privileges,
and medical services. Ordinary
leave is not accrued for ELP can-
didates, but excess leave is not
charged against their leave ac-
counts.

Although the maximum of six
years service does not apply to

ELP candidates, there is a max-
imum three years’ time-in-grade
limitation for captains.

Eligible officers should apply
for either or both of these pro-
grams from Jan. 1 to March 1,
1984.

Although the application
period is several months away,
Air Force legal officials advise
candidates to arrange to take the
Law School Admission test
(LSAT). After taking the test,
candidates must obtain the data-
‘assembly service report that con-
tains the results of the test. This

The LSAT will be given nation-
wide Oct. 1 and Dec. 3. Closing
dates to register for the rests are
Sept. 1 and Nov. 3, respectively.

Other everyday expres-
sions have sneaked into
English without us realizing
it.
