Because these contraptions
contribute a dangerous traffic
hazard, the Department of
Public Safety has announced
that all so-called miniature
automobiles will be required
to comply with all require-
ments of a passenger vehicle,
if it is operated on a street
or highway,

According to the Departmen:
of Public Safety, the follow-
ing equipmen; is required:

A legal license plate for the
vehicle.

A motor or serial number,

Foot brakes capable of stop-
ping the wvehicle within 30
feet at 20 miles per hour.

Emergency brake capable of
atorping and holding the wve.
hicle independently operated
from the foot brakes.

At least two headlamps of
at least 3500 candlepower
each, and capable of revealine
8 person or vehicle 200 feet
ahead during nighttime,

At least one red tail lamp.

One stop light on the rear,
which shall be actuated by the
foot brakes.

A license plate light to il.
luminate the rear registration
plate.

A horn in good working or-
der.

A muffler in good working
order.

Two red reflectors on the
rear of the vehicle,

Windshield wiper in good
working order if wvehicle sold
originally with a windshield
wiper.

Dust Storm Damage to Farmland
In County Less Than Last Year

High blowing  winds have
done less damage to our fields
this vear than in past years,

according to Harry Koehler,
Soil Conservation Service
technician of Haskell. There

15 still a need for wind erosion
control on our farmlands., The
blowing dust of February
and March points up this need,
Records Kept by the Haskell
SC8 office reveal that four
dust storms with an average
period of ten hours each chan-
aged only about 2,500 acres,
Weather conditions would not
let farmers get into their
fields. Most crop residues were
left on the surface of the soil
until near the first of April.

Last year the records for
February and March showed
that  eight storms prevailed

with an average of eight hours
vach, Land damaged was esti-
mated at 9500 acres. Weath-
er conditions last vear were
ideal for field work, N 1.°
per cent of the crop residue
was plowed under by the
middle of Fehruary

Does this tell a storv? Yes,
the story is there. Tillage ap-
erations that leave cron resi.
due on the surface of the eoil

ald in controlling wind erosion
as does residues. Early plow.
ing under crop residues re
moves the protective
and leaves our precious oil
unguarded against the ravag-
es of the spring winds.

Stubble or any crop residue
left on the surface of the soll
will ecatch and hold snow. Any
amount of residues left on the
top of the soil will break up
the force of falling rain, there-
by reducing soil loss, All resi-
dues left on the surface will
reduce soil mo'sture evapora-
tion during periods of high
wind, Any field practice that
will tend to retard soil losses
either from wnd or water
should be installed and used
on every farm

“The earth is the Lord's,
and the fullness thereof; the
world, and they that dwell
therein,”" stated the Psalmist.

found around old tree stumps,
under vines and shrubs; the
rattler likely will be found
most any place. Many of them
are killed crossing highways.

F‘or instance, near Rockport
last week a group of school
children found a snake swim-
ming along the beach. They
stuffed it in a bag, believing it
to be a harmless hognose.

For the purpose of accomo
dating those boys in the
community who do not make
the regular Little League
teams, it has been the prac-
tice to organize ‘‘farm’ or
“minor’’ leagues.

The growth of this phase ol
the program in recent years
has made increasing demands
for volunteers, facilities, and
equipment, It has also
pointed up the necessity for
more careful planning and bel:
ter leadership at the local lea-
gue level

The minor league serves (wWo
essential purposes. It provides
an opportunity to train and de-
velop the younger boys who
ail to ‘‘make’” the regular
Little League teams a chance
to play baseball in company
with others of comparable de-
velopment and skills,

Experience has proved that
a well planned and efficiently
operated minor league sys
tem is an important adjunct
to the Little League. But.,
more fields and equipment
will be needed. Leadership
will have to be efficient be
cause we are dealing with
younger boys.

While scheduling of games
is desirable, the most impol
tant function of the farm sys
tem is to instruct boys in the
fundamentals of baseball- how
to throw, bat, run, field, and
catch. By combining practice
drills and informal games, the
farm system program fulfills
its basic purpose. It should be
the purpose of the farm 8Yys-
tem to teach the younger boys
the rudiments of the game.

By having the boys play in
“practice games' and discuss-
ing ‘unusual plays and cor-
recting mistakes in a friendly
and constructive manner as
they develop, boys show amaz.
ing improvement in this type

of program, Such games can
be preceded by short drills in
the basiec fundamentals re-

quired for graduation to ‘first”
teams,

flies, throwing, taggin:
running or backing up piays

Boys in the minor leagues
can be inexpensively outfitted
with Little League T-shirts and
caps.
