T'wo Kinds of Competition

Fair and open competition is one thing. It keeps business on
its toes, and assures the conumer of maximum value for his
money. But competition in which, go to speak one competitor has
a hand tied behind his back is something very different. An im-
portant case in point is the business of moving parcels from one
part of the country to another,

A long established private enterprise—the Railway Express
Agency-—does this, There are also many state and local carriers,
All of them must stand on their own feet, They must charge rates
that meet the costs, A government enterprise—parcel post-also
offers parce] delivery service, But parcel post does not stand on
its own feet, even though when it was established Congress issued
a mandate that it should do so. It has consistently operated on a
deficit basis which, over the yvears, has totaled huge sums of
money,

As a result, the taxpayers must pick up part of the tab for
those who patronize parcel post. At the same time, private car-
riers must attempt to meet heavily subsidized competition,

There's no justice in that. It's bad business for all concerned.,
If the post office i1s going to carry parcels, let it charge an ade-
quate rate,

Headache for Legislators

the legislators are still home, shots already are
whizzing in the battle over how to raise more state revenue in
1961.

When the lawmakers arrive in January, they will have a hard
time finding a road to new money that hasn't been land-mined
and strewn with barbed wire by some group that opposes that
course,

Advance studies indicate the need for as much as $100,000.
000 a year in new taxes,

Business groups, who have been holding meetings over the
state, have come out flatly for a retail sales tax. They contend
that 0 meet its needs, present and future, Texas must have a
broad-based, spread-thin tax that will grow with the economy.

Represenatives of organized labor, strongly opposed to a
sales tax, fired back. Labor has endorsed the idea of a broad-
based, “‘growth’’ tax, but insists it should be an income tax, on
corporations and individuals.

Governor Daniel has voiced opposition to both sales and in-
come taxes. Many legislators were elected on platforms opposing
both.

Only other likely courses would be to raise taxes that already
exist, or vole taxes previously rejected. But these roads also are
blocked by groups ready to defend to the last,

On such a battlefield, lawmakers might be tempted to re-
treat—except that this course is cut off too by supporters of bet-
ter colleges, teacher raises, medical payments for the aged
—all of which require more money.

According to the Chamber of Commerce of the United States,
total costs of the federal highway program were first estimated
at about $27.5 billion. Most recent estimates have upped this by
almost $13 billion, to $40 billion. New January forecasts could
further increase the bill.

In March, the Bureau of the Census reports, there were about
52,610,000 households in the United States, of which 75 per cent
were husband-wife households,

For this reason, cotton should
be produced, harvested and
handled so that it reaches the
gin dry, loose and clean as
possible, says F. W, Martin,
County Agent.

Picking early in the morning
or late in the afternoon when
cotton is very moist should be
avoided. Loss of color associat-
ed with delay in ginning of
high-moisture seed cotton ac-
counts for a large part of grade
difference between cotton har.
vested during high-moisture
periods and dry periods. To
get the best possible prices for
cotton, the farmer should har-
vest it dry andn keep it dry,
the agent 'points out.

Small capacity transport ve-
hicles have no place in the cot-
ton field, Martin continues.
Four-wheel, large capacity,
wood-slatted or wire-sided trail-
ers are recommended.

Another quality reducer,
which js closely associated
with small transports, is tramp-
ing the seed cotton in the
irailer, Even the most elabo-
raie and expensive ginning
f systems cannot remove all or

the small ‘‘pin and pepper”’
trash that is ground into cot-
ton by tramping.

Seed cotton should be harves:-
ed clearl as possible to permit
use of less gin machinery in
obtaining a good grade. Pick-
ers should be cautioned not 10
allow green leaves, excessive
trash, dirt, colored rags, grass
and other foreign objects to
be mixed in.seed’ coiton.

Absentee Voting

Abgentee voting in the gen-
eral election began Oct. 19, and
prospective voters are remind-
e of several peints now in ef.
tect in connection with absentee
voling,

The closing date for casting
an absentee ballot is Nov, 4,
If vou are a resident of Hask-
¢ll County and wish to vote in
the coming general electicn, but
it will be impossible for you to
appear at the polls cn election
day the law provides that you
must conform to the following:
1. If you are physically un-
able to come to the polls you
must accompany your notarized
application fcr a ballot with a
signed statement from your
physician to the effect that it
is impossible for you to appear
at the polls. A ballot will then
be mailed to vou to be voted in
the presence c¢f a nciary pubiic
and mailed back to the ccunly
clerk's office.

2. If you plan to be out of
the county on election day, you
must appear at the counly
clerk’s office to vote; unless you
are outside the county when
your application is made. If you
are outside the county, you may
mail a notarized application
{but the envelope carrying the
application must be postmark-
ed outside the county) and the
ballot will be mailed to an ad-
dress outside the county.

A husband or wife may pick
up the application for a ballot
for the spouse. but it must be

notary public. In the case of
an applicant unable to go to
notary public, then some ar-
rangement must be made to
have the notary public come to
the home.

Concerning new residents, the
law provides:

A person who has paid his

county, may vote in his new
place of residence after living
there six months.
