The most important skill your child will ever learn is to read. We 
at MAE, are committed to just that. Your child is exposed and 
taught various reading strategies from kindergarten through 4th 
grade. Research has shown that all of us do not learn in the same 
way nor at the same rate some of us are visual learners, and auditor}- 
learners, kinesthetic (tactile) learners, or a combination of the 
various styles.
