Texas Forest Service Offers
Cost Share Assistance

AMARILLO-The Forest Land
Enhancement Program (FLEP) is a
cost share opportunity the Texas
Forest Service is offering to private
landowners in Texas.

You may be asking yourself,
“What forest land is there to
enhance in the Texas Panhandle?”
The answer to that would be,
“None, but there are a number of
approved  practices to take
advantage of up here,” says Brian
Scott, Texas Forest Service staff

forester in Amarillo.
Scott says some of the approved
practices  involve  establishing

wildlife habitat or a windbreak of
trees and shrubs, in or adjacent to
fields, homesteads, or feedlots in
the Texas panhandle to assist
farmers and ranchers in improving
and sustaining their natural
resources.

Farmstead windbreaks qualify to
prevent wind damage to your home
and structures, increase energy
efficiency in your home, beautify
your property, and improve wildlife
habitat.

Field windbreaks quality to

reduce soil loss due to wind,
control snow deposition, protect
crops and orchards, conserve soil
moisture, and increase wildlife
habitat.

Livestock protection windbreaks
qualify to provide shelter for your
livestock in feedlots or open range,
and reduce odor and dust.

Living snow fences qualify to
control snow drifting across, your
highways and county roads.

Wildlife habitat qualifies to
enhance the habitat on your
property of selected wildlife
species like pheasant, quail, deer,
and turkey.

For landowners to be eligible,
they must be an owner of a
minimum of 20 contiguous.acres of
private land in Texas. For wildlife
habitat, 100 acres is the smallest
management unit considered for
cost sharing. :
