How is this possible? Disease, death and brokenness 
are pervasive. Why does God permit this evil? Either 
He does not have the power to prevent evil or He is 
not good. These are the only two alternatives. Wait a 
minute. There is another option to consider. The good 
God must have a good reason for the presence of evil 
in His creation.
What could be the good purposes for the presence of 
evil in the world? For one thing, we learn best by way 
of contrast. We know the nature of the good by seeing 
that which is evil. From the biblical perspective, the 
presence of evil substantiates the reality of sin. Sin, 
violation of God’s standards for living, results in 
death.
