Stamford Council Indicates Cents
LowestPrice Raw Lake Water

Raw water purchased from
Lake Stamford would cost the
City of Haskell at least 10 cents
per 1,000 gallons at the lake,
members of the Haskell City
Council learned when they met
with the Stamford City Council
in that city last Friday.

The price of 10 cents per
1,000 gallons was only an esti-
mate, Stamford Mayor Roland
Kelley emphasized,and it was
pointed out that some towns
are paying as much as 20 cents
per 1,000 gallons to other lakes
and reservoirs.

The special meeting of the
Stamford Council was held at
the request of Haskell Mayor
J. E. Walling and his Council
members, and all Aldermen,
along with City Secretary T. J.
Arbuckle, were in attendance.

Mayor Walling, explaining
his request for the meeting,
told the Stamford Council his
group was interested in ex-
ploring the possibility of se-
curing water from Lake Stam-
ford, its cost, and length of
contract involved.

He stated that Haskell was
now in the North Central Texas
Municipal Water Authority,
but that a bill was pending in
tho which, if pass-
ed, would permit Haskell or
other towns to withdraw from
the Authority.

Mayor Kelley, at the outset
of the discussion, said he first
wanted to clarify the position
of the Stamford Council, since
he had noted newspaper stor-
ies concerning the water con-
troversy in Haskell.

"We are not taking any
sides In this matter, to us you
are only a potential water cus-
tomer. If you get your prob-
lems Ironed out then we will be
glad to go Into it, but Jt will
take a lot pf engineering to
determine the cost of
he declared,

He
was a leader in obtaining the new federal building, and went to
Washington with a group to ask Congress to build a great dam
costing millions so that the area could get cheap electricity.

Then, one day, he wrote his congressmana letter of protest:
"I wish to protest excessive government spending and high

taxes. I believe in rugged individualism. I think people should
stand on their own two feet without expecting handouts. I am
opposed to all socialistic trends."

After nearly 200 years, we still enjoy the blessings of living

in a nation and land that was establishedon respectfor the Chris-
tian principles that made it.

Rule, Texas
To the Editor:

At the beginning of the Mil-
ler Creek Dam project talk,
literature was sent out over
our town on two or three sep-ai'at- e

occasions, almost every
house in town received copies
advocating the building of this
dam, telling all of the advant-
ages and none of the disadvant-
ages. They certainly thought
it would be a fine thing for the
towns included in the district.
Then the other side of the pic-
ture was brought to our town
in circular form. These circu-
lars were left with some chil-
dren to distribute. Only two or
three copies were seen, because
a very prominent man bought
these circulars and destroyed
them, he said. I ask1 you, wa3
this fair? Our people were mis-
led and kept In the dark.

Rule lost the election by one
vote. This was the lastone held
on the Miller Creek Dam proj-
ect. A Seymour lawyer, who
said he was hired by the Port-wood'-s

on whose land this lake
was to be built, corresponded
with us after we had lost the
election by one vote. He was
checking to see if there were
any ineligible voters. There
was an Ernest Williams, color-
ed, listed as having voted. None
of the white people who were
contactedknew of such a per-
son, nor any of the colored
population. This lawyer sud-
denly dropped the case. He said
his clients asked him to do it.
We were not notified he was
no longer the lawyer in the
case, until the time had expir-
ed on contesting this last elec-
tion.

There are men in our town
who have their ibusinesses in
town, but reside in the coun-
try. They pay city and school
tax, are assesseda water tax;
but have no voice in voting en
the water issue. I ask, does this
not remind you of a famous
sayng, that "Taxation Without
Representation" is unjust? As
vou remember our people, who
had taken oaths and were un-le- r

the government of Eng-
land, rebelled and had a big
"Tea Party."

As to being an "againer,"
I'm against things which I
think are unjust, a tax being
placed en little towns such as
ouis, wh.ch has many widows,
people whoso earning days are
over, social security people,
old age pensioners,who can't
possibly pay any more taxes
than they pay. I'm against un-

fairness, which I think has been
shown already in this matter.

Speaking for our town, a well
north of town is furnishing As- -

rebellion of the people regard-
less of oaths, such as our oath
of allegiance to our mother
