He certifies them in
canopy rigging, flight control rigging, and throttle rigging.
From there he said the training becomes more like the on-the-
job training each Air Force member gets.

The jets that come through hangar T-270 are usually going
through Phase and after their final inspections, the T-38s are
turned over to the Functional Check Flight Section for test

flights.

“I like to work on them (jets),” he added, but admittedly he
regrets not getting to fly in them. His enthusiasm for his job
and ability have gotten Dodd recognized by FTD instructors as

well as his peers.

Civil engineers share
in ATC building fund

The 64th Civil Engineering
Squadron will share in Air
Training Command’s $82
. million for military construc-
~ tion in fiscal 1985, if Congress

approves the Defense Depart-

ment’s military constructxon
request.

ATC funds to be spent at
Reese will be used to build a
new civil engineering
maintenance complex (45,300
-square-feet).

Congressional approval is
important because construc-
tion fund requests are con-
‘sidered separately from the
DOD budget. DOD submitted
their construction fund re-
quests to lawmakers in
February.

Once Congress has given
the go ahead to DOD funding,
construction at Reese could
begin as early as February
1985, according to Lt. Col. Joe
C. LaFoy Jr., civil engineer-
ing commander.

The new complex will
replace nine World War II
vintage buildings here cen-
tralizing Reese civil engineer-
ing operations, explained Col-
onel Lafoy. “An increase in
productivity is the logical
spin off” of the new facility,”
he added.

With civil engineering in a
new, modernized building the
staff will be able to save time
on some operations and from
the standpoint of a “funec-
tional facility, I think it's
great,” said Colonel Lafoy.

I have received a couple of inquiries from
people wondering why we print the Article
15 actions in the paper and why no officers
were listed. The decision to print Article 15
information in the paper stems from the
same type of thinking which makes all of eur
courts-martial public proceedings. I do not
want any person to think that any part of
our judicial or non-judicial punishment
system is not being conducted in an open and
public manner.

No names are listed to protect the privacy
of the individuals concerned, but the printing
of Article 15 actions is routintely done at
most Air Force bases. I hope that by
publishing these results in the Roundup
everyone will give due consideration to the
negative consequences of violating the
Uniform Code of Military Justice.

No officers received Article 15 actions dur-
ing the time periods covered by the question-
ed Roundup item. The next report will show
a field grade officer receiving an Article 15
for making a business telephone call from a
government phone during duty hours, a
violation of Air Force Regulation 30-30, Stan-
dards of Conduct. :

A concerned parent called and complained
that there were active duty people violating
AFR 30-30 by selling insurance to junior
enlisted personnel. This anonymous caller is
correct that the sale of insurance (or, accord-
ing to AFR 30-30, paragraph 3d(1), stocks,
mutual funds, real estate, and any other com-
modities, goods, or services) to DOD person-

The word “professional” is a very popular
word nowadays. It conjurs up an image of so-
meone who is highly trained at a particular
task, attacks his or her duties with en-
thusiasm, and takes great pride in their
work. In most occupations, it is very hard, if
not impossible, to tell, just by looking,
whether a person is or is not a “professional”
in his chosen field. The military is an excep-
tion. Personal appearance and adherence to
accepted professional courtesies tell an out-
side observer a lot.

The impression a visitor gets of the 64th
Flying Training Wing is based, in large part,
on the impression each of us makes as in-
dividuals. An unkempt appearance while in
uniform helps create the image of an ineffi-
cient unit. Failure to render proper
courtesies can be taken as an indication of a
lack of pride in ourselves and our unit.

Inspectors of units often use this fact to
alert themselves to units that just might not
be performing up to standards. It is a fairly
well accepted principle that units whose
members always look and act sharp, giving
the appearance of being “professionals,” can
usually be counted on to excel and be “pro-
fessional” in their jobs as well. The corollary
to this line of reasoning is that individuals
who lack the personal pri‘de to tend to their

nel who are junior in rank or grade, at
anytime, on or off-duty, is prohibited. Such
sales or solicitations can result in court-
martial actions, and, in fact, we have two
courts-martials scheduled for this exact of-
fense.

A family housing resident recently called
concerning a matter that may be of concern
to others who live at Reese. The caller in-
dicated that her attempts to improve the ap-
pearance and condition of her yard have been
frustrated on more than one occasion by in-
dividuals who either unknowingly or inten-
tionally walk through or dig up the areas be-
ing improved.

Many actions, including the installation of
new siding on the houses, are in progress or
being planned to enhance Reese Village. Oc-
cupants play an important continuing role as
well, and efforts such as those described by
this caller to improve the grounds adjacent
to housing units are necessary and encourag-
ed.

The cooperation of all residents is needed
to ensure the improvement efforts of others
are respected. After all, every beautiful yard
helps to improve the neighborhood —and we
all benefit!

Water conservation was the concern of a
caller who asked why sprinklers were turned
on in front of the security police head-
quarters; apparently wasting water by allow-
ing it to run into the street.

The sprinklers were turned on at the time
to discover any defects and leaks so that civil

own appearance and personal behavior, are
often sloppy in the performance of their of-
ficial duties.

True Air Force professionals are proud of
both who they are and what they do. Not on-
ly do they perform their jobs as profes-
sionals, but they also look and act the part.
They routinely comply with all uniform and
grooming standards and always stand ready
to render proper military courtesies. Their
pride demands it.

We all have to be reminded of this fact
now and then. It is easy to get caught up in
the day to day details of our jobs and fail to
take the time necessary to tend to our per-
sonal appearance. When our boots, shoes,
uniform or haircut comes up lacking, we all
too often allow ourselves the false luxury of
using the all too convenient excuse — “I'm
too busy.” or “I don’t have the time.” What
we should be admitting to ourselves is that
we haven't bothered to make the time.

It is incumbent upon all of us to look and
act like the professionals we are. Freshly
shined shoes and boots, clean, pressed
uniforms, neatly trimmed hair and the will-
ingness to go out of our way to render pro-
per military courtesies are the hallmarks of a
true military professional. Whatever we do,
how we do it is a direct reflection on our ser-
vice, wing and squadron. We represent our

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Drunk drivers beware
your peers are REDDI

Learn to spot and report
suspected drunk drivers. A
civilian program, called RED-
DI (Report Every Drunk
Driver Immediately), is a fast
growing national movement
designed to assist you in this
effort. In many states, REDDI
is coordinated by the offices
responsible for highway safe-
ty and supported by the
highway patrol or state
police. Citizens are encourag-
ed to help protect motorists
from drunk drivers by repor-
ting every drunk driver im-
mediately. The following are
some of the clues used to spot
drunk drivers:

*Turning in a wide radius

So you received a puppy or kitten as a
gift during the Christmas holidays. It’s pro-
bably time to start thinking about the pet’s
health.

Young puppies and kittens are suscepti-
ble to a variety of diseases that are not on-
ly fatal to the pet, but are transmissible to
humans.

Rabies is the most commonly thought of
pet disease. Texas law and Reese regula-
tions require pets to be vaccinated for
rabies each year. Vaccination records are
kept on file at Reese as a means of registra-
toin and identification.

Dogs and cats may get intestinal
parasites, or worms, which are also
transmissible to humans. The two most
common are roundworms and hookworms.

Hookworms in puppies can be fatal. The
hookworms attach themselves to the pup-
py’s intestinal wall and cause bleeding at
the points of attachment. The puppy may
become anemic, or low on red blood cells,
and very weak. Often seen in the
hookworm disease is a bloody diarrhea but
this is in the latter stages of the disease.

Hookworm disease in humans is called
cutaneous larval migrans. The larvae of the
hookworms penetrate the skin of the per-
son (usually on the feet) and migrate just

under the skin. This leaves a tunnel or
track just under the skin associated with
intense itching. This tunnel or track ap-
pears as a red, raised line on the skin.

Roundworms in puppies and kittens are
located in the intestinal tract but unlike
hookworms, do not attach to the intestinal
wall. These worms move throughout the in-
testinal tract and can clump together to
cause an intestinal obstruction and kill the
animal.

Another sign of roundworm infection is a
continual cough due to the larvae
migrating into the lungs and irritating the
tachea, or windpipe.

Roundworm disease in humans is called
visceral larval migrans. The larvae of the
roundworm are swallowed by the person
(usually with unclean hands) and migrate
out of the intestinal tract into other inter-
nal organs, especially the liver and lungs.
There is a fever with this disease and if the
larvae are in the lungs, a cough is usually
present.’

Neither hookworms nor roundworms
can usually be seen with the naked eye. To
check for these parasites a fresh stool sam-
ple from the pet should be taken to a
veterinarian for microscopic examination.
If any eggs from the worms are found, the
veterinarian can treat the animal, thus
making for a healthier pet and environ-
ment for Reese.

about the men and women in
Captain Federicos’ position,
there is an equal or greater
number that know the area
defense counsel is there to
help. “We’ve had a variety of
cases here during recent mon-
ths from courts martials for
barracks theft to drug abuses
and even an AFR 30-30 case,”
Captain Federico said.

In addition to his Reese
caseload, the Air Force
lawyer also helps reservists
and ROTC cadets in all ser-
vices. Lawyers are selected
for area defense counsel duty
only after they are trial and
defense certified — “compe-
tent in the courtroom,” the
captain explained.

Most area defense counsels
are selected from staff judge
advocate offices. “Military
judges usually think highly of
the area defense counsels in
regards to their case presen-
tations,” stated Captain
Federico. “Reese is fortunate
that the staff judge advocate
Maj. Edward Kingsford and
Capt. Darrell Sechrest, an
assistant staff judge ad-
vocate, are former area
defense counsels,” he added.

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Severe weather season nears,

up-to-date information is available

Cloudy skies,
weather watchs and warnings
are phrases that Reese and
Lubbock area residents will

" soon begin hearing on TV and
radio news casts.

These phrases will be used
by local media stations to
describe weather conditions
during what is generally the
worst weather season of the
year — thunderstorm and tor-
nado season — April through
June.

With this. bad weather,
families will need to know
where to turn for up-to-date
information and emergency
procedures at home and the
office.

To get current weather in-
formation, people can watch
local television stations for
the continuous updates on the
weather displayed across the
bottom of the screen. The TV
stations also break into
scheduled programming with
weather news, and they
display a thunderstorm cloud

severe

or tornado symbols in the cor-
ner of a TV set constantly
during inclement weather.

In the event that symbol
becomes shaded, the station
is indicating a warning that
the storm or tornado has been
seen or is showing on radar.
As long as the symbol re-
mains hollow, it is considered
a watch. During a watch, con-
ditions are favorable for that
weather situation to develop.

Reese Village residents are
covered, too. The Reese Com-
mand Post can, on weather
station instructions, interrupt
local TV broadcasts via their
Emergency Broadcasting
System, according to SSgt.
Sarah Mundwiller, Command
Post NCOIC. :

Weather bulletins can also
be heard over many of the
local radio stations, KFYO
790 in particular broadcasts
official weather bureau infor-
mation as it is reported.

Reese housing residents
are in range of the base siren,
which serves as an additional
bad weather indicator. Com-

mand Post guidelines indicate
that if a weather observer
calls in a tornado as being
within six miles of Reese and
it appears threatening to the
base, a three to five minute
siren is sounded.

The base siren is tested
each Friday at noon, said
Sergeant Mundwiller. “It can
be operated from the Com-
mand Post, the alternate
Command Post, and the fire
department.”

The National Weather Ser-
vice provides continuous
weather information on radio
frequency 1624 MHZ for
listeners too, said Maj. David
Meier, Reese’s weather com-
mander. The service recor-
ding can be reached at
762-0141.

Major Meier pointed out
that the base weather recor-
ding number is 885-3570, but
recorded weather conditions
may not be up-to-date due to
his staff’s mission re-
quirements. “Our forecasts on
the recording are for non-
operating usesonly,” he said.

You’'re minutes from
disaster. The siren has blown
the warning and the Com-
mand Post has broken
through to families in housing
advising of the immediate
danger — will you and your
family survive the tornado?

No one can answer for sure,
but everyone can increase
their chances by remember-
ing a few guidelines for

residents on the third floor to
do is move down to the center
hallway of the first floor if
possible and at least the se-
cond floor. “It’s not uncom-
mon to find the third floors of
buildings missing after the
storm,” he said.

Dorm residents on all floors
should stay away from win-
dows and remain in their
building.

These guidelines for sur-
vival also apply to office

workers in multi-story
buildings. Anyone caught on
the flightline during a tor-
nado should seek the first
available shelter (usually a
flightline shack). Those who
work in hangers should move
to the inner offices to avoid
breaking glass from hangar
windows.

People traveling by car in
an open area should get out
and find the lowest spot possi-
ble. Sergeant Meyers pointed

out that they should park
their car on one side of the
road and get down on the
other side (between the auto
and the tornado) to avoid hav-
ing the car thrown onto them.

All families should prepare
for natural disasters like they
would for a fire, indicated
Sergeant Meyers. ‘“People
should have a battery
operated AM radio, with
fresh batteries, and a
flashlight with batteries in a

handy place for anyone to get
in a hurry,” he warned.
Parents should also discuss
their emergency plans with
each other and their children.
Everyone must know what to
do before, during and after a
tornado, he concluded.
Disaster Preparedness has
more information available to
the public just call or stop by,
said Sergeant Webb. “Our
number is 885 (Ext.)-3703,
we're in Building 75.”

Microwave care, storage

(AFSINC)—Moving, shipping and storing a
microwave oven can be easy and safe if you
follow a few simple instructions.

The Military Traffic Management Com-
mand recommends you pack your microwave
oven in its original shipping carton when mov-
ing or storing it. Its carton was specially
designed of molded styrofoam or cardboard
inserts to prevent shifting or movement in
transit.

If you no longer have the original con-
tainer, ask the mover to provide a sturdy car-
ton that is well padded to protect knobs, glass
doors and dials. Tape the door shut with

strong packing tape to provide added
strength to the glass.

Nothing should be packed inside the oven.
Remove cooking containers, glass shelves and
other items and pack in a separate carton.

Although microwave ovens require no
special handling, avoid placing heavier items
on top of them. Long term storage will not
adversely affect the oven if it is packed pro-
perly.

If the oven is damaged in transit, don’t use
it. Call an authorized dealer or repair shop. It
is also good practice to have an oven in-
spected for leakage by a professional after
each move or every few years.

About eight percent of the
energy used in the United
States goes into running elec-
trical home appliances, so ap-
pliance use and selection can
make a considerable dif-
ference in home utility costs,
says a recent Department of
Energy pamphlet.

Fifty percent of Reese’s
wind generated electric sup-
plying generators are out of
commission again. This time
the problem is in a gear box,
said project engineer Joe
Hassell.

The cause of the damage is
unknown, because the gear
box is sealed and that will
mean sending the box back to
the manufacturer, Jay Carter
Enterprises, Burkburnett,
Texas, Hassell added.

The cost for repairing the
box is yet undetermined
because there is a possibility
that it might be a manufac-
turer defect, but civil
engineering officials just
aren’t sure at this time.
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Wind turbine breezes
into unknown damage

The wind turbines, because
of lower energy returns and
maintenance problems over
the past year, are not going to
meet their originally set pay-
back time, Hassell said. The
turbines were due to have
paid for themselves at the 10
year point, but it is expected
to take much longer now.

The electricity producing
wind turbines have a fail-safe
built in keeping them from
revolving too fast and
disintegrating the gear boxes,
said Hassell. If the turbines
had not been built with the
fail-safe, it would have meant
total replacement at a cost of
$50-$60,000.

The Reese turbines have
been plagued with trouble
since the June 8, 1983 freak

storm that bowed both tur-
bine’s blades. In October the
blades were replaced and
then the south turbine
failed an hour after getting
new blades, but a bad control
sensor was replaced and the
turbines were producing
again.

Now the down turbine
could be out of use for an
undetermined length of time,
but with the bad comes the
good, Hassell indicated, from
an in-house maintenance
standpoint the turbines are
fantastic.

Available historical data in-
"dicates that the Reese
generators are producing
enough kilowatts to save ap-
proximately $1,000 annually
in Reese energy dollars.
