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Justice Department rejects 10-4-1 plan

DALLAS (AP) — A Dallas City
Council member predicts the city
will revise a controversial
redistricting plan and resubmit it
to the U.S. Justice Department,
which rejected the first version of
the proposal

The Justice Department’s re-
jection Monday was considered a
blow to city backers of the 10-4-1
system, which would provide a
city council composed of 10
districts and four at-large
regional quadrants. The mayor
would be elected at large.

Opponents of the 10-4-1 plan
contend that at-large districts
systematically discriminate
against minorities.

Glenn Box, an ardent supporter
of 10-4-1, said he believes the city
will revise the plan and send it
back to the Justice Department.

“Clearly I felt that 10-4-1 would
be approved,” Box said. “It’s
fairer and directly proportional
to the number of African-
Americans in the city. If there is
room for us to revise the plan,

I’m certainly in favor o1 that.”

Other supporters of the pian in-
clude Mayo# Annette Strauss,
who wanted the proposal approv-
ed so a new election could be set.
Strauss, who was in Mexico on ci-
ty business, could not be reached
for comment by The Associated
Press.

The decision was the latest in a
3-year series of court actions
stemming from a 1988 lawsuit fil-
ed by two failed council can-
didates who are black.

Marvin Crenshaw, one of two
primary plaintiffs in the suit, has
argued that the current system,
which features eight council
members elected from districts
and three elected at-large,
discriminates against minority
voters.

The Justice Department in a
statement Monday disputed the
city’s claim that the 10-4-1 plan
would allow seven minorities to
be elected to the council.

“In our view ... the city has not
demonstrated that the proposal

Ms. Palmer, who foresees a
new election under a single-
member district plan by year’s
end, says the decision should
open up negotiations between the
city and the plaintiffs.

Mauro says Texas
still vulnerable
to oil spills

HOUSTON (AP) Texas
coasts will be vulnerable to oil
spill damage for at least another
18 months before new spill
prevention and cleanup laws take
full effect, Texas Land Commis-
sioner Garry Mauro said.

“Between now and then, we’ll -

be filling in the blanks and at-
tempting to deal with oil spills,”
Mauro said Monday in an ap-
pearance at the 23rd annual Off-
shore Technology Conference.

‘“‘Between now and then, we
have a window of exposure and I
think everyone in the industry
knows that.”

The Oil Spill Prevention and
Response Act of 1991, passed
earlier this year by the Texas
Legislature, establishes up to a
$25 million protection fund
financed with a two-cent per bar-
rel fee on oil moved through
Texas ports. Also to be establish-
ed are five response centers
along the Texas coast.

Even if you have trouble with count-
ing, you should always keep your eye
on one thing — the target. What is
your target as defender? The number
of tricks you need to defeat the
contract.

On today's hand, you are sitting
East. Place cookies or croissants, ac-
cording to choice, on the West and

South hands. Against four spades, your
partner leads the 10 of diamonds. You
overtake with the queen and cash the
ace of diamonds, declarer playing the
jack and partner the four. What do you
do now?

South’s bidding, doubling first and
then showing spades, shows a strong
hand — usually 17-19 points.

You can see three tricks, but where
is the fourth coming from? Partner
has shown a doubleton diamond. since
with three he would {should') have led
his lowest card. Thus it seems obvious
to continue with a third round of dia-
monds — verily it is written that part-
ner will be able to ruff with a spade
higher than dummy’s six. Then a heart
back to the ace will defeat the con-
tract, and a fourth round of diamonds
may produce a trump promotion.

However, will partner definitely be
able to overruff dummy? Suppose he
cannot. Then you will need to find
partner with the king of hearts (or an
unlikely club trick).

You don’t know the right answer,
but partner does. Cash the ace of
hearts at trick three. If West has the
king, he will signal encouragement
with his highest heart spot. But with-
out the king and with a spade higher
than the six, he will discourage in
hearts, dropping his lowest spot.

Don’'t put all your eggs in one

basket.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have cysts on
my liver the size of oranges. My doc-
tor says if I don't have problems, I
should leave them alone. Do you
agree with this?

DEAR READER: I am not about to
second-guess your doctor, so I'll give
vou a general answer. In most in-
stances, liver cysts can be left alone.
They appear forunknown reasons and
do not seem to affect the workings of
the liver; they are usually discovered
by accident, during tests such as CT
scans and ultrasound examinations.

Some types of liver cysts are asso-
ciated with polycystic disease of the
kidneys, which may lead to chronic
urinary infection, hypertension and
eventual renal failure.

Therefore, while you may choose to
leave your liver cysts alone, I believe
your doctor should check out your kid-
neys, using either X-ray tests or an ul-
trasound examination. If you have
polycystic kidney disease, you'll need
close medical supervision and possi-
ble treatment for infection or high

blood pressure.

To give you more information, I am
sending you a free copy of my Health
Report “Kidney Disorders.”

DEAR DR. GOTT: My son has nev-
er had pain or discomfort, yet was re-
jected by the National Guard because
of a pilonidal cyst. Is it possible he
could have one and not suffer any
symptoms?

DEAR READER: A pilonidal sinus
is a small, abnormal opening in the
skin at the base of the spine. It is con-
genital (present at birth) and may
cause no symptoms unless it becomes
infected. These little pits or dimples
may be single or multiple; they may
extend deeply into the tissues. Once
infected (because hair grows into
them or bacteria work their way into
the defects), pilonidal sinuses turn
into abscesses or cysts that are ex-
tremely painful and may require sur-
gical drainage, removal and repair.

Not being a military doctor, I was
not aware that pilonidal disease is a
cause for rejection by the National
Guard. However, I can follow the rea-
soning for such a decision: An acute
pilonidal infection could render a ser-
viceman incapable of performing his
duties. Thus, even without causing
symptoms, the disorder is a potential
hazard.

The operation to remove a pilonidal
cyst is so safe and straightforward
that your son might consider having it
done; his suitability for military ser-
vice might then be reconsidered.

Pentagon praises
shuttle mission

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) Space shuttle
i Discovery’s astronauts came
"home from an eight-day Star
Wars research mission with what
.the Pentagon said was a wealth
of data that could help scientists
design a missile defense system.

“We're elated,” Air Force Col.
John Armstrong, deputy mission
director, said of the flight that
ended Monday with a rare lan-
ding in Florida.

High winds at the shuttle’s
usual landing site in California’s
Mojave Desert forced Discovery
to travel across the continent and
land where the mission began, at
Cape Canaveral, Fla. A tire
shredded during the landing.

Technical glitches had dogged
the mission, during which the
seven-member crew still manag-
ed to conduct a rich variety of
tests.

“It seemed like they kept
throwing us curve balls and we
kept hitting them out of the
ballpark,” commander Michael
Coats said Monday night upon
the crew’s return to Houston.

The crew released a $94 million
satellite to study exhaust from
the shuttle as Discovery executed
unprecedented twists and turns.
The satellite also gathered data
on chemical and gas releases
before it was retrieved by the

It
was also pointed out that morn-
ing athletic pefiods would allow
more efficient"'use of the gyms
and other workout facilities, and
would permit a better coach-to-
athlete ratio.

“Right now in junior high, we
don’'t have enough facilities for
the athletes. We have to bus kids
to West and Travis,”’ noted Pat-
terson. ‘“With this, we wouldn’t
have todo that.”

“We wouldn't do this if I
thought it would be a detriment to
any program,’’ added Patterson.

McMullan said, however, that
he was afraid that students who
ride the bus and don’t arrive on
time for morning workouts would
be discriminated against.

“I'm not going to discriminate
against him,” said Baugh. “I
want him around for the next
three years. I think in the long
run, we'll have a lot better
athletes. I think they’ll benefit in
the long run. We're talking about
seventh and ninth graders, Billy
Bob; we’re not talking about var-
sity athletes.”

McMullan added that he was
not in favor of the proposal,
although pointing out, “I have
nothing against you, David, or
athletics, but I am not for the pro-
gram.”

Trustees will vote on the pro-
posal during Thursday’s
meeting.

Baugh also advised the board

The president, who went to bed
at 8:40 p.m. Monday night, was
up at 5:20 a.m. today and arrived
at the Oval Office for a full day’s
work at 7:23 a.m. Fitzwater said.
‘“He looks good,” the spokesman
said. ;

“He slept good and feels
rested. Mrs. Bush said this morn-
ing ‘he slept like a log,””’ Fitz-
water said.

WOOL AND MOHAIR
PROGRAM CHANGED

Producers participating in the
wool and mohair price support
program will be subject to pay-
ment limitations, according to
the Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service.

A. It is a type of cardiac ar-
rhythmia in which the upper, or
atrial_chambers of the heart lose
their steady, synchronized beat
and slip into a spastic quiver,
This results from a disruption of
the_electrical signals that pace
the heéartbeat. Blood is-no longer
smoothly moved into the lower
chambers of the heart, the
chambers that actually pump
blood about the body. Because
the heart is moving less blood
with each beat, the heart must
beat much faster than normal.

Q: Is it an immediate threat to
life?

A: Not ip a healthy heart. But
since it lowers the pumping effi-
ciency of the heart, atrial fibrilla-
tion can aggravate other types of
cardiac disease. For a person
who is generally healthy, such as
Bush, the condition will not
shorten life or cause it to be less
vigorous.

Q: What causes atrial fibrilla-
tion?

A: Doctors could not determine
why Bush developed the
disorder. This is often the case.
But it sometimes can be caused
by infection, metabolic pro-
blems, such as shortage of
potassium, or by an overactive
thyroid gland. It is known that
episodes of atrial fibrillation can
be set off by stress, fatigue, exer-
cise or alcohol. There is some
evidence that caffeine can play a
role.

Q: If it is not immediately
dangerous for a healthy person,
why treat it?

A: For two reasons. Atrial
fibrillation that continues un-
treated for weeks can cause
blood clots to form. These clots
could clog up arteries in the

brain, causing strokes. Some pa-
tients must take drugs to prevent
clot formation, but doctors said
this is not necessary for Bush.
Secondly, atrial fibrillation can
lower the efficiency of the heart
by 15 percent to 20 percent in an
otherwise healthy person. Doc-
tors say patients are more

-vigorous and energetic when the
efficiency of the cardxovascular“

system is restored.

Q: How is atrial fibrillation
treated?

A: There are a variety of
medications, plus a technique
called electroconversion. For
Bush, two drugs, digoxin and pro-
cainamide, restored his normal
heart beat. If these don’t work,
doctors have a large arsenal of
drugs from which to choose. The
most common are called beta
blockers or calciunf antagonist.
In electroconversion, the patient
is put under a light anesthesia
and an electric charge is sent
through the chest. This stops
electrical activity in the heart
momentarily and a normal beat
is restored.

Q: How long must a patient
take medication?

A: Some patients take drugs
