Concerns about Snyder and 

Scurry County’s meager rainfall 
this year were partly allayed ear­
ly todav when thunderstorms 
moved through the area, leaving 
various amounts of rainfall 
behind.

Rain reports following the 
storm brought totals which rang­
ed from a Mgh of 3>̂  inches east 
of Snyder, Hermleigh and east of 
that city to a scant .20 in Ira and 
nothing at Lake Thomas.

Snyder received .88 of an inch 
early this morning, upping the 
year’s total to 3.49. This time last 
year the local accumulative rain 
total was 10.52 inches.

Rain amounts in excess of two 
inches were reported north of 
Hermleigh and at the Price 
Daniel Unit which both received 
2.30 inches. Some 2.40 inches of 
rain were reported three miles 
north of Hermleigh.

A total of 2.20 inches was 
re p o rte d  along the  Roby

Highwajr, east of Snyder. Camp 
Springs received 2.50 inches of 
rain.

Lloyd Mountain received 1.60 
inches and an area to the north of 
Snyder reported 1.25 inches. 
Polar in Kent County received 
nearly two inches, 1.80 inches, 
during the storm.

Other rain totals included 
Fluvanna, .60 of an inch; Dunn,

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Paroles chairman 
Cranberry resigns

AUSTIN (AP) — Thechairman 
of the Board of Pardons and 
Paroles, which has been under 
fire for paroling inmates con­
victed of murder and other 
violent crimes, has resigned.

James Granberry criticized 
lawmakers Tuesday for using 
"Band-Aid” solutions to the 
state’s crime problem, and urged 
Gov. Ann R ich ard s  and 
lawmakers to make comprehen­
sive changes to the criminal 
justice system.

Granberry, a former Lubbock 
mayor, was appointed in 1989 to a 
six-year term on the borfrd by 
then-Gov. Bill Clements, who 
named him chairman last year 
when the board was merged with 
other criminal justice agencies.

Granberry said he wanted to 
return to private life and was not 
resigning under pressure.

In recent weeks, the Pardons 
and Paroles Board has been 
criticized for paroling several 
high-profile murderers.

One of thc;e paroled was 
Leonardo Ramos Lopez, who 
served 16 years of a life sentence 
for the 1971 execution-style slay­
ings of three sheriff’s deputies in 
Dallas.

Bill Cryer, a spokesman for 
Richards, said the governor 
agreed a far-reaching study of 
the criminal justice system was 
needed. Cryer said Richards 
plans to appoint an interim com­
mittee to complete such a task.

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Both sides jockey for votes 
on current gun control issue

WASHINGTON (AP) — Gun 
control advocates are trading 
last-minute volleys with the Na­
tional Rifle Association as the 
House heads for a showdown on a 
proposed seven-day waiting 
period for handgun purchases.

Both sides are hunting for the
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handful of votes that will decide 
whether the House will ditch the 
so-called Brady bill in favor of an 
NRA plan to allow instant com­
puter checks of criminal records 
of prospective gun purchasers.

A vote on the amendment was 
expected late today.

“ If I were going to bet all my 
money — which isn’t much — I 
wouldn’t know what to do. It’s 
that close,’’ Riep. Charles 
Schumer, D-N.Y., a leading 
Brady bill advocate, said Tues­
day.

An influential opponent of the 
bill. Rep. John D. Dingell, D- 
Mich., said the measure was los­
ing support as people looked at it 
more closely. “It is my expecta­
tion that when the vote is cast, 
we’ll win,” said Dingell, chair­
man of the House Energy and 
Commerce Committee.

Rep. Harle^ O. Staggers Jr., D- 
W.Va., to offer the NRA plan as a 
substitute to the Brady bill. If it 
passes, lawmakers may not get a 
direct vote on the waiting period.

Schumer said the vote still 
would present a clear choice to 
lawmakers.

“A vote against Staggers 
be a vote for Brady,” he said.

Schumer said the Brady bill 
would win House passage by 10 or 
12 votes if members were allowed 
to vote on it directly. However, 
since some lawmakers could vote 
for both, the Staggers measure 
could pass, he said.

The Brady bill is named for 
form er White House press 
secretary James Brady, who was 
shot in the head in a 1981 attack 
on then-President Reagan.

The waiting period would give 
authorities time to run checks on 
prospective gun purchasers, but 
would not require it.

Brady, who is permanently 
disabled, and his wife Sarah have 
traveled nationwide touting the 
legislation and have won en­
d o rs e m e n ts  fro m  po lice i 
organizations and Reagan 
himself, a longtime NRA sup­
porter. It also has been endors^  
by former Presidents Nixon, 
Ford and Carter.

The Bradys on Tuesday attend­
ed a rally on the Capitol grounds 
in advance of the vote.

NRA supporters held a news 
conference Tuesday to criticize 
the Brady bill.

But Brady backers maintained 
that a national computer check 
system is years away, and that 
the Staggers amendment was 
just a way of blocking their bill.

Staggers told reporters that 
while a “perfect” record check 
system might be five or 10 years 
away, an initial system could be 
operating six months after enact­
ment of the legislation.

The NRA on Tuesday placed 
new full-page ads in Washington 
newspapers, listing hunting and 
sporting groups and others na­
tionwide who supported their 
position.

The White House, meanwhile, 
said President Bush could even­
tually support either measure, 
depending on the circumstances.

Campus slaying 
shocks students

AUSTIN (AP) — The stabbii^ 
death of a student a t historic 
Huston-Tillotson College was the 
first campus slaying in the 
school’s ll^ y e a r  history and left 
Ltudents and school officials 
shocked.

Lonnie Oliver J r . 22, of Dallas, 
was charged Tuesday night with 
murder in the stabbing death of 
Jam es Mix, 18, of Glenwood, 111., 
police said.

Oliver, who was arrested short­
ly after the afternoon stabbing, 
was being held late Tuesday in 
Travis County Jail in lieu of 
$50,000 bond.

Students said the two students,. 
both believed to be freshmen, 
hardly knew each other before an 
argument a t a party Friday 
night.

The students, police and col­
lege faculty still were trying to 
understand what provoked the 
slaying.

“ It has indeed shocked this 
close-knit family,” said Huston- 
Tillotson P residen t Joseph 
McMillan. “The tragedy is shock­
ing, devastating and most unfor­
tunate.

“We will go forward to heal the 
wounds on campus,” he said. “ I 
like to think of the campus to 
some extent to be an enclave.”

“Violence is all around the 
world, and it is naive to think it 
would not touch us,” McMillan 
said.

The college has an enrollment 
of about 700 students, who are 
preparing for exams to be given 
next week.

Students were called to the 
school’s chapel shortly after the 
slaying to say a prayer for the 
students anfl the school, which is 
affiliated  with the United 
Methodist Chuirch and the United 
Church of Christ.

Classes were to continue today 
with counselors available, 
McMillan said.
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the IRS would consider them to be 
still in a “singles” tax bracket — was 
both inaccurate and unkind.

If the couple desires a legal mar­
riage, after living together and es­
tablishing themselves as a married 
coupl*, in time, they are indeed le­
gally married by common law. In 
Texas, such a marriage need not be 
recorded, yet both parties and their 
children ei\joy all the legal rights of 
a formal marriage before a judge. 
(They should, of course, not lie on 
their tax returns.)

If either of these arrangements 
hurts the feelings of the folks at the 
IRS, too bad. They weren’t  invited to 
the wedding, and wouldn’t have sent 
a gift if they had been invited. The 
government loses nothing but its 
chance to encourage and reward 
“living in sin.”

CAPE CANAVERAL, F la. 
(AP) — Space shuttle Discovery 
completed its Star Wars research 
mission with tire damage and 
more scorching than usual the 
material that fills the gaps 
between the orbiter’s thermal 
tiles, NASA said.

One of the four main landing 
gear tires — the outer right one— 
was shredded when Discoviory 
landed M o n d ^  a t  Kennedy 
Space Center. Tiu*ee of the tire’s 
17 layers were worn through, 
said NASA spokeswoman L te  
Malone.

“ It probably looked a lot worse 
than it was,” center director For­
rest McCartney said Tuesday.

McCartney said it was too soon 
to know whether the damage 
resulted from the way the shuttle 
landed — the right main gear 
touched down a second sooner 
than the left — or from a test in 
which commander Michael Coats 
applied extra pressure to the 
brakes to see now they would 
react on the concrete landing 
strip.

Twice as much fiberglass ther­
mal tile filler will have to be 
replaced than is customary after 
a flight, Malone said. At least 10 
of the approximately 27,000 tiles 
on the shuttle also will be replac­
ed because of heat damage.

of his time

There are some players in every 
sport who are ahead of their time 
They have ideas that at first are con­

sidered eccentric but years later be­
come accepted. One such bridge play­
er was Norman Squire, a Londoner,, 
who died recently, aged 84.

Squire won many national titles in 
Britain, including the Gold Cup, Brit­
ain's premier team championship, in 
1946, 1954 and 1958. He was a regular 
contributor to the British “Bridge 
Magazine' and edited its Bidding 
Competition for many years.

Involved with many aspects of bid­
ding theory. Squire was an architect of 
“fourth suit forcing* He was also 
known for a great sense oE humor, 
once writing that “The man on the 
right rises to his feet, climbs upon his 
chair, takes a small Union Jack from 
his pocket, waves it about his head 
three times, and says in stentorian and 
decisive tones. T double two spades — 
whose lead is-it?’ ’

Squire summed up today's hand cor­
rectly To use his own word, he and his 
partner “staggered" into six clubs, 
and West led a spade There was a po­
tential diamond loser and a trump 
problem If declarer could afford a 
loser in clubs, he would start with the 
ace But if he had to lose a diamond, lie 
couldn't afford this safety play

Squire won with dummy's ace of 
spades, ruffed a spade and played a di­
amond to dummy's jack. East won 
with the queen and returned a spade. 
Squire ruffed, played a heart to dum­
my's king and a club back to his queen. 
The ace of clubs dropped the king and 
jack, and Squire claimed

DEAR DR. GOTT; How much exer­
cise is considered to be healthful?

DEAR REIADER; This is a very 
good, .ilthough disarmingly simple, 
question. Rerantly researchers have 
discovered two interesting facts.

First, in order for exercise to lower 
the incidence of coronary artery dis­
ease and heart attacks, the physical 
activity must be vigorous and on-go- 
ing. Dancing, golf and gardening are 
not strenuous enough to protect 
against heart disease.

Furthermore, a history of vigorous 
sports activity (performed 25 to 40 
years earlier) is not protective. The 
rate of heart attack in such a group of 
men (reported in the British Health 
Journal) was similar to that in a 
group of sedentary individuals. 
Therefore, frequent aerobic exercise 
— such as running, brisk walking or 
swimming — is necessary to reduce

the incidence of heart disease.
Second, regular exercise stimulates 

the release of growth hormone. This 
release can significantly increase 
lean body mass (primarily muscle) 
and bone strength, as well as improve
circulation. Even in the elderly, brisk 
walking has been shown to produce 
beneficial effects.

In answer to your question, regular 
exercise to the point of refreshing 
tiredness does have positive conse­
quences, regardless of age.'Intermit­
tent activity is not as effective be­
cause the b ^ y  doesn’t have time to 
adapt to the high activity level. In oth­
er words, for the greatest health bene­
fits, don't knock yourself out. It's bet­
ter to plan a program of regular, 
vigorous activity — such as brisk 
walking, running, cycling or swim­
ming — that you feel comfortable 
with and are willing to' continue.
