Officials continue to work
on intragovernmental pact

Debate over who benefits the
most from city and county ser-
vices and which services should
be included in their intragovern-
mental contract sparked a
sometimes intense discussion
between members of Scurry
County Commissioners Court and
Snyder City Council Thursday
night.

The two local governments
were meeting in a work session in
the board room of Western Texas
College to discuss their agree-
ment.

County officials contended that
the county provides services not
currently in the contract which
benefit all residents of Scurry
County — including city residents
— such as the county library and
the county-maintained parks.

““Some of the services we pro-
vide are mandated by the state.
There are others that we feel are
of great benefit to the citizens of
Scurry County as well as the

citizens of Snyder,” said County
Judge Bob Doolittle.

“It's hard to equate who
benefits the most,’’ continued the
county official.

Mayor Troy Williamson stated
that city residents and
businesses make up 52 percent of
the county tax roll, contending ci-
ty residents were already paying
for services provided by the
county.

“I don’t think that's a fair
way,”” commented Judge Doolit-
tle.

“If the county did not provide
some of these services, such as
the library and parks, the city
would have to pick them up...It’s
to your benefit that we provide
these service,”” Judge Doolittle
told the council.

Under the present aggreement,
formulated in 1984, the county
pays the city $100,000 annually.
City provided services in the con-
tract include fire protection and

CLEBURNE, Texas (AP) — A
woman will retain custody of her
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NEVER
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3-year-old son even though the
man with whom she now lives is a
hemophiliac who has tested
positive for the virus that causes
AIDS, a jury ruled.

A six-woman panel ruled
unanimously Wednesday in favor
of Donna Williams, 33, of
Cleburne. Her former husband,
Richard Hewett, 34, of Keefte had
sought custody of their son on
grounds the boy was in danger of
getting AIDS.

The jury, the first all-female
jury to hear a case in Johnson
County, also found that, because
Hewett and Ms. Williams lived
together after their divorce, a
common-law marriage still ex-
isted between them. :

County Court-at-Law Judge
Tommy Altaras, who heard the
case, granted a divorce im-
mediately after the verdict was
returned.

That nullified Ms. Williams’
marriage to Steve Williams, 41, a
free-lance newspaper reporter.
But Williams said they will
remarry next month after a 30-
day waiting period required by
law.

Hewett declined comment on
the decision. His lawyer, Jim
Ferguson, said he didn’t know if
Hewett will appeal.

Ms. Williams said she wasn’t
surprised by the ruling, the first
of its kind in Texas, and said she
will permit Hewett to visit their
son.

Williams, although testing
HIV-positive, said he has shown
no symptoms of AIDS. He
testified Tuesday that he believes
he contracted the virus in 1983
from a blood transfusion while
undergoing an operation.

Williams testified he met the
Hewetts while counseling them
as a volunteer at a Cleburne
family crisis center about a year
ago. He said he became close
friends with the couple, and he
told them he tested positive for
HIV. He said the Hewetts' rela-
tionship deteriorated, he fell in
love with Donna and they mar-
ried in January.

Ms. Williams also has an 11-
year-old son, who has a different
father and whose custody wasn’t
at issue, and a 13-year-old
daughter who lives with a grand-
mother in Fort Worth.

Ms. Williams’ attorney, Jean
Hopkins, tried to show Hewett as
an unfit father who suffered from
panic attacks.

But much of the testimony

‘centered on the child’s chances of

contracting HIV from Williams.
The AIDS virus is transmitted by
body fluids, especially sexual
secretions and blood.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Eight-
year-old Jared Arminger, his
voice wavering as he was called
to speak to a crowded hearing
room, got straight to the point: “‘I
am interested in lawn care
chemicals because I get sick
from them.”

Jared said he must have tutors
at home because he can’t go to
school, and he complained that
he often can’t even go outside and
play on nice days.

‘I get nasty when I am around
lawn care pesticides,”” the
cowlicked boy said, fidgeting
next to his mother as he read his
testimony Thursday to the
Senate Environment subcommit-
tee on toxic substances.

“I can’t think. I get depressed.
A lot of other stuff happens to me
like T don’t listen, I salivate
more, my nose runs, I get swollen
glands and my ears hurt. When I
am around pesticides, I do not eat
and I get diarrhea.”

Jared, who is from Baltimore,
was one of four witnesses at the
hearing who described the
misery that lawn chemicals have
brought to their lives.

The panel also heard from a
woman who had to give up her
career as a concert pianist after
being sprayed with pesticides; a
college student who sometimes
lives in her car to avoid pesticide
spraying near her home; and a
man whose health was ruined by
the interaction of a lawn care
chemical with the prescription
drug he was taking.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A high-
ranking Energy Department of-
ficial acknowledges the “‘final”
$8.25 billion price tag for the
superconducting super collider
didn’t include expenses that
could push the totalcost above $9
billion.

Internal DOE documents also
indicate the agency has serious
doubts about being able to win
significant foreign contributions,
which would lessen the cost to
taxpayers of building the giant
atom smasher-.-

Reps. Howard Wolpe, D-Mich.,
and Sherwood Boehlert, R-N.Y.,
chairman and ranking member
of the House Science, Space and
Technology subcommittee on in-
vestigations and oversight,
released the documents
Thursday at a five-hour hearing
on the SSC.

Sherwood accused the DOE of
playing fast and loose with the

facts after wrangling with high-
ranking officials over the cost of
the project and sources of fun-
ding. He also accused the SSC's
Texas backers of attempting to
discredit witnesses who sug-
gested there may be significant
risks in producing one of the col-
lider’s key components.

Boehlert complained the
DOE’s cost estiu':;ltﬁs were
“changing by the , depen-
dingm's talking.”

Under questioning by Boehlert
and Wolpe, DOE official Joseph
Cipriano acknowledged the $8.25
billion cost, billed as the final
price tag just four months ago,
did not include expenses that
could push actual costs to $9.1
billion. .

* Those include $506
million to operate the SSC Lab
during construction of the 54-mile
underground ring south of
Dallas, .$110 million for spare

Arriving
at the crossroads
By Phillip Alder

There are times when your choices
of opening lead can make you fee!
spoiled. You have so many goodies it is
difficult to know which way to turn
first. But that is the time to read the

map most carefully. Count your tricks
and try to judge the best road to take.

Place your thumbs over the East-
West cards and decide how you would
play in three no-trump against a spade
lead, won with dummy's queen.

It isn’t often you will end in three
no-trump with 29 points and find that
you haven't got niné top tricks. But
here you have only eight instant win-
ners, and the struggle is for the ninth.

The hearts look tempting. You could
make the percentage play for three
tricks: Cash dummy’s king, and lead
the six back to your ace and the eight
toward the jack. This will fail to pro-
duce three tricks only when East has
Q-10 or Q-9 and at least two other
cards. Here you are unlucky.

Well, not so unlucky. That was a 77
percent line, whereas the diamond suit
provides a 100 percent guaranteed
ninth trick. At trick two, you should
cash dummy's diamond ace, just in
case East has a singleton honor

If an honor appears, you dislodge
the other honor. If only low cards ap-
pear, lead a low diamond back toward
your jack. However the suit is distrib-
uted, you will eventually collect a sec-
ond diamond trick and your contract

And while a senior administra-
tion official was telling a group of
reporters that Saddam might
come around to accept the police
force, Bush’'s chances of
withdrawing from the mess
worsened.

In fact, Perez de Cuellar also
told the president that a new U.N.
Security Council resolution would
be needed to establish a police
force unless Iraq acquiesced.

That could pose another pro-

‘blem for Bush. The Soviet Union

and China are hardly in favor of
expanding U.N. intervention in
the country, so that could mean
trouble in the form of a veto.

The upshot is that the
American, British, French and
other allied forces now in nor-
thern Iraq may be there for some
time even though Bush'’s first in-
clination was to end the war
against Saddam quickly and get
out.

Teacher stabbed before she can retire

BAYTOWN, Texas (AP) — A
school teacher was in a Baytown
hospital at the time of her
scheduled retirement party after
she was-stabbed by a pupil she
had told to sit down.

Black prosecutors
upset about remark
in training session

HOUSTON (AP) — Somé Black
prosecutors in the Harris County
District Attorney’s office say
they were offended by a fellow
prosecutor’s remark about the
selection of blacks on juries.

The remark was made laSt
week during a training session by
Prosecutor Ira Jones, head of the
district attorney’s major nar-

“cotics offenders squad.

Prosecutors say Jones kept the
audience laughing by saying he
tries to keep women in ‘‘fandango
dresses,’”’ men with earrings and
folks with bleached hair and too
many children off his juries.

But no one was laughing, they
said, after Jones touched on the
subject of jury selection.

“Probably the very best jurors
are Oreos, black on the outside,
white on the inside,” he said,
lauding blacks for being tougher
than whites when it comes to
dope defendants. “Don’t let race
affect you.”

Virtually all of the black pro-
secutors were unhappy about the
remarks when interviewed this
week by the Houston Chronicle.

District Attorney John B.
Holmes Jr. said Thursday night
he was left with mixed reactions
when he learned of the remark.

Holmes said that for one thing,
the tape of the training session
shoots down a widespread
perception that his office en-
courages young prosecutors to
summarily eliminate all blacks
from juries.

Holmes also said the remarks
were, overall, flattering to
blacks. But the use of the word
“Oreo” caused great offense.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'd like informa-
tion on adhesions, their cause and
symptoms. Is there any treatment
other than surgery for relief?

DEAR READER: Inflammation-
and injury almost always lead to the
formation of scar tissue. Surgery, be- -
ing in the most fundamental sense an
injury, is no exception. Operations, es-
pecially in the abdominal cavity, usu-
ally heal uneventfully but, during the
healing process, strands or webs of
scar tissue may appear. These filmy
scars are called “adhesions™ because
they adhere to various abdominal or-
gans. No one knows why some pa-
tients are particularly prone to adhe-
sions and others are not, this
biological tendency is not predictable.

Although many post-operative pa-
tients may develop adhesions, this tis-
sue does not ordinarily lead to symp-
toms or health problems.

Nevertheless, in some people, the
strands of scar may interfere with in-
testinal movement by wrapping
around portions of bowel or otherwise
obstructing the passage of intestinal
contents. This causes partial or com-
plete blockage, leading to severe ab-
dominal pain, fever, vomiting and in-
testinal swelling: in short, what
surgeons call “an acute abdomen.”
Under these circumstances, further
abdominal surgery is necessary to
lyse (break up) the adhesions and re-
lieve obstruction. g
Adhesions may cause unexpected
symptoms many years after the origi-
nal operation (or infection). Because
there are no tests to distinguish intes-
tinal blockage due to adhesions from
other, dangerous causes (such as in-
testinal abscess or kinking), surgery is
always necessary to establish the di-
agnosis and treat the condition. To my
knowledge there is no non-surgical
therapy (such as diet, exercise or

Less wheat crops
may brighten price
during future sales

WASHINGTON (AP) — Reduc-
ed wheat harvests in the United
States and some other countries
may be brightening the price
outlook for producers, according

_to new Agriculture Department

figures.

The U.S. winter wheat crop
was estimated Thursday at less
than 1.5 billion bushels, down 26
percent from last year’s harvest
of 2.03 billion bushels.

Based on May 1 indications, the
average yield was put at 36.9
bushels per acre, down from 40.7
bushels in 1990. Further, the area
for harvest, at 40.5 million acres,
will be down from nearly 50
. million acres last year.

A preliminary analysis said the
global wheat crop in 1991-92 also
will be down from this season’s
record level and that total grain
production and consumption may
be “roughly in balance” in the
coming year.

Overall, it said, 1991-92 world

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Western theme park to be auctioned

WILMER, Texas (AP) — Well
off the beaten track, amid fields
of wheat and lazy cattle, a man in
plaid shirt and plastic cowboy
hat patrol the Main Street,
casino, saloon and bordello of a
1980s ghost town.

“Yep. They robbed the bank
every day at noon, hung the rob-

bers. over. there at that gallows

and had shootouts all the time in
the streets,”” says Bob Corder; 59,
caretaker and sole resident of
Big D, Texas western theme
park.

“When they sell this place,”
said Corder, clad in a hat with
+‘‘Jesus’’ inscribed on the crown
in felt-tip pen, “‘it’ll be kind of an

empty spot in my heart. I've had
a lot of good times here.”’

Al 11 a.m. Saturday, Big D —
built in 1981 and billed in its hey-
day as an authentic 1880s Texas
town — will go to the hi t bid-
der at a public auction hosted by
Joe Maas International Inc., a
national auction firm based in
Rochester, Minn,

Auction Manager Dewey Day
expects buyers from all over the
Southwest to bid for the 104-acre
park — sold with its 37 buildings
as a single lot — as well as a
rodeo ring, horse-drawn buggies
and hundreds of artifacts and an-
tiques.

Like a lot of things in Texas,

Big D was ambitious, nostalgic, a
little tacky ... and went bust in a
big way in the mid-1980s.

Auction officials say owner Bill
Windsor’s debts simply caught
up with him. Others who were
around mention the high cost of
staffing the park with
gunslingers, cowpokes, cotton-

candy salesmen and a phony

madam named Miss Trixie.
Windsor could not be reached
for comment.
, It's been several years now
since Big D was open to the
public, and five years since the
sit¢ was repossessed by Town
North National Bank of Dallas.

Slow recovery said predicted

HOT SPRINGS, Va. (AP) —
Top U.S. business leaders, strug-
gling to cope with their first
recession in eight years, hope the
slump will end soon but they are
generally pessimistic about the
economy'’s growth potential once

the recovery begins.

The heads of such corporate

giants as American Telephone &

Telegraph and General Electric

said they agreed with the Bush

administration’s assessment that

= the economy will begin growing
again around midyear.

The business leaders gathered

today at a mountain resort for
the start of the spring meeting of

the Business Council, composed

of the chief executives of 100 of

the nation’s largest companies.

At the two-day meeting, they
were to hear from Washington
policy makers and assess pro-
spects for the recovery from the
10-month-old recession.

Briefing reporters before the
sessions began, many of the cor-
porate executives took issue with
the administration’s more op-
timistic forecasts of a fairl
rapid return to robust grow
rates.

They said the huge overhang of
government, corporate and per-
sonal debt from the 1980s was
likely to depress economic
growth for some time to come.

“It will be a rather slow and
painful recovery out of this reces-
sion,”’ said H. Brewster Atwater

Jr., the head of General Mills.

While- the business chiefs said
they believed a recovery was at
hand, they conceded that this
outlook remained only a forecast
because the consumer, who ac-
counts for two-thirds of total
economic activity, has not begun
spending.

John F. Welch Jr., chief ex-
ecutive of General Electric, said
the hoped-for rebound in con-
sumer spending following the
Persian Gulf War had yet to
materialize. But he said the seeds
of a recovery were present in ris-
ing consumer confidence and
lower interest rates. R

“That will get housing and
autos back up and that will get
some of those 2 million people
laid off in the last 18 months back
to work,’’ he said.

But Welch said “‘fragile” is an
appropriate word to use in
describing the current economic
situation. y

Roger Smith, who stepped
down last year as head of
General Motors, said the auto in-
dustry had been ‘‘rather severe-
ly”” hurt by the economic

" downturn with sales of cars and
trucks in 1991 running more than
15 percent below last year’s pace.

“I think we are going to come
out of this thing (the recession),
but we aren’t going to come

ing out,” he said.

Howard P. Allen, the chairman
of the executive committee of

Southern California Edison Co.,
said he did not believe California
would emerge from the recession
until the end of 1991.

Both he and S.D. Bechtel Jr.,
chairman emeritus of the giant
construction firm, the Bechtel
Group, said worried consumers
were making the recession
worse.

“We talked ourselves into this
downturn to a great extent and
we will have to talk ourselves out
of it,”” said Bechtel, adding that
his own company’s fortunes were
on the upswing, in part because
of contracts to help rebuild oil
facilities in Kuwait.

The administration is counting
on continued strong foreign de-
mand to offset weak domestic de-
mand. But some of the corporate
chiefs said economic weakness is
hurting Europe, one of America’s
major foreign markets.
