Actually, you have to stalk
vour game here, more lLke a
hunter than a fisherman, You'll
do a lot of wading, too. You
won't necessarily need waders,
as you won't be wading in very
deep waler, and youll have
plenty of trudging around to do
But you will need rubber.soled
shoes that will give you a good
footing on the smooth rocks and
in the swift current.

We found our inexpensive
Dura-Hyde, low-cut shoes ideal
for the occasion. They are
made of a synthetic malterial,
instead of leather, and have
heavily-ribbed rubber soles,
They took the rocks
scuffing or bruising the feet and
held a firm grip wherever the
foct was planted.
