Both Snyder City Council and
Scurry County Commissioners
took no formal action — except to
schedule additional meetings —
following a presentation from the
chamber of commerce’s
economic development planning
committee during separate
meetings of the two local govern-
ments.

Representatives from the
chamber’s committee were on
hand at a Thursday afternoon
meeting of the council and a mor-
ning meeting today of commis-
sioners court to outline a plan to
designate an enterprise zone for
economic development. Com-
mittee representatives Marshall
Lyons, Joel Hook and Chamber
Manager Ricky Fritz said such a
designation could qualify
businesses within the zone for
business incentives such as re-
fund for certain sales and use
taxes, priority for state ad-
ministered programs and funds
and treasury deposits to financial
institutions doing business in the
designated zone.

In addition, tax abatement
packages could be offered to
businesses within the zone by
local taxing entities.

The goal of such a designation
would be to encourage business
retention, expansion and start-
up, said committtee members.

Because the proposed zone
stays within city limits, the city
council must designate the in-
stitution of a zone program and
then appoint an enterprise zone
board to map out and administer
the zone and to prepare the zone
application to be submitted to the
Texas Department of Commerce.

Pending city and state ap-
proval, businesses within the
zone would be nominated by the
city to be considered an enter-
prise zone project. Then the pro-
ject could qualify for the state
and any local incentives.

A project is designated for five
years, and five projects can be

‘Fast track’ races
through the Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush won authority from
Congress today to conduct
amendment-proof trade
agreements with Mexico and
other nations.

In a 59-36 vote, the Senate
followed the House’s lead in ex-

tending the so-called ‘‘fast-
track’’ authority for two years.
Bush, in Boston today to

deliver a speech on trade, had
said he needed the fast-track
power to proceed with talks to
tear down barriers between the
United States and Mexico and
other trading partners.

Sen. Ernest Hollings, D-S.C.,
led the opposition, saying a free
trade zone with Mexico will
destroy the ailing textile industry
in his home state. -

He said South Carolina could
lose 1.4 million jobs in the next
decade as companies move to
Mexico where labor is cheap.
“That is why we are so
desperate,’”’ Hollings said during
debate today.

The fast-track concept effec-
tively bars Congress from chang-
ing a trade agreement once it is
signed, forcing lawmakers to
make a take-it-or-leave-it vote on
a negotiated treaty.

Sweetwater
man receives
d5-year term

A 24-year-old Sweetwater man
was sentenced to 55 years in the
Texas Department of Criminal
Justice corrections system
Thursday by a 10-woman, two-
man jury in 132nd District Court.

Robert Larry Willilams was
found guilty Wednesday evening
of the July 14, 1990, assault of
Brian Garrett at the Cozy Spot
here.

Testimony presented to the
jury showed that Willilams hit
Garrett in the face with a bumper
jack.

Garrett, a former Snyder resi-
dent who at the time was visiting
from California, was hospitalized
for four days after the attack. He
later underwent reconstructive
surgery in California.

Williams was arrested in
August of last year and was in-
carcerated in Scurry County Jail
until the verdict.

During the sentencing phase of
the trial, the jury was made
aware of two prior felony convic-
tions on Wilhams' record. The
penalty for first degree felony, or
three felony convictions, 1s a
minimum sentence of 25 years
and a maximum of 99. Thursday,
the jury assessed a sentence of 55
years.

James Wilks of Sweetwater
defended Williams. He was pro
secuted by Dana Cooley, assis
tant district attorney.

champion. But just because you are
competing in, for example, a Flight B
event, you won’t necessarily face poor
players.

Everyone was bidding so much that
at least two of the players cast a sur-
reptitious glance to see that everyone
wags holding cards with the same col-
ored backs.

Fed judge blocks logging on
66,000 acres in the Northwest

SEATTLE (AP) — A federal
judge has blocked logging on
more than 66,000 acres in the Nor-
thwest, saying survival of the
northern spotted owl is at stake.

U.S. District Judge William
Dwyer on Thursday gave the
U.S. Forest Service until March
1992 to come up with a plan to
save the threatened bird.

Dwyer’s order was praised by
environmentalists and bitterly
attacked by union and industry
officials, who said it would throw
thousands out of work.

The decision affects plans by
the Forest Service to sell logging
rights on 66,000 acres in 17 na-
tional forests in Washington,
Oregon and Northern California.

The judge found March 1 that
the Forest Service had acted il-
legally by failing to protect owl
habitat. He issued Thursday’s in-
junction against the timber sales
after holding hearings earlier
this month at the request of en-
vironmentalists.

The Forest Service had argued
that the land represents only 1
percent of critical owl habitat.
But Dwyer said 400,000 acres of
owl habitat already had been lost
to logging in the last seven years.

“There is a substantial risk
that logging another 66,000 acres,
before a plan is adopted, would
push the species past a popula-
tion threshold from which it could
not recover,’’ the judge wrote.

Mark Rey, executive director
of the American Forest
Resources Alliance, an industry
group, says the ruling jeopar-
dizes the livelihoods of 25,000
families in the three states.

“Judge Dwyer’s decision today
is a one-way ticket to the
unemployment line for thousands
of workers,”’ Michael Draper, ex-
ecutive secretary of the Western
Council of Industrial Workers,
said in a statement from
Portland, Ore.

Resources Council said it was “‘a
good day for the spotted owl and
200 other vertebrate species that
need ancient forests.”’

Kerr said there is enough
federal timber already under
contract to carry the region
through the summer of 1992 and
that there is a glut on the market
now.

There are about 3,000 remain-
ing pairs of spotted owls, which
are listed as a threatened species
under the federal Endangered
Species Act. The bird nests
primarily in some of the oldest
and tallest forests of the Nor-
thwest. Most of the Northwest'’s
old-growth trees are on land ad-
ministered by the Forest Service.

In testimony before Dwyer
earlier this month, timber in-
dustry representatives said
halting the sales could throw
thousands out of work. Small
companies and small com-
munities would be especially
hard-hit, they said.

to update the aesthetic look of the
hospital.

Lancaster said the next step
will be to formulate specifics by
which each goal can be reached.
These will then be brought before
the board for approval.

In other business, the board
responded favorably to a volun-
tary deferred compensation plan
for employees, offered through
the National Association of Coun-
ties. The plan allows employees
to have 33, percent, or up to
$7,500 of their annual salary
deferred to savings.

“It’s a nice additional benefit
to offer our employees without
any cost to the hospital,” Lan-
caster said.

The CEO also informed the
board that West Texas State
Bank has donated $12,500 to the
hospital to renovate the third
floor waiting room.

In other business, Lancaster
reported a loss in net income of
$24,092 for April. He pointed out
that 69 percent of the patients
were medicare patients, 18 per-
cent utilized medicade and 9 per-
cent were indigent.

“That doesn’t leave much
left,”’ noted Lancaster, who also
pointed to only 37 surgeries per-
formed in the month, in contrast
to 53 during April of 1990.
Medicare utilization in April of
1990 was 43.1 percent and the
hospital showed a net income
gain of $70,271.

The CEO also briefly reviewed
last week’s visit by the Joint
Commission of Healthcare
Organizations (JCAHO), noting
that he was ‘‘extremely pleased
with the survey.”

The board noted that Mason,
Warner & Co., which performed
the hospital’s outside audit last
year and performs audits for a
number of hospitals, is sponsor-
ing a retreat on July 19-20. Board
members are invited to attend.

In one other item, Lancaster
received permission from the
board to take a managerial ac-
counting class this fall at Texas
Tech University. The course will
take Lancaster out of the hospital
two afternoons a week, but is the
only remaining course needed for
his master’s degree.

P&W fees take a hike...

Fishing, hunting

licenses to go up

AUSTIN (AP) — The cost to hunt, fish, camp or just visit a state
park will increase under fees approved by the Texas Parks and

Wildlife Commission.

The new fees, expected to produce from between $20 million to
$30 million in additional revenue per year, take effect Sept. 1.

Parks and Wildlife officials have said more money is needed to
improve the state parks, offset slumping or flat revenues from
hunting licenses and the cigarette tax. and wean the agency from

general tax funds.

State parks received about 21 million visits last year, officials

said.

Under the new fees, entering a state park will increase from $2

per vehicle to a range of $2 to $6.

Resident hunting and fishing licenses will increase to $13 each;
a $3 increase in the hunting license and a $5 increase for the

fishing permit.

A combination hunting and fishing license will increase from

$15 to $25.

Registration fees will rise from $12 to $18 for a motorboat under
16-feet long and $18 to $27 for boats 16-feet to 26-feet.
Campsite fees will range from $6 to $16 depending on utilities

offered.

Senate approves spousal rape bill

AUSTIN (AP) — House and
Senate sponsors have reserva-
tions about their bill to make it
easier to prosecute someone who
sexually assaults his or her
spouse.

But with only four days re-
maining in the legislative ses-
sion, it appeared they would take
what they have.

Senate sponsor Rodney Ellis,
D-Houston, said the measure
“makes it a bit easier for so-
meone who has been raped to file

DEAR DR. GOTT: Please discuss
gouty arthritis.

DEAR READER: Uric acid is a
normal by-product of the body’s me-
tabolism. However, in certain people
(with a genetic predisposition to gout),
the level of uric acid is abnormally
high and spills into body fluids, ue&

" bricates joints. When aggravated by

trauma (injury, overuse or exposure
to cold), the uric acid may crystallize
in joint fluid (or in the kidneys), lead-
ing to acute arthritis (or kidney
stones).

Gouty arthsgtis is extremelr pain-
ful and may affect any joint, although
the big toe is particularly susceptible.
Treatment of the acute arthritis in-
volves the use of anti-inflammatory
drugs or colchicine, a specific anti-
gout remedy. Once the arthritis has
been brought under control, doctors
usually recommend continuous pre-
ventive therapy — such as allopurinol
or probenecid — to lower the uric
acid level.

This treatment is necessary to pre-
vent the progressive joint and renal
damage that can occur in untreated
gout. Therefore, the approach to gout
is two-pronged: treatment for the
acute attack of arthritis, followed by
long-term therapy to prevent
recurrence.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I found out re-
cently I have cirrhosis of the liver.
I've been trying to read more about
my condition from library books, but
they are so complicated I have prob-
lems understanding them. Are certain
foods to be avoided?” What can I ex-
pect down the line? I've never been a
drinker in my life, and suspect I got it
from taking so many prescription

for a nerve lem.

DEAR READER: Cirrhosis means
that your liver has become scarred as
a result of an illness or injury that oc-
curred in the past. For example, hep-
atitis (from virus infection or as a
complication of liver inflammation
from a drug allergy) may lead to cir-
rhosis. Also, many toxic chemicals —
such as alcohol, hydrocarbons and
methotrexate — are associated with
cirrhosis. Metabolic diseases — such
as Wilson’s disease, an abnormality of
copper metabolism — may cause liv-
er scarring. Finally, circulatory dis-
turbances — such as cardiac valve
disease or sluggish liver circulation
— can predispose patients to
cirrhosis.

In the United States, chronic alco-
hol abuse is the most common cause
of cirrhosis.

I cannot advise you because I don’t
know the cause of your liver disease
and there is no standard treatment for
cirrhosis, except liver transplanta-
tion. As a general rule, cirrhosis is not
affected by food, provided you main-
tain a well-balanced diet. Many medi-
cines, including tranquilizers, can af-
fect the liver but I am sure your
doctor has already discontinued any
drugs that could aggravate your
problem.

I believe you should obtain a second
opinion (and specific advice) from a
gastroenterologist. Such a specialist
will review your medical tests and,
possibly, perform a liver biopsy, if
you haven’t already had one. Then the
doctor can discuss what can be done
to help you and what to expect in the

future.

AUSTIN (AP) — The House ap-
proved a proposed constitutional
amendment to allow voters to
save their partial homestead ex-

- emptions from school district

property taxes.
‘“Your homeowners’ property

taxes will go up unless we pass
this constitutional amendment,”’
said Rep. Paul Colbert, D-
Houston.

The measure, which earlier
passed the Senate won approval
with a vote of 124-17. It was
returned to senators for con-
sideration of House changes.

If it wins final legislative ap-
proval, the proposal will go on an
Aug. 10 statewide ballot.

The bill is needed because the
state’s new school finance law
created countywide education
taxing regions for school
districts. A minimum local pro-
perty tax is imposed, and
revenue is shifted among school
districts within the regions.

However, the governing boards
for the new taxing regions don’t
have the same authority as
school boards currently do to
grant homestead exemptions.

The constitutional amendment
would allow voters in a county
education district to exempt from
property taxes a percentage of
the market value of the residence
homestead, or at least $5,000.

Voters also could exempt at
least $3,000 of the market value of
the residence homestead of a per-

son who is disabled or at least age
65.

Of the state’s- 1,050 school
districts, 259 currently grant
homestead exemptions.

Rep. John Culberson, R-
Houston, tried to amend Col-
bert’s measure to allow voters to
nullify the state’s new school
finance law, and to virtually
eliminate the possibility of suc-
recsfil pourt nhullpngm to the
publie school funding system

Culberson’s proposal would
have said that as long as a school
finance law is rational, it is con-
stitutional.

However, his proposal was rul-
ed out of order and not con-
sidered.

The school finance law was
passed after poor school districts
sued the state, and the Texas
Supreme Court ordered
lawmakers to even out education
funding available to school
districts.

The House also tentatively ap-
proved a bill that would give
teachers and other public school
employees access to a statewide
group health insurance plan. The
state would put no money into the
program.

“There are a lot of school
districts in this state that simply
cannot get a good insurance
plan,” said Rep. Elton Bomer, D-
Palestine.

In other Thursday action, the
House:
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— Gave its final approval, 115-
23, to bill to honor slain civil
rights leader Martin Luther King
Jr. with a full state holiday. The
measure, which earlier passed
the Senate, returns to senators
for consideration of amend-
ments.

— Tentatively approved a bill
meant to prevent professional
athletes from simultaneously
drawing a salarv and réceiving
