WASHINGTON (AP) —
The U.S. economy started
growing again in the spring,
the government reported to-
day, but the barely percep-
tible 0.4 percent annual in-
crease raised new concerns
over whether the recession
is really over.

The Commerce Depart-
ment said the gross national
output, the country’s total
production of goods and ser-
vices, expanded in the
April-June quarter follow-
ing two consecutive
quarterly declines.

GNP fell by 1.6 percent in
the October-December
period and by an even
sharper 2.8 percent in the
January-March period,
meeting the classic defini-
tion of a recession as at
least two consecutive
declines in GNP.

reverse Russian President Boris

Official
optimistic
over grant
application

Things are looking up for
customers of the county-owned
Hermleigh water works system,
Hermleigh residents were told in
a public hearing Thursday night.

The hearing, the first of two,
was scheduled to discuss a grant
application of some $250,000
through the Texas Department of
Commerce to fund updates in the
dilapidated water system which
services some 350 residents.

“It looks good. We’ve got our
hopes up,” Precinct 4 Commis-
sioner Jerry Gannaway said of
the grant application.

The grant is part of the Texas
Community of Development Pro-
gram of the state commerce
department. The county will app-
ly for the maximum $250,000. A
matching five percent — $12 500
— will be added from system
funds.

Commissioners were told early
this year that the system is in
violation of several state codes.
The grant application to fund
repairs seems to have bought the
county some time.

If the grant is approved, Gan-
naway said the largest portions
of the monies would be used to
replace existing water lines.
“The pipe was laid in 1927 and a
lot of the original lines are still
there,’’ he explained.

Currently, Todd Engineering of
Abilene is conducting an
engineering study to accompany
the grant application. Gary
Traylor and Associates of Lub-
bock will write the grant.

A second public hearing is
scheduled for 7 p.m. Aug. 8 at
Hermleigh High School and com-
missioners are expected to sign a
resolution during their Aug. 12
meeting to apply for the grant.
The application deadline is Aug.
30.

Gannaway noted that it would
be the end of the year before the
application is approved or re-
jected. If approved, construction
could begin next summer.

Jobless rate falls to 4.7%

Scurry County’s unemploy-
ment rate dropped to 4.7 percent
in June after reaching its highest
mark since February of 1990 a
month earlier.

According to Texas Employ-
ment Commission estimates,
10,483 Scurry Countians were
employed in June, from a
workforce of 10,995. The remain-
ing 512 who were unemployed but
seeking jobs makes up 4.7 per-
cent.

The TEC'’s estimate of 10,995 is
the largest civilian labor force
figure for the county in some
years and was more than 2,000
less — 8,906 — in February of
1989.

June’s 4.7 rate brings the coun-
ty back in line with the rest of
1991, after soaring to 6.4 in May.

May's estimate was the highest
since February, 1990, when
unemployment reached 7.6 per-
cent.

Scurry County started the year
with a rate of 4.5 percent in
January. Subsequent figures
were 5.2 in February, 4.1 in Mar-
ch, 4.6 in April and 6.4 in May.

Statewide for June, unemploy-
ment was at 6.1 percent, com-
pared to 6.9 percent across the
nation.

Judge allows regional Bell firms access

WASHINGTON (AP) — A new
court ruling puts the regional
Bell telephone companies a step
closer to the day when they may
begin providing home shopping,
banking, stock prices and gee-
whiz products such as two-way
interactive video, all through the
phone

The seven giant phone com-
panies say consumers and small
businesses should welcome the
prospect, which was made possi-
ble Thursday when U.S. District
Judge Harold Greene lifted part
of a federal consent decree that
had prohibited provision of such
services by the Bell companies.

But a consumer advocate said
the ruling clears the way for
another phone monopoly — one
that will prove costly to regular
phone users.

‘““Consumers and small
businesses are the real winners
... because they stand to gain the
most from more competition in
the electronic information ser-
vices,” Edward E. Whitacre,
chairman and chief executive of-
ficer of Southwestern Bell, said in

DEAR DR. GOTT: I take 5 mg of
Coumadin per day for blood clots
formed in my Teg 10 months ago after
having broken my ankle. My sister
takes 7.5 mg per day for clots in her
lung, and a friend takes 10 mg for
clots that formed several years ago.
My sister’s doctor says she can take
an occasional drink, my friend’s doc-
tor says she can take aspirin and my
doctor says no to both — as does the
information that comes with the drug.
I will continue to follow my doctor’s
advice but would appreciate your
comments on these vastly differing
points of view.

DEAR READER: Before tackling
your question about the interaction of
drugs, I'd like to comment on the indi-
cation for using Coumadin (warfarin),
a potent anti-coagulant.

People who must undergo periods
of enforced inactivity, such as bedrest
following an operation or curtailed
walking because of a fracture, are at
increased risk for thrombophlebitis,
blood clots that form in the leg veins
because of sluggish circulation. This
situation is dangerous because pieces
of the clot can break away and be car-
ried to the lungs, leading to chest
pain, shortness of breath and — in ex-
treme cases — death.

Therefore, many doctors routinely
administer anticoagulant drugs to
post-operative patients and those in-
dividuals recovering from severe
fractures of the lower extremities.

However, once the fracture has
been casted or surgically corrected —
or healed, usually about eight weeks
— the risk of thrombophlebitis dimin-
ishes and the drugs can be stopped.
Patients with pulmonary embolism
(blood clots in the lungs) are usually
required to take medicine, such as

Coumadin, for a year or so. Those peo-
ple who simply have blood clots in the
leg veins can ordinarily discontinue
medicine after a few weeks, or once
they are back on their feet.

In your case, the doctor apparently
has you on long-term anticoagulation.
The reason for this is unclear but is
something about which you might
inquire.

With respect to drug interactions,
not all the physicians you mention are
correct. Aspirin will accentuate the
anticoagulant properties of Coumadin
and should be avoided by any patient
on this drug.

The case against alcohol is less
compelling. True, excess alcohol can
interfere with clotting (and the effect
of Coumadin) by affecting the liver.
But an occasional drink should not.
Therefore, while I respect each doc-
tor’s opinion about aspirin/alcohol-
/Coumadin interaction, I believe that
an across-the-board prohibition about
alcohol is unjustified. Again, you
s}t:ould question your physician about
this.

Once the acute thrombophlebitis
has subsided and a person has re-
turned to a normal, active life, one as-
pirin every day or two may retard
clotting enough to provide a safe and
inexpensive alternative to Coumadin,
in the rare instance when continued
anticoagulation is advisable.

Dean Witter settles with SEC

Without admitting or denying
that it was responsible for the
four’s alleged excessive and un-
suitable trading in options, the
financial service arm of Sears,
Roebuck & Co. agreed to imple-
ment new supervisory pro-
cedures, the Securities and Ex-
change Commission said

Thursday.

In a statement issued from its
New York headquarters, Dean
Witter said in part that it agreed
“to a review by an independent
consultant of our compliance
practices and procedures to
reassure our clients that there
are appropriate safeguards
against improper handling of
their accounts.”

In separate but related actions,
two of the former account
representatives at the Fort
Worth office settled SEC ad-
ministrative actions without ad-
mitting or denying wrongdoing.

Bridge

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Beware
the knave

By Phillip Alder

Back in the good old days when En-
gland ruled the waves and the United
States was a lot smaller, the jack in a
pack was known as a knave. My dictio-
nary gives one definition of this word
as “a false, deceitful fellow.”

When playing bridge, beware of the
knave. If declarer leads an unsupport-
ed )ack from the dummy, it might not
be in your best interest to cover with
the queen, even if you have the 10 as
well.

Suppose declarer opened one heart
and his partner raised to four hearts.
In hearts, the dummy holds J-9-7-6-4,
while you, sitting over the dummy, are
clasping Q-10-3. Declarer gets into the
dummy and asks for thé heart jack. A
good play, but don't fall for it. Play
low smoothly. Declarer must have A-
K-8-5-2. He is trying to persuade you
to cover, in which case he will pick up
the suit for no losers, later finessing
you out of your 10. If you play low, he
is bound to put up his king, expecting a
2-1 break.

However, if you do fall for that ruse,
don’t feel too depressed. I saw a player
with countless world team titles to his
name get it wrong.

Now you will have no trouble de-
feating the four-heart contract in this
deal from Ron Klinger's “Guide to
Better Card Play.” West led the king
and another spade, declarer ruffing.
South played a diamond to dummy’s
king and called for the heart jack.
Don’t even think about playing your
queen. If you do, it's au revoir plus
score, bonjour red face, when part-
ner’s king drops under declarer’s ace.
You will have compressed your side’s

two trump tricks into one.

Government will go
after doctors who

are taking kickbacks

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government today issued strict
rules designed to keep doctors
from taking kickbacks in ex-
change for referrals of Medicaid
and Medicare patients.

The so-called ‘“‘safe harbor”
rules spell out the types of patient
referral situations that the
Department of Health and
Human Services can guarantee
won'’t trigger prosecution.

The rules strictly define what
the government views as accep-
table arrangements under which
doctors send patients to
laboratories or clinics in which
they have a financial interest.

“We hope that health care pro-
viders will be encouraged to con-
form their business ar-
rangements to the safe harbors
and thereby engage in healthy
competition that helps restrain
health care costs,” said Louis
Sullivan, director of the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Ser-
vices.

The government says kickback
schemes are partly to blame for
the soaring costs of Medicaid and

Medicare to treat the poor and
elderly.

It says the arrangements
result in overuse of medical ser-
vices, decreased competmon
among health ca iders
restrictions on patients’ f
of choice.

One 1989 study found that pa-
tients of physicians who hat?a a
financial stake in clinical labs
received 45 percent more lab ser-
vices than Medicare patients in
general.

MILWAUKEE (AP) — The portrait emerging in
the “Milwaukee Massacre’’ grows more bizarre
and chilling by the hour

A convicted child molester who has con!t:sh:d ::
murdering and mutilating his victims is believ
to be responsible for 17 killings dating back 10
years, police said. Some were stalked at gay bars
or on city streets, then lured back to a tiny apart-
ment where they were drugged, strangled and
dismembered.

Jeffrey L. Dahmer, 31, engaged in homosexual
acts with at least three victims, including one who
was already dead and whose heart he saved “to
eat later,” according to a criminal complaint filed
Thursday in court.

““This is a very sick young man who has many
kinds of mental proble: s,” said Gerald P. Boyle,
Dahmer’s lawyer.

Dahmer’s father, Lionel, put it more bluntly.
“There’s no doubt he’s insane,”” he told the
Milwaukee Sentinel.

So far authorities have charged Dahmer with
four counts of murder, based on the first four vic-
tims they had identified by Thursday morning.
Three more victims have since been identified.

Were officials indifferent to jail inmates?

HOUSTON (AP) — An appeals
court says it found evidence that
Texas officials showed
‘“‘deliberate indifference’’ to state
prisoners housed in the crowded
Harris County Jail, but it ordered
a federal judge to make a formal
ruling in the case.

In response to a recent U.S.
Supreme Court ruling, the 5th
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in
New Orleans on Thursday sent
the issue of state and Harris
County liability in a jail crowding
lawsuit back to the district court.

Last month, the Supreme Court
ruled 54 in a case from Ohio that
inmates claiming their condi-
tions amount to cruel and
unusual punishment must prove
officials acted with ‘‘deliberate
indifference’ to their situation to
win their cases.

Harold Streicher, an assistant
Harris County attorney, said the
appeals court’s ruling means
that U.S. District Jlme J
DeAnda of Houston uZe to
decide if the state or ty
showed ‘‘deliberate indifference

to confinement of prisoners to the
Harris County Jail.”

The case dates back nearly 20
years when Harris County in-
mates filed a lawsuit claiming
their living conditions were un-
constitutional. A judge determin-
ed that conditions were indeed
“inhumane,” and the county and
plaintiffs entered a consent
decree in 1975 requiring exten-
sive renovations.

Couple stopped at bridge
as they try to bring in baby

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — A
tiny, infant girl stared wide-eyed
at clicking cameras while she
was placed in the arms of Mex-
ican officials who will try to find
her mother and learn why the
child was sold to a California cou-
ple.

The baby was handed over to
Ciudad Juarez child welfare of-
ficials Thursday afternoon by El
Paso immigration authorities
who had taken her from the cou-
ple.
The couple said they paid the
equivalent of about $528 for the
rosy-cheeked girl with head of
black hair, authorities said.

Authorities said the Wilm-
ington, Calif. couple, permanent
U.S. residents, had tried to obtain
the documents at the immigra-
tion office at the Paso del Norte
Bridge. The woman had said she
delivered the child in Mexico.

““The baby had a Mexican birth
certificate and the baby was born
in Zacatecas, Mexico,” said Al
Giugni, Immigration and

Naturalization Service district
director. But he said the birth
rertificate appeared to have been

altered.

The couple was never held in
custody and was allowed to
return to California, although
some officials said they believed
the couple still was in the El Paso
area.

Giugni said no charges were fil-
ed by U.S. officials because the
transaction took place in Mexico.

Miguel Robledo, a represen-
tative for the Juarez district at-
torney, said the child would re-
main at a shelter during the in-
vestigation.

“We have to find out what the
circumstances ‘were when the
mother sold her child, did she sell
it believing they were going to
adopt it? These are the questions
we have to answer. We have to
hear all sides of it,” Robledo

“said.

Salvador Gomez, an
who was first approached by the
couple, said he suspected
something was amiss because
the woman did not appear to have
recently given birth,

Gomez said at first the woman
did not want to admit the child
was not hers.
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“She said, ‘The baby is mine
because I paid for it.”” Gomez
said. ‘At that point I pressed her
and tears started flowing.”

During the questioning the
woman emptied the contents of
her purse, spilling two doctor’s
prescriptions for the child.

One was dated June 10, 1991
and June 17, 1991. But the birth
certificate showed the child was
born on June 15, 1991.

“When the woman was ques-
tioned she admitted she was not
the mother but that her sister in
Zacatecas had advised her that
an 18-year-old female was about
to deliver and did not want the
baby, but the baby was available
for purchase,” Giugni said.

Giugni said the woman admit-
ted paying 1.6 million in pesos for
the child, the equivalent of about
$528.

House oks disaster
aid package; funding
said still in limbo

WASHINGTON (AP) -- The
House has approved a billion-
dollar plan to help farmers who
lost crops to flooding or drought,
but funding the disaster
assistance is still in limbo.

The Congressional Budget Of-
fice has estimated the cost of the
legislation at $2.2 billion. But
because crop losses for 1991 are
still not known, CBO said the cost
of the bill could actually range
from $1.5 billion to $3 billion.

The chairman of the House Ap-
propriations Coinmittee, Rep.
Jamie L. Whitten, has proposed
emergency legislation setting
aside $1.75 billion for farmers
who lost crops to extreme
weather in 1990 and 1991. But the
White House has threatened to
veto the bill.

‘“‘Some people think that the on-
ly time we have full-fledged
disasters is when Dan Rather
and Tom Brokaw are walking
through a drought-stunted corn-
field in Iowa,”’ said Rep. Kika de
la Garza, chairman of the House
Agriculture Committee.

““The truth of the matter is that
Mother Nature has dealt a cruel
blow to many farmers and farm-
workers around the country this
year,” de la Garza said Thursday
following passage of the authoriz-
ing legislation, by a vote of 328-67.

With more than 200 of the 254
counties in Texas declared
disaster areas, farmers in the
state would stand to take home a
major share of the $1.75 billion,
de la Garza, D-Mission, said last
week.

““A number of agricultural pro-
ducers throughout the state of
Texas suffered great crop losses

this year mostly due to flooding,”
said Rep. Chet Edwards, D-
Waco. ‘“We cannot in good con-
science turn our backs on our
neighbors working in this vital
segment of our economy.”’

Texas farmers lost $618 million
last year in three crops alone —
cotton, corn and sorghum, accor-
ding to Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, D-

Texas.

De la Garza said action to fund
the legislation was still uncer-
tain, but that it was necessary for
the House to act on the bill now
“so that the parameters of a
disaster payment program are
clearly defined if funding
becomes a reality.”

Whitten, D-Miss., included the
$1.75 billion in farm aid for crop
losses in 1990 and 1991 in a $5.3
billion dire emergency spending
plan that also sets asid¢"'money
for Operation Desert Storm and
the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency.

But White House Budget Direc-
tor Richard Darman said last
week that the money in the bill
for agricultural disasters is un-
warranted and ‘‘goes far beyond
what is necessary to address
severely affected areas.”

Under Whitten’s plan, the farm
losses are declared an emergen-
cy, which allows the government
to simply borrow the needed
money, driving up the deficit.

Whitten discussed the plan
Thursday with Agriculture
Secretary Edward Madigan.

The report is in the August
issue of Agricultural Outlook
magazine, published by the
department’s Economic
Research Service.

counted for about 30 percent of
the domestic edible tallow
market. Sudden market changes
of this size are rare in the food in-
dustry, particularly when the
shift is to a substantially higher
priced ingredient.

A further complication, the
said, involves the in-
elasticity of the price of tallow.
This means the supply does not
decrease as prices drop. It's
because tallow is a byproduct of
beef production.

“‘One avenue of adjustment for
tallow is to divert more to the in-
edible market, where it is used as
an ingredient in animal feeds, as
an input for soap manufacture,
and for other purposes,” the
report said. ‘‘These outlets,
however, bring a much lower

price."
