Sexual contact spreads trichomonas

DEAR DR. GOTT: Please describe
the nature of trichomonas vdjginalis,
where it resides and the conditions for
growth It is my understanding it can
be contracted by means other than
sexual. What are the other possible
means of ¢ontact”?

DEAR READER: Trichomonas is a
tiny parasite that lives in the male
and female reprogductive tracts. It is

of women sometime during their re-
productive years, in whom it causes a
copious, foul-smelling discharge that
profoundly irritates the external
genitalia

Men, who may be unknowing carri-
ers of trichomonas, rarely have
symptoms, although severe infection
may cause a painful secretion. All
men with trichomoniasis can spread
the parasite to their sexual partners.
The infection is almost always spread
by sexual contact, although — in the-
ory — any object contaminated by
trichomonas could cause infection if
introduced into the vagina.

Like most infections, trichomonas
survives well in an environment that
is warm, dark and moist.

Trichomonas is diagnosed by mi-
croscopic examination of a drop of
fluid from the male or female genital
tract. The parasites are often seen on
a Pap smear, too.

Flagy! (metronidazole) pills for one
week are the treatment of choice for
both partners, who must undergo si-
multaneous therapy to prevent re-
infecton

Rickhoff said he learned of the
allegations at the east San Antonio
apartment complex from. a state
Department of Human 'Services
supervisor who has monitored the
activities surrounding the 12-year-
old boy and his family.

Officials with the state agency
could not be reached late Wednes-
day for comment.

Rickhoff also reported being
told that gang members there were
distributing drugs for their
parents.

He said the boy reportedly or-
ganized the gang of rapists and left
the group behind at the apartment
complex when he was taken into
state custody last month.

An affidavit from the Depart-
ment of Human Services dated
Aug. 21 says the 12-year-old child
was accused of raping his 7-year-
old niece in June 1989 when he
was nine years old.

Rickhoff said police have been
told of the reports, and he has
called for more law enforcement
at the complex.

Most club players will shoot in with
the spade king at trick two, afraid that
if they duck, declarer will next lead a
spade.to the ace, and they will never
collect a spade trick. But is that likely
here? No. South’s raise to three no
trump usually would deny his having
three spades. And if South had. ace
doubleton in spades, he would have
played the ace and another spade; he
would not have led a low one immedi-
ately, blocking the suit

If West ducks this trick, and- East
does likewise, the defenders kill the
spade suit and defeat the contract. If
either defender wins the first spade
trick, the suit lives and declarer col
lects an overtrick

a suit, hold up your winner(s) as long

as possible,

**He killed to eliminate some

Botello, 33, accused of being a
hitman for reputed Mexican drug
boss Garcia Abrego, is charged
with an intentional killing in furth-
erance of a continuing criminal
enterprise and money laundering.

The defense says Botello did
not shoot the victim.

Botello originally went on trial
for the crimes in September.

National health care said complex issue

An underdog wins a U.S. Se-
nate seat from Pennsylvania after
making health care his issue. New
Jersey voters overwhelmingly ap-
prove a measure calling for a na-
tional health care plan.

The availability and cost of
medical care has emerged as a po-
tent political issue. But analysts
say public concern could cool if
universal health insurance turns
out to be too expensive or if it lim-
its choices in treatment. _

**“When you ask if you want na-
tional health insurance, people say
yes. Then you ask if they want to
pay $500 a year more in taxes and
they say, ‘Wait a second,’
Dr. Raymond Scalettar, secretary-
treasurer of the American Medical
Association’s board of trustees

Democrat Harris Wofford’s
come-from-behind victory in Pen-
nsylvania’s U.S. Senate race
Tuesday was credited, in part, to
his call for guaranteed health care
for all Americans.

Wofford campaigned hard on
the issue, saying the right to.a doc-
tor's care equaled a defendant’s
right to. a lawyer. His campaign
ads pointed out that Congress gets
free medical care while voters
struggle with increasing insurance
costs and loss of coverage.

His Republican opponent, for-
mer Attorney General Dick
Thornburgh, was stuck defending
the Bush administration’s opposi-
tion to the cost of a national health
insurance plan.

““The polls have been showing
for quite some time that the people
are exercised about this issue,’”
said Dr. Arnold Relman, professor
of social medicine at Harvard Uni-

The various constituencies of
doctors, insurers, consumers and
government officials disagree on a
solution, but do agree on the need
for reform.

The nation spent $700 billion
on health care last year — the
highest per capita cost of any
country. A recent federal study
said costs could hit $1.6 trillion by
the year 2000.

An estimated 35 million Ameri-
cans have no health insurance;
twice that number have inadequ-
ate coverage. As economic bad
times and rising costs squeeze
companies, workers.are paying a
greater share of insurance and
medical costs

G. Terry Madonna, director of
the Center for Politics and Public
Affairs at Millersville University
in Pennsylvania, said Pennsylva-
nia voters who saw health care as
the most important issue sup-
ported -Wofford 3-to-1

But only 12 percent of those
polled considered it their prime
concern, Madonna said. The eco-
nomy, taxes and jobs got higher
ratings

Sull, advocates of pational
health insurance took Tuesday's
vote as a sign. Sen. Edward Ken-
nedy, D-Mass., sponsor of a bill
that would guarantee care,
fellow senators Wednesday that
Wofford's win “‘makes it clear

Hostage-taker surrenders

26-year-old woman has been ld-
ken for psychiatric evaluation af-
ter she surrendered to police, en-
ding a four-hour hostage standoff.

Anita Hicks, a student at
Temple Junior College, held so-
ciology teacher Bobbie Marshall
at gunpoint Wednesday afternoon.

No shots were fired and nobody
was hurt, police said.

Police took Ms. Hicks to the
psychiatric unit of Scott and White
Memorial Hospital - in Temple.
Charges are pending with the dis-
trict attorney, police said.

School spokeswoman Susan
Howe said classes weren’t in ses-
sion when the incident began at
about 1:20 p.m. The campus was
closed as police tried to resolve the
situation.

Temple Police  Chief Thomas
Vannoy said Mrs. Marshall had
met with the student for a confer-
ence at the school’s Instructional
Services Center.
