Although federal and state governmentsand municipalities-Includi- ng
Fort Worth have spent a great deal of money to

conserve or acquire water resources,thi worst is yet to come
so far as the water problem is concerned. This is the consensus
among government and private experts who have put in a lot
of study on the matter. And citizens who have given littlethought to the problem will begin to ponder its causesand deplore
its effects if and when these predictions prove true.

Taking the effect first, the water shortage which will be
felt all over the nation is likely to iesult in rationing in almostevery city. Some 1,000 towns and cities already have resortedto this conservation measure.Insurancerates probably will rise
because of the lack of water for firefighting. Taxes to pa forobtaining and protecting water reserves may be expected to
rise E en farm prices are likely to go up, one columnist hasnoted, since water scarcitiesmake the costs of farming increase.

The problem is not that too little water falls on the country
each year to supply all needs. It is. to state the situation ingeneral terms, that too much of what falls is allowed to getaway. Much of it rushes back to the oceans in the form of runoffdoing an estimated Si billion in nmnovtv mni u .'- uuiimc caul vLur inthe process. Some evaporatesand some becomes contaminated.and unfit for consumption.

An-
other held her tail. The third
priest was of Uie highest rank-
ing and did the milking.

Gopatls referred to the moon
as the "milk goddess of the

As Gopatis watched
the star-studde- d Heavens an-eth-

visible proof of the holi-
ness of the cow appeared.
Across the sky there flowed
a great river of soft whitene.s
which to this day is called the
"Milky Way."

The great Greek physician
Hippocratesprescribed milk as
a medicine 500 years before
Christ was born.

Without the dairy cow more
than half the colonists who
first came to America's shores
from England in the years
1607-161-0 did not survive. They
imported food but their sup-
plies of butter and cheesewere
entirely Inadequate. The first
shipment of dairy cattle ar-riev- d

at Jamestown, Virginia,
in 1611.

From that time forward,
says Meekma, the health and
wealth of America was on the
upswing. As man moved west-
ward across the continent, the
cow was tied to the tailboards
of the covered wagon and her
brothers, the oxen, fumisheJ
the pulling power.

When Christ likened the king-

dom of heaven to a grain of
mustard seed, He wasn't pick-
ing on any old seed, but one of
the salect group of plants that
1ms seasoned . . . and some-
times directed . . . history.

Splcos have been performing
In and out of the. ldtchen. 'n
medicine, romance and even
politics, since the beginning of
the world . . . and even before.

For the ancient Assyrians
contended that the gods met
In council before the creation of
the universe and hatched their
plans over a few glasses of
scsame-wlne- .

World Book Encyclopedia re-

ports that the Queen of Sheba
enticed Solomon with gifts of
spices . . and the Egyptians
used them to preserve their
dead.

The Romans and Greeks per-
fumed themselveswith cinna-
mon and mnde love potions u:
of garlic. Thev fumigated then-home-s

with thyme and planted
parsley on graves.

Any boy knows he can catch
a bird by sprinkling salt on
its tail. Ancient farmers, hov--
cver. were advised to use gar-
lic. The seedssupposedly were
scattered on the ground to be
eaten by the birds, which fc'l
asleep and were easily captur-
ed.

Early medics prescribed
spices for 1113 ranging from hic-
cups to tumors. Corianderwas
said to bo good for ulcers; fen-
nel, for liver ailments, and
genugreek, for dandruff. Garlic
was prescribedfor epilepsy, and
mint, if held in the hand', pre-
vented the chafing of skin.
Hysterical females were urged
to try mustard.

Spices, however, were not for
the masses.

In the 300s, for example, the
emperor Constantlne gave the
Bishop of Rome a gift of clov-
es, saffron and pepper.

Drunk Or 111?

ScienceGives

True Answer
Many things can make a

man appear intoxicated ac-

cording to the Texas Safety
Association, bu ' only alcohol
will register in a test for intox-
ication

Thanks to several scientific
devices and methods used to-

day by many police the truth
comes out.

So instead of sitting in a
police drunk tank overnight, a
sick person can be rushed to
a doctor for much needed
treatment of illness or acci-
dent, caused injuries nnd shock.

This type of incident occurs
many times a year. In a re-

port to TSA headquarters,Aus-
tin, Donald C. Lhoika, secre-
tary of the National Safety
Council's Committee on Tests
for Intoxication says:

"Chemical tests of blood,
urine or breath," he said,
"not only save many drivers
the embarrassment of arrest,
but also save lives.

"The tests provide police
wrih information that can en-
able them to detect when a
suspecteddrunk driver is not
under the influence of alcohDl.
That naturally leads them to
suspect an injury, or that the
arrested person actually is
ill."

The tests for intoxication,
Lhotka pointed out, are not
compulsory. Thirty states now
have chemical test laws.

"Chemical tests for intoxica-
tion," said Lahotka, "are one
one of the most effective means
of coping with the problem of
of drinking and driving. The
tests certainly are fair when
administered properly.

"Chemical tests in themsel-
ves," he explained, "do not tell
how many drinks a man has
had. They merely indicate the
amount of alcohol in his blood.
The level at which a man is
presumed to be under the in-
fluence of alcohol is prescribed
by law.

"Information on the blood
alcohol content, coupled with
the physical signs of the driv-
er's condition, helps determine
if he is unfit to drive a car."

StubbleMulching
Advised on Oat
And Wheat Land

Now is the time for farmers
to plan tillage operations on
wheat and oat stubble land.

According to Harry G. Koeh-le- r.

Soil Conservation Service,
Haskell, the conservation prac-
tice known as stubble mulch-
ing is the best tillage opera-
tion to follow. Stubble mulch-
ing greatly reducesboth wind
and water erosion. Seedbed
preparation and planting are
all done so as to leave resi-
dues of the previous crop on
top of the of any soil unl.il af-
ter the next crop is planted.

Koehler pointed out olher
advantagesof leaving the resi-
dues on the surfaceof the soil.
Rainfall runoff is rodtipnri he.
cause the soil takes in water
faster. The mulch cover slows
down the speed of the water
that does run off. Less soil
washing takes place. Less soil
movement due to high winds
results in fewer dust storms.
Soil is improved as the resi-
dues decay.

Disk implements are not sat-
isfactory for mulching. With
cucn nme over tne new, a
one-wa- y plow will cover up 50
per cent of the stubble. Sweeps
or blades cover up only about
10 per cent of the residue each
time over the field.

Once or twice a year deep
cultivation is needed to pre-
vent a plow pan from forming.
Chisel type implements are
well suited for this Job.

RangeDeferment
PermitsGrasses
To Re-See-d

Mr. Rancher, If you are con-
sidering receiving top benefits
from your native ranges, now
is the time to start summer
deferment. Such deferment al-
lows for rest during the period
cf dry weather. It will allow
grassestc produce seed for

those bare areas that
are showing up in the pastures.

According to J. C. Yeary, Jr.,
Work Unit Conservationist, Soil
Conservation Service, Haskell,
recent rairs have started the
grassesgi owing and too heavy
use during the next three or
four months will be more of a
detriment to our pasturesthan
the lossof a few acres of grac-
ing. If we are to stay in the
glazing business, Yeary points
out, we must allcw our pastures
enough rest to revive them-
selves. Grassesare rather like
humans in that one repect.They
need rest from grnzlng the
same ashumansneed rest from
work. The grass plant never
allowed to lest soon begins
to lose Its deep root system. It
steps producing seed nnd soon
the specieswill disappearfrom
cur pasturesbecause we have
not allowed the plant to re-

produce itself. A grass with a
shallow root system will die
during the hot, dry summer
morths because it can not feed
itself with the vital moisture
received from a deep root sys-
tem.
