Copper Mine, Abilene Owners Say

Owners of a "gold mine"
discovered in a river bed in
Stonewall County, are hoping
that enough, gold and silver ore
can be found to pay for devel-
oping the find as a copper
mine.

Robert Ford and Paul Har-relso-

Abilene of
the Cortez Mining Corp., con-
firmed the strike but said the
primary object Is the mining
of copper.

They said that high grade,
hand-picke- ore samples from
the mine site have assayedas
high as $138 per ton in gold,
$178 per ton in silver and $202
per ton in copper but in or-
der to make the operation pro-
duce at that rate, large quant-
ities of ore must be concentrat-
ed and refined.

However, Ford said it is not
believed that the gold and sil-

ver content is sufficiently con-
centrated to make mining a
profitable venture for those
metals. Copper is the main ob-

ject of the mining venture,
Harrelson said, "and we hope
wo can make the amounts of
gold and silver pay for the cost
of mining the copper.''

that on the basis of the assayed
sample, the copper was valued
at $266.50 per ton. No gold or
.diver was mentioned.

Harrelson said that on the
basis of more recent assays,
the copper content had been

at 1.5 to 53.30 per cent.
He said the major problem

now is to determinehow much
ore must be mined, concen-
trated and refined in order to
recover such lucrative amounts
of gold, silver and copper.

The mine site is about 10
miles deep in the cedar breaks
about 15 miles north of Old
Glory. In the river bottom of
the Salt Fork of the Brazos, it
extends across the river Ded
and outcrops on both sides of
the stream, Harrelson said.
