Whether the state should adopt an income tax, payroll tax,
salestax or selective tax increasesto meet its fiscal requirements
is a decision which the legislature itself should be capable of
making. The responsibility rests fully upon it, and Its members
should be more fully informed than the electorate could possibly
be on such short notice.

The referendum proposal would delay legislative considera
tion of the tax program during the crucial period of the next
month when the lawmakers ought to be making progresson the
matter and would unnecessarilyprolong the session.

Theseplacesare the "put and
take" farms or shooting pre-
serves. At the present time
there are 13 recognized shoot-
ing preservesin 12 Texasboun-
ties. This type of hunting has
met with such success that
within the next year the num-
ber of shooting preservesprob-
ably will exceed20.

Four species of birds are
hunted on these farms quail,
ringneck pheasant,chukar part-
ridge and Mallard ducks. A few
of Texas' shooting preservesof-

fer all four birds, but most spe-
cialize in just quail, pheasant
and chukar.

It is strictly fee hunting, with
the resort charging a set price
fcr each bird ibagged. The bag
limit is that imposed by the
hunter's wallet.

All birds shot on these farms
are pen-raise- That might give
the hunter a feelincr that the
birds are tame. One hunt on a
game farm will prove otherwise

particularly in the caseof
pheasantswhich seem to revert
to the wild in a matterof hours.

In a typical game preserve
hunt, attendantsreleasea num-
ber of birds in the field several
hours before the hunters ar-
rive. This gives thebirds enough
time to start foraging and work
to cover.

Resorts provide dogs and
guides for each party of hunt-
ers, and the size of. a party
usually is limited to about four
guns. Some resorls will allow
hunters to bring their cwn dogs,
if the animalsare well trained.

Texas shootingpreserve own-
ers have been aided by Joe R.
Davidson, field representative
of the Sportsmen'sSex-vic- e Bu-
reau. Davidson came to the
Texas, Oklahomaand Louisiana
area last fall.

Formerly chief of game man-
agementfor the Illinois Depart-
ment of Conservation,Davidson
has been working since 1955
with shooting preserve opera-tore- .
