O’Brien Sc};)ol
Fire Results In
$10,000 Loss

The Homemaking Building
of the O'Brien School burmed
about 4 a. m. Tuesday. caus-
ing loss estimated at $10,000
Origin of the fire was not de-
termined,

Supt. W. R .(Bill) Baker, be-
ginning his first year as chief
administrator at the school,
said the three- room brick
building, which was insured
for $10.000, was a complete
loss,

Workmen had about finish-
e¢d a remodeling project on the
structure, which is separate
from the main school plant.

Baker said he had se-
cured temporary classroom
space for the homemaking de-
partment in adjacent church
buildings Tuesday morning.

O'Brien had a disastrous
school fire in January. 1858,
when the main school building
was destroyed. Patrons in the
district then voted a $180,000
bond issue to build the present
modern high school plant.
