In recogni­
tion of the Superior and Ex­
cellent ratings earned by em­
ployees for performance and _ 
accomplishments from July 1, 
1985 to June 30, 1986, seven 
Quality Step Increases —QSI, 
113 Sustained Superior Per­
formance Awards —SSRA, 
and many Letters and Cer­
tificates of Commendation 
were presented by officials 
throughout the base,” said 
Romeo Garcia, Civilian Per­
sonnel Officer.

“To receive a QSI, an em­
ployee must have received a 
“Superior” rating for the ap­
praisal period. The supervisor 
must have determined that 
the highest quality of perfor­
mance will continue and that 
the employee merits faster 
than normal salary advance­
ment. The granting of a QSI 
not only eliminates a Within- 
Grade-Increase —WGI wait­
ing period of one, two or three 
years, but it positively im­
pacts future salary changes 
for the individual. SSPA is a 
one time, lump sum cash 
award based on a percentage 
of payable salary. The SSPA 
is only granted in conjunction 
with the annual performance 
rating of at least Excellent. 
Letters of Commendation are 
non-monetary recognition of 
above “Fully Successful” per­
formance and are normally us­
ed when budget constraints

.limit monies available for the 
awards program. All of these 
awards -are permanently 
documented in the employees 
Official Personnel Folder — 
OPF.

“Congratulations to you 
who continue to uphold the 
high standards of perfor­
mance that makes Reese num­
ber one!,” he said.

Expecting the Unexpected Pays 
Off— Well Done

Congratulations, and a sincere thanks for a job 
well done to a couple of real Reese pros —1st Lt. 
Chris McDonald a T-38 IP in “D” Flight, and his 
student pilot, 2nd Lt. Randy Barrett. They 
demonstrated why aviators must be prepared for 
the unexpected, why we must know our stuff cold. 
There is no doubt that last Saturday the correct 
response of this Reese T-38 aircrew saved an air­
craft and quite likely their own lives. The last time 
the command had a “FLAP ROD-END FAILURE”, 
the crew ejected.

I talked to Lt. McDonald, and the story goes like 
this.

After an uneventful contact sortie to the area, 
and back in the pattern, Lt. McDonald’s student, 
Lt. Barret, was flying a normal final turn to run­
way 17R. They were about three-quarters of the 
way around at 180 knots, 45 deg. of bank, and about 
600 feet AGL. Without warning there was a loud 
bang and instantaneous roll to the right. The flap 
rod end on the right side had failed, streamlining 
the inside flap. “I don’t know what our bank was, 
sir. All I know is that I suddenly saw a lot of dirt”, 
Lt. McDonald told me. He credits his student for 
correct initial reactions —immediately applying 
full left aileron with some left rudder —as he 
jumped on the controls and took command. Mac ob­
viously knew his stuff, and followed the book: full 
afterburners while retracting the flaps to 60 per­
cent, recovering the aircraft to level flighty and 
gear and flaps up. This sortie ended safely when 
Lt. McDonald touched down his no-flap straight-in. 
Lest we take it for granted, consider the conse­
quences of a crew a bit less trained, less disciplin­
ed, less alert, or less willing to prepare ahead of 
time for that inevitable instant in the career of 
every pilot when his full talents will be tested.

Too often we focus only on the mistakes that are 
made. Not me. I applaud this mishap that did not 
happen. I am thankful and proud of this Reese 
crew. WELL DONE. Go by and pat them on the 
back and learn as much as you can from their ex­
perience.

S e e k  o u t  t h e  p e r p e t r a to r s

Recently I had the opportunity to 
attend a lecture on terrorism by Am­
bassador Louis G. Fields. Ambas­
sador Fields has served as advisor to 
presidents back through the Johnson 
administration and has played key 
roles in resolving both the Iranian 
crisis and the more recent TWA hi­
jacking.

Ambassador Fields spoke on the 
history,-trends, and prevention of ter­
rorism, and although he didn’t an­
nounce any revolutionary develop­
ments in halting terrorist activity, I 
will share with you a few of his ideas.

Terrorists feel justified in what

they do. They believe the mayhem 
created by their acts give their cause 
publicity and world backing. So long 
as there is an unhappy person in the 
world who believes terrorism is the 
proper avenue of seeking redress of 
his grievances, terrorism will con­
tinue.

Terrorism cannot be prevented; we 
can only react to it. A terrorist no 
longer fits the stereotype of a ragtag 
rebel easily identifiable by his shabby 
attire and evil eye. Terrorists are 
sophisticated, and often look and 
dress exactly like their innocent vic­
tims. The current bombing spree in 
Paris illustrates their illusiveness 
and ability to breech “secure” areas.

Terrorists consider their modus

operandi as the “weapon of the 
weaker.” Being small in number with 
limited resources; they feel justified 
in fighting a battle on the streets, 
rather than the conventional bat­
tlefield.

The Reagan Administration has 
demonstrated its resolve to fight ter­
rorism. The spring bombing raid of 
Libya is typical of the action Presi­
dent Reagan will take when ir­
refutable evidence connects a nation 
to a terrorist act. Ambassador Fields 
stated: “the only way to quell ter­
rorism is to meet the terrorist on his 
territory, and make them pay the 
price of waging war.”

Americans, particularly military 
members overseas, have become key

targets to terrorists. Americans have 
traditionally enjoyed an open society. 
We like to come and go as we please, 
but according to Ambassador Fields, 
restricted travel may be the only 
short term cure to this invidious 
disease.

At the conclusion of the lecture you 
could feel the disappointment in the 
audience. Hundreds of people had 
come to hear one of the nations top 
authorities deliver a sure-fire 
panacea. But as Ambassador Fields 
stated: “There are no easy solutions 
to terrorism. I can only suggest that 
you limit your travel in notorious hot­
spots, and support the current ad­
ministration’s efforts to seek out the 
perpetrators.”

What goes on in the NCO 

Leadership School? What 
good does it do? Is it just a 
square to fill, or will it help 
me do my job better? These 
are some of the questions ask­
ed by people about the ATC 
NCO Leadership School. 
Hopefully this article will 
clear up these questions and 
some popular misconceptions.

Let me begin by quoting 
the objective of the Leader­
ship Schoo| as stated in AFR 
50-39, Professional Military 
Education/ “To broaden the 
leadership and management 
skills of selected sergeants 
and staff sergeants.” The 
word selected is defined fur-

j ther in AFR 50-39, para 5-2c 
“selections will be made on a 
best qualified basis (that is,

only those demonstrating ex­
ceptional potential).

Consideration should be 
given to the growth, poten­
tial, supervisory duties, and 
re ta in a b ili ty  of the 
individual.” We can simplify 
this by saying the leadership 
school takes outstanding 
NCOs and equips them to be 
more effective. We accomp­
lish this through 143 hours of 
training in four curriculum 
areas. They are, leadership 
and management, military 
studies, communication skills 
and world affairs.

Let me briefly explain each 
area. The leadership and man­
agement area prepares NCOs 
to be responsible, effective 
leaders. We discuss such 
things as human behavior, ef­
fective leadership, counseling 
and supervisors job and res­
ponsibility.

The military studies area

provides a background of mili­
tary knowledge and skills. We 
do this by teaching such 
things as the Air Force or­
ganization and mission, the 
military justice system, the 
proper wear of the uniform 
and customs and courtesies.

The communication skills 
area goal is to develop both 
oral and written communica­
tion, the supervisors role in 
communication and effective 
writing.

The world affairs area 
gives a background in inter­
national relations and their 
relationship to U.S. foreign 
and domestic policy and mili­
tary readiness. This is accom­
plished by teaching funda­
mentals of world politics, po­
litical ideologies, economic 
ideologies and international 
positions.

As you can see we cover a 
wide range of subjects to

broaden the skills of the pro­
fessional NCO. A popular mis­
conception is that we concen­
trate on uniforms and hair­
cuts. This misconception is 
probably due to the fact that 
some individuals coming to 
class have forgotten how to 
properly wear the uniform 
and personal grooming stan­
dards are not strictly en­
forced.

Literature is filled with re­
ferences regarding profes­
sionalism and the importance 
of being professional in your 
career.

and disregards our responsi­
bilities once we leave the 
work environment. Failure to 
render proper respect to su­
periors and to the flag are 
just two instances that imply 
a lack of discipline and an in­
ability or unwillingness to ad­
here to the standards of our 
profession.

M ore tim e to move
RANDOLPH AFB, Texas 

(AFNS) —Air Force people 
making permanent moves can 
now get up to 10 days of per­
missive temporary duty to 
look for a home.

According to Air Force mili­
tary personnel center officials _ 
here, the change to Air Force 
Regulation 35-26 is effective 
immediately, and allows air­
men additional time for house­
hunting trips made in advance 
of or in conjunction with a 
permanent-change^of-station 
move. They said the change 
also further defines the com­
mander’s perogative in the 
approval process.

Commanders, may approve 
up to a maximum of 10 cal­
endar diys, including travel 
time, for a trip in advance of 
the PCS move and eight days 
when the trip is in conjunc-, 
tion with the PCS move.

Additionally, house-hunt­
ing trips may be approved for 
10 days in conjunction with an 
official temporary duty as­
signment in advance of the 
PCS move if the travelers, in­
cluding married military 
couples, have formal assign­
ment notification and intend
to live in non-government 
housing at the next base.

Previously, commanders 
could approve up to seven 
days, including travel time, 
for a trip in advance of the 
PCS move and five days when 
the trip was in conjunction- 
with the PCS move.

hunting trips in conjunction 
with the PCS move must be 
approved by the losing com­
mander and included in the 
PCS orders before the indivi­
dual leaves the losing base.

Officials said that in deter­
mining whether or not to au­
thorize a permissive TDY trip 
for house hunting, comman­
ders may closely review re­
quests on a case-by-case basis 
to determine the appropriate

number of days for each trip.
Commanders need not auto­
matically authorize the maxi­
mum allowable number of 
days for every request, but 
should consider both the 
needs of the member and re­
quirements of the mission in 
the decision process.

...about changes in military 
retirement benefits: The new 
law changing the retirement 
system applies only to people 
joining the service after Aug. 
1. People previously on active 
duty or retired, people in the 
delayed enlistment program 
or service academies, and 
most Reserve Officer Train­
ing Corps cadets are not af­
fected.

The changes, aimed at hold­
ing down spending while en­
couraging longer active-duty 
service, include the following:

— Airmen enlisting today 
must serve until the year 
2016 to receive full retire­
ment pay. Those retiring be­
fore that 30-year point will 
get 3.5 percent less for each 
year short of 30.

— Cost-of-living ad ju st­
ments for these new retirees 
will be 1 percent below those 
now in effect. Beginning at 
age 62, however, their retired 
pay will be recomputed to the 
full amount.

Even with the changes, the 
Air Force sees the retirement 
system as a major recruiting 
tool. It’s still competitive with 
the best private sector plans, 
offering immediate pay after 
20 years, inflation adjust­
ments, and no contributions 
from members’ pay.

General Kenneth R. Fleenor was 
born Oct. 2, 1929, in Bowling Green, 
Ky., where he graduated from College 
High School in 1947. He then attended 
Western Kentucky University, grad­
uating in 1952 with a bachelor of 
science degree in agriculture and 
biology.

Following this Navy exchange tour, 
General Fleenor had the distinction of 
helping to introduce the F-4 fighter- 
bomber to the Air Force inventory. 
He was among the first group of Air 
Force pilots who, in 1963, with bor­
rowed F-4s from the U.S. Navy, estab­
lished an F-4 combat training center 
at MacDill Air Force Base, FI a. In Aug­
ust 1964 he moved to Davis-Monthan 
Air Force Base, Ariz., to become the 
operations officer and squadron com­
mander in the Air Force’s first F-4 
wing.

In early 1967, General Fleenor at­
tending the Armed Forces Staff Col­
lege. After graduating, he was requali­
fied in the F-4 and sent to Ubon Royal 
Thai Air Force Base, Thailand. Then, 
on Dec. 17,1967, while flying his 87th 
mission over North Vietnam, General 
Fleenor was shot down. He was taken 
prisoner near Hanoi where he was 
held captive for more than five years.

Following repatriation in 1973, he 
underwent pilot requalification at 
Randolph in both the T-37 and T-38 
trainer aircraft. Remaining at Ran­
dolph, General Fleenor became the 
Assistant Deput Commander for Op­
erations. He served in that capacity 
until August 1974 when he became 
Base Commander, a position he held 
until July 1975 when he assumed the 
senior position of 12th Flying Train­
ing Wing Commander.

General Fleenor was appointed As­
sistant Deputy Chief of Staff for Op­
erations, Headquarters Air Training 
Command, in April 1978. In July 1978,

he assumed duties as Deputy Chief of 
Staff for Operations. He retired in 
August 1980.

General Fleenor is a command pilot 
with more than 5,400 flying hours log­
ged in jet fighters and trainers. He 
has 184 combat hours. His military de­
corations and awards include the Sil­
ver Star, Legion of Merit with one 
oak leaf cluster, Distinguished Flying 
Cross with one oak leaf cluster, 
Bronze Star Medal with one oak leaf 
cluster and V device, Air Medal with 
seven oak leaf clusters, Air Force 
Commendation Medal with one oak 
leaf cluster, Purple Heart with one 
oak leaf cluster, and Air Force Out­
standing Unit Award with V device 
and five oak leaf clusters. He was pro­
moted to brigadier general on July 1, 
1978, with date of rank June 16,1978.

General Fleenor is married to the 
former Anne E. Read of Scottsville, 
Ky. They have a son, John, and four 
daughters: Kathy, Patti, Kerry, and 
Kay.

86-08 remembers
by 2nd Lt. John K. Mays 
and 2nd Lt. Donald T, Saunders

In the beginning, sixty 
young men came to the high 
plains of West Texas to train 
to become America’s elite Air 
Force pilots. For forty-nine 
weeks they would spend count­
less hours in classes, brief­
ings, simulators, and jets striv­
ing to meet the high stan­
dards of Undergraduate Pilot 
Training. They were deter­
mined to work hard together 
and to make class 86-08 the 
Leader of the Pack. Yes folks, 
Reese AFB would never be 
the same again.

Phase I gave these highly 
motivated lieutenants the uni­
que opportunity to demon­
strate their perserverance 
and patience through endless 
slide shows and bad jokes. In­
stead of flying jets, the entire 
first month was spent on the 
ground...either in class or 
practicing parachute landing 
falls in the rock pits. Daily 
P.T. rituals, 'helmet pouring 
sessions, and altitude cham­
ber flights taught them to 
work together under all situ­
ations. From the torture of 
the crushing helmet mold to 
the hysteria of hypoxia, true 
personalities were revealed. 
Finally after proving that 
they could survive even the

most boring lecture, they 
were released to the Bulls and 
Dogs of the flight line. With 
eager anticipation they march­
ed down to the 35th to con­
quer and master that multi­
million dollar weapons de­
livery system, the T-37B, af­
fectionately known as the 
“Tweet.”

Along with the new found 
excitement came great res­
ponsibility. At 4 a.m. the most 
important job on base is open­
ing the snack bar and prepar­
ing the day’s first few pots of 
caffeine. And don’t forget the- 
other duties: dispatch spot­
ter, recorder, driver, atfd gar­
bage officer.

Along with responsibility 
comes pressure. Simple tasks 
such as stand-up E.P.’s be­
came incredibly difficult to ac­
complish. Their reward was 
the opportunity to strap on 40 
pounds df excess -baggage, 
stuff foam rubber stoppers in 
their ears, listen to 500 deci­
bels of titanium-piercing noise 
through several pounds of vi­
sion imparing plastic and sub­
ject themselves to 1.3 hours 
of physical and mental t o r ­
ture. Among the memorable 
moments in Phase II was see­
ing someone walk ̂  into the 
flight room with a green-faced 
smile holding two full white 
plastic bags. Soon Colts be-'

came Pogos — first-time solos 
risking their lives for human­
ity in Poppet’s pattern while 
their buds were preparing 
congratulations with ice 
picks. What better reward 
than a nice brisk January 
swim in the solo tank covered 
with two inches of ice?

As the men of 86-08, mas­
ters of the mighty Tweet, 
walked proudly down to the 
54th, the new instructors 
made preparations to bring 
them back to reality in the un­
forgiving supersonic T-38. 
They soon realized that the 
challenge of UPT was far 
from over. The massive de­
luge of academics and P-mis- 
sions was accurately compar­
ed to being fed through a fire 
hose. Once everyone was 
thoroughly confused, the new 
freshman class was tossed to 
the Gorillas and Cobras for 
further lessons in snack bar 
operations, pubs shack duty, 
and TOLD calculations.

After a few basic simula­
tors, the nef rocket students 
were taken out to experience 
the excitement of afterburner 
takeoffs and the wonders of 
super-sonic flight. Never be­
fore had they experienced 
such severe task saturation as 
they found in the T-38 traffic 
pattern. The pressure was 
rough and a few lost out along

the way, but those who were 
left were determined to get 
their wings.

our household goods are not 
to be found. Others make it, 
but they’re in a different con­
dition than when we shipped 
them. In either case, the re­
sult is usually the same, a trip 
to the base legal office to file a 
claim.

“What can you do to make 
it easier for you and the Air 
Force when you have to file a 
claim? Plan ahead. Before 
PCSing it’s wise to make an 
inventory list of your proper­
ty. A description of your pro­
perty should include: pur­
chase dates, prices, name 
brand, model and size. This 
ensures that when your ship­
ment arrives, you’ll be able to 
determine whats missing. It’s 
also good to list all box num­
bers and to list each item 
packed therein on your inven­
tory. This will allow you to 
easily ascertain your loss if a 
box or dishpack doesn’t make 
the entire trip.

“Take pictures, especially 
close-ups of valuable items, as 
this will save both time and 
money in the event that the 
goods are lost, stolen or dam­
aged. Antiques and other 
items that greatly appreciate 
in value should be profes­
sionally appraised,” he said.

“Before the movers arrive, 
note all pre-existing damage. 
Before packing, insure the 
moving company representa­
tive fairly and accurately re­
cords the condition of your

property. If you disagree with 
their statement do not hesi­
tate to take exceptions. Upon 
delivery, check each item and 
box as they come off the 
truck. Note any damage to 
either furniture or cartons. 
Have the movers note the 
damage on the DD Form 1840.

“After delivery, you are en­
titled to have the movers un­
pack your shipment. If you un­
pack yourself the moving 
company has no obligation to 
discard the packing material. 
It’s best to note damaged or 
missing items carton by car­
ton.

“You have 45 days from the 
date of delivery to notify the 
Legal Office (claims section) of 
any damaged or missing 
items. The carrier will deny 
liability for the damages if 
they are not notified within 70 
days. Denial by the carrier, 
because the 70 day rule was 
not complied with, will affect 
your monetary recovery,” he 
said.

“If you carry your own per­
sonal property insurance you 
will have to make your claim 
against your insurance car­
rier first. Only after that 
claim has been adjudicated 
can you make your claim with 
the military for your deducti­
ble and for amounts not cover­
ed by your insurance. For 
more information or to make 
a claims appointment, contact 
the Reese Legal Office at Ext. 
3505.”

Ed Sullivan walks on the 
stage, and with arms folded 
introduces the Toast of the 
Town’s comedian for the 
show.
