WASHINGTON (AFNS)—Congress
has passed a Defense Authorization Bill
for this fiscal year that includes a three
percent across-the-board pay hike in
January for all military members.

The raise applies to basic pay, hous-
ing, and food allowances. Airman Basics
with less than four months service and
Air Force Academy Cadets also will re-
ceive the January pay hike. In the past,
they sometimes had not.

Both the House and Senate passed the

 FY 87 Defense Authorization Bill Oct.
_15. President Reagan is expected to sign

the bill into law before the end of the
month.

Passing an authorization bill com-
pletes half the budget process authoriz-
ing various programs for the fiscal year.
An appropriations bill is the other half
of that process—appropriating the mon-
ies to fund those progams.

Congress agreed on the less generous,
less expensive of two military pay raise
proposals. The Senate proposal would
have given military members a four per-
cent pay hike Oct. 1. Instead, Congress
opted for the House version: A three
percent military pay increase effective
Jan. 1.

The difference between the two ver-
sions amounted to $1.1 billion. The ad-
ministration had asked for a four per-
cent pay hike effective-Oct. 1, the same
as the Senate proposal.

Last year, the Defense Department es-
timated military pay trailed comparable
civilian wages by 8.3 percent. Pentagon
officials said the 3 percent pay hike in

January will not be enough to keep pace.

with civilian wage increases. Therefore,
that pay gap will widen.

Other personnel programs included in
the FY 87 Defense Authorization Bill af-
fect PCS moves, TDY payments, Family
Separation Allowances, re-enlistment

bonuses and spouse employment.

Congress capped the military’s PCS
budget at $2.5 billion, cutting $270 mil-
lion from the Pentagon’s original re-
quest.

The bill authorizes a new system for
reimbursing TDY travelers called Lodg-
ing-plus. It provides a set amount for
meals and incidentals plus reimburse-
ment for lodging costs, not to exceed the
local area cap. A cost cap will be estab-
lished by location, so reimbursements
will vary. Before the new system can be
implemented, the President must certify
that the lodging-plus method will not
cost more than the existing method.

The bill limits the $60 a month Family
Separation Allowance (FSA-Type II) to
those members who involuntarily serve
unaccompanied overseas tours. Volun-
teers currently serving unaccompanied
tours in accompanied tour areas will
continue to draw the FSA-Type II allow-
ance only until their tour is completed.

Congress saved $291 million by allow-
ing payment of only 50 percent of a
Selective Reenlistment Bonus at the time
of reenlistment. The remainder would be
paid in annual installments spread out
over the obligation period. Enlistment
bonuses are authorized for all services.

A House proposal authorizing
increases in Household Goods Weight
Allowances for E-5s and above, was de-
nied. The proposal would have in-
creased weight allowances, ranging
from 8,000 pounds to 12,000. Instead,
the current 9,500 maximum for enlisted
personnel remains.

The bill expands the hiring preference
for military spouses and dependents
seeking on-base employment. Previous-
ly, hiring preferences applied only to po-
sitions GS-8 and above. That preference
has been expanded to include GS-5,
GS-6 and GS-7 positions.

People are our concern

Recently, I read a poem entitled “Re-
putation vs Character” (author un-
known).

It is alleged that in the late 1970s a pol-
Ister asked an interviewee, “Which is the
greatest problem facing democracy in
the United States today: public ignor-
ance or public apathy?'«The response: “I
don't know and I don't care.”

~ Apocryphal or not, this seems to illu-
strate aptly thé current sentiment about
the:primary political campaign. Most
“off-year” elections, without a presiden-
tial race to enliven the scene, are languid
affairs. But this one appears even duller
than the usual. The pace of registrations
is behind expectations and voter interest
is subdued at best. :

" Through television editorials, talk
shows, sponsored debates and extended
newspaper coverage, the media have
made a strong effort to combat this
malaise. The promotion of informed dis-
cussion, it is hoped, will generate in-
creased citizen participation on election
day.

The necessity of these efforts brings to
mind the telling quip of Bill Vaughn,
“America is a land where a citizen will
cross the ocean to fight for democracy
and won't cross the street to vote in an
election.”

Political scientists, aware of this dis-
turbing problem, have identified several
factors which contribute to low voter
turnout. For one, some folks feel alien-
ated—they just do not trust political in-
stitutions and regard elections as mean-
ingless. Another group of non-voters
consists of persons who have no sense of

character. Let me quote a few verses for
clarification.

Reputation is seeming; character is
being...

Reputation is what you need to get a job;

Character is what you need to keep it...

Reputation is what you have when you
go to town;

Character is what you have when you
g0 away.

When reading these words, the impor-
tance of the opinions of others is placed
in perspective, along with the impor-
tance of our own perceptions and quali-
ties.

We all like to think we are indepen-
dent and unaffected by others’” opinions,
but it is simply not true, especially, as
military members. Unless you join an
organization directly from civilian life,
there is usually someone in the squadron
who was stationed with you before or
who knows someone who was stationed
with you. Either way, your reputation
precedes you.

political efficacy. They lack any feeling
of influence in politics and do not be-
lieve that they, or their votes, can have
any impact on government.

These citizens should know that one
vote, or a few votes, can make a differ-
ence. Maybe not all of the time, but cer-
tainly each vote cast is important and
has the potential of being decisive.

Charles Evans Hughes realized this
was true. In 1916, if just one more voter
in each California district had voted for
him, he would have been elected and the
incumbent,  Woodrow Wilson, would
have gone down in history as a one-term
president.

In 1876 Rutherford B. Hayes was fi-
nally elected president over Samuel J.
Tilden—but only after a bizarre series of
events culminated in. the creation of an
extra-constitutional electoral commis-
sion composed of 15 members. “This
group finally elected Mr. Hayes—by one
vote, 8 to 7. :

In 1884 Grover Cleveland fought
James G. Blaine for the presidency. New
York was the crucial battleground. Out

of more than a million ballots cast in this

state, Cleveland won by the scant mar-
gin of 1,047 votes. This gave him the
Empire State’s 36 electoral votes and the
election. -

John F. Kennedy gained the White
House instead of Richard Nixon in 1960
by an avefage of less than one vote per
election precinct.

Charles H. Hardin was elected gov-
ernor of Missouri in 1874 by the smallest
margin in history—less than one vote!
At the time, Missouri’s governor was of-
ficially chosen through a system similar
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“In an effort to increase efficiency in this section,
I've suggested moving the computers to the north wall, storage cabinets
to the west wall, and Airman Finchly to Grand Forks AFB, North Dakota!”
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Keeping this in mind, ‘we can see the
importance of your performance and
your attitude in the job you are cur-
rently assigned. You may fill all the
“squares” on paper but fortunately or
unfortunately what is most often
remembered is the manner in which you
approached the job. Such as, she always
stuck to the regulations or he didn't real-
ly care how it was done as long as it was
done during normal duty hours. Which
reputation do you prefer?

As it is with the individual, a squad-
ron develops a reputation, often based
on others’ initial contact with the squad-
ron. If that initial contact is perceived as
courteous and knowledgable then the
squadron: is perceived as having those
qualities. Here within the Hospital,
we've started an active program to as-
sure that first and last impressions are
the best. It's called the Patient Sensi-
tivity Program. Our motto is “People
Are Our Concern.” In each section of
the Hospital we have selected staff mem-
bers who are most skillful in human re-
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lations. They will go into action should
those we serve experience problems.
Reputation and character should not
be irreconcilable but should co-exist for
the good of one another. The verses of
the poem emphasize this. Reputation is
described as a superficial quality that
when not combined with character is

merely a facade. Character, that distinct
feature or attribute that individualizes
each group or person, is the backbone of
the individual or organization. Remem-
ber the movie, The Right Stuff? During

the selection procedure for the astro-
nauts it was determined that all candi-
dates exceeded the criteria so the selected
few had to have something special. That
attribute is impossible to describe on
paper nevertheless it is a vital qualifica-

tion and a key factor in the success of the
mission. We all have that attribute to
some extent. So remember, in your daily
interactions, your reputation and that of
your squadron depends on it. You too
have the Right Stuff. Go for it!

to that of the Electoral College. Counties
went for or against a candidate, and
votes were apportioned according to
their populations. But some of the coun-
tries were very sparsely populated, and
a county of fewer than 500 residents re-
ceived only portions of one vote. When
the final tally was made, Mr. Hardin
had defeated his challenger, Gen. Fran-
cis Cockrell, by one-sixth of a vote!

On another level, the 12th amend-
ment—election of the president and vice -
president—was approved in the House
of Representatives by a single vote. Na-
thaniel Macon’s vote gave its propo-
nents exactly the two-thirds majority ne-
cessary for passage.

President Andrew Johnson escaped re-
moval from office by one vote. At the
impeachment trial in the Senate, Ed-
mund Ross cast the deciding vote against
conviction.

Of course, it can’t be known for cer-
tain when one ballot will be crucial. But
more significant, perhaps, is the fact that
it'’s great just to feel the healthy satis-
faction of expressing one’s conviction.
As John Quincy Adams advised, “Al-
ways vote for a principle, though you
vote alone, and you may cherish the
sweet reflection that your vote never
lost.”

Robert Humphrey, who spent much
of his life in public service, offered some
good advice to those whose disdain for
politics keeps them away from the polls.
“If you think politics is a little dirty,” he
counseled, “why don’t you get a bar of
Ivory soap and get in and clean it up in-
stead of sitting out there in the bleach-

After all, it's important to
vote, but it’s crucial to vote knowledge-
ably.

Political scientist William A. McCle-
naghan has said about this group, “The
fact that those persons don’t very often
vote might well be counted among our
blessings. Surely, elections are not in-
tended to be polls of the indifferent,
lazy, apathetic or ignorant.

The writer experienced this group in
action when, many years ago as a high
school senior in a Pennsylvania coal
town, he worked at the polls for a candi-
date aspiring to become a tax collector.

As election day moved to its last hour,
flunkies from both parties went out to

. round up those who had not yet cast

their ballots and bought their votes for a
few dollars. These indifferent, slothful
and incredibly apathetic souls disgraced
themselves and were an insult to the
genius of democracy.

We sometimes forget that voting is a

_political right—it belongs to those who

qualify, to citizens who can meet certain
legal requirements. This privilege carries
a responsibility. Those who take it light-
ly should be reminded of George Jean
Nathan’s admonition, “Bad officials are
elected by good citizens who don't
vote.” :

It is seldom fatal but can result in physi-
cal pain, loss of productivity and even
hospitalization. The disease is not
spread from person to person. Wet con-
ditions allow the mosquitoes to breed.

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Changes and clarification for [0 -
‘Grandfathering’ badge given (&=

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas
(ATCNS)—Air Force officials
have announced changes and
clarification for wearing the
new aircraft and munitions
maintenance badge. The change
includes ‘“grandfathering” for
those previously qualified.

The badge was conceived as a
qualification badge for main-
tainers of aircraft, munitions
and associated equipment, offi-
cials said. the purpose of the
basic badge is to identify and
recognize those skilled perform-
ing or supervising such mainte-
nancje. The senior and master
badges identify and recognize

an increased level of qualifica-

tion as well as prolonged,
honorable service in aircraft
and munitions maintenance.

Originally, the badge was not
authorized for members with
prior experience in eligible Air
Force specialties who weren't
presently holding one of the
specialties as a primary AFSC.
Officials decided that these indi-
viduals should not be.penalized
just because an appropriate
badge was not available when
they qualified. Therefore, cri-
teria has been announced for
“grandfathering” members, re-
gardless of their current AFSC,
when their application is veri-
fied by the chief, quality force
branch and approved by the
awarding authority.

“Grandfathering” criteria in-
cludes:

® Basic maintenance badge:
Enlisted members must have
earned a five-skill level AFSC in
one of the designated mainte-
nance specialties listed in Air
Force Regulation 900-66, para.
4. Officers must have earned a
fully-qualified AFSC of 4016,
4024, or 4096. Enlisted or offi-
cer maintenance AFSCs which,
over time, have directly con-
verted to one of these AFSCs
are considered qualifying
AFSCs.

e Senior maintenance badge:
Enlisted members must have
met the criteria above, earned a
seven-skill level AFSC in one of
the designated specialties and
worked in one of more of the
specialties for more than seven
years. Officers must have earn-
ed a full-qualified AFSC listed
;above and worked in one or
more of the designated special-
ties for more than seven years.
Directly converted AFSCs again

apply.

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Know your rights

Airlines often overbook
flights to allow for cancellations
and no-shows, sometimes caus-
ing too many people to show up
with confirmed reservations, re-
sulting in someone getting
“bumped” off the flight. The
Department of Transportation

regulates airlines and requires

them to seek out volunteers be-
fore bumping anyone voluntar-
ily. As incentive, many airlines
offer discounts or credits for fu-
ture tickets to those who volun-
teer to give up their seats on the
flight. This could be to your ad-
vantage if you have time to
spare. :

Before you volunteer, see if
the next flight is acceptable.
Make sure your seat is confirm-
ed, if you are placed on a wait-
ing list you could end up strand-
ed. Also find out if the airlines
will provide such things as food
and lodging if you have to wait
overnight for a flight. If not,
you might have to spend the
money they offer you on these
things.

If you do not have time to
spare and do not want to be
bumped, be sure to get to your
departure gate early. When
there aren’t enough seats and no

one volunteers to be bumped,
airlines usually bump the last
people to show up. If you are
bumped and the airline can get
you to your destination on an-
other flight within one hour of
your originally scheduled arri-
val time, they do not have to
pay you anything. However, if
you arrive at your destination
one to two hours late you can
get up to $200 in addition to the
face value of your ticket. If your
delay is longer than two hours,
the most they will have to pay
you is $400 plus the face value
of your ticket.

If you are travelling on gov-
ernment orders and are asked to
voluntarily give up your seat,
you may do so and may keep
the money, as long as the delay
does not affect the performance
of your official duty or cost the
government money. If you are
involuntarily bumped, then any
money for compensation must
be turned in to the government,
even if it does not interfere with
the performance of your duties
or cost the government addi-
tional money.

You should allow extra time
in your schedule. Cancellations
and delays are quite common
and airlines usually refuseto
pay passengers for financial
losses resulting from these be-
cause their schedules are not
guaranteed.

Board (NTSB) released a report
in September that stated people
would be better off not using
lap belts when riding in the rear
seats of a car. This report only
studied 26 cases, and was a spe-
cific search for cases in which

belts failed. It looked at only
frontal crashes and failed to
consider side collisions and roll-
over crashes where belts are
particularly effective. More-

over, the NTSB looked only at
injuries caused by belts and ig-
nored situations such as ejec-
tions which are generally fatal
and are prevented by safety belt
use.

The National Highway Traf-
fic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) has studied thousands
of accident cases and the overall
conclusion is that a person rid-
ing in the rear seat of a motor
vehicle has a much better
chance of avoiding serious in-
jury or death by wearing a safe-
ty belt than traveling unprotect-
ed.

Have you- enjoyed the weather this.

past week? Maybe, there is some more
of it to come for the next couple of days.
The area has enjoyed very mild weather
that has been cool and dry during the
nights and warm during the days. This is
the result of the jet becoming “zonal”
across the mid portion of the United
States. The term “zonal” is used to de-
note a straight line flow across a certain
distance. When the jet does become zo-
nal, and no front exists in the area, the
area may usually enjoy fair weather.
When the jet begins to wave back and
forth over a certain area it has a ten-
dency to enhance any system that is in
the area and may create some serious
storms. There is no threat of this occur-
ing, at least for the next couple of days.

The weather should remain fair from
Thursday and on into the early portion
of the weekend. There may be a slight
change by late Saturday. On Friday and
early Saturday, the temperatures will re-
main as they have been the last couple of
days.

The daytime highs will be in the mid
to upper seventies and the overnight
lows will be in the mid to upper forties.

The winds will be gusty on Friday and
Saturday afternoon and predominately
from the south until late Saturday. This
will keep the area dry during the the ear-
ly part of the weekend.

On Saturday, there will be a weak
cold front that will pass through the
area. The wind direction will change and
come from the north and this will cool
the temperatures down by Sunday. For
temperatures, the daytime high on Sun-
day should be somewhere in the mid six-
ties and the overnight low should be in
the low forties. As far as precipitation is
concerned, so far, the best chance for
any is for rainshowers with the increase
of cloudiness on Saturday.

There will be a slight chance for the
rainshowers into the early part of next
week and the temperatures will begin to
get even cooler as another Canadian air-
mass moves into the area by late Sunday
and Monday. This airmass should really
cool things down. Temperatures at night
will be in the thirties and the daytime
highs will only reach to the mid to upper
fifties and possibly into the low sixties.

Halloween night will be partly cloudy
with a slight tingling chill in the air so
dress the little trick-or-treaters snuggly.
