Suggestion program
—best in the world

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas
(AFNS)—The Air Force sug-
gestion program has been
named the best federal gov-
ernment suggestion program
for 1984 by the 800 interna-
tional members of the Denver-
based National Association of
Suggestion Systems.

Brig. Gen. Monte D. Mont-

gomery, director of manpower

and organization in the Penta-
gon, accepted the award.

General Montgomery, who
retired April 1, said the award
is the result of hard work by
virtually everyone in the Air
Force. “The suggestion pro-
gram works because people in
the Air Force make it work,”
he said.

“NASS compared our pro-
gram with hundreds of other
suggestion programs. When
they analyzed how effective
each program was, they re-
cognized what many of us
have known for some agx}ne—
ours is the best.” =

In 1984 the Air Force evalu-
ated and adopted more than
20,000 ideas. “Those ideas
saved the Air Force $94 mil-
lion,”” program director
Shirley Wade said.

She added that in fiscal
year 1985, 108,712 suggestions
were processed, resulting in
the Air Force saving $128.5
million.

Some suggestors earn a
percentage of the money they
save. In F'Y’85, Air Force peo-
ple earned $8.7 million, with
individual awards ranging
from a few dollars to the thou-
sands. Other suggestors re-
ceive a certificate recognizing
their participation.

“It's our way of saying
thanks for thinking about
making the Air Force better,”
Ms. Wade said.

“It’s important that we're
saving time and money. It
means people in the Air Force
are trying to work smarter,”
General Montgomery added.

“The goal of the suggestion
program, as well as many
other programs in the Air
Force;.is to encourage every-
one to identify ways we can
be more efficient. The sugges-
tion program award really
shows that the entire Air
Force is working toward im-
provements,” he said.

Civilian pay reverts to former scale

Civilian pay

DENVER (AFNS)— Civilian
employees who receive an an-
nual salary will notice a three
cent to 10 cent per hour dif-
ference in their paychecks be-
ginning with the first pay
period in April, according to
Air Force Civilian Pay Offi-
cials. s .
The deductions are the re-
sult of the civilian pay scale
reverting back to the 2,087-
hour divisor for annual salari-
ed employees.

The 2,087-hour divisor be-
came effective two years ago
as a temporary pay measure.
But legislation covering the
division expired in October
1985 so employees were paid
at the former rate, the 2,080-
hour divisor, which is slightly
higher, officials said.

The 2,087-hour divisor be-
came a permanent change
March 1 with the passage of
Public Law 99-272. However,
because the president did not

sign the bill until April 7, em-

.- ployees were still paid at the

higher rate.

Procedures are now being
worked to recover the amount
overpaid to employees, offici-
als said.

Let me make
a few final comments about the MEI,
As I See It: oY

® Overall, this Wing is excellent!
Again, congrats.

e Consider that the expanded,
joint ATC/IG and DOV inspection
was longer and tougher than any
previous inspection. They did their
job well, and looked hard for every
hole in our operation. Even so, you
folks reduced total ‘findings’ from 66
during the last MEI to 44—a drop of
one-third. There were also 10 more
excellent subratings this time over
last.

® Consider that in two weeks, 100
experts found no unit, or subunit
below standards in the entire
Wing —not a single rating of
marginal or unsatisfactory. (Com-
pare this with seven marginal
ratings in the last MEI). I've never
seen that in my entire career. The
IG said Reese achieved a first in
over two years of their inspections.
And Maj. Gen. Hamm, the ATC Vice
Commander said it best in the base
theater: “Not a single ‘marginal’
rating in the whole Wing is
OUTSTANDING.” We can believe
his assessment.

e The tough job now, in the after-
math of an EXCELLENT — the real
challenge —is to stick with it, and
continue our collective pursuit of
Excellence. Remember, nothing
stays constant. Vince Lombardi once
told his NFL Champion Green Bay
Packers something like this:

“You must struggle to get better,
especlally now that you are ‘top
dogs.” Nature is always in constant
motion, and there are only two
directions —up or down. Each day
you are either getting better, or you

are getting worse, one or the other.
Therefore, we shall always, always
work to be better tomorrow than we
were yesterday.”

Caspar Weinberger, our
secretary of defense, recently
sent the following letter to all
Air Force installations as ap.
Air Force News Service re-
lease:

“A recent study by the U.S.
Merit Systems Protection
Board disclosed that federal
employees frequently do not
report knowledge of fraud,
waste and mismanagement.
This is, in part, due to the fear
of reprisals for such reports.

“This department continues
to support the president’s
program to reduce fraud and
waste in the government and
to improve management wher-
ever possible. Since the incep-
tion of the Defense Hotline in
1979, we have received more
than 37,000 contacts. Of these,
more than 10,000 substantive
complaints have been refer-
red for appropriate action.

The program has documented
savings of more than $6.4
million.

“The Defense Hotline is op-
erated by the Defense De-

partment inspector geheral,
who reviews all substantive .

issues and ensures appropri-
ate criminal and administra-
tive remedies are pursued.
Protecting the confidentiality
of hotline users who prefer
not to be identified remains a
cornerstone of the program.

“Taking or threatening re-
prisal against those who re-
port irregularities will not be
permitted. I fully endorse the
Civil Service Reform Act of
1978, which provides pro-
tection against such reprisals.
If you, as a DoD employee, be-
lieve that you are being pun-
ished for reporting irregu-
larities, report it to the
special counsel of the U.S.
Merit “Systems Protection
Board. The numbers are:
1-800-872-9855, toll free; and
202-653-7188, commercial.

“] ask each of you to con-
tinue to seek out and report

- needed improvements and

suspected problems through
established command chan-
nels or by calling or writing
the Defense Hotline. Prudent
management of our limited
defense resources requires
constant vigilance and careful
reporting of fraud, waste or
mismanagement.

“The hotline telephone num-

tal Region; and 223-5080,
AUTOVON. Mail can be ad-

dressed to the Defense Hot-
line, Pentagon, Washington,

" by a group of highly motivat-

ed people trying hard to serve
the best interests of sugges-
ters and evaluators.

As a general rule, quality
suggestions received quality
evaluations and poor sugges-
tions received shallow evalu-
ations. Quality suggestions
were well written (complete,
sufficient information, legible)
stated a legitimate problem/
potential savings, and includ-
ed a well-thought-out fix or
solution.

Quality evaluations were si-
milarly well written (com-
plete, sufficient information),
with meaningful- recommen-
dations that included, where
appropriate, sound savings
calculations.

Saving daylight hours

Count your blessings. All you
have to remember is to set your
clock ahead at 2 a.m. on Sunday
April 27 to get in step with Day-
light Saving Time. (Unless, of
course, you're in one of the follow-
ing locations that don’t honor it:
Arizona, Hawaii, eastern time zone
portion of Indiana, American
Samoa, Puerto Rico and the Virgin
Islands. )

It wasn’t always a 81mp1e matter
of setting your clock forward in the
spring and back in the fall, or re-
setting your watch once or twice as
you changed time zones. In 1880,
the United States had more than
100 local times. While traveling
then from coast to coast, you would
literally have to reset your watch
some 20 times to be “on time.”

When it was noon in Washing-
ton, D.C,, it was 12:08 p.m. in
Philadelphia, 12:12.p.m. in New
York and 12:24 p.m. in Boston.
Pittsburgh (Pa.) had six different
local times governing train depar-

The railroads took a step toward
ending the confusion in 1883 when
they set up the four now familiar
zones: Eastern, Central, Mountain
and Pacific. The rest of the world
followed within a few years, and
the globe was ultimately divided
into 24 time zones.

Congress formally adopted the
system in 1918.

Energy conservation
suggestions resulted in sav-
ings of $2.6 million, compared
to $1.6 million in FY ’84.

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Memories still rage

I recently had a conversa-
tion with a young airman who
was greatly interested in the
Vietnam conflict and the
United States’ role in it. He
asked a number of questions
concerning my experience in
combat and my memories of
the era. He listened intently
to my answers.

When I commented on his
apparent fascination with the
subject, he told me that he
was only 19 and had no clear
memories of the war.

This conversation brought
home to me the rather start-
ling distance America has put
between itself and that
troubled time. An entire gen-
eration is now growing up for
whom the Vietnam time frame
is a matter of history rather
than personal experience.

For most of American soci-
ety, the trauma has faded into
bittersweet reconciliation, and
the war is over. But for many
thousands of people nation-
wide, the war isn’t over. It
can't be over—not until al-
most 2,500 U.S. servicemen
and civilians who remain mis-
sing in action’ have been ac-
counted for by the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam and its
client states in Kampuchea
and Laos. :

The families of these MIAs
still wait to find out what hap-
pened to them. Some have
now waited almost 20 years.
To aid their efforts, they
formed the National League

of Families of American Pri-, J

soners and Missing in- South-
east Asia. The sole purpose of
this organization is to obtain
the release of all prisoners,
the fullest accounting for the
missing, and the return to
American soil of the remains
of those who died.

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Can you hear me

Most of us have two senses—
vision and hearing—that keep
us out of danger when we are
in traffic. Obviously, when
either of these senses is di-
minished or lost, our ability to
avoid danger is significantly
impaired. Therefore, it would
seem logical and reasonable
to say that none of us would
knowingly impair or reduce
either of these senses, parti-
cularly while in a potentially
life-threatening situation.

While there are usually
more drivers than pedestri-
ans, the pedestrian is much
more vulnerable to injury, es-
pecially if the assailant is a ve-
hicle. Pedestrians, especially
joggers, must keep their sight
and hearing at maximum op-
erating efficiency and free of
self-imposed distractions—
such as headsets.

In recent months there has
been a noticeable increase in
accidents involving joggers,
bicyclists, and motorists who
were wearing- headsets and
could not use their hearing to
avoid danger. Consequently,
the Department .of Defense
has revised and -published
DoD instruction 6055.4, which
states, “The wearing of por-
table headphones, earphones,
or other listening devices
while operating a motor vehi-
cle and while jogging, walk-
ing, bicycling, or skating on
roads and streets on DoD in-
stallations is prohibited.”

The rationale for this, aec-
cording to the instruection, is,
“Use of these devices masks
or prevents recognition of
emergency signals, alarms,
announcements, the approach
of vehicles, human speech,

True accidents:

Heavy Drinker

A master sergeant attend-
ed a commander’s call at the
end of the work day. He drove
a friend back to their dormi-
tory in this small pickup at
four in the afternoon. Nobody
saw him between then and
6:30 that evening, when he
went to the friend’s room to
ask help tightening the alter-
nator belt on his truck. The
friend said the master ser-
geant did not appear drunk at
the time, although he had one
drink containing whiskey
while they worked. When
they completed working on
the pickup at 7:30 the master
sergeant drove east on an in-
terstate freeway, intending to
visit a city about 125 miles
away. He did not wear the
seat belt. About nine that
night, when he was about 65
miles from the base, he took
an exit ramp for some reason.
On a slight right hand curve
on the ramp, his truck collid-
ed with a concrete retaining
wall. The truck was not se-
verely damaged, and its inter-
ior was completely undamag-
ed, but the unbelted driver
crashed into the steering
wheel and dashboard, receiv-
ing severe head and internal
injuries. He was found dead,
lying across the seat. An au-
topsy put his Blood Alcohol
Level at .31, which is three
times the legal definition of
drunkenness.
beer cans were found in the
truck (the friend had seen
none when they came home
from work). Investigators dis-

covered the master sergeant’

had bought a half-gallon bot-
tle of whiskey and a six-pack
of beer the day before the
mishap. Numerous empty
beer cans and the whiskey
bottle, half-empty, were found
in his room. A single cigar-
ette, open cigarette pack and
lighter lying by the driver’s
feet led investigators to
speculate the accident might
have happened when he di-
verted his attention from the
road to light a cigarette.

Fatigue

Two airmen were on leave,
on a trip of over 1,100 miles,
on their way to visit the
driver’s girlfriend. They had
scheduled to take leave begin-
ning on a Monday. However,
the driver got off duty at 9
p.m. on the Friday before, and
they left sometime after that.
About 1:20 p.m. the next
afternoon they were 900 miles
from the base, driving north
on an interstate highway in a
rural area. The driver fell
asleep at the wheel and the
car drifted to the left onto the
median of the highway. The
driver steered back onto the
road, but overcorrected. The
car spun and then rolled, com-
ing to rest facing south
against a barbed wire fence.
Both airmen were thrown
from the car. The driver suf-
fered cuts and bruises over
much of his body. The passen-
ger suffered cuts to the neck
and head and he bled to death
at the scene of the accident.

Left Turn

An airman was riding his
motorcycle back toward his
base at 9:30 p.m. He was tra-
veling west in the inside lane
of a four-lane undivided street,
and he was exceeding the

Four empty .

speed limit. A car going east
attempted to make a left turn
from the outside lane. It turn-

ed directly in front of the mo- _

torcycle. The airman braked
and skidded 82 feet before hit-
ting the car at the door post
on the right side. He died of
massive head injuries.

Amputation

A staff sergeant was driv-
ing south in his pickup about
2:10 in the afternoon from his
overseas base to a moving
company where his household
goods were to be re-weighed.
He drove through a 30-foot
wide area where raw sewage
from a septic tank had run
across the road. Just then, he
saw five civilians emerge
from a vehicle that was stop-
ped on the left side of the
road. They started across the
road and then stopped in the
middle of the southbound lane
as they saw the staff ser-
geant’s pickup coming. The
staff sergeant braked hard
and locked his wheels, caus-
ing him to lose control of the
pickup. The pickup collided
with a small northbound
motorcycle, throwing off the
civilian rider and severely in-
juring him. Doctors had to
amputate one of his legs
about ten days later.

Four AF deaths

An airman first class, a ser-
geant and an airman were at a
party at a friend’s house. The
airman first class, who had
driven them over, and the ser-
geant began drinking whiskey
at‘around 6°p.m. afid continu-
ed drinking until about 10.
Then they decided to go to a
town about 10 miles west of
the base. Since the airman
had not been drinking, they
decided she should drive.
However, for some reason the
airman first class drove any-
way. They drove west on a
two-lane asphalt road that
had a number of hills. Driving
at high speed, about two miles
outside the base they over-
took a slower vehicle on a hill.

The driver started to pass as

they reached the crest of the
hill, while they were still in a
‘ho-passing zone. Traveling
east was a master sergeant
driving his wife and child
back to the base. The master
sergeant tried to avoid the
collision by steering to the
right; the airman first class

took no evasive action. The '

two cars collided head-on. The
car of the airman first class
spun arouhd, throwing the

driver out. It came to rest on_

the north side of the road, 90
feet away from the point of
impact, and began to burn.
Some passers-by stopped and
pulled the passengers out of
the car before it was burned
severely. The master ser-
geant’s car was knocked back
and sideways, stopping in the
ditch on the north side of the
road 34 feet from the impact
point. The airman first class,
sergeant and airman were
dead at the scene; none of the

three had worn the available
seat-belts. The three in the

other car were all wearing

seatbelts. They were trans-
ported to the hospital, where'

the master sergeant was dead
on arrival from head and in-
ternal injuries. His wife and
child suffered head and other
injuries. The airman first
class had a .08 BAL.

The badly needed moisture
is trying to get into the area
but is only coming West Texas
style —in the form of thunder-
storms.

Drinking age
cuts accidents

WASHINGTON (AFNS)—
Raising the legal minimum
drinking age substantially re-
duces the number of young
drivers involved in fatal motor
vehicle crashes, according to
the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration.

A recent NHTSA statisti-
cal analysis of 13 states that
raised the minimum drinking

age to 19, 20 and 21 shows a 13 -

percent reduction in fatal ac-
cident
drivers affected by these law
changes.

Applying the 13 percent re-

duction to the 44 states which"

has higher than 18 drinking-
age laws in 1984 results in an
estimated 700 lives saved na-

tionwide during the year. If

all states had a minimum
drinking age of 21, an addi-
tional 400 lives could have
been saved in 1984, the agen-
cy estimated.

NHTSA Administrator
Diane K. Steed welcomed the
encouraging statistics, but
cautioned that more needs to
be done. “Even if the drinking
age of 21 were in force in all
states in 1984, almost .20,00C
lives still would .have been
lost in alecohol-related
crashes,” she said.

“We need to continue to
fight drunk driving at all le-
vels, through a combination of

solutions which include strict- -

er state laws, improved en-
forcement, better public edii-
cation and continued media
attention,” she added.
According to the Federal
Safety Agency, drivers under
21 have been disproportional-
ly represented in fatal alco-
hol-related crashes. Further-

more, the presence of differ--

ent minimum drinking ages in
adjacent states has created
“blood borders,” which en-
courage young people to drive
across state lines to get
alcohol.

Fifteen states have adopt-
ed age 21 drinking laws since
the signing of the federal law
that requires withholding a
portion of federal highway
funds from states that do not
have such a law by this Oc
tober. Twelve states still
allow people under 21 to con-
sume alcohol.

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Air Force total triad

. LACKLAND AFB, Texas
(AFNS)—The Air National
Guard is a vital link that con-
nects the active Air Force
with the Guard and Reserve
as a total force, according to
Guard Director Maj. Gen.
John B. Conaway. .

At Lackland AFB for an or-

_ ientation . of the ANG basic
training program, General
Conaway said, “We are a triad
and I think the best team of
all the services.”

Quoting Gen. Charles Ga-
briel, chief of staff, he added,
“ ‘We simply cannot go to war
without the Air National
Guard and the Air Force Re-
serve. We are that intertwin-
ed.’”

General Conaway said the
Air Force is doing a pheno-
menal job keeping the Guard
modernized. “Lt. Gen. Tony
(Merrill A.) McPeak, deputy
chief of staff for programs,
and I are working together
constantly on force structure
and equipment.”

As the Air Force gets new-
er equipment, it transfers the
earlier but good models to the
Guard and Reserve, the gen-
eral said. This maintains the
same force structure, saves
money and modernizes the
Guard, he added.

“Today if we get involved
in a conflict, it’s come as you
are. Obviously, the total Air
Force is stronger if we all go
into it with the same equip-
ment.

“And while we have that fe-
deral mission;"“he ‘said, “we
are still the Department of
Defense and Air Force’s state
force. The Air Force likes to
call us their state and federal
connection. The system works
well and the states support
us.”

General Conaway said the
Guard could not exist without
state and employer support
since Guard members live and
hold full-time jobs in the com-
munity. “Obviously we impact
the employers’ business, and
we need their support,” he
said.

He explained that Guards-
men give a minimum of one
weekend per month and 15|

days per year for annual-}'

training. And if they are avia- |
tion crews, they give up an ad-
ditional day or evening each
week for training. Plus, when
_the states need them for dis-
aster aid, they respond.

General Conaway said the
Guard may be the best part-
time job in America as far as
job satisfaction in serving the
country and being patriotic.
“It’s an asset to this country,”
he said.

He recalled that men were
making sacrifices like this 140
years before the Constitution
was written. General Con-
away explained that the roots
of the Guard go back 350

years when the farmer was
asked to lay down his plow
and pick up his musket to de-
fend his land.

For most part of its history,
women played only a small
part in the Guard, primarily
in the nurse corps. Since 1973,
women have been playing
larger and larger roles, the
general said.

Today, he added, there are
about 12,000 women in the
Guard “doing a superb job”
and in non-traditional roles
such as pilots and navigators,
mechanics, maintenance offi-
cers and dock chiefs. “We sim-
ply can’t do without them,”
said General Conaway.

And not only are more wo-
men coming into the Guard,
but more are staying, he said.
“The retention of females is
running ahead of males, so
they obviously want to be
there and they are dedicated.”

About 15,000 people are re-
cruited by the Guard each
year, most of them with prior
service, the general said.
“Ideally, we like to see people
make a career of the Air
Force, but if they don’t, it's
our job to try to capture that
skill for the good of the Air
Force.” i

General Conaway said that
when the economy is bad a lot
of people want to go on active
duty, but when the economy
is good, they may get out. He
said some people join the
Guard for extra income. “So
whether the economy is good
or bad, we tend to be there as
a vehicle to accept people,” he
said.

The general said pilot re-
tention in the Guard is not a
problem. “We vary between
91 percent and 93 percent re-
gardless of which way the eco-
nomy goes.” :

He explained that benefits
and bonuses do affect recruit-
ing efforts. “In the all-volun-
teer force, we need to have
our enlistment and re-enlist-
ment bonuses for certain criti-
cal skills.

“It’s proved very helpful so
far. In fact, right now, the Air
Naitonal Guard is supposed to
have 111,000 personnel by
Sept. 30. It now looks like we
may attain our goal much
sooner.”

He credits the recruiters
for much of this success. *I
think our recruiting force is
the best we've ever had—
but we can’t rest on our lau-
rels,” he concluded.

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Good reasons to buckle up

Only 14 percent of Americans
regularly wear their seat belts, es-
timates the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration.
Other sources are more optimistic
in their figures, but all are well
below 50 percent.

Seat belts save lives, but only if
you use them. In the state of New
York, officials report 170 fewer
driver and passenger deaths in the
first six months since its manda-
tory seat belt law became effective.
During that period, 438 persons
died versus an average of 608 fatal-
ities per six-month-period over the
past five years.

That statistic is more impressive
when you consider that the mere
existence of a law does not mean
everyone obeys it. Drinking drivers
are the least likely to buckle up—
researchers in New York found
that only 21 percent of bar patrons
buckled up, versus a not much
more impressive 35 percent for
other drivers.

Time seems to lessen the impact
of buckle-up laws as well. A survey
in Michigan found that in July
1985, right after a mandatory seat
belt law went into effect, only
58 percent of front seat drivers
were buckled up. By December, the
rate declined to 43 percent, which
was an improvement over the
state’s pre-law rate of 20 percent,
but well below full compliance.

“If you think’seat belts are con-
fining, try a body-cast,” proclaims
one safety poster. Seat belts not
only save lives, but they can cut

the chance of death or serious in-
jury in half. The rate of facial frac-
tures alone went down by two-
thirds after a seat belt law went

into effect in Sweden.
- This is because seat belts offer

protection from the “second,” or

“human,” collision. When a car
stops, people who are not re-
strained by a seat belt will fly to-
ward the point of impact, colliding
with the dashboard, steering wheel
or windshield.

Although some people still say
they are afraid of being trapped in-
side a burning car, “. . fiery
crashes are rare except on televi-
sion,” said North Carolina highway
safety expert Patricia F. Waller.
Waller said that out of 3.5 million
vehicles involved in crashes in her
state, only 1,291 of those vehicles
experienced post-crash fires. And in
only three instances was a belted
driver killed in a crash involving
fire. And experts analyzing these
three accidents believe the drivers
were dead before the fire started.
On the other hand, 72 unbelted
drivers were fatally injured in post-
crash fires, while 56 belted drivers
survived.

Some people think seat belts are
only for long trips. Fortunately,
Marine Sgt. James Wilson is not
one of them. Wilson was driving no
more than 10 miles away from his
quarters when his brand new car
was struck by another car. The im-
pact pushed Wilson’s car into
oncoming traffic and an unfortu-

nate motorcyclist. The motorcyclist
suffered a broken leg. Wilson, who
always “automatically” wears his
seatbelt, was physically unhurt.
However, his new $14,000 car was
a total loss.

The hood
bent into the right front side and
ripped the “T-top.” The right side
of the car roof was crushed

Our successes can easily be
overcome by a few failures of
the wrong kind, however, and
one of the most threatening is
failure to adhere to the stan-
dards of conduct.

Air Force reguldtion 30-30. It

isn't complicated. We don’t
make private profit from our
official positions. We don’t
take gifts for having done
something that we are sup-

posed to do, and‘we don't-let -

others get the impression we
have done so.

We restrict our gifts to
other Air Force members to
those few nominal gifts per-
mitted by regulation. We

When I travel, I often talk
to civic groups and civilian au-
diences. I find that ordinary
citizens are concerned that
their armed forces might be
inefficient. It is our duty.to
maintain the public’s confi-
dence. Each of us has the
chance to do that by ensuring

reason other than the public’s
interest.
