Why build a MIP lodge?

Reese is leading the Air
Force with outstanding parti-
cipation in the Model Installa-
tion Program (MIP). As most
of you know, the money that
is saved by MIP improvements
is returned to Reese to be us-
ed for projects that would
otherwise not be funded. The
decision of how we use MIP

"money is made by the MIP

Executive Committee which
is chaired by the Wing Com-
mander. This committee re-
views inputs from every or-
ganization and individual sug-
gestions on how to best use
MIP money. Last year, the de-
cision was made to use a large
portion of the MIP money to
build a meeting and recrea-
tion lodge for all Reese per-
sonnel. This facility will be
available to all organizations
for meetings and social func-
tions.

Some folks have asked—
why build a MIP Lodge? They
contend there are adequate
meeting facilities and two
open messes that can handle
all social functions. The fact
is, however, that neither of
these statements are correct.

There are numerous functions
each month at Reese that
neither existing meeting facil-
ities nor the clubs can accomo-
date. Additionally, the alter-

native places used for these
functions are often too small,
ill equipped, and generally de-
tract from the overall reason
for the gathering.

A second misconception
concerning the MIP Lodge is
that it is eventually intended
to be the Golf Course Club

House. That rumor is just not:

true. No one in the MIP Exec-
utive Committee has ever en-
visioned this new facility to
replace our Golf Course Club
House.

Hopefully, this short ex-
planation better explains why
we will build a MIP Lodge.
The bids for the project are in
and the contract to start the
building should be issued next
month. Construction time will
be five months. At that time
we will have a facility for
meetings and social functions
that will be available for all

Reese personnel. I am sure it

will be a building we will all
be proud of and use frequent-

ly.

To do this, you must obtain
a social security number for
the child and then file a
federal income tax return in
the child’s name the first (or
any subsequent) year to
report the accumulated in-
terest and any other income.

This establishes “intent”
and no further returns need
be filed until the child’s in-
come exceeds his or her ex-
emptions.

Committed people are the
answer, according to Lt. Col.
Stephen C. Hall, deputy chief
of resource management. “The
biggest thing we've seen is
the absolute commitment of
making the workers’ ideas
happen,” said Colonel Hall.
“We are extremely sensitive
to making sure that the per-
son who comes up with the
idea gets credit far his idea.”

R&M 2000 is an Air Force
program aimed at maximizing
the reliability and maintain-
ability of weapons systems by
the year 2000. While the pro-
gram is new to Ogden Alir Lo-
gistics Center, its sister pro-
gram-—-Pacer Impaet— has
been reaching similar goals on
several fronts.

“We found the kind of

things we had been doing for

the past several years dove-
tailed into the new initiative,”
Colonel Hall said. “Where
Pacer Impact is somewhat
technology and machinery ori-
ented, R&M at the base is fo-
cused right at the workforce,”

The three R&M 2000 pro-
grams are under the Director-
ate of Maintenance at Hill
AFB. The programs are oper-
ated with four basic concepts;
educating people about prob-
lems; advertising success stor-
ies; combining efforts under-
way through other programs
such as value engineering,
quality circles and the sugges-
tion program; and making the
programs result oriented.

The fact® that. there are
three R&M centers on base
also reminds people daily that
there is a program to service
their ideas, said Colonel Hall.

“We believe there are more-
good ideas at the end of a
mechanic’s screwdriver than
anywhere in the world,” he
said.
make these ideas work.

““The centers advertise
ideas and encourage people to
bring even more in. Qur goal
is to have so many great ideas
we can’t handle them all,” he
said.

Reviews
are ongoing to ensure that all
problems are corrected.

Lackland AFB, Texas, again
finished in front of all other
ATC installations with
$484,980 in AFAF donations,
or 643 percent of-its goal.
Lackland topped its 1985 total
by nearly $150,000.

Six other ATC bases either
topped or were near the 200
percent mark. They were Good-
fellow AFB, Texas, at 257 per-
cent; Vance AFB, Okla., at 242
percent; Lowry AFB, Colo.,
with 204 percent; Randolph
AFB, Texas, with 200 per-
cent; Chanute AFB, Ill., at 193
percent; and Reese AFB,
Texas, at 192 percent.

The Air Force Aid Society
was again the biggest benefi-
ciary of this year’s command
effort. AFAS will receive
$877,566 of the funds collect-
ed from ATC members.

Command contributors also
designated $205,914 for the
Air Force Enlisted Men’s Wi-
dows and Dependents Home,
while $109,592 was earmark-
ed for the Air Force Village.

ATC also collected an addi-
tional $6,575 in undesignated
donations, which will be divid-
ed among all three AFAF af-
filiate agencies.

Denver (AFNS)— Military
members who have made a
permanent-change-of-station
move since October may be

_ eligible for additional travel
' reimbursements, according to

Air Force Accounting and
Finance Center officials here.

Officials explained that per
diem for all military depen-
dents is now authorized
because of changes to the
Monetary Allowable in Lieu
of Transportation (MALT)
program.

Additionally, travel entitle-

ments are now authorized for
dependents of junior enlisted
members for moves made bet-
ween stateside locations.

The changes are retroac-
tive to Oct. 1, 1985, and affect
most people who made PCS
moves on or after that date.

People in grades E-4 and
below with less than two
years of service are not
authorized travel entitle-
ments for dependents for
moves between stateside
locations made before Oct. 1,
1985. However, they may be

authorized entitlements for
moves after that date, of-
ficials said.

Under the changes, mileage
allowance computations have
been simplified. Officials ex-
plained that, now, the allow-
ance per mile is determined

by the number of authorized

travelers per vehicle.

The rates are 15 cents per
mile for one person and two
cents per mile for each addi-
tional person up to a max-
imum of 20 cents per mile for
four or more people.

Terrorist threat—too close for comfort

Fred Hagans
public affairs
Iraklion AS, Greece

It was the longest and most
tense 15 minutes of my life.
For the first time, I felt help-
less to act. There I lay, on my
stomach, inside a building I
was sure either would be
bombed or raided.

I asked myself, “Is this real-
ly happening?” It soon be-
came obvious to me, and I as-
sume to everyone else inside,
what was going on outside.

Recalling the events in the”

Gulf of Sidra the day before,
when our Navy sank two Li-
byan missile boats and all but
destroyed a missile launch
site, I imagined the worst. I
suddently realized the fear as-
sociated with terrorism.

It was a feeling I can’t des-
cribe. I wasn’t in a panie, nor
was I nervous. I guess if I had
to describe how I felt in one

word it would be “suspense,”’

because I didn’t know for cer-
tain what was happening out-
side, nor what was going to
happen inside. It was simply
“wait-and-see.”

I wanted to run, but the on-
ly place to go was out into the
night, but I was sure the ter-
rorists had long since leaped
the outer boundaries of the
fence surrounding the base
and were waiting in the dark
to make their move.

The possibility of an exer--

cise came to mind, but the
sound of gunshots quickly
erased this thought. :

I began rehearsing what ac-

tions I would take if the build-

ing were bombed, and what I
would do if it were overrun.
There must have been a mil-

These rates apply to one or
more privately owned vehic-
les, officials said, so a family
of five that moves two cars
can receive 36 cents per
mile—17 cents for two people
in the first car and 19 cents
for three people in the second
car.

“That’s 16 cents more than
you could receive if all five
people traveled in one car,
since the maximum rate for a
single vehicle is 20 cents,” ex-
plained an AFAFC official. He
added however, that the ex-
tra allowance per mile is not
automatic and must be
specifically authorized or ap-
proved.

He also noted that per diem
for dependents traveling with
the sponsor is based on the
travel time and per diem due
the member.

He said spouses and chil-
dren two years of age and
over are allowed $37.50 per
authorized travel day. Chil-
dren under 12 qualify for $25
per day. “But, if a family is
authorized to travel separate-
ly from the sponsor, the

spouse’s per diem will be
$50,” the official said. He said
the rate would not change for
children.

Finance officials noted that
MALT changes could make
PCS payments lower for some
members. For example, mem-
bers and dependents who
travel commercially must
now claim actual transpor-
tation costs instead of cost for
mileage. These costs cannot
exceed the cost of transporta-
tion provided by the govern-
ment. ;

Also, members who travel
by both private and commer-
cial transportation will be
reimbursed actual expenses,
provided the costs are not
more than what it would have
cost the government to pro-
vide transportation or the
MALT and per diem costs had
th emember traveled by pri-
vate transportation alone.

People affected by the
changes can get more infor-
mation and have their PCS
entitlements recomputed by
contacting the base Account-
ing and Finance Travel Sec-
tion, Ext.

Team Spiritisn’t
just big numbers

SEOUL (AFNS)—Some-
times it’s easy to get caught
up in the enormity of an exer-
cise like Team Spirit.

This year, more than 60,000
U.S. servicemembers took
part in this annual combined,
joint-service exercise de-
signed to enhance the defense
of the Republic of Korea.

More than 7,000 active-duty
blue suiters came to Korea
from bases all over the Pacific
and the United States, deploy-
ing to Korea from as far away
as Florida. Hundreds of Air
National Guardsmen and Re-
servists from throughout the
U.S. joined their active-duty
counterparts to test their
combined capabilities in areas
from flying to communications
to healing.

The numbers continue. Mili- °

tary Airlift Command C-5
Galaxies, C-141 Starlifters
and C-130 Hercules flew near-
ly 360 missions, moving more
than 14 million pounds of car-
go and thousands of people to
Korea in direct support of the
exercise. Before the exercise
would be completed, more
than an additional thousand
missions would be {flown to
support the field training re-
quirements and to return the
people and their equipment
back home.

MAC was joined by the Ci-
vil Reserve Air Force as the
first Boeing 747 to be convert-

ed for cargo use landed at

Osan AB carrying nearly. 60
tons of Army equipment.

Hundreds of sorties were
flown by Air Force fighter, at-
tack, observation and bomber
pilots. Thousands of pictures
were taken by photographers
and cameramen from the Aero-
space Audio Visual Service.

More than 1,000 U.S. and
ROK paratroopers floated out
of C-130s and C-141s during
two major airdrops held dur-
ing the exercise. Later, hun-
dreds of security policemen
would try to protect a patch
of Air Force real estaté dur-
ing a massive air base ground
defense exercise.

And a.variety of U.S. and
ROK planes would be rapidly
fueled durmg a hlghway land-
ing exercise -staged during
the latter part of Team Spirit
"86.

Faced with these stagger-
ing numbers, it's too easy to
overlook the most important
number of all—one.

One by one, the men-and
women who would take part
in Team Spirit '86 stepped off
the plaines. One by one, they

did their jobs, and did them
well.

People like TSgt. Mickey
Jimerson, assigned with the
162nd Combat Information
Systems Group. Sergeant Ji-
merson is an Orange County,
Calif., deputy sheriff who
turned in his badge for a spa-
tula so that he could cook on a
remote mountain top, feeding
10 fellow Guardsmen who pro-
vided a vital communications
link between Heong Song and
Osan air bases.

People like 2nd Lt. John
Carter, an F-4E weapons sys-
tems officer with the 497th
Tactical Fighter Squadron at
Taegu AB. Lieutenant Carter
was one of many air crew vol-
unteers who spent a weekend
sleeping in makeshift tents in
the rain atop a mountain in
the middle of nowhere, re-
viewing their survival and en-

' emy evasion techniques.

There is Chaplain (Capt.)
Edward Hart, an ordained
African Methodist Episcopal
Zion minister. Chaplain Hart,
who normally preaches from a
pulpit at Eglin AFB, Fla,,
found a new congregation in
the tent city at Osan AB,
about 30 miles south of here.

A few, like MSgt. Chip Sex-
ton, found time to act as good-
will ambassadors. The first
sergeant of the Hawaii-based
22nd Tactical Air Support
Squadron coordinated a joint
Army and Air Force fund-
raiser with Hawaii business-
men, netting more than
$20,000 for several Korean or-
phanages. The gifts were
handed out midway through
the exercise. ;

Keith Ferris is one of a
handful of U.S. artists who
spent a week sketching and
photographing Air Force ac-
tivities during Team Spirit.
Their sketches and photos
would later be furned into
paintings to be donated to the
Air Force Art Collection.

Capt. Steve Weaver didn’t
deploy here. He’s an OV-10
Bronco pilot ‘assigned with
the 19th Tactical Air Support
Squadron at Osan AB. He and
his fellow pilots provide the
“eyes” that directed in-coun-

try and deployed fighter

crews to their targets.

The list goes on. Every indi-
vidual found importance in his
own right. Some of their stor-
ies have been told. Many were
not.

For most of these men and
women, the big numbers be-
ing bantered about mean lit-
tle. .In the field or on the
flightline, their world was fo-
cused down to a basic unit—
the unit of one.

Picking through the rubble of
what had been the U.S. Embassy
in Beirut when it was bombed in

- April 1983, rescue workers uncov-
ered the body of 21-year-old Marine
Cpl. Robert V. McMaugh. Beside
his body lay the tattered remains
of the U.S. flag that had once stood
proudly beside McMaugh’s guard
post in the embassy’s main lobby.

McMaugh’s fellow Marine secu-
rity guards draped their dead com-
rade in a fresh American flag and
carried him away on a stretcher. A
squad of Marines snapped to atten-
tion and saluted.

“It was a poignant moment,” re-
called Chief Warrant Officer Bill
Henderson, a spokesman attached
to the 22d Marine Amphibious
Unit in Lebanon at the time of the
bombing.

“Everone had been digging and .

digging, then suddenly, everything
stopped. Not a word was said.

“Seeing the body of a fellow
Marine, covered with the American
flag. . .it was an electrifying
moment.” 5

While stationed in Beirut, -
Henderson said he came to appreci-
ate the flag not just as a piece of
material, but as a symbol of
courage.

“Each Marine (in Lebanon) wore

an American flag on his shirt,” he ~

said. “It did more than show that
we were Americans. It showed that

we were representing this country .

and what it stands for: freedom for
all people.”

When President Woodrow Wilson
established June 14 as National
Flag Day in 1915, he knew that
the freedoms the U.S. flag stands
for weren’t — and never would be
— free.

“The lines of red are lines of
blood,” Wilson said in his first flag
Day address, “nobly and un-
selfishly shed by men who loved
the liberty of their fellowship more
than they loved their own lives and
fortunes. God forbid that we should
have to use the blood of America to
freshen the color of the flag.”

A part of Wilson’s world of con-
tinuing sacrifice, Capt. Roger
Mathews of U.S. Army Forces
Command watched the shiny black
hearses lined up outside a huge
aircraft hangar at Dover Air Force
Base, Del. An honor guard from
the 101st Airborne Corps snapped
to attention as a C-141 aircraft
arrived, carrying the first of 248 of
their fellow soldiers killed in a
December 1985 plane crash in
Gander, Newfoundland.

There was sudden quiet as the
aircraft ramp slowly came down,
revealing 10 caskets, each wrapped
in the bright red, white and blue of
the American flag.

“That sight,” said Mathews,
“simply sucked the air out of every-
one.”

One by one, the caskets were car-
ried from the aircraft and aligned
on pedestals on the hangar floor.

“It was, by far, one of the most

- significant events of my life,”

‘Mathews said.

Raised in a military family,
Mathews said the flag has always
had a special significance to him.
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But his experience at Dover, he
said, gave him a more personal un-
derstanding of what the U.S. flag
means to members of the U.S. mili-
tary.

“America stands for a lot of
ideals. The flag has always been

. symbolic of those ideals.

“And when you serve in the mili-
tary, you're sometimes called on to
give everything you have to give
for those ideals. . .You just can’t
give much more than what those
soldiers gave at Gander.”

Throughout history, the flag has
survived victories and tragedies,
glory and degradation.

Francis Scott Key’s great inspira-
tion about the American flag, “The
Star Spangled Banner,” was writ-
ten during the War of 1812, when
in the face of a British bombard-
ment, the battle-scarred American
flag continued to fly over Fort
McHenry.

Col. David M. Roeder had spent
only eight days as the assistant Air

" Force attache to the U.S. Embassy

in Iran when he and more than 50
other Americans were taken
hostage on Nov. 4, 1979.

For 444 days, Roeder lived with-
out the freedoms he loved and
worked to protect as a member of
the U.S. military. He looked on
helplessly as U.S. flag burnings be-

.came almost daily media events

and his captors carried garbage
from one area of the embassy com-
pound to another, wrapped in the
American flag.

Roeder said that in the face of
this adversity, he never lost faith
in his country or the flag that sym-
bolizes it.

What does our flag stand for?

His most positive memory associ-
ated with his captivity took place
the day the newly freed hostages
arrived in West Germany and were
met by thousands of waving Ameri-
can flags.

Having just hours before run the
gauntlet of angry Iranian faces,
Roeder said that the sight of “all
those friendly faces and all those
American flags being waved made
the reality of freedom explosive.”

Roeder, who said he’s always
been a nationalist, said his experi-
ence in Iran emphasized every posi-
tive feeling he’d ever had about the
United States and what it stands for

“When you talk about a flag,
whether it’s standing in a place of
honor at a ceremony, or draped
over a casket, or waving from
someone’s house, you're talking
about a sygbol,” he said.

“But the importance of that sym-
bolism is monumental. It repre-
sents what we are, wherever we
are in the world. And no matter
what anyone else says about it or
does to it, the flag never loses its
dignity.

“It only gains dignity. Because
when someone attacks the Ameri-
can flag, it’s because they recognize
all that it represents and the great-
ness of this country.”

Measure your stress

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In recent years there has been a keen interest in stress, and
in particular its relationship with illness and disease. Human
beings are highly adaptive, responding quickly to stress. The
early signs of this adaptation are often openly mainfested in
physical symptomology. Dr. Hans Selye, one of the leading
authorities on stress, described in detail the physical changes
(stress) occurring in the body as a person is exposed to perceiv-
ed threat. He identified three successive stages of stressful
reaction: Alarm (preparation for uncertainty); Resistance
(adjustment to higher levels of stress from Alarm); and Ex-
haustion (wearing out).

A little stress is very positive, perking up our energies. It ac-
tually permits us to function and perform at higher levels. As a
professional baseball player once put it, “I concentrate better
with two outs, the winning run on third base, and 40,000 people
screaming their lungs out.” Statistics demonstrate that the
batting averages of professional baseball players are higher
when the stressful conditions exist. But, this may even more
dramatically reinforce Dr. Selye’s point, when you consider
that more wild pitches are thrown under this circumstance;
this indicates that the pitcher who has experienced prolonged
stress’ can sometimes slip rapidly into exhaustion either per-
mitting the hit, or hitting the batter.

Our goal then is to manage our stress levels, not to eliminate
stress. As humans we are not equipped to maintain ourselves
at a Resistance Level of stress for very long periods before the
toll is taken upon our health. The following checklist is pro-
vided for you to evaluate your present stress level:

Dr. Roy Menninger of the Menninger Clinic has estimated
that 80 percent of the complaints that bring people to the doc-
tor, colds, backache, fatigue, stomach upset, breathing pro-
blems, loss of appetite are but reactions resulting from pro-
blems in life. One of the first steps in living better is to become
more aware of our own body sensations which occur-under
stress. The second step is to seek ways to adjust and cope. Ex-
amine your present coping mechanisms and consider more
possibilities, which will help you to manage more effectively
your levels of stress, thereby, enabling you to perform better
and have a more healthy and happy life.
