New Panamanian government
begins planning for recovery

PANAMA CITY, Panama (AP)
— The new government closed
TV and radio stations linked to
Manuel Antonio Noriega, whom
the Vatican said was being held
in ‘“‘strict isolation” in a room
with a broken television set

A top U.S. delegation led by
Deputy Secretary of State
Lawrence Eagleburger met to-
day with President Guillermo
Endara and other leaders of
Panama’s new government to
begin planning American help for
economic recovery

The U.S. Embassy said
Eagleburger would look at ways
to help Panama recover from its
economic decline, which began
largely when the United States
imposed sanctions in its effort to
drive Noriega from power

Panama’'s economy was fur
ther battered by fighting during
the American invasion and
massive looting that followed

Acting Treasury Secretary
John Robson and Mark Edelman,
acting director of the U.S. Agen
cy for International Develop
ment, accompanied
Eagleburger. The embassy said
the delegation also planned visits
to a displaced persons camp, the
Panama Canal and to businesses
trashed in the looting that follow-
ed the Dec. 20 invasion

Noriega remained inside the
Vatican mission, where he sought
refuge on Christmas Eve to
escape capture by U.S. forces
who ousted him.

No one was allowed to talk to
Noriega, on the orders of Papal
Nuncio Jose Sebastian Laboa, ac-
cording to Vatican Embassy
deputy spokesman Jose Cubillas,
who added that Noriega’'s room
contained a broken television

Cubillas said Noriega and two

aides in the embassy with him
are ‘‘very nervous.”’

The order by U.S. District
Judge Lucius Bunton of Midland
would create ‘‘wholesale
upheaval’’ in the Texas
judiciary, Clements said.

‘“‘Not only would this (Bunton’s
system) be chaotic, it would
result in the loss of qualified and
experienced judges who are now
on the bench,’’ Clements said.

Bunton issued his order Tues-
day, saying the special elections
were needed because the gover-
nor and Legislature have failed
to change the countywide judicial
election system. The judge
previously ruled that the at-large
elections discriminated against
minorities by diluting their
voting strength.

Attorney General Jim Mattox
said an appeal was being con-
sidered. ‘“We are reviewing his
order and will decide what course

to follow after the review,”’ Mat-

tox said.

Ritnton’s  elaction . order in.
volves district court judges in
Bexar, Dallas, Harris, Travis,

T'arrant, Jefferson, Lubbock, Ec
tor and Midland counties

The judge said no at-large
judicial elections should be held
in those counties this year. In-
stead, he ordered the interim
judicial balloting to be based on
political divisions within the
counties for terms to last four
years

Ron Dusek, spokesman for
Mattox, said the judge’s plan
would take effect unless the
Legislature acts before the May
special elections to revamp the
judicial selection process.

State officials, including
Clements, had sought more time.
But Bunton said quick action was
needed.

“A further delay of implemen-
tation of any solution by the
Legislature would not be in the
interest of justice, would further
dilute the rights of minority
voters in the (nine) counties in

John T. Garcia of El Paseo
Texas director of the League of

“We now feel minorities ...
have the opportunity to be
elected to the judiciary,” said
Garcia. ‘“We believe with the
districts cut up into sub-districts
we will have better representa-
tion in the judiciary, which is

something that is long overdue
for minorities.”

Under Bunton’s ordeér, the nine
counties’ judges would be elected
from speeial districts based on
existing political subdivisions:

— State House of Represen-
tatives districts in Baxar, Dallas,
Harris and Tarrant counties.

— Justice of the peace
precincts in Travis County.

— County commissioner
precincts in Jefferson, Lubbock,
Ector and Midland counties.

Candidates must reside in the
county, but not necessarily in the
new election districts.

State judges question
federal judge’s order

DALLAS (AP) — A federal
judge’s decision to change the
way urban Texans choose their
judges in the state’s nine largest
counties has left state district
judges with more questions than
answers.

On Tuesday, U.S. District
Judge Lucius Bunton of Midland
ordered 115 state district judges
to run in non-partisan elections in
May, from smaller subdistricts
within their counties.

“Who will be identifying voters
now to get them out to vote?”
said State District Judge
Sharolyn Wood of Houston.
“Who’s going to motivate them to
turn out? I don’t see why we're
throwing away 150 years of tradi-
tion.”

State District Judge Charles
Hearn of Houston said all 36
judges up for re-election in Har-
ris County are meeting Thursday
to decide in what district they
will run.

Bunton’s election order coveérs
the trial courts in Bexar, Dallas,
Harris, Travis, Tarrant, Jeffer-
son, Lubbock, Ector and Midland
counties.

Bunton’s plan will take effect

573-2972
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unless the Legislature acts
before the May special election to
create another process.

The decision has left
Republicans and Democrats
alike calling for an appeal by the
state.

Democratic Lt. Gov. Bill Hob-
by defended an appeal by the
state, saying the order would
‘““seriously disrupt” the state’'s
judicial system and lead to the
loss of experienced judges.

“  ‘““About 30 percent of the state’s
district judges are up for re-
election, and this order may
cause a large number of them not
to seek office,”” Hobby said.

Gov. Bill Clements said an ap-
peal is the only way to avoid ‘‘the
wholesale upheaval of our
judiciary.” :

Attorney General Jim Mattox
said the state was studying the
order and will consider whether
to seek a stay of Bunton’s order
and appeal the case.

In San Antonio, District Judge
Tom Rickhoff predicted Bunton’s
order will be overturned if ap-
pealed to the 5th Circuit Court of
Appeals in New Orleans.

“I don’t think it is an order the
5th Circuit will approve. It af-
fects too much legislation too
dramatically,’’ Rickhoff said.

If declarer decides that West holds J-
10 of hearts, he will play low froni
dummy, and East will later m:lku;'g/
tricks with the A-10. It is more likely
that West will lead the heart five, and
now declarer should have no trouble
holding his heart losers to one trick.

49ers’ Joe Montana receives

NFL’s Most Valuable Player

SAN .FRANCISCO (AP) — A
little over a year ago, Joe Mon-
tana was battered and benched.
He feared the San Francisco
49%ers were phasing him out after
10 years and five operations on
. his knee, shoulder, elbow and
back.

Over the dead body of owner
Eddie DeBartolo.

The 33-year-old Montana
played like a quarterback enter-
ing his prime for the 49ers this
season, not like one ready to
watch Steve Young at home on
TV.

On Tuesday, Montana won one
of the few major honors that had
escaped him when the Associated
Press named him the NFL’s Most
Valuable Player. And that's not
the only evidence that pro foot-
ball's player of the 1980s may be
around for much of the '90s, as
well. Eight quarterback. MVPs
were older than Montana when

won the award.

Charlie Conerly, for instance,
was 38 when he was MVP with
the New York Giantsin 1959. Y.A.
Tittle was 37 with the Giants in
1963. John Brodie of the 49ers
(1970) and Fran Tarkenton of
Minnesota (1975) both were 35, a
few months younger than Mon-
tana will be when his-five.year,
$10 million contract expires after
the 1992 season.

‘“Enjoyment of the game is still
the big thing that keeps me go-
“ ing,”’ Montana said. “It's fun,

and it’s a challenge. I think you
have to ride it as long as you
can."™

The 49ers rode Montana to the
league’s best record (14-2) this
vear as he put together the finest
all-around passing year in league
history. He orchestrated four
fourth-quarter comeback vic-
tories, had a sixth season of 3,000
plus passing yards to tie Dan
Fouts’ league record, and at one
point threw 150 passes without an
interception.

Montana, completing a near-
record 70.2 percent of his passes
for 26 touchdowns and a career-
low eight interceptions, also was

an easy winner of the AP’s Offen-

sive Player of the Year award.

In balloting by a national
media panel, Montana received
62 votes to six for Green Bay
quarterback Don Majkowski.
The only other player to receive a
vote was Minnesota defensive
tackle Keith Millard with two.

Montana, the NFL career
leader in quarterback rating
(94.0) and completion percentage
(63.9 percent), is a two-time
Super Bowl 'MVP and was an
overwhelming choice this fall as
AP Pro Football Player of the
Decade. Despite six selections to
the Pro Bowl, five as the NFC
starter,-and a previous NFL
passing titlein 1987, he had never
been the league MVP.

“It’s a great honor,”” Montana
said at the 49ers’ training camp
in Santa Clara, where the team is
preparing for Saturday’s home
playoff game with the Vikings.
“There were a lot of players
around the league who had good
seasons, and to be singled out is

'Famed Texas*Ranger dies

AUSTIN (AP) — William D. *“Bill’’ Wilson, a former Texas Ranger
who was a key investigator in the 1965 slayings of two University of
Texas coeds, died Monday after a long illness. He was 60.

Wilson retired as senior captain of the Texas Rangers on Feb. 1,
1985. .

He was born in inole, Okla., but later moved to Houston and
wendg to the University)of Texas at Austin where he played football
from 1948 to 1951.

Wilson joined the Texlas Department of Public Safety in 1952.

In 1961, he joined th¢/Texas Rangers and in 1974 he replaced Capt.
Clint Peoples as senigr captain.

During his law&nforcement career he worked on many investiga-
tions, but probably the most well-known case were the slayings of
Susan Rigsby and Shirley Ann Stark.

The Chi Omega sorority sisters were killed July 18, 1965, after.ar-
riving in Austin for the university’s summer session.

James C. Cross Jr. is serving an 80-year sentence for the murder of
Ms. Rigsby. According to Cross’s confession, he attacked and
strangled the women after they came to use the shower in his apart-
ment.

Wilson put in more than 300 hours work assisting Austin police in
the case, officials said.

Funeral services for Wilson will be held at 2 p.m. Friday at Cook-
Walden Funeral Home in Austin. He will be buried in the Texas State
Cemetery.

Thousands have the flu

HOUSTON (AP) — The number of Houston residents suffering
with the flu has reached an estimated 4,500, and local experts say
they are only the first of many tens of thousands who probably will
contract the disease this season.

Influenza type AShanghai has been confirmed in nine children so
far by researchers at the Influenza Research Center at Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine, and there are more on the way, epidemiologist Dr.
W. Paul Glezen said Tuesday.

The scientists estimate that for every confirmed flu case, there are
about 500 cases in the community.

Last week, the researchers said that about 1,000 people had the flu

in the area. The fourfold increase in a week’s time seems to indicate -

that a large outbreak of the disease is in the offing, they said,

This year’s virus also is of a type that may be more serious than
_ last year’s, Glezen said. Most peoplé developed type B influenza last
year, he said.

Many older people were exposed to type B flu as teen-agers and
have a natural immunity to that form of the virus. However, the type
A flu now hitting Houston is a newer variety, and elderly people are
more likely to catch it than they are type B, Glezen said.

That makes the AShanghai virus a more serious disease because it
strikes people at high risk of developing serious complications such
as pneumonia, he said.

However, the disease has been confirmed only in children so far,
and he predicted more children will develop influenza now that
school is back in session.

Surveys prompt
FDA to test milk
in thirteen cities

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Food and Drug Administration is
concerned that two independent
surveys found milk supplies in
several areas contaminated with
potentially harmful drugs, but
the government says it sees no
public health threat.

The FDA is testing retail milk
supplies in 13 cities in response to
the surveys by The Wall Street
Journal and the Center for
Science in the Public Interest
that found some samples were
tainted with veterinary drugs.

The testing should be com-
pleted within two to three weeks
and the results will be made
public, FDA spokesman Jeff
Nesbit said Tuesday.

The FDA said that although it
““is concerned that these uncon-
firmed findings may indicate
violative drug residues in milk,”’
it sees ‘‘no public health threat
associated with animal drug
residues in milk at the levels
reported by The Wall Street Jour-
nal.” :

But Michael Jacobson, ex-
ecutive director of the Center for
Science in the Public Interest,
said the general presence of sulfa
drugs and antibiotics in milk
samples is disturbing.

“People should be angry that
the government hasn’t ensured
the safety of the milk supply,”” he
said. ‘““People should continue
drinking milk — while they write
a letter to their legislators
demanding action.”

The Journal's survey, reported
Friday, found that of 50 retail
samples collected in 10 major
cities, 38 percent were con-
taminated with antibiotics and
sulfa drugs used to treat sick cat-

a musical assault
on U. S. Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — So the
ordinary, everyday, ear-splitting
boom box has been made into a
weapon of war, and there's no
knowing where that may lead.

Those radio-cassette players
with stereo speakers are menace
enough in peacetime, clearing
streets and public parks as pla-
toons of youthful rock fanciers
blare their music at migraine
volume.

And that was before Panama,
where the United States decided
to go after Manuel Antonio
Noriega, no decibels barred. He
could run to the Vatican em-
bassy, but he couldn’t hide; not
when U.S. soldiers brought in the
stereo speakers, set them up in a
parking lot across the street,
turned up the volume and tuned
inarmed forces radiorock.

AP analysis

There went the neighborhood.

Troops and everybody else in
the area had to converse in
shouts as numbers like “You're
No Good,” ‘‘Voodoo Chile,”
“Welcome to the Jungle,” and
“Nowhere to Run, Nowhere to
Hide” boomed day and night
from olive drab, government-
issue speakers.

Noriega fancies opera, making
a high decibel diet of rock plus
country and western numbers
seem-a sort of musical torture.
But the noise spares no one, and
the Roman Catholic diplomats
stationed at the embassy
presumably are more comfor-
table with plain song than disco
music.

‘“Baby, You're No Good,” the
speakers blared. And “I Fought
the Law and the Law Won.”’

After a day and a half, a
Vatican spokesman said the
musical assault was unaccep-
table. Another day of it and word
came from the mission that the
din was keeping diplomats and
clerics awake while Noriega
slept and the Vatican was con-
templating unspecified ‘‘further
steps” if it continued. The rock
barrage was_tarned down last
Friday. 7

“I think it aggravated the peo-
ple inside,” President Bush said
Saturday. “It has stopped. It
would have aggravated me, I'll

teiil you. I'm not into roek. Coun-
try music, maybe that’s dif-

ferent.”

Not at that volume.

The military didn’t explain the
rock tactic; Bush’s spokesman
said it was a communications
technique.

“There was an attempt . to
disrupt communications so that
we could have some guarantees
of the security of our conversa-
tions,”” said press secretary
Marlin Fitzwater. “Fairly stan-
dard practice.”

He said music was played to
disrupt microwaves and in-
terfere with "electronic
eavesdropping when White
House staff members conferred
at the U.S. Embassy in Moscow
during then-President Reagan’s
1988 summit meeting with
Mikhail S. Gorbachev. Not
around the clock, though.

Who was eavesdropping in
Panama City? &

“I'd let your imagination deal
with that one,” Fitzwater said,
idestepping the question of
iglether the racket was supposed
t® prevent reporters with elec-
tronic gear from tuning in on
military conversations and street
corner talks with the papal en-
voy. o

When the Pope’s man in
Panama City can come under
rock music assault, nobody’s
safe.

Arms negotiations stalled? Let
them hear about it. Turn up ““Big
Planet, Scarey Planet.”” In a
while, if  there’s still no deal,
escalate to ‘““Armageddon It.”

Bush has been telling people to
read his lips for so long that it’s
become trite; next time Congress
talks about raising taxes he can
break out the boom box and let it
shout. “Can U Read My Lips?”
and “I Won't Back Down.”

Vice presidential problems?
Get Dan Quayle a stereo and let
him advertise: “Giving You the
Best That I've Got.” Bush has
already assured his No. 2 man of
renomination. Now, when
necessary, he can play “It’s You
Again,” loudly enough to drown
out the doubters.

‘*‘My Prerogative,”” the
presidential boom box can blare.

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Business group backs delay
on clean air bill, memo says

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
business coalition including ma-
jor oil, gas, auto and chemical
companies favors ‘‘stalling early
action” on a Senate clean air bill,
according toa memorandum that
describes a private strategy ses-
sion. -

The memo urges industry
representatives to -contact
senators and tell them ‘‘senators
are upset at (Majority Leader
George) Mitchell for speed of ac-

tion ... and not deliberating on the
issues.”’
Mitchell, D-Maine, and Sen.

Max Baucus, D-Mont., are the
key strategists on the bill, which
has generally won environmen-
talists’ support for its language
to clean the skies of acid rain,
toxic chemicals and urban smog.
However, industry views the
measure as too costly and not
feasible.

The unsigned memo said
dozens of senators were asking
congressional research agencies
for an ‘‘economic impact
analysis’’ of the legislation and
added, “This is a key part of
stalling early action’’‘on the bill.

New clean air legislation is the
top environmental goal in this
Congress for Mitchell, House
leaders and President Bush. Mit-
chell has scheduled the Senate
clean air measure as the first bill
to be considered when senators
return from recess Jan. 23,
although a long debate is ex-
pected.

The House version, which is
closer to Bush’s proposal than the
Senate plan, still must pass
through the Energy and Com-
merce Committee .before
reaching the floor.

The industry memo, obtained

by The Associated Press, pro-
vides a detailed account of a Dec.
4 meeting attended by more than
100 members of the Clean Air
Working Group — a coalition in-
cluding 1,950 companies and
trade associations interested in
clean air legislation. :

It urged members of the in-
dustry group ‘‘to contact Senate
offices over the next several
weeks many times.”’

William Fay, administrator of
the Clean Air Working Group,
said in an interview, ‘‘Except for
the word ‘stall,’ it's probably
fairly accurate notes. I want a
clean air bill this year. If it gets
done this year what’s the purpose
of a stall?

“I didn’t use that language,”
Fay said, but he couldn’t recall
whether another participant did
S0.

Fay denied that the par-
ticipants were told to attack Mit-
chell. But he acknowledged they
were asked to make the point that
“this is basically a railroaded
bill,”” because it was rushed
through the Senate Environment
and Public Works Committee
with little debate in November.

A Mitchell aide would not com-
ment on the specifics of the
memo. The aide, speaking on
condition of anonymity, said .the
Maine Democrat has ‘“‘made it
known for months it will be the
first item of business. There will
be significant debate and there
should be significant debate.
Senator Mitchell welcomes that
debate.” _ -

Casey Scott Padgett,
legislative counsel to an en-
vironmental group called En-
vironmental Action, said, ‘‘After
blocking improvements to the

Clean Air Act for the past decade,
it's no surprise polluters have
launched a new campalgn of
delay."”

Fay said the Senate bill's ré-
quirements for reducing smog
are “‘punitive, costly and inflexi-
blé.” He contended “‘a numberof
industries with revenues ex-
ceeding $100 billion a year may
not survive’ the standards for
reducing health risks from toxic
chemical emissions.

He said the requirement to cut
acid rain emissions ‘‘puts an in-
credible economic burden on the
industrial Midwest and
Southeast.”” Auto exhaust stan-
dards ‘‘cannot be achieved by
any known technology,” he said,
and predicted that plants making
family-sized cars would have to
shut down.

Fay said, “I want senators to
understand when we leave their
office how extreme this bill is. If I
were Mitchell and didn’t want
senators to know what the bill
said, I couldn’t plan a better
strategy.”

Crowds flocked to blockbuster films

Just what happened in the world of
entertainment i 1989? It was an
eventful year and a fitting one for the
big leap into the 1990s. New stars
were born, and old ones passed away.
Hollywood produced mega-hit mov-
ies, and a good share of flops. TV net-
works did some landmark stuff, but
others just re-created it. And old
bands went on tour to great success,

while others should have stayed at
Somse. 5

Far and away the biggest film of
1989, and one of the top grossing mov-
ies of the decade, was “Batman.” It
grossed $250 miillion, and profits are
still climbing. Though Michael Kea-
ton was a credible Caped Crusader
and Kim Basinger steamed as Vicki
Vale, Jack Nicholson’s Joker stole the
show. His performance was way out
there, comedic yet sinister. The Joker
said it best: “I'm the world’s first fully
functioning homicidal artist.”

The set design and cinematography
were something to behold on-a big
screen. And for a while you couldn’t
turn around without seeing a bat sil-
houette or the deranged face of the
Joker staring at you from a T-shirt.

Another smash released this past
summer was “Indiana Jones and the
Last Crusade.” The third installment
of the Indiana Jones saga was as ac-
tion-packed as its predecessors. Har-
rison Ford shined, as always, as the ti-
tle character. But the movie was
helped tremendously by the presence
of Sean Connery as Indy’s father.
(Connery, 69, was also named the Sex-
iest Man of 1989 by People Magazine.)

“Star Trek V" was released with
much hoopla, and that’s about all. A
sagging plot propelled it through a
black hole, as even die-hard Trekkies
were dlsappomted

A few movies that weren't destined
be huge hits became critical success-
es. Woody Allen’s “Crimes and Misde-
meanors” was his best film in years,
many critics agreed. Darker than
“Hannah and her Sisters,” the film
was sad and funny at the same time
— what Allen does best.

The low-key “sex, lies, and video-
tape” was made on an incredibly low
budget, $1.2 million, and quietly
inched its way around the country.
The director, Steven Soderbergh, left
high school at 17 and went to Los An-
geles to write and direct movies. Now
at 26 he has made it. In the film, An-
die MacDowell gave a superb perfor-
mance as a repressed Southern Yup-
pie housewife whose life is changed by
the visit of her husband’s college
roommate.

The most controversial film of the
* r was Spike Lee’s “Do the Right

hing.” Inspired by the Howard

Beach racial attack in New York City,
Lee’s film takes a sometimes humor-
ous, sometimes tragic, look at black-
white tensions in a Brooklyn neigh-
borhood. Some critics claimed that
Lee was trying to stir up racial ten-
sions. Lee countered that such
charges were simple-minded and in-
sulting to black audiences.

Once again “The Cosby Show” was
at the top of the pack. And its spin-off,
“A Different World,” consistently
landed in the top five in the ratings.

“Roseanne” has been the only show
since 1985 to repeatedly challenge
“Cosby” for the top spot in the ratings.
By the end of 1989, however, Ro-
seanne Barr, who plays the wise-
cracking mother of a blue-collar fam-
ily, was causing a ruckus. Reportedly,
she is bored with the show; rumors
are flying that this season may be her
last.

One of the most intelligent and wit-
ty sitcoms this season is “Murphy
Brown.” Candice Bergen stars as the
title character, the popular anchor-
woman of a news magazine show. In
her first go-round at a series, Bergen
has shown that she is a wonderful
comic actress.

“Anything But Love” pairs angst-
ridden comedian Richard Lewis with
Jamie Lee Curtis, who is finally
emerging from the shadow of the
slasher movies in which she began her
career.

New prime-time news shows,
sometimes using controversial meth-
ods, entered the picture in '89. ABC's
“PrimeTime Live,” one of the most
touted new programs this season,
stars Sam Donal and Diane Saw-
yer. Done in a magazine-style format,
the “Sam and Diane Show” is present-
ed live before a studio audience.

CBS'’s “Saturday Night with Connie

Chung” has attracted a lot of atten-
tion because of the questionable “re-
enactments” the show uses to illus-
Arate some of its stories. “Yesterday,
Today and Tomorrow” on NBC was
canceled after a brief time. The hub-
bub about the re-enactments the show

* relied on to illustrate current and his-

torical events reportedly did the pro-

" gram in. Rumor has it that it may be

revived, sans re-enactments.

The biggest miniseries of the year
was “Lonesome Dove.” Faithfully fol-

Towing” Larry-McMuriry's” “Palitzer
Prize-winning novel, “Lonesome
Dove” told the story of two aging Tex-
as Rangers — played by Robert Du-
vall and Tommy Lee Jones — and
their last adventure. A true epic,
“Lonesome Dove” will probably be
considered -one of the greatest TV
events ever, though it was mysteri-
ously overlooked at the Emmy
Awards.

This was also a stellar year for mu-
sic, especially for the grand old men
of rock. Two of the biggest bands in
rock 'n’ roll history dusted off their
guitars and went on tour. The Who hit
the road first, performing mainly old
hits to packed stadiums across the
country.

The Who were followed by the
“Greatest Rock and Roll Band in the
World,” the Rolling Stones, on their
“Steel Wheels” tour. Mieck Jagger,
Keith Richards, Ron Wood, Charlie
Watts and Bill Wyman proved that
they're as vital as ever. The Stones did
what most critics called their best
dates in more than 10 years.

Starr, who was helped by a star-stud-
ded band, and most recently, Paul
McCartney, whose tour will stretch
well into 1990. Bob Dylan released his
best album in years. And the original
Doobie Brothers reformed and were
up to snuff.

Other elder rockers also hit the
road, including former Beatles RingQ

Unfortunately, others didn’t seem
to have their hearts in it. The Beach
Boys, who never broke from their
surf-music mold, released another al-
bum of old hits and followed with a
tour not distinguishable from dozens
of their others.

Sadly, some of our best loved enter-
tainers died in 1989. Rock 'n’ roll leg-
end Roy Orbison died of a heart at-
tack in the midst of a triumphant
comeback. Sir Laurence Olivier took
his final curtain. Comedian Gilda
Radner, one of the original cast mem-
bers of “Saturday Night Live,” lost a
long bout with cancer. But perhaps
the loss most felt by the entertain-
ment community and the public was
that of the fabulous redhead, Lucille

Defense department
wants public land
for training fields

WASHINGTON (AP) -—
Despite a thaw in the Cold War
and a tighter budget, the Pen-
tagon wants to use millions of
acres of public land for expanded
combat training, but ranchers
and environmentalists in many
states are protesting.

The military’s grab for land
has sparked controversy across
much of the West, from Montana
to. California, and also in
Mississippi, where the state Na-
tional Guard thinks the DeSoto
National Forest is just the place
for tank maneuvers. -

A House Interior and Insular
Affairs subcommittee was hear-
ing testimony on the issue today
from defense officials followed
by cattlemen, environmentalists
and other critics of the expansion
plans.

The military currently uses
more than 19 million acres of
land belonging to the federal
Bureau of Land Management or
the U.S. Forest Service. It wants
to expand those holdings by 3.4
million acres in seven western
states alone, according to con-
gressional estimates.

“The growing appetite for
more public lands on which to
practice war games appears to
be out of sync with the warming
of relations between the U.S. and
the Soviet bloc,” said Rep. Bruce
Vento, D-Minn., chairman of the
national parks and public lands
subcommittee.

The Forest Service and the
BLM have not publicly protested
the Defense Department’s inten-
tions. “Within the administra-
tion, the DOD is like a 600-pound
gorilla and gets its way,” Vento
said in an interview Tuesday.

But in some regions the push to
expand military training bases
has prompted a modern-day
range war between the military
and an unusual alliance of en-
vironmentalists, cattlemen and
citizens’ groups

In Idaho, a plan by the Air /~—
Force to vastly expand the Saylor
Creek bombing range from
100,000 acres to 1.5 million acres
is prompting loud prousts Ran-
chers say the expansion will
drive them out of desirable graz-
ing land on the high plateau; en-
vironmentalists argue the bomb-
ing will ruin the countrynde and
deltroy a valuable "wildtife

several Idaho environmental
groups, said some of the miles of
the scenic land coveted by the Air
Force already is being con-
sidered for wilderness protection
status. It is home to a wide array
of birds and wildlife including the
bald eagle and nearly one-third of
the world’s population of Califor-
nia bighorn sheep, he said.

But defense officials argue the
additional land — in Idaho and
elsewhere — is needed to
realistically reenact modérn bat-
tlefield conditions . using new
technology.

That’s one reason the Air Force
wants to take over 500,000 addi-
tional acres along the Nevada-
Utah border where plans call for
a new ‘‘electronic battlefield”’ for
jet fighters.

The Navy also wants 240,000
acres of public land in Nevada for
“range and air crew training,”
while Nevada’s Army Guard has
set its sights on 586,000 acres of
public grazing land for tank
training.

Bob Fulkerson, executive
director of Citizen Alert, a
Nevada-based environmental
group, says the military is “‘em-

-pire building’’ and maintains the

training plans would lock up 4
million acres of federal land now
available to the public and
wildlife. :

Large areas of land also are be-
ing sought for National Guard
training in Montana, where up to
900,000 acres are in question, and
in Mississippi where the state Na-
tional Guard wants to expand
Camp Shelby onto the nearby
116,000-acre DeSoto National
Forest.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — North
America’s movie theaters reaped
a record $5 billion-plus at the box
office in 1989, powered by the
puneh of “Batman” and other
highly promoted action films.

Despite a lackluster Christmas
holiday season, summertime

‘moviegoers spun the turnstiles at

such a dizzying pace that the box-

office record of $4.45 billion from _

1988 was smashed, according to
figures released Tuesday.

The official box-office total,
which was to be announced today
by the trade newspaper Daily
Variety, was set by fewer films:
446 features made their debuts in
1989, down 13 percent from the
previous year. :

In the studio-by-studio race,
Warner Bros. was No. 1 with an
estimated 17.1 percent share of
all US. and Canadlan tickets
sold.

The studio’s “Batman’ was the
year's biggest blockbuster. Its
$251.2 million in ticket sales was
fifth-highest in history.

Disney, which some analysts
didn’t expect to be competitive,
finished fifth with a healthy 13.8
percent share.

Although part of the revenue
surge is attributable to higher
ticket prices, admissions are pro-
jected to be greater than last
year.

In large part, the record year
was propelled by expensive and
heavily marketed star vehicles

such as ‘“Batman,’”’ and ‘‘Indiana

Jones and the Last Crusade,”
which made $196 *million and
“Lethal Weapon 2,”” which col-
lected $147 mllhm according to

trade publications and private
research firms. :
Right behind, the lightly

regarded ““Honey, 1 Shrunk the
Kids'’ emerged as 1989's No. 4
film with receipts of $130 million.
It was followed by the 1988
holdover ‘‘Rain Man’ $127
million.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I would like in-
formation on cancer of the prostate
My husband’s doctor has recommend-
ed a bladder check, bone scan and six
weeks-of radiation; yei;at the same
time, he tells us nothing can be done
since my husband is 81 years old, and
the cancer won't kill him. A doctor at
a teaching hospital said his testicles
could be removed and that would im-
mediately shrink the cancer. What's

DEAR READER: Treatment for
prostatic cancer is governed by sever-
al factors, including: the patient’s age
and general health, severity of the
cancer and its staging that is,
whether the tumor is contained within
the prostate gland or has spread to
other organs (metastasized).

Your husband’s doctor has evident-
ly concluded that a bladder examina-
tion (cystoscopy with a lighted tube)
and bone scan (to identify possible
metastases) should be performed. I
suspect your husband’s cancer either
involved large portions of the pros-
tate gland or had invaded tissues sur-
rounding the gland.

Thus, efforts to identify the extent
of the problem are in order. Also, ra-
diation therapy is often a good way of

treating metastasis; these X-ray
treatments usually relieve pain and
shrink areas of tumor.

1 wish the doctor would take the
time to.discuss the problem with you.
Radiation therapy is doing something,
and, despite your husband’s age, he
has other options, too. For example,
female hormone pills often suppress
tumors of the male reproductive
tract, including prostatic cancer,
even if it has spread. .

In addition, the second doctor is
correct, castration alters cancer-
growth and should be considered if
the malignancy has metastasized,
making radiation treatments techni-
cally difficult and potentially danger-
ous because of the high doses of X-ray
required. P

astration, medically termed “or-
chiectomy,” is not ordinarily recom-
mended for men who are sexually ac-
tive; it causes impotence.

Hence, your husband has at least
three choices of treatment: radiation,
medication and/or orchiectomy. Of
course, he may choose to do nothing
until he develops symptoms of metas-
tases, such as pain. Some prostatic
cancers are slow-growing and, when
discovered early, do not require im-
mediate treatment.

If your husband is in poor health,
treatment programs may be limited
or simply ill-advised. For instance,
hormone therapy can sometimes
worsen the symptoms of heart dis-
ease. Further, since many treatments
for prostatic cancer are palliative
(they relieve symptoms but do not
cure), patients may choose to avoid
the inconvenience, expense and dis-
comfort of therapy, preferring in-
stead to obtain limited treatment as
the need arises.
