Flu season
advisories
noted here

With type AShanghai influenza
reaching epidemic porportions in
several Texas cities, Snyderites
are being advised by health of-
ficials to avoid extreme
temperatures and drink plenty of
liquids.

So far, flu has not been the
reason for some 44 patients at
D.M. Cogdell Memorial Hospital,
according to Lana Chambers,
director of nursing. She said most
patients have upper-respiratory
infections, and some even have
pneumonia. She said that there
are some cases of influenza, but
not many.

Scurry County Health Unit RN
Stephanie Knipe said they ad-
ministered some 300 flu shots in
the fall, before retiring their
stock of the vaccine.

A one-time pneumonia vaccine
is available at the health unit for
people over age 65, and those who
are chronically ill. The vaccina-
tion is unique in that it only has to
be administered once, rather
than each year. There is a,small
fee for the vaccine.

Chambers said when a person
starts feeling sick he should seek
treatment immediately. The in-
fection which is both bacterial
and viral in nature is particularly
rough on people who suffer
asthma, emphysenia and chronic
lung diseases.

She said the bitter cold during
the week before Christmas ‘‘real-
ly didn’t help at all.”’ She also
said parents should be reminded
to avoid giving aspirin to children
with viral syndromes. Instead,
she recommends a non-aspirin
medication such as Tylenol.

Enrollment almost doubled

Enrollment for college courses
at the Price Daniel Unit is almost
doubling from fall figures, and
Western Texas College faculty
members who have been
teaching there have been surpris-
ed at the inmates’ enthusiasm for
learning.

The faculty members taught 65
inmates in the fall semester, and
a final enrollment of more than
100 was being projected as
registration neared completion
Thursday afternoon.

Mike Thornton, WTC director
of adult education and extension
services, said Thursday as he
and Dean of Instruction Bettie
McQueen registered inmates that
only 10 seats were left in three
classes — English composition,
music appreciation and prin-
ciples of economics.

The college is offering 24 seats
in each of eight classes this spr-
ing, also including business law,
American state and local govern-
ment, American history since
1865, introduction to sociology
and the second semester of begin-
ning Spanish.

Inmates are required either to
have prior college credits or to
have made a sufficient score on
the MAPS college entrance ex-
amination to take the courses,
and some who registered last fall

were subsequently found to be
unqualified.
Thornton said faculty

members were surprised that
their Daniel students ‘“‘are some
of the best-prepared students
they have ever had. They read
their assignments, sometimes
several times, do their homework
and participate in class discus-
sions.”

McQueen noted that the
courses ‘‘are regular college
courses; they’re not watered
down.”

The faculty members who are
teaching there this spring are Bill
Halbert, business law; Jim
Durham, government; Jim

Palmer, economics; Frank
Pruitt, history; Ed Barkowsky,
composition;, Gil Fleer,
sociology; Robert Adams,
Spanish; and Brent Hardegree,
music.

Windham School Principal Bob
Martin at the unit said he expects
to have 420 to 430 inmates involv-
ed in his grade school and voca-
tional classes — an increase from
370 last year.

Martin said that to have more
than 10 percent of the inmate
population taking college courses
is a very high percentage in the
Texas Department of Criminal
Justice system, with more to be
enrolled here this spring than the

registering inmates at the Price Daniel Unit

Michaels Unit, a 2,250-man
prison, will have in Palestine.

“This type of inmates par-
ticipate more,”’ he said, noting
that the Daniel Unit is a
minimum to medium-security
prison.

Martin has 16 faculty members
for the Windham School, in-
cluding those who teach
automobile mechanics, painting
and other trades.

$13 billion proposal outlined

by state education committee

AUSTIN (AP) — About $15
billion more would be pumped in-
to Texas public schools over five
years under a unanimous recom-
mendation by a State Board of
Education committee.

The proposal, developed in
response to a Texas Supreme
Court ruling that the current
school finance system is un-
constitutional, is to be considered
next week by the full board,
which may recommend a plan to
lawmakers. '

About $1 billion more would be
spent next school year under the
proposal, with the bulk of the
mon oing to property-poor
school districts. The Supreme
Court said the current system
discriminates against those
districts.

Funding would increase by $1
billion each succeeding school
year, to about $5 billion over the
current level in five vears. The
state now spends about $5.4

billion a vear on public schools,’

and local districts raise about the
same amount through property

taxes.
Ultimately, the plan would
s:nntee districts $4,400 per stu-
t, up from the current state
average of $3,200, if they imposed
property taxes at a certain level.

‘““We’ve got to raise those low-
wealth districts up,”” committee
Chairman Will Davis of Austin
said Thursday.

The Supreme Court set a May 1
deadline for lawmakers to adopt
a new public school finance plan,
and Gov. Bill Clements has said
he would call a special session
beginning in March to deal with
the issue.

Next school year, the commit-
tee plan would provide $525
million for the ‘“guaranteed
yield’’ program, in school
districts are guaranteed a cer-
tain amount of money for taxing
at a particular rate.

The plan would begin a sum-
‘mér school program for students
at risk for dmpsliing out and
establish a $100 million emergen-
cy grant program for facilities.
Mechanisms would be devel
to ensure that increased
is linked to sound educationa

nning to increase student per-
ormance.

Also a top priority is ensuring
state financing of ams that
are mandated state in the
future, rather the
cost to local districts,

In later years, the proposal in-
cludes such items as crea in-
centives for year-round

and school consolidation; in-
creasing the school year from 175
days to 180 days; and raising
school personnel salaries and
benefits

salaries must be considered.

East Texas case led
to Noriega charges,
U. S. attorney says

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — A
man sentenced to federal prison
five years ago in East Texas is
the primary witness against
fallen Panamanian dictator
Manuel Noriega, who is accused
of accepting millions of dollars in
bribes from Colombian drug
dealers, a federal prosecutor
says.

U.S. Attorney Bob Wortham
said it was Steven Michael Kalish
who gave information to federal
authorities that led to the indict-
ment against Noriega, who ap-
peared before a federal judge
Thursday in Miami.

Kalish was one of 48 defendants
indicted in a massive drug case
that became known as ‘“the
Grouper Case,”” Wortham said
Thursday. Kalish was accused of
participating in an organization
that imported drugs into Texas
and distributed them nationwide,
especially along the Gulf of Mex-
ico coast, he said.

‘““He was a major player’’ in the
drug ring, Wortham said. But the
federal attorney said that at the
time he had no idea Kalish would
one day claim his drug dealings
involved Noriega.

Shortly before his trial, Kalish
pleaded guilty to one count of
possession of marijuana with in-
tent to distribute and one count of
importing marijuana.

alish was 29 when he was
sentenced to eight years in prison
on Dec. 10, 1984, by U.S. District
Judge Robert M. Parker, Wor-
tham said. He was later sent to a
federal prison in Florida.

‘“He apparently didn't like life
in. federal prison,”” Wortham
said. ‘“He started cooperating
(with federal authorities.) The
person he gave up was Gen.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm five weeks
pregnant, and I am very interested in
having my baby born underwater.
Could you please tell me how safe this
is, and where I can obtain additional
information?

DEAR READER: Underwater
birth is — pardon the pun — the new
wave in obstetrics. A woman in labor
is placed in a large tank of water, at-
tended by an obstetrician suitably at-
tired (no bikinis, please) and delivers
the baby underwater. The whole de-
livery process takes place with the
mother’s, the doctor’s and the_baby’s
bodies underwater.

The newborn receives its oxygen
supply from the mother via the umbil-
ical cord, so doesn't become a air-
breathing infant until the cord is cut.
Then the baby is removed from the
tank and treated as is any newborn.

My obstetrical consultants don’t
know whether “Jacuzzi deliveries”
will become the rage. The technique
appears to be safe for mother and
child and has been heralded as a
“gentler” birth. Ask your obstetrician
where you can obtain an underwater
delivery.

DEAR DR. GOTT: According to.

your picture in my local paper, you
may not be old enough to tell me the
answer to my question, but I'll try

anyway. Can you tell me what asifity
was made of years ago? We wore it
around our necks during the “bad flu”
of World War I. It smelled very bad,
but everyone wore it. Did it really
help that much?

EAR READER: May not be old

enough? I'll have to change that

picture.

I've asked around, but I cannot dis-
cover the constituents of asifity.
Probably it was an herbal remedy of

total ineffectiveness, similar to the
current ethnic practice of wearing
garllic around the neck to ward off
evil.

The “Spanish influenza” of 1918-19
struck when scientific medicine was
in its infancy: Physicians had yet to
discover viruses, modern drugs, such
as antibiotics, were a generation
away from being invented. Vaccines
existed in theory only. People had no
real weapons against untreaiable dis-
eases, such as influenza; therefore,
they used what was at hand — usually
herbal remedies.

We now know that influenza is
caused by a group of viruses and is
spread by gerson-to—person droplet
contact, such as sneezing and cough-
ing. If asifity smelled bad and was
universally worn, it may have pro-
tected some people by keeping them
away from each other — in essence, a
sort of self-induced quarantine.

Today’s influenza vaccines effec-
tively prevent flu epidemics (and re-
lated fatalities) by stimulating the
production of antibodies, packets of
protein that de-activate the viruses
before they have a chance to cause
illness.

I often wonder what sort of per-
spective scientists will have in 70
years, as they look back to our current
therapy. Modern treatments for can-
cer and heart disease, for example,
may appear as primitive to future
doctors as much of 1918 medicine
seems to us today.

On the way to the funeral, Sis lit
up in my car. | asked her to please
not smoke inmy car — my husband’s
health cannot tolerate smoke and I
am repulsed by it. We got into a huge
fight. .

Before Thanksgiving, l invited my
brothers and sisters to my home so
we could all be together. §v8 said she
wouldn’t come unless I allowed her
to smoke. I was grasping for some
sense of family since we no longer
have parents, so I agreed to let her
smoke. Now I wish I'd said, “Fine —
stay home — we will do without
you.”

Abby, our mom and dad both died
of cancer. Sis says she won't die like
Mom and Dad did — she’ll blow her
head off first!

It’s too late for this holiday sea-
son, but next year I'll be facing the
same problem. Should I stand my
ground, or let the holidays go up in
smoke?

Sea-Arama owners to sell
or lease their marine park

GALVESTON, Texas (AP)
The owners of Sea-Arama
Marineworld say rising costs and
lagging attendance have forced
them to put the park up for sale
or lease.

Officials said Thursday the
park’s animals, including
dolphins and a Pacific black
whale, will be sold and the
owners hope to lease or sell the
property for development as an
educational and research
aquarium.

“We've decided to close it
because it costs too much money
to operate it,” according to Jack
Dismukes, an original Sea-
Arama developer and trustee of
the Sea-Arama Liquidating
Trust, which owns the park. “It
really hurts me that this has hap-
pened.” ’
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The marine park, which open-

ed in 1965, is near the western end
of Galveston’s seawall and has
served as a major tourist draw
for the resort city. Millions of
tourists have been entertained
with dolphin, sea lion, exotic bird
and water-skiing shows.

Sea-Arama Inc. President
Gene Lucas said the park is not
expected to close entirely while
the owners decide what to do with
it.

“We’re going to dispose of the
animals we have now,”’ Lucas
said. “But we're working with
the (Galveston Park Board of
Trustees) to see if they want to
lease it and operate an aquarium
with a different type of concept.

“We plan to have something
out there this summer,”’ he said.

Don Schattell, park board ex-
ecutive director, said board
members will meet next week to
discuss Sea-Arama. He added,
however, that the board may
balk at getting involved.

“I think what we’re really try-
ing to say is that they have a very
fine piece of real estate and a
facility that is a natural on the
Gulf Coast, and we would like to
do like 70 communities in the
United States that are ‘either do-
ing, or studying doing, an
oceanarium or aquarium
centered around marine life in

Defense signaling can backfire, al-
lowing a shaky game contract to be
made.

SAN.FRANCISCO (AP) — His
teammates jokingly call Mike
Sherrard ‘‘Jesse James’’ for
“stealing’” the San Francisco
49ers’ money without playing. On
Saturday, the long-sidelined wide
receiver apparently will get a
chance to be the good guy for a
change.

Coach George Seifert said he
expected to activate Sherrard to-
day as the 49ers add a wild card
to their offensive aces in what’s
likely to be a high-scoring NFC
playoff game against the Min-
nesota Vikings in Candlestick
Park.

“I think maybe I can surprise
them. They don’t have any film
on me,” said Sherrard, the
Dallas Cowboys’ 1986 first-round
draft pick who has been idled for
three years by a twice-broken
right leg.

If the 49ers win, they’ll be the
first defending Super Bowl cham-
pion in six years to make it back
to a conference title game.
They’ll also be a victory closer to
becoming the first repeat cham-
pion since the Pittsburgh Steelers
a decade ago.

“We want to get to the Super
Bowl,” 49ers center Jesse Sapolu
said. “We are a team that.js
within three weeks of making
history. It's very important to
them, and even more important
tous.”

That last point is more than
arguable in Minnesota, where the
Vikings have had Super Bowl ex-
pectations piled high on them
ever since trading a chunk of
their future for running back
Herschel Walker. They haven't

been in the Super Bowl since the

last of their four unsuccessful ap-
pearances 13 years ago.

Vikings coach Jerry Burns
makes no bones about his team’s
strategy in the third straight
January matchup with the 49ers
in Candlestick. Anthony Carter
was the star two years ago with a
playoff-record 227 receiving
yards in a 36-24 Minnesota vic-
tory. Carter’'s 49ers countergn
Jerry Rice, caught re
touchdown passes in San Fran-
cisco’s 34-9 runaway last year.

““I think the philosophy of both

Military doctrine now
‘defensive posture,’

Soviet general says

HOUSTON (AP) — The Soviet
Union has shifted its military
doctrine from an offensive
posture to a strictly defensive
one, says a high-ranking Soviet
general.

The definition of Soviet
military doctrine now includes
prevention of war and civil
defense, Lt. Gen. Herman
Starodubov said Thursday.
Starodubov spoke at the opening
session of the two-day arms con-
trol symposium sponsored by
Texas A&M University’s Mosher
Institute for Defense Studies.

The conference, ‘‘Arms Control
Problems and Prospects 1990,”
has brought together negotiators
and policy-makers involved in
top arms control negotiations.

‘“We are consciously putting
ourselves at a disadvantage by
being defensive and turning over
the military initiative to any
adversary,” said Starodubov,
who is deputy operations director
for the Soviet general staff.

The shift was termed revolu-
tionary by a fellow Soviet officer.

““This move of ours to defensive

tends to be underestimated by
those in the West, but to us it’s a
milestone of change,”’ said Maj.
Gen. Valentin Larionov of the
Soviet Institute for the study of
the U.S.A. and Canada.

But, American and Western
European officials questioned
whether any army could be used
stfiétly as a defensive tool.
Nuclear weapons in Europe may
be needed to ensure coexistence,
they said. :

While Starodubov called for a
““nuclear-free,, democratic”’
world, the diplomatic adviser to
the French minister of defense
stressed. French security would
continue to depend on nuclear
weapons.

“Nuclear weapons are not
weapons .of war,” Jean Felix-
Paganon said.

In 1939, Albert Einstein wrote a
letter to President Franklin D.
Roosevelt, urging the U.S. begin
an atomic weapons research pro-
gram.

Drug czar visits anti-drug operations

EL PASO — Gen. Manuel
Noriega’s surrender is the
strongest evidence yet that the
war on drugs is being won, drug
czar William Bennett said during
a whirlwind tour here.

But local officials told Bennett

in a meeting late Thursday even-
- ing that they are losing the war
on the local front because the ma-
jority of their resources are con-
centrated on the national effort.

Bennett was in El Paso to visit
anti-drug operations in this
Texas-Mexico border city. He
was given a quick demonstration
of a random vehicle check using
a drug-sniffing dog at the inier-
national Bridge of the Americas.
He was then whisked through the
cargo inspection area of the
border checkpoint.

“If anything before had cast
any doubt on it (the drug war),
all doubt should be removed
about how serious this govern-
ment, this administration, is
about pressing this war on

Government plots
bacterial attack
on salmonella

WASHINGTON _(AP)
Bacteria that are harmless to
humans but deadly to salmonella
are being tested as a way for food
processors and packagers to
eliminate a common cause of
food-poisoning, the Agriculture
Department says.

“It will take at least a year to
grow the bacteria and test their
performance as a natural control
mechanism,’”’ said Richard
Whiting, a research food
technologist with the depart-
ment’s Agricultural Research
Service. \

But he said this is the first time
anyone has tried to use a
predatory bacterium to ensure
food safety.

The bacteria are named B.
bacteriovorous, B. starrii and B.
stolpii. All are rod-shaped
bacteria known as Bdellovibrio.

They are common in soil and
water and often swallowed by
humans swimming in rivers,
lakes or the ocean.

Whiting said that under a
microscope - the predatory
bacteria squeeze through the cell
wall of salmonella and begin
feeding, causing the salmonella
to die in about 30 minutes.

Studies will determine whether
they can be commercially
adapted as a spray to stop
salmonella and other bacterial
growth in meats, eggs and
powdered milk -during process-
ing, said Whiting.

They might also be added to
packaged meats sold at grocery
stores, he suggested.

“We're interested in how broad
the Bdellovibrio’s appetites are,”
said Whiting.

But even if adapted for com-
mercial use, Bdellovibrio should
not be considered a replacement
for current salmonella preven-
tions such as good refrigeration
and thoroughly cooking meat.

“I look at this as a form of in-
surance,”” he said of the
discovery.

The Agriculture Department
estimates that illnesses caused
by salmonella and other food-
borne bacteria have a $1 billion te
$10 billion economic impact
through lost wages, decreased
worker productivity, medical ex-
penses, industry productio:
losses and destruction of pro-
ducts.

Chemicals not
always needed
by rice varieties

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
Agriculture Department scientist
says he has found hundreds of
varieties of rice that weeds
without the use of icals,
says the department.

“Utilizing this natural defense

drugs,” said Bennett, the direc-
tor of the government’s drug con-
trol policy office.

It’s got a lot
of pieces, but this is how you get
there,” Bennett said.

Local officials, however, told
Bennett that victories in the war
on drugs nationally and interna-
tionally are coming at the ex-
pense of local success.

Police Chief John Scagno ap-
pealed to Bennett to provide El
Paso with more assistance for
local drug interdiction.

“A lot of our resources as a
municipal agency are directed
toward federal problems because
so much (drug smuggling) is
coming through here,”’ Scagno
said. ““...it seems like almost all
of our efforts in (he way ol nar-
catics interdiction —are aimed
toward those big loads that may
be headed for Chicago or L.A.,
and we’re riot doing that much to
help El Paso with the street-
corner type of dealer.”

Scagno said local drug traffick-
ing is flourishing. “We're going
to be aiming at that more, but
may be aiming at the nation’s
problem a little less, unless he
wants to send us some of that
assistance we need in the way of
money or whatever and then
we’ll do both,”” he said.

Freeze setback temporary

AUSTIN (AP) — Although last month’s devastating freeze did an
estimated $400 million damage in the Rio Grande Valley, state Com-
ptroller Bob Bullock says the economic setback for the Valley should

only be temporary.

The'unusually cold weather destroyed citrus crops and threw hun-
dreds of agricultural workers out of their jobs.

Gov. Bill Clements this week asked President Bush o declare four
counties — Starr, Willacy, Hidalgo and Cameron — federal disaster

areas due to the losses.

But Bullock said Thursday that he expects the Valley to rebound.
" ““There has been a tremendous economic loss that will cause hard-
ships for thousands of workers and businesses. But the economy in
the Valley is sound and it will not only survive but continue to grow,”

Bullock said.

The Valley has had the highest rate of economic growth in the
state, with employment growing by more than 24,000 non-farm jobs
in the past three years, a 15.6 percent hike, Bullock said.

The comptroller predicted that personal income would manage to.
grow in the region by 6 percent this year instead of previous

estimates of 7 percent.

‘“The economy of the Valley is stronger and more diverse now than
it was when the 1983 freeze hit,”’ Bullock said.

Since the last devastating freeze, he said, manufacturing has ex-
panded in the region due to the rise of the “maquiladora’’ industries,
and strong retail growth has resulted from the stable peso and lower

trade restrictions by Mexico.

Sales of winter vegetables and citrus account for about 4 percent of

the total Valley economy, he said.

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — Two new federal prosecutors have been
addeg to the office here, tripling the number of assistant U.S. at-

torne

in a region rife with drug smuggling.

" Until David Rosado and Bill Torrey were sworn in Tuesday, David
Béery was the lone federal prosecutor for the six-county Midland
division and the 10-county Pecos division. Almost 200 criminal cases
were filed in those divisions last year, most of them drug-related.
Beery said he plans to spend more time prosecuting in the Pecos
division, a territory that includes the Sierra Blanca Border Patrol
checkpoint on Interstate 10, where many drug seizures take place.
The division also includes long stretches of remote border where
cocaine, heroin and marijuana are smuggled on planes, trucks, cars
and even on the backs of laborers who wade across the Rio Grande,

authorities said.

Rosado, 46, who had been a state prosecutor in Midland, Odessa
and El Paso before joining a Midland law firm in 1986, will focus on

drug offenses, Beery said.

Torrey, 42, who has been a state and federal prosecutor and was
most recently in private practice in Bryan-College Station, will con-
centrate on white-collar cases such as those involving bank fraud,
tax evasion and mail fraud, Beery said.

Bennett said the quick visit of
the border operations would help

efforts ought to be increased,
that Washington ought to be pay-
ing more attentionyto this part of
the world ... and that we have to
increase our manpower here,”’
Bennett said. p

Noriega’s security
‘tight’ following
his arraignment

- MIAMI . (AR) Manuel
Noriega's tumble from dictator
to defendant ended in the tight
security of a U.S. courtroom as
the once-fiery Panamanian ruler
quietly faced a federal judge.

In a soft voice, a humbled
Noriega answered U.S. District
Judge William Hoeveler's initial
inquiries. But he declined to rep-
ly to drug trafficking charges at
the brief hearing Thursday, less
than a month after saying he
would never surrender to the
United States.

The judge entered an innocent
plea for Noriega, who appeared
in court in a Panamanian
Defense Force uniform.

Noriega, federal prisoner No.
41586, was being held early today
in an undisclosed Miami-area
location, his attorneys said.

Defense attorneys say it could
be nine months before they can
go to trial on charges that
Noriega took $4.6 milli in
bribes from Colombia’s Medellin
drug cartel to turn his nation into
a way station for the cocaine
trade.

Repeal may cause traffic jams

DALLAS (AP) — Love Field passengers will see higher ticket
prices if the airport is opened to more air traffic, but restricted to
one departure route, according to an official with the Federal Avia-
tion Administration.

Passengers also would spend more time waiting for planes to ar-
rive and depart, said Larry Craig, manager of the FAA's air traffic
division in the southwest region.

And, Craig said, air traffic jams would develop throughout the
Dallas-Fort Worth area. -Resulting costs have been estimated up to
$55 million a year, he said. -

Craig's comments came after FAA officials briefed Dallas City
Council on two reports regarding Love Field, which is owned by the
city of Dallas. ; -

One report analyzed the airport’s flight operations, which FAA of-
ficials said could be doubled. The second report examined the
“Trinity Three Departure,”’ a route that takes departing planes
away from residential areas.

In September, the council approved a resolution urging repeal of .
the Wright Amendment by Congress. The Wright Amendment says
flights leaving Love Field must land in Texas or one of four adjoining
states. The city council wants that restriction replaced by a 650-mile
limit. ' :

The council also asked Congress to direct the FAA to expand the
Trinity departure route to 24 hours a day. The route is used now from _
9 p.m. to 6 a.m. It requiresdeparting planes to avoid flying over .,
residential areas. , 891

The FAA neither opposes nor supports the Wright Amendment,
Craig said. But the federal agency does oppose expanding use of the -
Trinity departure route. _

Expansions would have a catastrophic effect on the FAA's ability
to control air traffic in the Dallas-Fort Worth area, Craig said. .
Dallas-Fort Worth International Airport and Love Field compete
for the same air space, Craig said, with D-FW having a runway that

uses the same flight pattern as the Trinity departure.

Auditor urges cost safeguards

AUSTIN (AP) — The state auditor has called for an outside
management team to oversee the $154 million Capitol restoration
project, but the Capitol architect says his in-house team can handle
the project. :

The Office of the State Auditor recommended the hiring of an in-
dependent construction management firm and specialized legal
counsel, in a report released Thursday.because of the complexity of
the project and its accelerated construction schedule.

*‘We believe that the state is at inordinate risk until strong&r con-
trol mechanisms are in place,”” Larry Alwin, the state's auditor,
wrote to the State Preservation Board, which includes Gov. Bill
Clements, Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby and House Speaker Gib Lewis. :

The Preservation Board is in charge of the project to restore the .
Capitol and provide additional parking and office space. Initial con- -
struction contracts are set to be awarded in early 1990 and the pro-
ject is scheduled for completion in July 1994.

“We recommend that the board employ an outside professional
construction management firm as soon as possible,'’ Alwin said. -
This firm would be able to monitor costs and would be independent of _
the project architect and general contractors, he said. .

But ‘Capitol Architect Allen McCree said there is no need for an ~
outside management team. His in-house group can take car~ of the
project, he said.

“We feel that the in-house construction management team that is .
assembled can provide for the required cost containment
mechanisms, tight contractual controls and constructability
measures needed on this project,’”” McCree said.

Alwin said, however, “the Office of the Architect of the Capitol
does not have the resources to develop an in-house construction
management team with the experience and expertise needed to ef-
fectively manage this project.”

But both Alwin and McCree agreed that the board would need
specialized legal help to execute the many contracts for consultants,
professionals and construction contractors. :

Drivers are upset
over fine letters

DALLAS (AP) — Motorists who didn’t wait to see green at
Dallas North Tollway booths are now seeing red after being told
they will be fined for failure to pay the toll.

Hundreds of drivers say they have been wrongfully accused of
mnhng te pay the Su-cenl loll And, they’ve flooded the Texas
Tut npike Authoi lly With Canis i mwnhg the $5fine.

Some 30,000 motorists were mailed letters indicating they
would be fined for failing to pay the toll on at least one occasion.
Failure to pay the fine could result in a lien being placed on their
car or ultimately seizure of the car, the authority letter said.

Dave Goebels, 29, a stockbroker, called the letteys ‘‘harass-
ment.“

“I'm a law-abiding citizen,’
pdld the toll. It’s harassment

“I'm not g(nng to pay it. If they challenge it, I'm going to
challenge them.”’

Jerry Shelton, a spokesman for the authority, said Thursday
that several people who received the letters may have paid the
toll — but drove through the toll stations before a signal light had
turned from red to green.

“For example, if someone throws in anything less than
quarters, it takes longer to be counted,” he said. *‘If they don’t
wait for the light to turn green, they will have a violation.”

Others, he said, simply speed throygh the toll gates without
paying.

‘“We know that occasionally something will happen that will
cause the equipment to register that a particular person didn’t
pay,’’ Shelton said.

“But if you have 87 violations — and we have some people with
that many — you’'re probably going to have a difficult time con-
vincing us that the equipment is at fault.

‘““We're not trying to harass anyone. But I know that there are
several people who drivé through each day without paying — and
they brag about it. Those are the people we're after.”

He estimated that 80 percent of the letters went to people with
only one alleged violation. The agency-has received more than
1,500 calls from people protesting the fine, Shelton said.

Shelton says motorists will have to get-used to waiting the se-
cond or so it usually takes the signal light to tarn green before
leaving the toll gate. “‘It’s not that long a wait,”” he said.

Marshall Tarnow, 41, disagrees.

“I don’t have time to sit in the toll booth for five to 10 minutes
while people behind me are honking their horns or ramming into
me,’’ he said. ‘I don’t think the public should be penalized if their
equipment is outdated.”

Shelton says the equipment operates as quickly as any in the
country. He advises those who did receive the letter to call the
number on the letter or return it with a message stating that they .

did pay.
