One member of the Western

The senator spent most of his 
address moving around among 
the audience and getting Scurry 
Countians to stand up with him 
and discuss issues that confront 
the state government.

He p o s ^  problems concerning 
upcapped oil wells, financing 
state government, with a state in­
come tax appearing to gain 
popularity in some quarters, and 
reducing the state’s share of̂  
horseracing revenues from five 
percent to some lesser percen­
tage.

He said the Texas Supreme 
Court’s mandate concerning the 
s ta te ’s method of financing 
public school education mav cost 
from $700 billion to $1.2 billion, to 
make the funding of school 
districts more equal.

The Legislature begins a 
special session on the subject this 
week.

Montford led Senate efforts to 
draft a worker’s compensation 
bill last fall.

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Williams to announce 
he will remain in race
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 

Republican gubernatorial can­
didate Clayton Williams was to 
announce today that he will stay 
in the race, campaign officials 
said today.

Williams suspended his cam­
paign and withdrew TV advertis­
ing last week after five business 
associates were killed in the 
crash of a small plane near 
Abilene.

“His first day back on the cam­
paign trail will be tomorrow,” 
Mona Palmer, a campaign of­
ficial, said today.

The official announcement was 
expected at mid-aftemoon todav 
in Austin, after Williams attend­
ed a funeral in Midland for the 
last of the plane crash victims, 
Randy Kidwdl.

Williams’ press secretary Bill 
K ^ o n  said on Sundky 4hat 
Williams probably considered 
withdrawing from the March 13 
primary races, but added, “I 
think he’ll probably go on (in the 
campaign).”

Kenyon said, “Some of the 
widows of the fellows who died 
are encouraging (Williams) to 
s t^  in the race.”

Ciunpaign staffers have plann­
ed rallies in which Williams will 
lead voters to absentee polling

places after Wednesday, when 
the absentee voting period 
begins. The campaign has also 
purchased TV time around the 
state this week, sources said.

Polls show Williams leading in 
the GOP race over Texas 
Railroad Commissioner Kent 
Hance, former Secretary of State

Iliescu orders investigation 
into violent demonstrations

BUCHAREST, Romania (AP) 
— Interim President Ion Iliescu 
today ordered an investigation 
into a violent demonstration in 
which hundreds of angry pro­
testers invaded governm ent 
headquarters and demanded his 
resignation.

“ Down w ith  I l i e s c u ! ”

demonstrators shouted Sunday 
as they took over the building on 
Victory Square used by Prime 
Minister Petre Roman since 
Communist d ic ta to r Nicolae 
O ausescu was ousted. It was the 
most violent protest since the 
December revolution

Government spokesman Dan 
R adu lescu  sa id  120 
demonstrators at the govern­
ment building during the protest 
were detain^, question^ and 
then released without being 
charged.

Hundreds of extra soldiers ar­
rived after the takeover and 
pushed bade the crowd, which 
grew to around 5,000 people 
bsfore dwindhiM to about 100. 
Ten armored personnel carriers 
were wheeled to the front of the 
building.

Census Bureau needs major
mapmaking for 199(F census

WASHINGTON (AP) — When 
the Census Bureau sets out to 
count Americans in a few weeks, 
workers will have all new maps 
— the result of a massive car­
tographic cooperation by govern­
ment agencies.

The project was undertaken 
because it’s not enough for the 
census to just count everyone 
every 10 years. It also has to 
report where they are.

Since 1963 the U.S. Geological 
Survey and the Census Bureau 
have worked together to compile 
a new set of computerized maps, 
known as TIGER for Topological­
ly Integrated Geographic En­
coding and Referencing.

Census-takers for years were 
plagued by old and inaccurate 
maps, sometimes setting forth 
with nothing more detailed than 
highway department road maps.

“Highway department maps 
tvpically only show the roads 
they maintain, which are not all 
roads. Often they are very defi­
cient for census purposes, but 
they were the best available,” ex­
plained Robert Marx, chief of the 
Census Bureau’s geography divi­
sion.

Now all that has changed.
“The Tiger system allows us to 

tailor maps to the enumerator. If 
you are working in downtown 
New York City you need a dif­
ferent type of map than if you are 
working in ru ral K ansas,” 
o b se rv ^  Marx. “And crew 
leaders need different maps from 
their workers.”

Tiger maps are stored on com­
puter tape, making it easy to 
change them and to run new 
copies as needed.

Copies of the new local census

maps have been sent to more 
than 39,(X)0 local govet-nments 
across the nation in recent mon­
ths, with preliminary housing 
counts going to 21,000 local 
governments, Marx explained.

Officials were d'sked to check 
the maps and make additions (ht 
corrections, which then are  
entered in the computers for use 
in the April 1 census.

“On the housing counts, we 
have heard from a t ^ t  13 percent 
of the 21,000 governments,” he 
said.

Loan’s father, Tien Van Hoang, 
wrote state  District Judge Jack 
Hampton, who p re s id e  over 
Loan’s t i^ l ,  that his smi was 
underage.

TDC officials know Luan only 
as Michael Nguyen. Brown said 
Nguyen’s file shows a birth date

The boy, who’d lived in the 
United States f<N* four years and 
had limited knowledge of the 
legal system when arrested, said 
he believed Vietnamese frirads 
who told him that lying about his 
age would result in proltation.

HOUSTON (AP) — An aviation 
fuel tax would generate enough 
fu n d in g  to  r e s u r r e c t  
deteriorating airports in the 
state, but the idea has little 
chance against a powerful airline 
lobbying' effort, two s ta te  
lawmakers say.

“We’re  about to lose a bunch of 
our small aiiports, which are a 
great economic development 
asset for Texas,’’ State Sen. Carl 
Parker, D-Port Arthur, told the 
Houston Chronicle. “We’re the 
only state in the union that 
doesn’t tax aviation fuel.’’

Rep. Sam Russell, D-Mount 
Pleasant, who introduced the 
aviation fuel tax bill last March, 
said 75 percent of the potential 
revenue would be earmarked for 
airport projects and the reinain- 
ing 25 percent would be set aside 
f«r education.

“ It’s a thing that is probably 
going to be looked a t pretty 
strongly again in light (rf all the 
education funding concerns 
we’re going to face,’’ he said.

B ut P a rk e r  an d  o th e r 
legislat(HS and state officials say 
the airlines — which pay aviation 
fuel taxes in other states — have 
successfully buried the tax pro­
posal in the last two legislative 
sessions.

“ Y o u ’ve * g o t a v e ry  
charism atic  fellow running 
Southwest Airlines andhe’s hired

some nice fellows to lobby who’ve 
done a good job,’’ said Park« ', 
referring to Southwest Chairman 
Herb Kelleher. “That’s a prime 
example of how special interests 
dominate the Legislature.

“As a result, an eldwly couple 
driving across Texas and p<x)r 
people riding the bus are  imying 
a fuel tax, but rich folks drinking 
whiskey and riding first-class in 
an airplane are  not paying a 
penny’s worth.”

Parker said some of the 
publicly-owned airports can no 
longer operate a t night because 
of deficient lighting and a re  los­
ing business because (rf runways 
in disrepair.

About a  third of the 262 city- 
owned airports in that state have 
deteriorated since the s ta te  
canceled a modest airport grant 
program three years ago, the 
Chronicle re p o r t^  Sunday.

The study, completed last year, 
estimates t lu t  commercial and 
general aviation and aircraft 
m a n u f a c tu r in g  a c t i v i t i e s  
generate $39 billion annually in 
economic activities in Texas.

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Bush: reunified Germany must be part of NATO
KENNEBUNKPORT, Maine 

(AP) — President Bush still is in­
sisting that a reunified Germany 
be part of the NATO alliance, as 
two top w este rn  le ad e rs  
speculate the Soviets will drop 
tte ir  objections to such a mwe.

“There will be a lot of discus­
sions before now and the event," 
Bush said Sunday wten asked by 
reporters abouf newly voiced 
Soviet reservations regarding a 
unified Germany joining NATO.

“We have our position suppor­
ting (West German) Chancellor 
(Helmut) Kohl. We know what

ing to stay with it," Bush said 
during a beach outing near his 
vacation home.

Kohl contends that if East and 
West Germany reunite, the coun­
try should be in NATO, although 
he does not advocate NATO 
troops in East Germany.

On Saturday, top Soviet official 
Valentin Palin said that if the 
Western alliance insists on a 
unified Germany joining NATO, 
“then there won’t be any German 
unification."

The Soviet position appears to 
be hardening against NATO 
membership for the tw<> Gw- 
manies as talks on reunification 
get underway among East and 
West Germany and the powers 
that divided them: the United 
States, France, Britain and the 
Soviet Union.

But Secretary of State Jam es 
A. Baker III and NATO Secretary 
Manfred Woemer both said Sun­
day they do not believe the Soviet 
objections are final.

Las Cruces police 
to question men 
in Mexico

LAS CRUCES, N.M. (AP) — 
Las Cruces police planned today 
to question three men arrested in 
Ciudad Juarez, Mexico, in con­
nection with shootings at a bowl­
ing alley that left four people, in­
cluding three children, dead.

State judicial police in Ciudad 
Juarez were holding the men who 
were driving a car stolen Feb. 15 
in Albuquerque, Las Cruces 
Police Capt. Fred Rubio said.

Rubio said he has studied a 
videotape <rf the men given to him 
by an El Paso, Texas, television 
statim . “We closely researched. 
it yesterday and we’re not too 
confident, but we’re going to 
check it out," he said.

Police are trying to find two 
men they say walked into Las 
Cruces Bowl the morning of Feb. 
10, herded seven people into an 
office, torcea mein to lie down 
and shot them in the back of the 
head.

Steve Teran, 26, his daughter 
Valerie Teran, 2, and step­
daughter Paula Holguin, 6, were 
kilM . Amy Houser, 13, also was 
slain. Three people were wound­
ed. All three were listed in fair 
condition today, a spokeswoman 
a t Memorial (^neral Hospital 
said.

“We’re  gm i^ to have to see the 
degree to which they really feel 
that way,” Baker said on ABC- 
TV’s “This Week With David 
B rinkley" program . “ For 
myself, I would tell you that I’m

Texans say arrest in Mexico 
led to nightmare of prison
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — It 

started as a leisurely trip to Mex­
ico, but it became a nightmare 
for two Texans who allege Mex­
ican federal police tortured and 
beat them after they were pulled 
from their car a t a checkpoint 
and accused of drug trafficking.

Joe Mike Pemberton, 32, and 
Henry Ray Van Cleave, 31, both 
of Odessa, have been in four Mex­
ican detention facilities the last 
e igh t, months and now are 
awaiting trial in a prison in 
Piedras Negras, Mexico.

Doctors tove treated Pember­
ton for a broken collarbone and 
dislocated shoulder, the San An­
tonio Express-News reported 
Sunday. Van Cleave underwent 
surgery twice for infected inter­
nal injuries a surgeon said 
almost certainly were caused by 
extensive kicking or beating.

Federal law officers in Piedras 
Negras didn’t return telephone 
calls to the Express-News, but a 
spokesman for Mexican Presi­
dent Carlos Salinas de Gortari 
said Friday the Mexican attorney 
general’s office has begun an in­
vestigation.

“This is, unfortunately, not the 
first time I have heard accounts 
like these," said Leonardo Fren­
ch, head of the president’s inter­
national information office in 
Mexico City. “ We’re  doing 
everything we can to stop abuses 
by officers, just like you are in 
the United States.... We are 
engaged in a very, very tough 
war on drugs in Mexico, and we
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do arrest people with drugs, no 
matter how small the amount."

Pemberton said he, , his father 
Ray Pemberton and Van Cleave 
were arrested last summer and 
beaten before the officers threw 
them in the back of a new Bronco 
with Texas license plates and 
sped off.

Van Cleave said he did have a 
m arijuana c ig are tte  in his 
pocket, but said the arrests and 
beatings began before he was 
searched.

They were taken to Monclova, 
about 60 miles away from the 
checkpoint, and were thrown in a 
room where another beating took 
place, Pemberton said.

Ray Pemberton, who was driv­
ing his son’s 1986 BMW at the 
time of the arrest, was acquitted 
on all charges less than a week 
later, his son said.

Now Pem berton and Van 
Cleave are in the 2-year-old 
Piedras Negras prison. They 
describe it as the “Hilton Hotel" 
compared to other prisons where 
they have been in Coahuila state.

Van Cleave, a carpenter, spoke 
little during an interview last 
week. Pemberton, a former car 
salesman and father of a 5-year- 
old boy, came near tears recoun­
ting events of recent months.

After his arrest, he said, he was

taken into a room and handed 
pag es  co n ta in in g  S pan ish  
w riting, which he couldn’t 
understand. Pemberton said he 
was ordered to sign the papers, 
but he refused.

Authorities brought in a hand­
cuffed Van Cleave, put a plastic 
to g  over his head and threw a 
bucket of water on him, accor­
ding to Pemberton.

Then the officers held Van 
Cleave under an electrical outlet 
and shocked him, the men said.

Van Cleave lifted his shirt to 
reveal small round scars on his 
abdomen where he said wires 
were applied.

“When they fried him, I sign­
ed,” Pembert(HJ said. “We all 
did."

The papers are confessions 
stating the men were trafficking 
in marijuana, court records 
show.

All three men originally were 
held on federal charges of posses­
sion, possessing with intent to 
distribute about seven kilos of 
marijuana and introducing an il­
legal substance into Mexico.

After the elder Pemberton was 
acquitted, his son and Van Cleave 
were acquitted on the introduc­
tion charge, and they say they 
are innocent of the other charges.

Prisoners invest in parole consultants
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Some 

former inmates are  crediting 
parole consultants with helping 
them get out of prison, but state 
officials say families could do an 
equally go()d job.

Houston Weaver, who was sent 
to the Texas Department of Cor- 
recti(Nis 10 years ago after killing 
someone in a barrocun brawl in 
East Texas, decided to do what 
an increasing number of prison 
inmates have done — hire an a t­
torney to act as a  parole consul­
tant.

I, Cinsultants are  usually hired 
to collect information that will in- 
creare the inmate’s chances for 
panue.

Although Weaver credits his 
release to hiring a  consultant, 
most inmates up for paixde do not 
need them, said Karin Arm­
strong, sp<)keswoman for the 
Pardons and Par<des division of 
the Texas D epartm ent of 
CriminalJustice.

“These consultants don’t  do 
anything .that the inm ates’ 
families can’t  do on their own,’’ 
Armstrong said. “They don’t 
have any special privileges as far 
as I can teU. What they do is foot­
work.”

She said the subject is difficult 
“because on one hand the board 
makes it very clear that a so- 
called consultant is not needed, 
but on the other hand the board 
has never been ir  the position to 
say you don’t have the right to 
hire one.’’

Some consultants only offer the 
clients basic advice such as to 
stay out of trouble while in 
prison, Ms. Armstrong said. 
Other consultants do a  great deal 
of research, Ms. Armstrong said.

Congress grapples 
.with U.S. policy 
toward El Salvador

WASHINGTON (AP) — For a 
decade. Congress has grappled 
with U.S. policy toward El 
Salvador and spent some $4 
billion supporting its government 
in a civil war with leftist rebels.

About 70,000 people have died, 
victims of the fighting, of left- 
wing assassins or of ri^ t-w ing  
death squads. And for all the i 
critics (rf the U.S. policy say the 
United States has bought little or 
nothing.

Now, Congress is gearing up 
for yet anoth«r debate over El 
Salvador as it considers Presi­
dent Bush’s request for a total of 
$375 million in aid for the year 
that begins Oct. 1.

As usual, the battle comes 
against a  backdrop of right-wing 
murders, amid probrnts over the 
U.S. stance and with warnings 
that any signal of wavering sup­
port could throw the country into 
even worse chaos.

But this time there are new 
elements. For the first time in the 
history of the country's civil war, 
an Army colonel and seven 
others have been charged with 
death-squad-style murders in 
connection with the k»Hng of six 
Jesuit priests, their housekeeper 
and her daughter.

DEAR DR GOTT; I recently had 
my elbow X-rayed after a fall. My 
doctor says my oones are brittle and 
crumbling, and suggested calcium. 
Should 1 take the plain ones, <^ter- 
sheU ones or what? I’m &2, fentale, 
and full of arthritis.

DEAR READER.' I’m uncertain 
whether your basic problem is arthri­
tis, a bone disorder or osteoporosis, 
all of which could be aggravated by a 
faU.
’ " Ar'dlrrotrseeui too ymuigiDliive w  
serious osteoarthritis, the normal 
wearing-down of joint surfaces. If you 
have gout or inflammatory arthritis, 
such as rheumatoid arthritis, you 
should be taking medication to pre­
vent or retard joint damage.

Certain bone disorders, such as 
P aget’* £sesss, which is associated 
with bone pain, can lead to skeletal 
brittleness. Again, specific treatment 
is available and could be prescribed 
under your doctor’s supervision.

I suspect your “crumbling’’ bones 
are due to osteopohnis, the acceler­
ated loss of calcium from bones. This 
is common in postmenopausal women 
and may be unsuspected until a frac­
ture occurs, or a routine X-ray exam 
shows the bones to be ‘w ash^ out’ 
(deficient in calcium).

In this case, you will need more 
than calcium pills. Medicine, such as 
estrogen hormones, may counteract 
calcium losses and is frequently pre­
scribed to osteoporotic women. Also, 
exercise — such as walking, cross 
country skiing or bicycling — may

Ask your doctor to explain your 
condition more thoroughly. In addi­
tion, inquire about appropriate treat­
ment. If the physician wishes you to 
take supplemental calcium, find out 
what type he or she would recom­
mend. As a general rule, oyster-shell 
calcium pills are usually as effective 
as synt^tic  brands — and they’re less 
expensive, to hoot.

My serum alanine 
aminotransferase (ALT) levds have 
tscrossad frsm ^tO 'M  tatuna twHsI 
Units per liter, and my donation had 
to be discarded recently. What would 
cause such tf significant change in just 
eight weeks?

DEAR READER; AIT is an en­
zyme, a protein ordinarily contained 
within the cells of the liver. Ordinari­
ly. small amounts are detectable in 
the bloodstream. However, in the 
presence of liver damage, larger 
amounts of AIT are released into the 
bloodstream.

As a general rule, the higher the 
blood ALT, the more liver damage 
has occurr^ . Inappropriate amounts 
of AIT are commonly released in the

Kresence of liver inflammation (from 
epatitis), bile blockage (from gall­

stones) or liver injury (from sub- 
stanres Mtrh a t alcohol)

Or, like a reader who wrote me a 
few w e ^  ago, you may have used al­
cohol to excess.

Of course, you could also be a t an 
early stage of hepatitis. This is what 
worries blood bank authorities be­
cause, if true, the hepatitis virus could 
be present in your blood. When inad­
vertently transfused into a recipient, 
hepatitis has disastrous conse­
quences; Patients requiring transfu­
sions are already ill — they don’t need 
another problem.

See your doctor about your elevat­
ed ALT. \bu should have an examina­
tion and additional blood tests. Also, 
don’t try to donate blood until your 
doctor says it’s all right to do so.
