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Council calls election
for sales tax to fund

Snyder city council Monday 

night unanimously called an Aug. 
11 election for a half-cent sales 
tax to fund econcnnic develq>- 
ment.

Meeting in its regular monthly 
session, the council approved the 
city-wide election on first reading 
and will consider the election on 
second reading on June 4.

Roy Base, a m «nber of the 
cham ber’s economic develop­
m ent com m ittee, said  • he 
represented the cham ber, EDC, 
in w tr ia l foundation, BCD and 
fingncial institu tions in re- 
questinjl that the city allow 
voters to decide on an additional 
half-cent economic development 
tax.

“Snyder’s hope chest is emp­
ty,” Baze said. “We have no sHe, 
no building and no money.” He 
noted that eight cities — in­

cluding Abilene, Amarillo and 
Browi^Md — have already ap­
proved the tax. Base, said the 
fund is necessary if Snyder hopes 
to rem ain com p^tive with other 
d ties in the state.

Last Saturday the issue was on 
the ballot of 39 other cities, and 
e i^ t  of 10 in West Texas skhtov- 
ed the tax. The issue was 
defeated by one vote in Lamesa 
and more soundly defeated in 
Levelland. Area cities which 
passed the tax were Sweetwater,

Big Spring, Brownwood, Eariy, 
Cdwinan, Rotan, Stamford a ^  
Breckenridge.

If approved by Snyder voters, 
the half-cent is expected to yield 
$380,000 which can be used oidy 
for industrial devdopment.

Mayor T rw  Williamson said be 
had explored the possibility of us­
ing one^iuarter for economic 
dwelopnient and one quarter for 
reduction of ad v a lo i^  ta n s , 
but that option does not currently 
exist in state law.

The ordinance calls for a 
charge of $8 per ton when net 
weight • can be determined or 
$10.80 per cubic yard, assuming a 
unit weight of 100 pounds per 
cubic feet or whichever is 
greater.

Sample charges would be 
$64.80 for a 6-cubic yard dump 
tfuck, $129.60 for a 12-cubic yard 
truck and $4 for a pickup or 8x8- 
foot trailer

The second ordinance deals 
with the disposal of water 
associated with underground 
storage tanks, and the ordinance 
sets a rate (rf $2 per thousand 
gallons or a $6.90 per month 
minimum fee. Persons wishing to 
dispose of hydrocarbons would be 
required to purchase a $35 per­
mit.

The council also okayed $7,200 
req u es t  from the Snyder 
chamber to help fund the annual 
AJRA National Rodeo Finals. 
The request included $2,000 for 
scholarships. The request was 
identical to last year, and all 
funds would come from the city’s 
hotel-motel tax fund.

Bill would make lab break-ins fed crime
WASHINGTON (AP) — A 

Texas Tech researcher whose lab 
was destroyed by animal rights 
activists says he favors legisla­
tion in Congress that would make 
it a federal crime to steal 
animals from farms or univer­
sities.

“We’re back working at great
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cost,” said Dr. John Orem, a 
physiologist whose study of in­
fant sleep disorders was 
disrupted for nearly 10 months by 
vandalism and theft of research 
animals.

An underground group called 
the Animal Liberation Front took 
credit for the theft (rf five 
research cats and 670,000 in van­
dalism to Orem’s lab last July 4.

A bill by Rep. Charles 
Stenholm, D-'Texas, would make 
breaking into facilities such as 
O rem ’s a fede ra l  c r ime  
punishable by up to three years 
in jail and a $10,000 fine.

“ The en t i r e  biomedical  
research effort in the United

States is under constant pressure 
from these groups,” Stenholm 
said Monday.

“Local law enforcement agen­
cies were confronted with a ter­
rorist act. The perpetrators were 
members of a nati(xial, if not in­
ternational group. To counter 
these requires involvement of 
agencies that are national in 
scope,” Orem said.

“The extremists you’ve got to 
fight. The only way you f i ^ t  ex­
trem ists is on their b a t­
tleground,” Stenholm said.

But a leader of the nation’s 
largest animal rights organiza­
tion said Stenholm’s bill and

Ingrid Newkirk, natiimal direc­

tor (rf People for the Ethical 
Treatment of Animals, urged 
lawmakers instead to create an 
adequate way to review allega­
tions of animal abuse. ^

“What really is needed f(»* 
everybody’s sake is some over­
sight system,” Ms. Newkirk said.

Though not included in his bill, 
Stenhoto said he favors creation 
of a panel that would investigate 
such allegations and give protec­
tion to the whistleblowers who 
make them. He said he planned 
to discuss such a panel with of­
ficials from the Humane Society.

Another animal research bill, 
which may be debated with 
S t e n h o l m ’s in a H ouse  
Agriculture subcommittee next 
week, would give legal standing 
to persons who want to file 
lawsuits on behalf of animals 
covered by the Animal Welfare 
Act..

The measure, sponsored by 
Rep. Charles Rose, D-N.C., 
would penalize the theft of 
research animals, except those 
taken “temporarily, for the pur­
pose of documenting that viola-. 
tions of Federal regulations ... 
have occurred.”

Stenholm said he thinks his bill 
has a better chance for passage.

“ I doubt there’s going to 1^ a 
majority of members of the 
House who are going to give 
animals legal standing,” he said.

But Ms. Newkirk said such 
standing would help create the 
faith that federal agencies enfor­
cing animal welfare laws are do­
ing their job.

Rose was campaigning in 
North Carolina and could not be 
reached for comment.

Stenholm said his bill also in­
cludes penalties for thefts from 
farms because large feedlot 
operations have b^om e the 
target of some activ ists.

Some patients also aperlmee 
weaknem of the facial maacles, the 
pharynx and respiratory mnsclet, re­
quiring aaaiated ventilatioa for rmpi- 
ratory failue. A few show blood pres­
sure flnetaatioos and heart 
iiregularitiee.

Guillain-Barre syndrome ordinari­
ly begins within three weeks after an 
antecedent incident and peaks abnnt 
three weeks later. Although patients 
usually recover with oidy supportive 
care (respiratory aistsilance, help 
with feeding and so foprth), 80 percent 
of adults are left with a degree of re­
sidual weakueas. There is no specific 
treatment or antidote.

From your deacripUon, I am not 
certain whether most of your symp­
toms are due to GailUin-Barre syn­
drome or to the herniated discs in 
your back. TUs latter condition also 
causes leg weakness, pain, numbness 
and tingUnx because when spinal 
discs slip out of positioa, they can 
press on the nerves to the lower 
extremities.

Treatment for herniated discs in­
cludes bedrest, physical therapy and 
— in severe cases — surgery to re­
move or repair the discs, thereby re­
lieving pressure on the nerves.

Tbe disc problem in your lower 
back is certainly not causing arm and 
hand symptoms; nonethek^ it may 
be contributing to the numbness in 
your lower body.

I suggest you request referral to a 
neurologist, a specialist in nervU dis­
orders. This doctor will test your ner­
vous system and, after determining 
the reason for your symptoms, sug­
gest appropriate therapy.

A risk
worth taking

Good defense requires the alert de­
fender to make certain assumptions. 
The normal objective is to defeat the 
contract, and frequently the way to do 
so is to find a certain card in partner’s 
hand. But risks abound, and in many 
instances the hope of finding partner 
with a certain card can present de­
clarer with an extra trick. East set to- 
day*a eoatract by making a right 
assumption.

When the six of diamonds was led 
against four hearts, Ê ast could easily 
have cashed his A-K, but that would 
have simply resulted in the contract 
succeeding. Instead there was a sim­
ple, clear-cut defense that would de­
feat the game, but a slight risk was in­
volved. Of course it’s always easier 
when one is looking at all four hands, 
but here the duirimy and the bidding 
were enough for East to come up with 
the right play. After winning the king 
of diamonds, he returned his singleton 
club at trick two. Declarer won in 
dummy and played a trump, ducked 
by East. When drelarer play^ a sec­
ond round of trumps, Ê ast took the ace 
and underled his ace of diamonds. 
West won the queen and played a club, 
ruffed by E^st. The assumption E ^ t 
had to niake to beat the contract was 
that West held the diamond queen. And 
the risk? Simply that declarer would 
make an overtrick when he held that 
diamond queen.*That was a risk well 
worth taking — giving a possible over­
trick as opposed to setting a game 
contract.

Fire on U.S. destroyer 
kills one, injures 11

NORFOLK, Va. (AP) — A fire broke out early today aboard the 
guided-missile destrqyor USS Conyngham about 80 miles off North 
(Carolina, killing a  crew member and injuring a t least 11 others, the 
Navy said.

Five of the sailors had injuries serious enough to require 
evacuation to sh o e , Capt. Paul Hanley, a U.S. Atlantic Fleet 
spokesman, said. i

The Conyngham was conducting routine q[>erations with about 360 
crew members when the fire b r^ e  out a t 5*:35 a.m . in the ship’s 
engineering area, <rfficials said. Fleet spokesmen had no information 
on the extent of the blaze or dam age to the ship.

Hanley said three Coast G uai^ cutters were standing by along 
with the Normandy and the destroyer USS Briscoe as the 
Conyngham crew fought the blaze.

“The cause of the fire is unknown a t this time. The prim ary fire is 
out. The crew is fightii^ secondary fires,” Air Force Maj. Tom 
Johnson, joint duty officer a t the Norfolk naval base, said a t 
mid-morning.

Hanley said the ship was able to move under its own power toward 
port a t about 3 mph.

The 437-foot ship, conunissioned in 1963, has two five-inch guns, 
torpedoes and a number of surface-to-surface m issiles, Hanley said.

“Obviously when you have a fire a t sea, one of the first issues that 
the crew addresses is the security of the m agazines,” who-e the 
ammunition is stored, he said.

In 1988, anTrish stowaway was discovered aboard the ship as it 
made its way back from Ireland. The teen-age girl was found in a 
2V^-foot-by-15-foot passageway where she had M d^n for 10 days. 
Four of the ship’s crew were court-m artialed in the m atter.

Residents claim their water 
is contaminated; plan tests

ODESSA, Texas (AP) — 
Tliey’re not toasting National 
D riv ing  Water Week with a 
glass of water in the poor West 
Texas village of El Ranchito.

In fact, they don’t  even drink 
the water in the village of 200 
because residents fear the water 
is polluted with toxic chemicals.

“We don’t even use the water to 
sprinkle owrgrass, it’s so bad,’’ 
said Eufemio Ramirez, a 56-year- 
old resident of El Ranchito.

“You can smell the water. It’s 
bad,’’ he said. “And when you 
bathe in it, you get a rash. But us 
being working people, we don’t 
have enough money to do 
anything abw t it.’’

Midge Erskine, an independent 
environmentalist who is advising 
El Ranchito residents, said she 
has arranged for a university to 
conduct a number of free spec­
trometer tests of the water begin­
ning in about three weeks. She 
woUd not name the university.

WASHINGTON (AP) — T e n y  

Anderson, the longest held of the 
16 Western hostages, helped 
fellow p r i s o n s  make Scral^le 
and M oni^ ly  games to amuse 
themselves, according to a newly 
freed captive.

His guards are giving him and 
other hostages plenty of diver­
sions, according to an account 
given by finmer hostage Frank 
Reed to Anderson’s sister, Peggy 
Say.

“They have a lot of things 
which was encouraging to me; at 
least they did at the time Frank 
was there,’’ Mrs. Say said. These 
included boxes of books, writing 
materials and dominoes.

Although Anderson, 42, is in 
good physical condition from 
plenty of exercise, he is tired and 
needs dental care, Mrs. Say said.

^ e  said the hostages are blind­
folded and chained in line with 
their preference.

“Frank preferred a chain on 
his wrist,” she said. ‘T erry  
preferred a chain on his ankle so 
that his arm s are  free to write 
and play cards.” - 

The closest she and Reed were 
able to calculate that he last saw 
Anderson  was  som ew here  
between a year and 18 months 
ago. Reed spent 20 months wipi 
A n d e r s o n  a n d  T h o m a s  
Sutherland in Lebanon. For a 
period of tim e, the three 
A m er ican  hos tages  were  
together with two others, John 
McCarthy and Brian Keenan.

Reed, the director of the 
private Lebanon International 
School, was freed April 30 after 
being held for 44 months. He is

undergoing medical checkups at 
Andrews Air Force Base in 
suburban Maryland and met with 
Mrs. Say Monday night.

East correspondent for The 
Associated Press and is in his 
s ix th  y e a r  of cap t iv i ty .  
Sutherland was a dean at the 
American University of Beirut.

Commission is just testing for the 
things we know are in the water 
— stuff we don’t care that much 
about,” said Ms. Erskine. “Peo­
ple trust the (state) Health 
Department when they get their 
tests back and they say it is not 
contaminated.”

Bill Lockey, who heads the 
Texas W ater Commission’s 
Odessa office, disputed Ms. Er- 
skine’s claims and defended TWC 
water tests conducted in El Ran­
chito over the past year.

The TWC conducted tests of 
four wells in the El Ranchito 
conununity last June to deter­
mine if “ local industries are 
degrading the water quality,” ac­
cording to commission investiga­
tion reports.

The tests revealed above nor­
mal readings of chloride and 
sulfate, but Lockey said those fin­
dings were attributed to im­
properly cased water wells in El 
Ranchito, not to local industries.

HOUSTON^(AP) - -  Accidental 
sh(x>tings blamed on unsafe gun 
handling and a lack of parental 
supervision have claimed the 
lives of more Houston children so 
far this year than in all of 1989, 
authorities say.

Debbie Mcmenhemy, who 
keeps homicide division statistics 
for the Houston Police Depart­
ment said Monday that two 
youngsters were shot to death by 
youngsters Sunday, bringing this 
year’s total to eight, compared 
with seven such juvenile slayings 
during all of 1989. Four of this 
year’s victims accidentally shot 
themselves, she said.

In the most recent killing, 18- 
month-old David Rosales was 
shot in the head by his 3-year-old 
brother at their home.

Police said the father took his 
.380-caliber semiautomatic pistol 
out of a closet and placed it on the 
floor. While he returned to the 
closet to retrieve a bullet on the 
floor, the 3-year-old picked up the 
pistol and it discharged.

Jewish leaders plan ceremony 
at villa used by Nazi officials

WEST BERLIN (AP) — In a 
solemn ceronony a t the pictures­
que mansion w h ^  Nazi leaders 
plotted their “Final Solution,” 
the World Jewish Congress is 
paying tribute to the 6 million 
Jews killed in the Holocaust.

The ceremony at the Wannsee 
villarixxnes on the final day of a 
three-day conference that some 
Congress delegates declined to 
a t t ^ ,  considering a trip to the 
heart of Nazi tyranny to be too 
traumatic.

“The most important thing 
about going to Wannsee is what 
we are going to say there, which 
is: ‘Aside from how horrible you 
were, we lived,” ’ the president of 
the congress, Edgar M. Bronf­
man, said Mmiday.

He described the villa as “the 
head (rffice of all concentration 
camps.”

A f<xmal declaration written 
by Nobel Peace Prize winner and 
concentraticHi camp survivor 
Elie Wiesel was to be read at the 
ceremmiy, which falls on the 45th 
anniversary of Germany’s un­
conditional surrender in World 
War II and is designed to keep 
alive the memory of the victims.

“ If the past is suf^ressed, then 
there is an even greater danger 
that things will happen in the pre­
sent that also must be condemn­
ed,” said Michel Friedman, a 
leader of the Frankfurt Jewish 
community.

The decaying Wannsee villa is 
where SS security chief Reinhard

work to turn it mto a Holocaust 
memorial.

Outside the villa’s high gates, a 
plaque reads: “In. this house in 
January 1942, the infamous 
Wannsee conference took place. 
To the memory of the fellow 
human beings slain by the Nazi 
tyranny.”

At a news conference a t the 
h«ivily guarded West Berlin 
Jew ish  Community  h e ad ­
quarters, the Jewish congress 
leaders on Monday discuBsed 
their concerns about German 
reunification.

“The Jewish people have 
something to say to the new Ger­
many that is going to be created 
in a short time,” Brcmfman said.

He said Sunday that a unified 
Germany must “forever teach” 
about the Nazi Holocaust, “ the 
lowest point ever reached in 
man’s inhumanity to man.”

In Jerusalem, Prime Minister

Yitzhak Shamir said it was 
Israel’s duty to demand that “in 
a united Germany there would be 
a popetual educational effort, so 
that the generation growing up 
there would remember. In aU 
parts of Germany, the govern­
ment must wage a war against 
anti-Semitism.”

The Poli sh-born Shamir  
escaped the Holocaust, but his 
parents and two sisters were kill­
ed.

The leaders of the Jewish Con­
gress pointed to s i ^  of growing 
ant i -Semit ism in E a s te r n  
Europe, which they said was ex- 
acertoted by economic hardship.

“ Unfor tunate ly ,  as  the 
economic situatimi worsens, par­
ticularly in the Soviet Union, and 
the search for scapegoats goes 
on, the age-old scapegoat, the 
Jew, again takes his place in the 
forefront of thqse to be kicked 
around,” Bronfman said.

AUSTIN (AP) — Defense 

witnesses are expected to take 
the stand today in the trial of a 
man who faces life in pristm if 
convicted of poisoning Hhe 
historic Treaty Osdi.

The state rested its case 
against Paul Stedman Cullen on

The fire, in a  
cabin filled with 100 percent ox­
ygen, was triggered by a  spaik 
emen a  broken or bndsed wire 
beneath Grissom’s couch con­
tacted metal.

After the accident, the capsule 
and other rem ains were placed in 
a locked containor a t L ang l^  
and surrounded by a chainliiut 
fence. Until about 10 years ago, 
the corrugated m etal container 
was kept in a  low-pressure 
nitrogen atm osphere to minimize

corrosion. The container has 
since developed sm all leaks.

NASA said it decided to move 
the more than 17,600 pounds of 
m aterial to the missile silo a t 
Cape Canaveral Air Force Sta­
tion, next to Kennedy Space 
Center, to avoid file necessary 
maintenance and to free up space 
a t Langley.

About half the silo, which is 90 
feet deep and 12 feet in diametm-, 
is filled with Challengo* debris. 
Challenger ronains also fill 
another missile silo a quarter- 
mile away, as w dl as an 
underground equipment room a t 
each site.

The 215,000 pounds of m aterial 
salvaged from the Jan. 2 8 ,18M, 
explosion,* which killed seven 
astronauts, ' was lowered by 
crane into fhe watenm iofed steel 
cylinders in 1967. Each the ap­
proximately 5,000 item s was 
catalogued and their location 
noted for future retrieval.

NASA twice has gone into the 
silos to remove engine pieces for 
analysis.

A sim ilar [xrocedure will be 
fdlowed with the Ap<dlo rem ains. 
NASA wants the item s accessible 
on “the off-chance that maybe

there will be new in v e s titiv e  
tech n iq u es d ev elo p ed  o r 
som ebody c la im s it  w as 
sabotage,’̂  Lawrence said.

The two silos were used from 
1961 th ro n g  1970 for Minuteman 
missiles. The Air Force, which 
lent the deactivated silos to 
NASA, uses the area for combat 
training.

About eight miles away, also on 
Air Fcxrce property, is the launch 
idatform  on which the Apollo 
craft burned. Weeds fill the 
cracks in the brick and concrete 
pad.

A bronze plaque was attached 
to the fdatform last fall by a , 
forma* .volunteer a t the neariby 
UJS. Air Force Space Museum 
who was concerned by NASA’s 
failure to recognize the spot, said 
m useum  h is to ria n  E rn e s t 
Malnassy.

The plaque reads: “They gave 
their fives in service to their 
country in the ongoing explora­
tion of humankind’s final fron­
tier. Remember them, not for how 
fis^  died, but fa* those ideals for 
which they lived.” '

Ector County grand jury has in­
dicted the parents of an 8-year- 
(dd girl whose body was found in 
ah abandoned field on charges of 
abuse of a corpse and misde­
meanor charges of providing 
false information to law enforce­
ment authorities.

The indictments were returned 
Monday in the case of Gloria 
Castillo, who was strangled and 
dumped in an abandoned field 
last month.

Jose Francisco Castillo, who 
was reported to be the victim’s 
putative father, and Ninefa 
Castillo, the victim’s mothca*, 
were each charged with abuse of 
a corpse when they were alleged 
to have illegally moved tlie ric- 
tim’s body away from their 
trailer house in West Odessa.

They also were charged with 
making false reports to law in­

vestigato r and lying while under 
oath, according to ^ c h a e l  Grif­
fin, a prosecutor in the Ector 
County- Criminal District At­
torney’s office.

The grand jury also indicted 
Donald Wayne Blecklor, 31, of 
Stamford with two counts oi ag­
gravated sexual assault against 
another child. Griffin confirmed 
that the aggravated sexual 
assault victim was another 
Odessa child, but not the deceas­
ed.

Gloria Castillo was reported, 
missing from her West (Jdessa 
home on April 14 by her mother. 
The girl’s d eco m p o ^  body was 
discovered a week later in a va­
cant field. An autopsy showed 
that the girl had been strangled, 
and authorities said a rope was 
around the girl’s neck when her 
body was found.

Bleckler  was  a t r a i l e r  
maintenance man at the mobile 
home park where the Castillos 
resided, Griffin- said.
