Indian hunting
MADISON, Wis. (AP) — 

A federal judge, in a deci­
sion with far-reaching con­
sequences, has ruled nor­
th e rn  W isc o n s in ’s 
“ h a rv e s ta b le  n a tu ra l 
resources” should be split 
50-50 between Chippewas 
and non-Indians.

ed on trial, and then high repeat 
usage,” he said. “We want to in­
duce them to ride and to see that 
the bus line is unencumbered.”

Borland said he had no projec­
tions about the fare cuts’ impact 
on ridership. “Everything here is 
moving at a much more rapid 
pace than they teach you at 
business school,” he said.

Analysts have expressed 
doubts Greyhound has «iough 
cash to operate for the long term, 
but Borland said, “Historically, 
everyone (in the transportation 
business) has used price, and 
price over a short-term period, to 
gain back ridership” lost through 
strikes or other problems.

Bus drivers walked out March 
2 in a dispute over wages and job 
security, and Greyhound im­
mediately began replacing them 
with new drivers and crossovers.

Greyhound Cliairman Fred G. 
Currey said Monday the com­
pany, which operates the only na­
tionwide bus system, now has 
enough drivers to run at or near 
pre-strike levels. He said  
Greyhound is serving markets 
which provided 98 percent of its 
revenue last year, although 
ridership and revenue hoven^ 
around 70 percent of year-ago 
levels — not quite enough to meet 
expenses.

Truck driver is 
sought by police 
in cocaine seizure

SAN ANTONIO CAP) — 
Authorities who found a ton of co­
caine worth up to $20 million in 
the back of a truck here are look­
ing today for the vehicle’s driver 
who fled after a mechanical 
breakdown.

The seizure, one of the city’s 
biggest ever, came Wednesday 
afternoon when police spotted a 
U-Haul truck that was broken 
down a t an Interstate 35 in­
tersection.

The driver, asked to produce 
 ̂the truck’s papers, said hd wbuld 
go home to get them but -did not 
return. Officers towdd the truck 
and then opened it, ffnding the co­
caine shortly after 2 p.m., said 
Lt. Don \ y u ^  of the police nar­
cotics division.

Wilson called the seizure “very 
lucky.”

Authorities said the surprue 
seizure of 2,(MX) pounds of cocaine 
came in the middle an in­
vestigation apparently unrelated 
to drugs.

Two officers were running a 
surveillance (^ ra tio n  through a 
special q[)erations unit when the 
load was spotted. The truck had 
become a traffic hazard on the 
city’s northeast side, they said.

- Tournament pair competition uses 
matchpoint scoring, whidi means that 
your score on a particular deal is com­
pared with 12 or more scores of other 
competing pairs. \bur total score is 
not as important as the number of 
pairs that you jrou have beaten, even 
by as little as 10 points. In such a con­
text, overtricks can be quite impor­
tant. Today’s deal presents an 
example.

A spade to dummy’s ace pro­
duced a neat ending — dummy with 
the lead and Sooth holding (|-10 of 
hearts over East’s J-9. ’M dng 11 
tricks was a flne result, beating all 
those North-Sooth p ain  who'played 
game In spades, w h m  the defendm ’ 
trump trick could not be denied.

newsletter for health profes­
sionals and health-conscious con­
sumers.

“’There are no rigid rules about 
when to introduce solid foods and 
in what order,’’ says Julie 
Hagan, a re g is te i^  dietitian and 
a contribute: to the newsletter. 
“Remember, what’s best fw  one 
baby may not always be best fe: 
another.’’

Environmental Nutrition says:
— According to the American 

Academy of Pediatrics, mothers’ 
milk is the best food until a t least 
4 to  6 m o n th s  of a g e . 
Commercially-prepared infant 
formulas are the next best thing 
to meet the nutritional needs of 
infants. Depending on a child’s 
development, solid foods — 
mashed or strained — may be in­
troduced between 4 to 6 months o i 
age. Waiting until babies show 
signs of wanting to eat, such as

sitting up and drooling, or opoi- 
ing his or her mouth wboi fo ^  
appr^ches, makes the transition 
to solid foods easio* for both child 
and parent.

— There are no hard and fast 
rules as to how rapidly an infant 
should be weaned from breast 
milk or formula, or the order that 
new foods should be introduced. 
Most child-feeding experts 
reconunend that new foods be in­
troduced one a t a time with 3 to 5 
days between each new food. 
This way, it’s easier for parents 
to identify foods that cause 
allergic reactions.

the telescope’s mission.

The Hve Discovery astronauts 
deployed the 12.&-ton telescope 
A |^  25, and two of them almost 
had to, perfcH’m an emergency 
spacewalk to unfold one o i its 
solar arrays when it wouldn’t 
open immediately.

NASA had planned to snap tte  
first picture with the main 
camera Wednesday.

But Jean Oliver, NASA’s depu­
ty manager of the Hubble pro­
ject, said a simple math mistake 
caused the telescope to miss its 
target stars and point to the 
wrong spot in the heavens.

The telescope missed its target 
by one half of a degree—or abw t 
the width of a full moon as seen 
from Earth.

master Wednesday that he hopes 
his plan won’t  be needed.

“The answer rests with the 
Legislature and the governor; 
Pass a tax bill, pass a law that 
satisfies the Supreme Court re­
quirement,’’ said Kilgarlin.

Kilgarlin said he doesn’t have 
the power to impose new taxes, 
so he would have to redistribute 
current funding to meet the court 
order to make more money ac­
cessible to poor school districts.

“Ultimatdy, that can’t mean 
anything but taking from the rich 
and giving to the poor,’’ he said. 
'The $13.5 billion-a-year school 
finance system relies on state 
aid, local property taxes and 
some federal funds.

McCown also appointed two 
associate m asters to help develop 
the backup reform plan: Jose 
Cardenas, former superinten­
dent of the Edgewood school 
district in San Antonio; and Billy 
Walker, a school finance expert 
who served on the Governor’s 
Task Force on Public Education.

Kilgarlin and Cardenas w ere' 
nominated by poor schools in the 
education finance case, while 
Walker was the state’s nominee.

The D em ocratic-controlled 
Legislature is in its third special 
session on school finance. This 
session  w as ca lled  a f te r  
Clements, a Republican, last 
w ^ k  vetoed a half-cent sales tax 
increase needed to fund a $555 
mittion reform plan adopted last 
session by lawmakers.

AUSTIN (AP) — Convicted of 
poisoning the historic Treaty Oak 
with a powerful herbicide, Paul 
Stedman Cullen now c(Hild be 
sentenced to up to life in prison.

Cullen, 46, described by his own 
defense lawyers as a “ loser,’’ 
was convict^  Wednesday night 
of felony criminal mischief in last 
year’s attack on the giaiit live 
oak tree that’s estimated to be 
more than 500 years old.

Cullen, who has been jailed 
since his arrest in June 1989, 
stood expressionless as the ver­
dict was read after about 3 ^  
hours of jury deliberation.

He re fu s^  to comment as he

was led from the courtroom by 
sheriff’s deputies, but Cullen’s 
father insisted his son hadn’t 
harmed the tree.

“They convicted an innocent 
man,’’ said Paul Cullen Sr.

Prosecutors applauded the ver­
dict.

“We’re pleased, certainly, and 
we’ll be moving on tomo^ow to 
the punishment phase,’’ said 
Assistant District Attorney Kent 
Anschutz.

State D istrict Judge Bob 
Perkins scheduled the sentencing 
phase of the trial for today. Due

Legend has it that the giant live 

oak, estimated to be at least 500 
years old, was the site oi a treaty 
signing between Stephen F. 
Austin and Indians in the 1820s. ^

During the eight-day trial, pro­
secutors said Cullen poison^ the 
Treaty Oak as part of an occult 
ritual.

“He acted intentionally ... he 
knew exactly what was going to 
happen. He intended that the tree 
be damaged or destroyed,’’ 
Assistant District Attorney LaRu 
Woody told the seven-woman, 
five-man jury.

One of his defense lawyers, 
Terry Kirk, described the ex­
convict as a loser with little $elf- 
esteem. Kirk said Cullen only 
boasted about poisoning the tree 
to impress a woman acquain­
tance, Cindy Blaco.
< “He wanted her to think that he 
was somebody,’’ Kirk said, con­
tending that Ms. Blaco became 
the prosecution’s key witness 
against C!uUen to claim some 
$11,000 in rewards.

Prosecutors said Cullen used 
Velpar to poison the tree in an oc­
cult ritual, which either was 
designed to end his affection for 
his counselor a t a methadone 
clinic or to protect her from 
harm.

Prosecutors produced a tape 
recording in which Cullen told 
Ms. Blaco that he had killed the 
tree. On that tape, made while 
Ms. Blaco wore a concealed 
microphone, Cullen said it was 
“ too bad the tree is the thing that 
ultimately has to suffer. ’’ v

As Red River floods.

Hundreds evacuated, livestock stranded
DALLAS (AP) — Emergency 

workers shoring a  battered 
Red River levee near Texarkana 
may have had their first break 
when the rivo* appeared to crest 
early this morning.

Meanwhile, the wife of Vice 
President Dan Quayle was 
scheduled this afternora to visit 
Dallas neighborhoods devastated 
by floods. Marilyn Quayle plann­
ed to talk with emergoicy relief 
workers helping residmits dry 
out frcrni the w<N*st flooding the 
Dallas''area hassexperience in 
more than 70 years. • *

Disaster preparedness is one oS 
Mrs. Quayle’s primary interests. 
Her trip to the Dallas area c<mies 
<m the heels of Quayle’s visit to 
Dallas last wedc. He also toured 
a  flooded neighborhood.

In the state’s northeast c (^ e r ,  
the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers brought 30,000 sand­
bags to shore up levees along the 
Red River Wednesday, where 
about 200 people have been 
evacuated from rural areas 
north of Texarkana. W ater 
earlier broke through the top of a 
60-foot-long levee section.

Jane Mueller, dispatcher for 
th e  T e x a rk a n a  O ffice of 
Emergency Services, said of­
ficials believe the Red River 
crested a t 32.13 feet a t 1 a.m. to­
day. By 6 a.m., the water level 
had dropped'to 32.06 feei, seven 
feet above flood stage.

She said officials expect that 
level to be maintained for about 
72 hours before dropping.

One hundred fresh National 
Guardsmen have come to the 
area to help several hundred 
other volunteers and Bowie (boun­
ty officials fill sandbags and 
monitor “hot spots’’ on river 
levees where water mav break 
through, Ms. Mueller said.

“'They’re hoping (the levee) 
will hold out for 72 hours. They’re 
on top of it, and walking it,’’ she 
said. “We’re just holding on to 
what we’ve got.’’

Ms. Mueller said some heavy ' 
equipment has been removed 
from the area “just in case.’’

Dave Hall, director of the Tex­
arkana Office of Emergency Ser­
vices, said Wednesday night that 
volunteers already had put more 
than 30,000 sandbags on the levee 
and still need more.

“ If we can hold the levee, we 
won’t have many more evacua­
tions or problems. But if the levee 
goes, no telling how many homes 
could be a ffe c t^ ,’’ he said.

A Chinook helicopter from 
Austin brought hay feu* stranded 
livestock in Northeast Texas, 
said David Haun with the gover­
nor’s Division of Emergency 
Management in Austin.

At least 600 cattle were lost in 
flooding north of Texarkana and 
more than 1,000 head were 
stranded by h i ^  water there, ac- 
(xnxling to Agriculture Secretary 
Jim  Hightower.

In the surrounding county, an 
estimated 65 percent of 4,500 
acres of wheat was destn^ed, 
Hightower said, and com crops 
were also under water.

Heavy rainfall and flooding in 
the past two w edu  c a u ^  
between $500 million and 1700

million in damage to agricultural 
Induction  in North, N<ntheast, 
E ast and Central Texas, he said.

The high water has claimed 12 
lives in Texas and one in 
Oklahoma.

“Delays in harvesting, disease 
problems, smaller yields, reduc­
ed quality, w ash^-out crops, 
droumed livestock — all of these 
rain-caused pit^lem s will inflict 
severe financial damage on 
T e x a s  p r o d u c e r s ,”  s a id  
Hightower.

After touring flood damage 
a l ( ^  the Red River with a  team 
of disas«.er management of­
ficials, He said that more ac­
curate estimates of crop and 
livestock losses will come when 
flood waters recede in 10 days to 
two weeks.

Downstream from rain-soaked 
areas, meanwhile, riverside 
residents were bracing for high 
water after the worst flooding in 
more than 70 years. Along the 
Trinity River a t Long Lake, 33 
homes were damaged, said

Haun.
“Pec^le ncMtheast of Houston 

are also aware that the water is 
coming down to them,’’ he said. 
“Right now, it is just a slow- 
moving wave of water coming 
down through Liberty and Polk 
counties.’’

As many as 300 pet^le have 
voluntarily left their homes in 
three low-lying subdivisions in 
Liberty County, where as much 
as four feet of water fl(xxled 
homes.

Two shelters were opened after 
record flooding was expected to 
hit the area west and southeast of 
Libtfty between Sunday and 
May 19, said Jim  Mitchum, coun­
ty emergoicy management coiar- 
dinator. About 7,000 people living 
in the county’s flood-prone areas 
were warned of high water.

Already, the road that links the 
city of Dayt(m Lakes and its 200 
residents to main highways was 
under water, he said.

“A lot of the people are going to

get out but a few chosen ones will 
stay in their homes — against our 
wishes,’’ said Mitchum.

The dam on the Trinity a t Lake 
Livingston, which norm ally 
releases 20,000 cubic feet per se­
cond, was already moving 33,900 
cfs downstream. “We are going 
to 75,000 to 85,000 on the 13th to 
19th of the month,’’ he said, ad­
ding that level will be maintained 
through the end of May.

Mitchum said livestock owners 
in the county moved about 400 
cattle to higher ground.

Flood victims have begun 
cleanup efforts in hard-hit Dallas 
neighborhoods.

DALLAS (AP) — Barbara 
Charles said Wednesday she Is 
thankful the floodwaters that 
surged into her home a t least 
stopped before thqy ruined the 
pictures of her diildren and 
srandcdiildren.

Wednesday was the first day 
the water receded enough to 
allow m ai^  residents of the 
Rochester Park neighborhood in 
Southeast Dallas to enter th d r  
homes and try to salvage udut 
they can.

Hundreds of houses were inun­
dated when the worst flooding in 
more than 70 years sent water 
coursing into the streets, covor- 
ing some residences to the roof.

The walls have buckled, 
and the once-white carpet is 
biuned under two inches of brown 
silt.

“ It totaled everything. It look­
ed like 10 hurricanes had come 
through. All it left was the pic­
tures on the wall,’’ she said.

City officials have promised 
they will build a new levee by 
1993 to shelter the low-income, 
predominantly black area from 
the raging floods it endured for 
the second year in a row.

But William Andrews, pastor of 
the Independent Missionary Bap­
tist Church, said he can’t 
understand why the levee hasn’t 
been built before now.

“ It’s been dirty year after 
year. I don’t know what they’re 
waiting on,’’ Andrews said as he 
stepped on a pew cushion lying on 
the sidewalk, sending brown 
water streaming over his foot.

But Andrews said the church 
doesn’t have the option of mov­
ing, since he doubts anyone 
would buy the small church built 
new two years ago, before the 
floods came.

“ It sure is hard to build a  new 
church with just a few memb«*s. 
Most of t h ^  are  old folks, 
retired, on fixed income,” he 
said. “They’re going to buUd ttiat 
levee. I’m gtnng to stay right 
here.”

Motel owner Govind Patel, an 
Indian immigrant, also intencis to 
stay. He has been cleaning up for 
four days and hopes to be back in 
business within one week.

Patel and his workers are  hos­
ing out the twelve tiny rooms of 
the Everhart Motel, repainting 
their solid red and blue cement 
blodi walls and buying new beds 
to place inside.

“All my employees, they slept 
(Ml the rciof f(Mr two days (during 
the floo^ng),” Patel said.

He said he hopes to have the 
motel back in full (^ ra tio n  
within a week and to obtain flood 
insurance fiM* next spring — and 
possibly the next disaster.

The Red Cross has established 
a sm rice co iter near Rochesto- 
Park to help the residm ts (dean 
up. They a re  supervising 
volunteers from all over ttie 
country as they distribute hun­
dreds of hot meals three times a 
day from vans that stop (mi 
nei^borhood streets.

Richard Durham, assistant 
director of disaster services for 
the Dallas chapter of the Red 
Cross, said the organization 
already has spent $115,000 to help 
184 nearby families obtain fbo4 
shelter and clothing.. The center 
probably will be open for several 
more days, he said.

4 killed in cla^ les between 
anti-drug agents, residents
MEXICO CITY (AP) — 

Shootouts between residents of a 
town in Michoacan state and anti­
narcotics agents trying to make 
an arrest killed four people and 
wounded five others, authorities 
said Tuesday.

The mayor of ^ u ililla s , 225 
miles west of Mexico City, was 
among 30 people arrested follow­
ing the violence Saturday in the 
marijuana and opium poppy 
growing region, said Federico 
Fernandez Farina, penal direc­
tor for the Attorney GreneraTs Of­
fice.

Three of the victims were 
federal anti-narcotics agents and 
the other was a suspected traf­
ficker, Fernandez said in a news 
conference.

Four federal agents and at 
least one resident were wounded, 
he said.

Mayor Salomon Mendoza 
B ara jas  of the opposition 
Democratic Revolutionary Party 
was charged with homicide, 
arm s stockpiling and drug 
possessi(Hi. Ten peasants were 
charged with homicide and drug- 
and arms-related crimes. Nine­
teen  o th e r A g u ililla -a rea  
residents are being held for ques­
tioning, Fernandez said.

He said Mend(»a was not a t the 
shootings, but the mayor “had 
said in private meetings that 
m arijuana cultivation was 
necessary for the eccMiomy of the 
region a ^  anti-narcotics agents 
must be obstructed. He practical­
ly ordered the agents be done 
away with,” Fernandez added.

Michoacan opposititm party 
state legislator Octavio (htiz 
Melgarejo told the Mexico City 
newspaper La Jornada that the 
mayor’s arrest was part (rf a 
c a m p a i g n  a g a i n s t  the  
Democratic Rev^utionary P ar­
ty.

Memtoza took office Jan. 1 
after the opposition partv won an 
unprecedented 55 of MicmMcan’s

113 mayoral seats in bitterly- 
disputed December elections 
against the ruling Institutional 
Revolutionary Party.

Fernandez denied that the ar­
rest was an attack on the opposi­
tion.

“The Attorney General’s Office 
intervenes in the prosecution of 
federal crime. That mrans this 
has nothing to do with a hunt for 
members of a party,” he said.

One agent was fatally wounded 
when a group of federal police un­
successfully tried to arrest an 
alleged trafficker at his home, 
Fernandez said.

After the group left the house, 
they encountered a roadblock, 
where two other agents and 
another man were k ill^ , he said.

Two agents were seriously in­
jured in the first shooting inci­
dent; two more agents and at 
least one other pers<Hi were in­
jured in the second shootout, Fer­
nandez said. He said all remain­
ed hospitalized on Tuesday.

Mendoza was arrested cm Sun­
day, he said. Police found eight 
weapcMis and small amounts of 
cocaine and marijuana in his 
house.

In raids in the town Sunday and 
Monday, police seized 54 other 
firearms, 6,420 rounds (rf am­
munition and 97 pounds of mari­
juana, he said.

The fertile n^ountain area of 
Aguilillas was once a farming 
region rich in com, melons, and 
mangos. It was overrun by drug 
traffickers after agents chased 
them out of northern strongholds 
five years ago.

Traffickers introduced irriga­
tion systems and clandestine 
airstrips, converting the local 
ec(N)omy to a drug growing and 
transport center.

Now adobe mud houses and 
dusty, unnamed streets contrast 
with parabolic antennas, swimm­
ing pools and late model cars, 
signs of traffickers’ affluence.
