Time escaping as lawmakers
struggle with school finance

AUSTIN (AP) — Less than two
weeks before they must enact a
school finance reform plan or
face court intervention,
lawmakers return to the Capitol
today to see whether a com-
promise is possible with Gov. Bill
Clements on the issue.

Legislative leaders on Friday
handed Clements a ‘‘take-it-or-
leave-it’’ proposal that would
spend an additional $555 million
on education next school year —
more than he has said he wants.

In return, the measure would
give Clements such concessions
as power to appoint the state
education commissioner, from
names submitted by the State
Board of Education and with
Senate confirmation; and voter
approval of certain local proper-
ty tax increases.

“It's important to Know that
funding to pay for education
reform next year is not the pro-
blem,” Clements said.

However, he said, there is a
sticking point: lawmakers’ pro-
posal for a quarter-cent sales tax
increase to help pay for their
plan.

Clements said he would reject
the proposed compromise unless
the sales tax provision was
removed. Negotiations on that
issue were continuing, according
to those involved in the talks.

The Democratic-controlled
Legislature and Clements are in

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Molesters mixed with abuse victims

DALLAS (AP) — “Aren’t you
despicable?’’ a former sex-abuse
victim called to a convicted child
abuser as he struggled to recount
his offenses.

Authorities say such emotional
outbursts are typical yet
therapeutic for both sides in an
unusual in which sex of-
fenders and abusers attend week-
ly meetings in Austin together.

“There aren’t any other pro-
grams like this one in Texas,”
said Sandra Martin, director of
victim services for the Travis
County district attorney’s office.

‘‘What is unusual about the pro-
gram is that you put the of-
fenders and the adult survivors,
and we have both male and

female survivors, in the same
room,’”’ Ms. Martin said.

The offenders are often
ordered by local es to attend
the program, which is funded by
Travis County, the county’s
criminal justice division and the
governor’s office.

The Austin Police Department,
the Department of Human Ser-
vices and the Travis County
sheriff’s office also make refer-
rals to the program.

The program is based on a
model developed in San Jose,
Calif. It forces molesters to face
their misdeeds, and allows adult
victims of childhood abuse to
deal with their traumas.

Until a few years ago, gallbladder
surgery was the only satisfactory
method of treating gallistones. Re-
cently, however, two alternative
methods are gaining popularity.

ing hospitals or medical centers. I
cannot comment dn the relative mer-
its and dangers of lithotripsy because
I've had no personal with
it.

Also, galistones can be dissolved
with prescription medicine, such as
Actigall. The patient takes several
rllln a day for many months. Gradual-

, the stones disappear. However, af-

ter treatment is stopped, gallstones
often form again. Therefore, repeated
courses of t.her:ry may be necessary.

These benign fatty tumors rarely
cause symptoms and do not have to be
removed unless they are cosmetically

" unsightly. In rare instances, lipomas

can undergo malignant ; there-
fore, rapidly growing lesions should
be biopsied or surgically excised.

needle, is a method frequently used to -

remove lipomas that are large or an-
noying, enabling patients to avoid sur-
gery.

Fire erupts
at Dallas

med school
DALLAS (AP) — A laboratory

run by Nobel Prize-winning
scientists at a medical school sus-
tained damage when flames
broke out, forcing evacuations
and releasing hazardous
materials where radioactive
substances are used.

Investigators today were try-
ing to determine how the fire
started in one of several labs run
by Michael S. Brown and Joseph
L. Goldstein at the University of
Texas Southwestern Medical
Center.

The two-alarm blaze Sunday
night released several hazardous
materials, including hydrazine
and chloroform, that had been
stored near some radioactive
substances, said Chief Mike Zak
of the Dallas Fiire Department.

He said 12 firefighters and
eight civilians who were building
employees or security officials
were taken to Parkland
Memorial Hospital for
observation after flames broke
out, but they were later released.

“We did not know what the
byproducts of the fire and smoke
were, so we took precautions,” he
said.

Initial reports that radioactive
substances had been released
were later discounted, said Zak,
although such materials are used
in the lab. ‘

Hydrazine, a flammable and
corrosive material, is poisonous
and may be fatal if inhaled,
swallowed or absorbed through
the skin, Zak said.

Tyler zoo aims at preserving
endangered species, education

TYLER, Texas (AP) — The
three massive black rhinos at

Caldwell Zoo distractedly look up

from munching hay as a group of
school kids enter the rhino hut.

The children look around, ap-
parently unimpressed.

““‘Oooh, it smells in here,’”’ com-
ments one young girl. The others
agree.

“Let’'s go see the giraffes,”
says another and they scramble
out the door.

Among the animal kingdom at
the zoo, rhinos are hardly star at-
tractions.

Children tug at their parents’
hands to see playful black and
white colobus monkeys swing in
their cages or lumbering
elephants toss dirt onto their
backs.

Even a slumbering cheetah br-
ings forth more excitement than
the fat, ugly rhinos.

But to zoo general curator
Michael Tucker, the rhinos are
prized possessions representing
Caldwell’s commitment tohelp-
ing preserve the planet’s en-
dangered species.

Black rhinos are among about
a dozen threatened or en-
dangered species housed in
natural settings in the 40-acre zoo
off Martin. Luther King
Boulevard.

‘“They are really in trouble,”
Tucker said of the animal’s
status in the wilds of Africa.

Experts estimate only 3,500 of

i

the huge animals remain in their
natural habitat, he said. To help
ensure black rhinos are around
for future generations, zoos
across America are carefully stu-
dying and breeding the animals
as part of the Species Survival
Plan.

There are 150 black rhinos in
captivity in America. Through
cooperation‘of zoos participating
in the SSP, they are being
managed as one large herd,
Tucker said.

The SSP is administered by the
American Association of
Zoological Parks and
Aquariums, a non-profit
organization which works to
maintain professional standards
at America’s zoos.

Caldwell Zoo is certified by
AAZPA and works within its
guidelines and recommendations
in housing wildlife whose ex-
istence is being threatened by
man,

When Caldwell Zoo decided to
include a rhino hut as part of its
multimillion-dollar East Africa
exhibit, Tucker said they called
AAZPA administrators to find
out how to construct the facility
and where to locate potential
mates for breeding.

Of the three rhinos at Caldwell,
one is on loan from the Chicago’s
Brookfield Zoo. Another was born
in the San Antonio Zoo and is on
loan from the Cincinnati Zoo. The
third was purchased from Miami

Metro Zoo.

To provide the best care possi-
ble for the black rhinos, Caldwell
zookeepers and administrators
communicate with the AAZPA
and other zoos that house rhinos
to obtain the latest information
on their needs, Tucker said. In
turn, Caldwell contributes to this

‘body of knowledge and assists

others who need information.

When Priscilla, one of the first
black rhinos at the zoo, suffered a
tissue growth which led to com-
plications that took her life, one
of Caldwell’s zookeepers wrote a
paper on the illness, its complica-
tions and treatment that was
distributed to other zoos.

‘““We certainly don’t feel we can
solve all the problems
ourselves,” Tucker said, “but if
we all pool our resources and
work together, we can do a lot
more. Perhaps we can learn
something about the rhino that
we can share with others.”

The- zoo’s four. long, sleek
cheetahs also are a highly en-
dangered species.

Caldwell zookeepers have
taken sperm from the male and
reproductive tissue "samples
from the female cheetahs. They
hope it will reveal information
needed to initiate successful
breeding here that can be
repeated elsewhere.

Such interpretation became fashion-
able for a while (Laurence Olivier
gave it acceptability) but it has
largely faded.

Although there was some use of
the word “nunnery” in Elizabethan
England as a brothel, such use was
not extant. Moreover, no one can
rationally read this scene without
concluding that Hamlet, in urging
Ophelia thither, is crudely suggest-
ing that only in such a place can she
hope to escape the evil machinations
of man and the vile institution of

Isaac Asimov, in adopting the
conventional meaning, offers another
suggestion: “But is it Ophelia he
plans tosend to a nunnery, orisit his
mother, Queen Gertrude?” (Remem-
ber that Edward the Confessor sent
his mother, Emma, to a nunnery
once he had gained the throne.)

Be assured that, for every opinion
of Shakespeare, there is another to
the opposite, and hundreds in be-
tween. And just because this genius
was much given to the bawdy does
not mean we should go out of our way
to give his every word that twist.
