Farm Gas Taxes

Are Now Being

Refunded
Want to add a nice chunk of

cash to this year's farm in-

come? Farmers who do are re-

minded that they may now
submit claims for federal gas
tax refunds, accordingto F. W.
Martin, County Agent.

The refund may be received
for all gasoline used for agri-
cultural purposes on a farm or
ranch. Claims should include
fuel used by the operatorhim-
self or by custom operators
working for him. However,
fuel used In vehicles on roads,
and highways, is not eligible
for refund.

The claim for federal re-

funds must be made from July
1 to Sept. 30 on gasoline used
between July 1, 1961 and June
30 of 1962. The procedureIs

simple and all farmers who

filed claims Inst year will re-

ceive Form 2240 in the mall
this year. Farmers who did not

file last year may obtain the

forms from their County Agent

or from the Internal Revenue
Service.

Yet, this is the warning that has
been issued to 30 people in Texas.

The time of their death?Labor Day Weekend.
Homer Garrison Jr., director of the Texas Department of

Public Safety, has estimatedthat there will be 3,000 traffic ac-

cidents in Texas over the three-da-y period and that as a result
of the collisions, some 30 personswill .be killed.

No one is predictingjust who those 30 will be. but any driver
or passenger who venturesout during that period is suscept-

ible. Of course, this is true for any day of the year.
Texas traffic fatalities are high. In 1960 some 2,254 persons

were slaughteredon this state'shighways and roads. Only Cali-

fornia had a higher tally.
Still, even in Texas the number of such fatal accidents is

decreasing, proportionately, through the years. Among major
factors, which have contributed to lowering the number of

smashupspercentage-wis-e are the training courses being taught
in high schools.

Nationwide there are now more than 14.000 training cars in

use as compaied to 4,500 in 1930. Over half of the country's high
schools offer driver education classes.

Perhapsthis is why today the averagedriver will travel 42.-0- 00

miles, or five years, between property-damagin-g accidents.
If educationamongthe young people continues to have sufficient
influence and if adult drivers would try a little self-educati-on

and self-discipli- it is possible that not only would the number
of miles between accidentsdecreasebut so would the deaths.

Possibly it then wouldn't be necessaryfor the highway pa-

trol in Texas to increaseits Labor Day officers-on-dut-y by 150.

And then, perhaps,30 people would not have to be told they will
die.
