Katharyn Duff recently men-
tioned the fact that the late
Cole Younger had visited this
area around 1910 while travel-
ing with a Wild West show and
carnival.

Younger was a member of
the JesseJames gang of des-
peradoes in the early days of
the West. Later he reformed
and led a normal life.

He did travel with a carni-
val for severalyears, and was
with the show when it visited
Haskell on several occasions.

Legend has It that Younger
believed his Rang had hid sev
eral thousand dollars in loot
from one of their hold-up- s, in
Rice Springs or one of the ad-
jacent water holes on Spring
Creek In South Haskell.

While here for a week's stay
with a carnival, Younger took
one or two oldtime cowboys
into his confidence and told
of the incident when the hold-
up loot was left here.

His gang had pitched camp
at Rice Springs after a long
day's ride to outdistance their
pursuers.

Thinking they were safe,
they were lolling around near
the Springs when they noticed
horsemen topping a rise about
a half mile away. Thinking the
men were officers, the bags
containing gold and silver were
tossed into the Springs as the
gang hastily mounted and rac-
ed off, leaving1 most of their
camp gear.

Later, the gang learned that
instead of officers, the ap-
proaching men were cowboys
who knew nothing about a
holdup, Younger said.

Younger reportedly sought
for the abandoned gold and
silver In several places here,
but had no luck, so far as local
people ever knew.

Another interesting legend
concerning buried treasure
deals with a small fortune
in gold which is supposed to
be buried near the site of an
an old rock house on Paint
Creek.

The earlyday ranchhousehas
long since disappeared, but its
