Fire Marshal Urges Care to Pre-
veut Fires During the Holi-
day Season.

(By S. W. Inghsh, State Fire
Marshal)

The Holiday Season is again
at hand and with it comes the
usual need for vigilance in order
to safeguard property against
fire, and protect the public from
injury in the Christmas celebra-
tion usually observed by decorat-
ing Christmas trees in churches
and homes, and stocks of mer-
chandise, with highly inflam-
mable materials, and the ex-
ploding of fire works.

Fire in winter always imposes
hardships on firemen. Frozen
hands and feet are comman inci-
dents in fighting winter fires,
and sickness frequently follows
exposure of tkose driven by fires
out in the cold. Holiday fires in

stores, churches, and bazaars
are usually holocausts. Light
inflammable decorations make

fire easy to start and easy to
spread. A match, gas flame or
electrical <eteect may do it.
Watch the gas jets. Decorations
may be carried against them by
air currents. Watch the smoker

Do not permit him to -light hig |

pipe, scigar or cigarette inside,
your building. Consult the
electrical inspector before chang-
ing any part of your wiring.

It is not the nature of Santa
Claus to sow seeds of sorrow.
Why not induce this dear old
gentleman to join the ranks of
fire' preventors? Do not permit
your own neglect to ke saddled
off on to Santa Claus. Don’t
permit a Merry Christmas to
wind up in ashes and despon-
dency, :

In decorating Ceristmas trees
with paper, or any other ma-
terral, use metallic tinsels or
other non-inflamable substances.
Never use cotton. If you must
have snow, use asbestos fibre.
Inevery little Christmas tree
candle there is danger. Candles
are meat to be lighted, and if
the children can get matches
they will experimnet with them.
It is, therefore, better that com-
mon sense by used for seasoning
Christmas cheer than to have
the spirit of the season mace
unsavory with bitter tears of
regret. A house of merriment
is better than a house of mourn-

ing.

Kansas City Livestock

Kansas Citv Stock Yards, Dec.
15, 1915.—Cattle of all classes
made gains last week. Order
buyvers say prices here are high
relatively, as compared with
markets east and they are in a
position to judge, a s their busi-
ness depends on being able to fill
orders to an advantage here.
When markets east are getting
plenty of beef at a reasonable
price, outside nrders are scarce
here. The supply today is 18000
cattle, ‘containing a large propor-
tion of stockers and feeders.
Beef cattle sold steady in most
cases, although Chicago reports
20000 cattle and lower prices.
Heavy steers brought $10, and
vearlings also brought that
Other yearlings brought
$940 and other heavy steers
brought $9.25. Middle class
steers sell up to $8.50 and pretty
good short fed steers $7.25 to $8,
warmed up steers $6.50 to $7.
Butcher grades are selling strong,
prime heavvy cows up to $7,
choice heavy bulls $6, heifers $9.
In every class there is a wide
spread between the best and the
cheapest and it is the cifficulty
that feeders have in appreciat-
ing this that causes disappoint-
ment 1n some of the sales.

Stockers and feeders advanced
25 to 50 cents last week, con-
taary to the usual December
procedure, and the market on
them is strong to 10 higher to-
day. Choice to fancy stockers
and feeders sell arnund $8 again,
and medium grades at $6.25 to
$7, common cattle still under $6
in most cases. Iowa and Minne-
sota sentin about 250 car loads
for today’s market ana sales are
30 to 50 cents above a week ago,
good stock steers and feeders at
$6.50 to $7.00 today, and stock
heifers up to $6.25. Buyers
realize that the breeding of
many of the northern Iowa and
Minnesota cattle is as good as
that found 1n Missouri cattle.

Hog supplies are running very
heavy at the northern markets,
L.« cause of lack ¢of feed, immense
numbers of pigs and light
weights Feing sent to market on
that account. Receipts here are
mocerate and quality averages

Sweetwater Post Office
Safe Blown and Robbed.

Sweetwater, Dec. 10,—The
postoffice here was robbed at 3
o’clock this morning of several
hundred dollars’ worth of stamgs
$200 in cash and several register-
ed letters.

A holiday party for a large number
of children might consist of an old
fashioned store.

The deep-pink. color of
the brine is a phenomenon that
appears in salt ponds generally
when a certain concentration is
reached. Ip the salt ponds of
San Francisco Bay this color is
due to a certain bacillus which
livesin saturated brinesand also
in the heaps of salt as it 18 piled
for drainage and shipment. Pro-
hibitive to life as such an enyir-
onment might be considered,
strong natural brines are, in fact,
inhabited by a number of minute
organisms—animals as well as,
plants. The pink color disape'
pears in winter or when fresh
water is 1ntroduced into the
pond. The Southern Pacific Co.
has done some experimental
work on preserving piles and
railroad ties by soaking them in
the pond. (Overland Guidebook,
Bulletin 612, U. S. Geological;
Survey.)

Lee Watson, a n engineering
student in University of Michi-
gan, has discovered that gaso-
line filtered through chamois
ohin is extremely dangerous, and
that you are playing hide and
seek with the undertaker when-
ever you do it. He says:

“‘Garage men, beware! Auto-
ists attention! There is death in
the chamois strainer, as gasoline

passing through the chamois
orms static electricity which
harges the funnel. When the
mount of electricity is sufficient
5 produce a jump spark, that
rark, following the 1nevitable
7of electric attraction,
jumps to the nearest ‘‘ground,”
which is your tank. In doing so,
it must pass across the opening
between the end of the funnel
and the edge of the tank through
which the gasoline vapor is ris-
‘ng. Suddenly there is a violent
ischarge, like that of lightning,
1d all those in close relation
e, as it were, struck by light-
ng- Many have been burned
1d scarred for life through ig-

norance of this fiend electricity,
and many more have heen meas-
ured out in their last resting
place.

*“The moral of this article i,
do not put gasoline through
chamois skin, but if you insist
on taking chances, besure that
vou have a ‘‘ground’’ on it by
seeing that the funnel touches
the cpening of the tank. Vapor
rising from gasoline when mixed
with atmosphere in proper pro-
portion, is ecne of the most dan-
gerous explosives.’’

Doing the Watch Trick

HE watch trick here described is
interesting to while away odd
minutes  at Yuletide. Request

some one to think of one of the num-
pers from one to twelve on the dial of
your watch and ask him to add one to
it every time you tap the crystal over
the dial with a pencil (see illustra-
tion) until ke reaches twenty, and then
to mnotify you. Tell him that by the
twentieth tap you will have read his
mind so accurately that you will then
strike the number he first thought of
without asking any questions.

The method of doing this trick is
very simple. For the first seven taps
you may strike at random any of the

numbers on the watch dial, but at the
eighth tap strike twelve, at the ninth,
eleven; at the tenth, ten, and so on
around backward until you are noti-
fied by the chooser that he has reach-
ed twenty in his count.

If the instructions have been prop-
erly followed the pencil will then rest
apon. the chusen number, because if
itwelve—the highest number that can
be taken—is chosen, eight taps will
bring it to twenty, so that your pencil,

according to instructions. will then be
on twelve, and any other number se-
lected on the dial will be less than
twelve by just the amount that will
cause the pencil taps to shift back-

ward from twelve to the thought of
pumber when the count of twenty has
been reached by the chooser.
