‘Inaugurated.

Washmgton, June 29 —Millions
of doilars in paper money of a
new type will :be put.into circu-
lation upon the establishment of

!the Federal Reserve banks with-

in the next few weeks. Under
the federal Reserve Bank Act,
each of the twelve federal re

es from the Federal Reserve
Board, in the form of Federal
Reserve notes, a distinctly new
sort of paper money. Commer-
cial paver will be the collateral
advanced by the various banks
as security for these notes.
Controller of the Currency

paper money now under consid-
eration. At his request, Jos. E.
Ralph, director of the Bureau of
Engraving, prepared notes of $5,
$10, $20, $50 and $100 denomina-
tions, and these bave been sub-
micted to Secretary McAdoo.

It is not likely, however, that
the samples will be officially ac-
cepted until the members of the
Federal Reserve Board have been

The $5-note submitted by Mr.
Ralph is typical of agriculture.
The portrait on the face of the
note is Lincoln’s and the back
shows a harvesting machine and
allegorical figures of - typical
farming.

The $10 note bears  a portrait
of Cleveland and a manufactur-
ing scene.

The $20 note bears Jackson’s
portrait and is typical of com-
merce, having a steamship, train
and other mediums of trade on
the back.

.Grant'’s picture is shown onthe
$50 note, and Franklin’s portrait
adorns the #100 bill. Both of
these larger bills are typical of
the arts.

All the bills will be printed
in green ink on the back, while
black ink” will be used in the
faces.

At present dlfferem portraits
appear on different sorts of pa-
per money of the same denomi-
nation. It is likely thac the por-
traits selected for use oa the fed-
eral reserve notes also will be
used on other paper.

‘So in the future, all bank notes
gold and silver certificates and
federal reserve notes of $5 de-
pomination will probably bear
Lincoln’s portrait, and so on thru
the series up to the $100.

At the last National Corn Ex-
position the Division of Public
Welfare, in the Departnrent of
Extension of the University of
Texas, had a display of maps of
the State -of Texas. On these
maps was shown in color and

Among the subjects
dealt with were those of tenancy
and mortgages, the amount of
different crops produced, or the
number of live stock to be found,
and other closely related sub-
jects. The facts thus set forth
permitted the people from any
county to compare their stand-
ing at a glance with the stand-
ing of other counties on the
same question. This material has
since been used by local parties
who want to make a further
study of their own communities
as related to other communities,
or who desire to write an intel-
ligent ' article upon the agricul-
tural resources and possibilities
of their respective counties.
