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Town plans to move to higher ground Dr. Gott P«t«r Golt, M.D.

ENGLISH. Ind. (AP) — The 
people of English, fed up with 
floods, are packing up Main 
Street and moving to higher 
ground.

In one of the most ambitious 
projects of its kind, the town 
plans to tear down or move more 
than 70 homes as well as the 
library, the bank, the newspaper 
and about 30 other businesses.

A new downtown is planned a 
mile away on a hillside now 
covered by cwnfields and trees.

The town of 650 people in one of 
the state’s poorest counties hopes 
to raise 16 million for the move 
from a half-dozen state and 
federal agencies.

“The town’s made the decision 
to move and we’re going to move. 
We don't^ blink an eye to anyone

when we say that,’’ said Tony 
P a p p a n o , a co m m u n ity  
developer hired to plan the move.

About 75 percent of the town 
will be affected by the move, 
Pappano said.

Decision to admit tapes has 
psychotherapists worried

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A 
court decision allowing audio 
tapes of counseling to be used in a 
murder trial has mental health 
professionals worried that the 
ancient tradition of patient con­
fidentiality is in danger.

California courts opened the 
door to the psychotherapist’s of­
fice a bit wider with a decision 
Aug. 6 allowing tapes of 
counseling to be used against

brothers Lyle and Erik Menendez 
in the slaying of their parents.

Jose and Kitty Menendez were 
shot repeatedly at close range in 
their Beverly Hills mansion in 
1969. Six months later, police a r­
rested Lyle. 21, and Erik, 19, 
alleging the young men coveted 
their parents’ $15 million estate.

Prosecutors argued that tapes 
of the brothers’ counseling ses­
sions with therapist L. Jerome

confessed to killing their parents, 
could be used as evidence.

Superior Court Judge James 
Albracht agreed, saying the 
tapes were not covered by laws 
guarding patient-therapist cmn- 
munication.

These statutes are an extension 
(rf the right of privacy between 
doctor and patient that dates to 
Greek philosopher Hippocrates, 
the founder of modem medicine. 
The Hippocratic oath, still taken 
by new ^ysicians, binds doct(H*s 
to secrecy about their patients’ 
cases.

Many psychotherapists say the 
courts are eroding this vow when 
the need to protect society 
clashes with an individual’s right 
to privacy.

But English is planning 
(Hie of the largest such projects in 
the country, said Bill Powers of 
the Federal Emergency Manage­
ment Agency’s Chicago offlee.

The three-member Town Coun­
cil voted last week to condenm 
property in the flood plain that 
covers the heart of town. 
Residents who live there will be 
forced to sell their homes to the 
county.

The next step is annexation and 
zoning of about 600 acres to the 
northeast, doubling the town’s 
size. The area should be annexed 
within two months, Pappano 
said.

An FEMA architect and a 
$44,000 planning grant from the 
agenev helped English come up 
with plans for a new downtown. It 
would be connected to the 
buildings left behind by a new 
road.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’m a 32-year- 
old male and have (»nsuined about a 
dozen been every Friday night for IS 
years. I recently betuime very lighth­
eaded and faint. I s(Hnetiinez feel dis­
oriented, hut my doctor can’t find 
anything wrong with me. (^ould my 
problem be related to the heer?

MIAR READER: Two six-packs of 
heer in a night is certainly enough to 
get a buzz on. While I hesitate making 
a judgment about your drinking hab­
its, this amount of beer has the poten­
tial for causing health problems — if 
not now, then later.

To begin with, the alcohol in beer is 
just as potent as the al<x>hol in liquor, 
it’s simply more dilute. Over time, it 
^  affect your brain (poor judgment 
and addictive behavienr), your heart 
(“beer drinker’s cardiomyopathy,” a 
weakness of the cardiac muscle), your 
pancreas (inflammation), your liver 
(cirrhosis: inflammation and scar­
ring) and your stomach (erosive gas­
tritis, stomach inflammation that 
sometimes bleeds). In my view, you 
should give up alcohol (beer inciwied) 
(xmipletely for a few weeks to deter­
mine if your Friday-night habit is the 
cause of your health problems. If it is, 
abstinence will make you feel better.

In reading between the lines of your 
questi(», I sense you are con<%rned 
about a potential drinking problem. 
You may be interested in learning 
that alcoholism is not a disease that 
just affects skid-row bums or daily 
drinkers. Many alcoholics control 
their drinking for years, may abstain 
for weeks, or prefer so-called binge 
drinking, when they periodically and 
predictably over-imbibe.

Therefore, alcoholism comes in 
many forms. In some people, the pat­
tern of drinking is important; in oth­
ers, the reason for drinking is para­
mount. But for every alcoholic, 
alcohol causes problems of one kind 
or another: poor health, inappropriate 
behavior which is repetitive, and an 
attitude that the drug is a vital part of 
normal living. The alcohol, then, mo­
nopolizes the alcoholic’s life, unlike 
the normal, s(x;ial drinker who can 
take it or leave it without a thought.

The fact that you have had health 
problems and took the time to write 
me, asking about beer, indicates that 
you may suspect alcohol-dependency. 
Pay attention to what your body is 
telling you and stop drinking.

Obviously, if your symptoms per­
sist or recur, you should seiek medical 
attention, preferably from an inter-

Sheriff; investigation into 
3 slayings may take awhile

PONTOTOC, Texas (AP) — 
The sheriff says it could be 
several more days before a grand 
jury is presented with evidence in 
a triple slaying that sparked the 
biggest manhunt in Mason Coun­
ty history.

‘This kind of case takes time,” 
"'said Sheriff Don Grote. “It’s just 
a lot of paperwork.”

Michael Joseph Griffith, 35, of 
Mason, is suspected of kilFing 
three men, police said. He was 
ordered held without bail in 
Mason on an aggravated kidnap­
ping charge stemming from 
Tuesday’s alleged abducticm of 
Elizabeth Zigler, 26. She escaped 
Wednesday, police said, and 
helped in the search for Griffith, 
who was captured Saturday.

Police apprehended Griffith in 
a pasture about six miles north of 
Pontotoc. He was armed with a 
shotgun and rifle, but no shots 
were fired.

Griffith is suspected in the

Wednesday shooting death of 
Ivan H. Herron, 58, a t a general 
store in the community of Pon­
totoc. While in the stra-e, Griffith 
boasted about having killed two 
other men, police said.

About an hour after Griffith’s 
capture, authmities found the 
bo^es of those men, Jesse Leon 
Parker, 30, and Joele Porter, 31, 
both of Mason, in a closet at an 
abandoned farm house near 
Mason. Parker and Porter, who 
had been shot to death, were ac­
quaintances of Griffith.

Griffith and Ms. Zigler were 
hitchhiking early Wednesday 
morning when they were picked 

.up by Mary Ann Wells, owner of 
the general store in Pontotoc. Ms. 
WeUs apparently didn’t realize 
that Ms. Zigler had been reported 
abducted the day before, police 
said. F

sh(q>, where she said Griffith 
bound and gagged her in a feed

room, then shot Herron once in 
the back of the head and twice in 
the back.

Grote said the case would be 
presented “just as soon as we can 
get the paperwork done and sit a 
grand jury. We’re going to go for 
capital murder charges.”

Grote said the last sla^ng in 
the central Texas county had oc-« 
curred in 1962, and he said he 
couldn’t remember there ever 
being a capital murder case in 
the county.

‘‘This really tore this com­
munity ap art,” Grote said. 
‘‘These types of things may hap­
pen routinely in the big city, but 
in a little community like this it’s 
unheard (rf.”

Mason is a town of about 3,500 
some 100 miles northwest of 
Austin. Pontotoc, about 20 miles 
nOTthwest of Mas(m, is an unin­
corporated area of about 200 
residents.
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Lucas angry about ‘Henry’
DALLAS (AP). — Henry Lee 

Lucas says his life isn ’t 
remarkable enough for a movie 
OT a book, despite the 600 
murders he’s confessed to com­
mitting.

But this month, a controversial 
movie, ‘‘Henry: P w trait of a 
Serial Killer,” opened in Dallas, 
Fort Worth and Houston — a fact 
that has angered Lucas.

‘‘I’m not going to let anybody 
do it unless it’s a true story,” he 
said.

Lucas said he has talked to his 
attorney about suing ‘‘on the 
grounds of lying, on the grounds 

connectii^ me to crimes I 
didn’t commit.”

The movie, which depicts a 
murderer methodically plying 
his craft, is so graphically violent 
and dark that it drew an X rating 
from the Motion Picture Associa­
tion of America, prompting the 
producers to rdease the film 
without a rating.

Although he has not seen the 
movie, Lucas has heard and read 
enough about it to know that the 
level of violence is outrageous, he 
said.

‘‘Anyone who sees it is crazy,” 
Lucas told The Dallas Morning 
News in Sunday’s editions.

‘‘I don’t think they should show 
violence a t all ... It should be 
outlawed,” he said. ‘‘You take a 
mentally disturbed person, it will 
(spur him on to violence). He 
don’t have to be nuts, but if he’s 
mentally disturbed, it could set 
off anything.”

Lucas, 54, is on Texas’ death 
row for the murder of a hit­
chhiker, never identified and 
known only by what she was 
wearing — orange socks.

Confessions and plea bargains 
have led to other sentences. 
‘‘Nine or 10 life sentences — I 
don’t know which,” he said.

All of the cases against him, he 
contends, are based on lies.

Juvenile crime on the rise
HOUSTON (AP) -  State 

authorities are using tough 
sentences and counseling to stem 
the sharp increase in murder, 
rape, assault and other violent 
crimes by juveniles here and 
across Texas.

Homicides by youngsters 
reached an all-time high in Texas 
last year with ISO killings. In 
Houston, homicides rose by 75 
percent in the first seven months 
of this year — faster than any 
other m ajw  juvenile crime.

‘‘They’re  arm ed, they’re 
violent, and they’re  on dnij^ ,” 
said Elizabeth Godwin, chief pro­
secutor of the Harris County 
District Attorney’s juvenile divi­
sion.

The Texas Youth Ctnnmission 
is hoping to turn y o u i^ te rs  
around by offering specialized 
therapy in addition to the tradi­
tional schooling, vocational 
education and work in its

facilities.
A recently approved state law, 

drafted to handle the rising 
violence among children, may 
also encourage rehabilitation 
while putting teeth into juvenile 
justice, oHicials say.

Called a determinate sentenc­
ing law, it allows a juvenile court 
judge to sentence youngsters to 
up to 30 years incarceration, in­
cluding possible time in state 
prison.

The law requires the youths 
first be sent to the Texas Youth 
Commission. When they turn 18 a

juvenile court judge decides 
whether they should serve the 
rest of their sentence in an adult 
prison.

Officials blame the increased 
crime on easy access to han­
dguns and the spread of crack co­
caine.
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Lucas was first arrested in 
June 1983, on-a firearms charge, 
he said. Montague County 
sheriff’s deputies toedr the oppor- 
tunity to question him on the 
disappearance of Kate Rich, an 
elderly Ringgold woman who had 
befriended him.

Questioning continued for 
days. He said he decided to tell 
the officers what they wanted to

hear — not just implicating 
himself in the death of Rich 
and his girlfriend, but also con­
fessing to the 1979 
S o c k s ”  m u rd e r  
Georgetown.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Mark 

Rypien was forced out with an in­
jury, but Troy Aikman’s fate 
wasn’t much better. He had to en­
dure the Washington Redskins’ 
defense for the whole game.

With their own quarterback 
down, the Redskins hounded 
Aikman with eight sacks, and 
Darrell Green returned an in­
te rc e p tio n  fo r th e ir  only 
touchdown, as Washington beat 
Dallas at home for the first time 
in three years, 19-15 on Sunday.

“Thank goodness for our 
defense. Our defense found a way 
to make the plays and win it,’’ 
said coach Joe Gibbs.

Washington was outgained by 
the C o w les  but got four field 
goals from Chip Lohmiller before 
G reen’s 18-yard touchdown 
return in the fourth quarter pro­
vided what proved to be the vann­
ing points.

Gibbs will likely need another 
quarterback this wedc after Ry- 
p ien’s spirained knee sent 
untested backup Stan Humphries 
into the game in the second 
quarter. Team physician Dr. 
Charles Jackson said it appears 
Rypien will miss a t least one 
game.

Washington (2-1) has defeated 
its first two NFC East Division 
opponents. Dallas is 1-2.

A week after allowing Joe Mon­
tana 390 yards passing in San 
Francisco, the Redskins gave 
Aikman only 143 net passing 
yards, forced one fumble and got 
two interceptions in the fourth 
quarter to protect a slim lead.

“We felt that they were going 
to come after us practically 
every play,’’ said Aikman, who

was 23-01-43 for 207 yards. “And 
they just about did that.’’

Said tackle Tracy Rocker, one 
of seven Redskins to rec« ^  
sacks, “This would have been 
their third straight win here, and 
we didn’t want that to happen.’’

But this was no repeat of the 13- 
3 surprise a t RFK Stadium that 
gave the Cowboys their lone win 
U st year. Dallas had 19 first 
downs to Washington’s 11, and 
Ken Willis field goals of 33 and 41 
yards made the sc(M*e 6-6 .in the 
third quarter befrare the tur­
novers caught up with Dallas.

“I like this football team,’’ said 
coach Jimmy Johnson, whose 
NFL recMd fell to 2-17. “I like the 
people because I can see this 
team getting better. If we can 
keep this group together and 
keep them working as hard as 
they are working, we are going to 
end up being a good football 
team.’’

The sacks helped set up field 
goals of 37,23,24 and 55 yards by 
Lohmiller. The last, the longest 
of Lohmiller’s career, fell just 
over th e  c ro ss -b a r aU er 
Aikman’s fumble a t the Dallas 46 
and gave the Redskins a 12-6 lead 
entering the fourth quarter.

The exchange of currency will be carried out until Oct. 8. after 
which t |e  Kuwaiti dinar will be considered illegal tender, the agency 
quoted the governmentls Economics Conunittee as saying.

Iraq has methodically dismantled Kuwaiti institutions following 
its Aug. 2. seizure and subsequent annexation of the neighboring oil- 
rich emirate.

Baghdad authorities have officially disbanded Kuwait’s govern­
ment, mUitary, foreign embassies and national airline.

T h ^  refer to Kuwait as Iraq’s 19th province, but the United Na­
tions recognizes Kuwait’s depMed al-Sabah family as the country’s 
rulers.

Mandela, holding hands with her husband, African National 
Congress leader Nelson Mandela, said nothing as she arrived at a ci­
ty magistrate’s court. She stood silently in the courtroom as her 
lawyers conferred with the magistrate and a trial date was set for 
Feb. 4.

Mrs. Mandela, wearing a  black outfit, was greeted by about 30 
cheering and singing ANC women supporters as she left the court. 
"Winnie, Winnie!” the women chantM as they tried to touch Mrs. 
Mandela.

She smiled Ixiefly before being whisked away by lawyers and 
aides.

One youth was killed and the forma* head of Mrs. Mandela’s 
bodygtmrds, Jerry  Richardson, has been convicted of murder and 
sentenced to death in the same case. The sentence is being appealed.

Mrs. Mandela has denied any wrongdoing.

Stevie Ray’s last project set for release
City official seeks cuts, mcluding own job

DALLAS (AP) — The much- 
awaited release this week of the 
album “Family Style” will mark 
a bittersweet ^ y  for fans of the 
late Texas blues guitarist Stevie 
Ray Vaughan.

The album “Family Style,” set 
for release Tuesday, is the only 
full release on which Stevie Ray 
and his brother, Jimm ie, col­
laborated Stevie Ray Vaughan 
died Aug. 27 in a helicopter crash 
in Wisconsin following a concert 
with Eric Clapton.

It was not the first time the 
brothers recorded together. Jim ­
mie joined Stevie R ay's band for

two tracks on “Couldn’t Stand 
the W eather” and they perform ­
ed together on Bob Dylan’s 
newest release, “Under the Red 
Sky.”

But those few weeks spent 
recording “ Family Style” were 
really the first time in their adult 
lives the two spent a lot of time 
together —

The brothers meshed schedules 
and careers to record in Mem­
phis, Tenn., New York and Dallas 
from mid-May through the sum ­
mer. Jim m ie quit his band, the 
Fabulous Thunderbirds. Stevie 
Ray passed up the opportunity to

make an album with the band 
Double Trouble to follow up their 
last collaboration, “ In Step.” 
Critics called the work Stevie 
Ray’s best.

For both men, the costs were 
well worth the chance to work 
together, said Charles Comer, 
the b ro th e rs ’ publicist and 
longtime family friend.

“Tick Tock,” by Stevie Ray, 
was co-written by Jim m ie, Nile 
Rodgers, the record’s producer 
and Je rry  Williams. It was first 
played in public a t an outdoor 
memorial service for Stevie Ray 
on Aug. 31 in Dallas.

ROBSTOWN, Texas (AP) —
